In 1896 William Jennings Bryan
‘was requested to leave the Demo-
cratic party and join the Populist
party 'which was at that time ad-
vocating many reforms for which
Mr. Bryan stood. He replied that
when he wished to clean house he
would not go over to the home of
his neighbor to commence. He re-
mained with the Democratic party
and fought her battles for the re-
forms for which he stood, during
the remainder of his life. Many
of his admirers, in the absence of
his great leadedship, have drifted
from their party, scattering into
the Republican and Independent
parties, with the result that the
Democratic party has lost their
counsel and leadership and is
weakened in some of its former
policies and purposes.

American history reveals that no
third party has long survived in
this Republic. They spring up and
flourish for a season and pass on.
The country then returns either to
the Democratic party, that has ev-
er stood as the tribune of the peo-
ple’s rights, or to the Republican
party that has been the champion
of a centralized government and the
patron of industry and organized
wealth.

If the Democrats of Texas, who
have dropped from the ranks of
their party, expect to ever accom-
plish the principles and reforms
for which they stand, they must
make their fight in their own house-
hold.

Ridpath, the great historian, in
discussing the people of the Mex-
ican Republic, records the fact
that they are incapable of main-
taining a Republic, because in po-
litical contests the losing faction
will not yield to the majority. He
says that a nation can not main-
tain a Republican form of govern-
ment and that her people are in-
capable of self-government when
they refuse to bow to the will of,
the majority.

It is my hope, and I sincerely
urge, that every Democrat of East-
land county remain in our party,
regardless of whether the nominees
for president and governor be our
individual choices or not.

EXEMPTIONS UNNECESSARY
TO VOTE NEXT TUESDAY

The Cisco Citizen has been re-
quésted to state who can vote in
next Tuesday’s election, and wheth-
er exemption certificates are nec-
essary for those who have reached
60 years of age. Every person of
sound mind who has reached the
age of 21 years, paid his or her
poll tax, and not a public charge,
or who is 60 years old, and those
who have become of age since Jan-
uary 1, 1932, may cast ‘their vote
the election next Tuesday for coun-
ty, state and national officers.
Those who are 60 years of age, and
those who have become of age be-
fore the election, are not required
to pay a poll tax as a prerequisite
to voting.

Some who have moved into Tex-
as from other states requiring vot- |
ers to register are under the im-!
pression that registration is 1'e-I
quired in Texas. You don’t regis-
ter in this state. If you are over
age, or having reached your ma-
jority before election, the polling
officer may require you to make an
oath to this effect, but in cities
under 10,000 population no exemp-
tion certificate is. required.

Then we have a Retail Merchnts
Association, ‘'which can only func-
tion perfectly if given perfect co-
operafion. Do our business folk
give this association the support it
deserves? You know better than
I do. A Retail Merchants Associa-
tion is not a luxury, neither is it a
cvharitable institution, but dioes
or would, function for the benefit
of the entire community if given
perfect cooperation. The civic
societies can make it function with
100 percent support.

Of course it is the business of its
members, but we laymen, those
without a “classification,” see very
little benefit in weekly luncheons
where some person sings a song,
plays a fiddle, reads a poem or
gives at talk which all applaud but
nobody has heard, and then go back
to their daily grind with only an
appetite appeased and the body re-
freshed. Nothing constructive ac-
complished. Isn’t.that hour wasted.

Federal Farm Loans Being Promptly Paid
And Other Loans Being Made Weekly

Farmers owing federal farm

loans in this section of Texas are
meeting their payments promptly,
according to M. D. Paschall & Son,
local farm loan agents.

“We have a clientelle of about
380 farmers within a radius of 40
miles of Cisco!” Mr. Paschall
dtated. Our collections on farm
loans amount to $11,800 twice each
year, and this agency is less than
$500 delinquent on these collections.
This $23,620, with the exception
of about $500, has been collected
and remitted to headquarters. Our
information is that tnis is one of
the best records in the state. None
of the black land agencies can boast
of such a record. Some agencies
report collection of less than 50
per cent.

“We are told that many of the
agencies are not making any new
loans, but this is not the case with
the Cisco agency. We are making
new loans nearly every month, and
the old loans are being paid
promptly as they become due. A
few days ago we made a loan to
one of our farmer clients of $1,500,
who used $1,100 to pay off a mort-
gage on his farm, and saved it
from being foreclosed and the loss
of his home.

The Cisco welfare workers are
now located in a new home for
the work of caring for the needy
of Cisco. The lower floor of the
Mancill building, opposite the city
hall, has been secured, and the la-
bor of love is there being perform-
ed.

I passed the 'welfare headquar-
ters recently, and it did my heart
glad to see those noble women and
girls as busy as the hirelings of a
sweat shop bending over sewing
machines making garments for
those unfortunates who will be the
beneficiaries of their labor when
the rigors of winter shall have
made it necessary that many will
be compelled to ask charity to keep
their bodies warm. Cloth furnished
to Cisco by the American Red Cross
Society, thousands of yards, is be-
ing cut; sewed and turned into
finished garments by the self-
sacrificing women of Cisco. Many
will be supplied with new rainment
this winter, made available by these
women. Then I could not help
l;ut repeat: “Truly it is more
blessed to give than to receive,”
and “Sweet indeed are the deeds of
charity.”

know that they are paying off, and
paying in cash, and the money
they borrow should be spent with
Cisco merchants. I am sorry this
is not the case.

