NAZIS STRIVE 
HARD TO TAKE 
CAPITAL C ITY

T he G erm an arm ies stepped up 
a ttacks on Moscow today  and  
drove deeper in to  C rim ea, thus 
bring ing  the m ilita ry  th re a t closer 
to the big R ussian  B lack Sea flee t 
base of Sebastopol.

R ussian reports adm itted  d an ­
gerous Nazi p ressu re  on th e  O rel- 
T ula  line, 210 to  100 m iles south 
and  southw est of Moscow, and  in ­
d icated  defenders of C rim ea are  
fa lling  back a fte r  a  te rrif ic  ba ttle  
w ith  the G erm ans in  w hich 20,000 
casualties w ere  inflicted.

B ritish  experts  suggested the 
G erm ans a re  opening up  w ith  a 
f in a l a ttem p t th is y ea r to b reak  
in to  Moscow an d  ob tain  w arm  
w in te r q u a rte rs  fo r hundreds of 
thousands of troops now  fighting 
in  zero w ea th e r n ea r Moscow.

LABOR HERE AND 
ABROAD.

There is a striking differ­
ence in the attitudes of Brit­
ish labor and American labor 
toward the war. Our work­
ers have seemed, for the most 
part, to regard the war as 
none of their business, al­
though the American Federa­
tion of Labor delegates, at 
their recent convention, 
adopted some strong resolu­
tions denouncing Nazism. 
There has been a tendency to 
leave the war to the govern­
ment, or even to regal'd the 
government as “war-monger- 
ing” for insisting on training 
an army for defense.

It is very different in Eng­
land. British labor has clam­
ored for the government to 
send a big army to the Conti­
nent and open up a western 
front against Hitler, relieving 
the pressure on Russia.

The British workers.are not 
“reds,” either. There appears 
to be more statesmanship 
among them than among our 
working classes. They see 
more clearly than ours—per­
haps because they are nearer 
to the peril—that the collec-

SEA CONTROL.

It’s the same old story. 
Britain may “rule the waves” 
but Germany waives the 
rules. And the same conflict 
occurs when America comes 
into the picture.

There is a definite compli­
cation now in the western At­
lantic, which we Americans 
regard as particularly our 
own sphere. Our government 
has drawn a line south from 
Iceland and sent a garrison 
to that half-way station to 
maintain the boundary. But 
it happens that Germany, 
without any authority that we 
can recognize, has claimed the 
whole North Atlantic as far 
west as the southern tip of 
Greenland. Thus she overlaps 
a large part of our sphere.

Of course we cannot allow 
such German claims, whether 
they are supported by the fur­
tive murders of Nazi submar­
ines or by more honorable 
warfare in the open sea. The 
time has come when mastery 
of the Atlantic is crucial, and 
mastery of the Pacific is 
equally important. We must 
not fail in either instance and 
the sooner the two jobs are 
completed, the better it will 
be for free peoples.

Fortunately the United 
States and Britain are the two 
foremost sea powers. Togeth­
er we can preserve the free­
dom of the seas for our own 
present safety, and in trust 
for the world against the time 
when full sea freedom can be 
restored.