“It seems to me that these far-
mers could be induced to do their
trading in Cisco if the proper ef-
forts were put forth, but it can’t be
done by compelling a farmer to
have a health certificate before he
can peddle his fruit or vegetables
on our streets. I was told that the
city authorities exacted a health
certificate from people who ‘were
peddling apples on North D Ave-
nue lately, and as a result they
left the location, and some stopped
selling. I can see nothing wrong
In protecting local merchants in
every manner that is reasonable,
but we can be too strict in enforc-
ing some of our city ordinances
when they apply to local farmers.
It creates an unfriendly impres-
sion, and drives trade away from
Cisco.

Better Parking Space

“I notice we have a five minute
parking regulation now on Broad-
way between D and E avenues, in
front of the postofficee I am
afraid we are carrying our met-
ropolitan regulations a bit too far
in a country town like Cisco has
become. While it might be ad-
visable to have some regulation
against congesting the street in
front of the postoffice, and perhaps
the five minute rule is long enough,
as this parking is only used by Cis-
co people, but I believe we should
favor ‘more 4diberal parking -regu-
lations for our country customers.

“I heard a farmer say recently
that when he comes to town he had
to park his car out in South Cisco,
as there were no reservations in-
the business district. Some
such reservations should be made,
and that, too, in the business dis-
trict. Why not reserve the block
on West Seventh street between
F and E avenues, and let it be
known that this space is only for
the cars of farmers. It is within
one block of Main Street, and cars
parked there could remain all day
without blocking’ traffic. Do this,
and if this is not enough space
make additional reservations on
Broadway and West Sixth street.
Let’s do something to break down
this sentiment that Cisco is an un-
friendly city. Make the farmer feel
that he is welcome to the best con-
venience we have, and when he
peddles his produce forget about
him not having a health certifi-
cate.”

Teachers Oppose The
Amendment Exempt
Tax on Homesteads

Writing -in the Dallas News, J.
R. Donnell, of Corsicana, favors
revolutionizing school finances,
and points out that the Teachers’
associations are exerting a power-
ful influence against any econo-
mies in changing the present edu-
cational system. Also, that the
teachers, through their organiza-
tions, have launched a campaign
to defeat the homestead amendment
to exempt homes from taxation of
$3,000 valuation.

Following is the Iletter of Mr.
Donnell, and is worth considera-
tion:

Because of the powerful influ-
ence of the school interests through
the Texas Teadhens’ associdtion,
the Parent-Teacher associations
and other organizations, editors
and politicians fear to advocate
economies and reforms needful in
the system, from the public schools
to the higher educational institu-
tions. The school interests have
more lobbyists around the capitol
during sessions of the legislature
than any other interests.

The Texas Teachers’ association

l cation.

has started a campaign to try to
prevent the adoption of the consti-
tutional amendment to exempt
homesteads of an assessed valua-
tion of $3,000 because of anticipa-
tion of a reduction in school reve-
nues. The teachers will be joined
in this movement by all those who
fear an income tax, so it behooves
the home owners, those who would
be home owners, and all who rec-
ognize. the fact that to increase the
proportion of home owners in Tex-
as will better the class of citizen-
ship of the state, to busy them-
selves in behalf of the proposed-
amendment.

A little more than $2,000,000
could be saved the school fund by
eliminating the 6-year class of pu-
pils, and probably an equal amount
could be saved by making the per-
capi‘a allotment on the basis of
school attendance rather than the
scholastic census. The adoption
of the latter change would greatly
improve the attendance averages.
The saving thus resulting from the
two changes would possibly wipe
out the anticipated deficit in the
school fund.

It is of most importance that
children between the ages of 7 and
17 get the fundamentals of an edu-
If economizing must be
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done let it come before and after
these ages.

‘We are holding down the pro-
duction ef oil to anticipated de-
mand, and we tried to do the same
as to the production of cotton; why
not practice the same sensible
methods as to the production of
teachers, lawyers, doctors and oth-
er professionals? Why tax the peo-
ple of Texas several millions of
dollars to equip young men and
young women to follow professions
that are already badly overcrowd-
ed?

If the state would allot the pupils
of municipal junior colleges the
same amount as is allotted to the
common school pupils, the junior
colleges would spring up all over
Texas, and boys and girls could
get their first two years of colleg-
iate education at home, which
would be much better for the fi-
nances of the parents and the state
and much better for the morals of
young people,

It would be fairer to the taxpay-
er, and especially to those who are
unable to support their children in
university towns or cities, and bet-
ter for those now engaged in the
professions if all students were re-
quired to pay tuition in all the state
educational institutions higher
than the junior colleges.

If boys and girls have the right
stuff they will find a way to com-
plete their education beyond the
junior college course. If they are

In the face of danger or diaster
on a sinking ship we would strike
down anyone who attempted to
save himself at the expense of a
child.
