Two Men Are Arrested in Kidnaping of McMath Child
'GO-BETWEEN” 
ADMITS PLOT, 
SAY OFFICERS

HARWICH, Mass., May 6— Po­

lice announced here this evening 
that the entire; ransom paid for the 
return of kidnaped Peggy McMath, 
had been recovered.

HARWICH, Mass., May 6—Cyril 
Buck, Harwich garage proprietor, 
and supposed intermediary in the 
Peggy McMath kidnaping case, and 
his brother, Kenneth Buck, were 
placed under arrest this afternoon 
after admitting, according to police, 
they were implicated in a four-man 
plot to abduct the 10-year-old girl.

Brig.-Gen. Daniel Needham an­
nounced the arrests after 16 hours 
of questioning Buck, Neil McMath, 
father of the victim, and William 
Lee, McMath's business associate.

Needham said Kenneth Buck had 
been positively identified as the 
man in a hood who sat beside Cyril 
Buck when the kidnapers first pick­
ed up the girl’s father.

State police had suspended ope­
rations in their wide search for the 
kidnapers of the girl after the child 
had been returned alive to her 
father upon payment of $60,000 ran­
som. and concentrated on solving 
the mystery of the girl's adventure 
by questioning those who brought 
her back and who helped raise the 
ransom. From a group of six men, 
including Peggy’s father, authori­
ties hoped to secure information 
which would lead to apprehension of 
the kidnapers and solution of the 
mystery.

Told Story.
The story of the kidnaped child 

was made public previously by Gen. 
Needham, state director of public 
safety.

It was a dramatic tale of blind­
folds and ropes, of long imprison­
ment in darkness under the guard 
of a kindly man, and of treatment 
which drew a protest from her only 
once when she was served ham 
sandwiches for the third day in 
succession.

The girl was found with her 
father and several other men 
aboard a boat off Harwichport late 
yesterday.

As Needham had told the story 
Cyril Buck was approached by an 
agent of the kidnapers and asked to 
arrange negotiations. Buck insisted 
on'proof the girl was alive and asked 
she be requested to tell the name of 

'rher pet dog. The kidnapers’ agent 
returned with the name "Peter the 
Great” written in Peggy’s handwrit­
ing, Needham said. That convinced 
the McMaths it was safe to nego­
tiate and payment was arranged.

In a letter to Dr. George Bethel, 

at Galveston, Judge R. L. Batts, 
president of the board of regents of 
the University of Texas, said that

TEXAS GROUP 

IR E S  ICKES
Asserting that Texas authorities 

have "made political football” out 
of the oil industry the West Central 
Texas Oil and Gas association, 
through its president J. D. Sandefer, 
Jr., of Breckenridge, Saturday wired 
Sec’? of Ulterior Ickes endorsing “di­
rect federal control and supervision 
of tlie oil and gas industry.”

The message said that thousands 
of employes of the oil industry are 
being thrown out of work over the 
district because of operators shut­
ting down production. It also said 
that the association opposes com­
pulsory unitization in the belief that 
it would give the major companies 
a distinct advantage over indepen­
dent operators.

Tlie wire was approved by direc­
tors of the association scattered 
throughout 16 counties of this section 
of the state it was understood. This 
action on the part of the west cen­
tral Texas operators unit is in direct 
contrast to the attitude of the In­
dependent Petroleum association of 
Texas which has taken a strong 
stand against federal supervision. 
Earlier in the week a telegram from 
that association urging docal oper­
ators to protest against a purported 
recommendation for the appoint­
ment of a federal “dictator” was ig­
nored when Cisco independents de­
cided to take no action. This pas­
sive attiude was tantamount to ap­
proval of federal control, although 
some opposition to it was expressed.

“Complete Failure” 
Sandefer's wire to Sec’y Ickes de­

clares that Texas authorities have 
made a “complete failure" of prora­
tion and conservation laws enforce­
ment. It challenges the position of 
the Independent Petroleum associa­
tion of Texas as representing the 
sentiment of “bonafide independent 
operators” of the state.

The wire:
“We heartily endorse direct 

federal control and supervision 
of the oil and gas industry in 
the United States. Texas author- 
crities have made a complete 
failure of proration and enforce­
ment of conservation laws and 
are making political football of 
the oil industry. We are opposed 
to compulsory unitization believ­
ing it would would give major 
companies distinct advantage 
over independent operators. 
Thousands of employes are now 
being discharged by operators 
shutting down production in our 
district which is composed of 
sixteen west central Texas coun­
ties. Our organization consists of 
three hundred bonafide inde­
pendent oil and gas operators 
and royalty owners.

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IMPROVED BUSINESS IN TEXAS.
The University of Texas bureau of business research in 

its early May report revealed improved business conditions 
in Texas during March. For instance, the Texas cotton tex­
tile industry made a much more impressive showing than 
was to be expected on the basis of unusual seasonal increase, 
“ with sales, production, and unfilled orders gaining by much 
more than the usual seasonal proportions and showing sub­
stantial gains all last year.”

Unfilled orders at Texas mills, according to the survey, 
jumped 24 per cent during March to the highest total for any 
month since October, 1929. In addition to this, fewer Texas 
commercial failures were reported in March this year than in 
any other March since 1920.

Only 32 Texas firms went into bankruptcy during the 
month. Not since September, 1929, has the number of fail­
ures been so small. In March last year there were 79 fail­
ures. According to present indications, the survey estimates 
the Texas wheat crop would be about 18,500,000 bushels as 
compared with the actual harvest of 29,500,000 bushels in 
1932 and 56,000,000 bushels in 1931.

BRATTON GIVEN LIFE JOB.

U. S. Sen. Sam G. Bratton of New Mexico has been 
handed a life job by Pres.

He has accepted an appointment to be a judge of the 
10th district court of appeals but will remain in the senate 
until the special session ends.

Cutting is a newspaper publisher, a man of wealth and 
high culture, an independent republican who followed the 
flag of Roosevelt as against the flag of Hoover in the elec­
tion last year.

Bratton fought his way to the top. Now a life job as a 
federal judge is a position of honor and trust not to be 
sneezed at in these so-called days of world-wide economic 
wars and strife.

TEXAS AND ITS SALT QUARRIES.
Grand Saline is a flourishing town in the county of Van 

Zandt. Experts have said that the deposits of saline ore are 
considered to be sufficient to last for 2400 more years. Also 
that Belgium, once the salt center of Europe, required more 
than 1000 years of mining to deplete its salt dome.

Now one of the largest salt domes in the world is located 
at Grand Saline, where the deposit is over two miles in length 
and over one mile wide. Its surface is underlaid with 99 per 
cent pure white rock salt to a depth of about 3000 feet. It 
is estimated the dome contains over 20,000,000 tons of pure

Optimists are conlident that the 
court’s so-called "liberal majori­
ty”  will take cognizance o£ the 
stress o£ the times and the emer­
gency nature of the Roosevelt 
program. And it’s likely that 
President Roosevelt will have 
been able to appoint a man o£ his 
own choice to the court before 
the test cases begin to reach it. 

* * »
T H E  measures for inflation, the

30-hour week with a minimum 
wage provision, farm relief, mu­
nitions embargoes, be^r, banking 
and securities regulation and 
government reorganization are a 
few of those which have been 
questioned. Lawyers in the De­
partment of Justice have been 
studying steadily so they may be 
able to support any measure of 
the administration that may be 
taken into the courts.

The enormous and unprece­
dented delegation' of power to the 
president by Congress present the 
most controversial issue from the 
constitutional point of view. In 
some cases Congress is delegating 
to Roosevelt and members of his 
cabinet discretionary p o w e r s  
which seem obviously within its 
own province of legislation.

Sometimes a measure is pro­
posed which allows the adminis­
tration a choice of one, all or 
none of several alternatives— as 
in' the inflation measure and the 
farm bill. Or the president may 
he given drastic powers which he 
may invoke when and if, in his

judgment and after investigation, 
certain contingencies arise.

*  *  *

TPHERE is much weight behind
the assertion that the supreme 

court must virtually revamp the 
Constitution— through new inter­
pretations— if the R o o s e v e l t  
measures are to stand on the stat­
ute books.

Nearly all .the arguments cen­
tering on the constitutionality of 
the various delegations of con­
gressional power to the president 
are based on the case of J. W. 
Hampton, Jr., & Company versus 
United States, decided by the su­
preme court in 1928. This deci­
sion upheld the flexible provision 
of the Fordney-McCumber tariff 
act enabling the president, after 
investigation of differences of 
production costs, in competing 
country, to alter tariff rates. The 
Hampton company argued that, if 
it were allowed to stand, Congress 
could then also commit the fixing 
of the rate of every federal tax 
to the executive branch.

*  »  *

'T ’HE supreme court, in an opin-
ion delivered by Chief Justice 

Taft, said that Congres^ had de­
scribed clearly its policy~and plan 
in the tariff act.

But “ it is a breach of funda­
mental law if Congress gives up 
its legislative power and trans­
fers it to the president." And 
“ in determining what it may .do 
in seeking assistance from anoth­
er branch, the extent and char­
acter of that assistance must be 
fixed according to common sense 
and the inherent necessities of 
the governmental co-ordination."

“ The true distinction, there­
fore,”  said the court, "is between 
the delegation of power to make 
the law, which necessarily in­
volves discretion as to what it 
shall be, and conferring an au­
thority or discretion as .to its,'ex­
ecution, to be exercised under, 
and in pursuance of the law. The 
first cannot be done; to the latter 
no valid objection can be made."

“Something Must Be Done” for Sick

Petroleum Industry Says Sec’y lekes
--------------------o--------------------

Speaking of the petroleum indus­

try, Secy. Harold Ickes of the de­
partment of interior has sounded 
this slogan: “Something Should Be 
Done.”

Secy. Ickes said it in submitting 
to Pres. Roosevelt a bill drafted by 
a group of oil men which would 
make the secretary of the interior a 
virtual dictator of that industry. 
Moreover, the measure w.as not 
drawn at the instance of the secre­
tary and in submitting it he said 
he had not given it his approval. He 
added, however, that with the pres­
ent demoralization in the oil indus­
try and with petroleum selling at 10 
cents a barrel in the East Texas 
field, the aforesaid industry is face 
to face with a crisis. Pres .Roosevelt 
declined to express himself on the 
measure.

According to the Associated Press, 
among those who frame the bill, 
based along the line of a measure 
previously introduced by Sen. Ar­
thur Capper of Kansas, were Joseph 
G. Guffey, a Pennsylvania oU man; 
Amon G. Carter of Fort Worth, a 
newspaper publisher; M. L. Benedun 
a Pittsbui-g oil man; and James 
Moffett of the Standard Oil com­
pany of New Jersey.

In addition to aU this the Wash­
ington A. P. corresponding an­
nounced the presence in the city of 
Washington of 'a group of landowners 
and independent oil operators,” who 
journeyed to Washington to present 
their views on the East Texas oil in­
dustry to the president. It is said 
that many who attended the confer­
ence endorsed the 15-point plan 
outlined at the recent oil conference 
in Washington and expressed belief 
that separation of pipelines from 
oil companies would help their 
cause. Furthermore, these East Tex­
as independents discussed vigorously 
the production of "hot oil" in the 
field.

CLEMENTS SAYS j 
HE MADE MCE 

IN GOOD FAITH
Joe Clements resigned city com­

missioner, Saturday issued a state­
ment in which he declared that “any 
report to the contrary” he had ask­
ed for re-election as city commis­
sioner “in good faith”, believing 
that the amendment to the city 
charter limiting remuneration of 
city commissioners to $12.50 per 
month would not carry. He had 
made the race in the behalf that he j 
would be able to carry on the duties j 
cf full-time streqt commissioner at j 
a living wage, he said, but since this j 
is not possible he felt he must resign 
the office in order to make a living 
for his family.

“I cannot leave home at present 
to secure employment," he said.

His statement:

To the Citizens of Cisco:
When I asked for the votes of Cis­

co citizens to re-elect me to the of­
fice of city commissioner, I did so 
in goed faith, regardless of any 
reports to the contrary. I believed 
the amendment reducing the re­
muneration of all commissioners to 
a maximum of $12.56 per month 
would not carry, and that X would 
be enabled to continue in the capac­
ity of street commissioner at a liv­
ing wage. I knew that X had saved 
the city money by undertaking this 
work, and I felt that my work was 
satisfactory, inasmuch, as I endeav­
ored to give value received for every 
dollar paid me.

Since the amendment carried, and 
I cannot continue as street commis­
sioner at a salary commensurate 
with my services, I feel that I must 
resign the office, in order that I may 
make a living for my family. The 
majority of you are my friends,; and 
and you understand that I cannot 
leave home at present to secure em­
ployment. The other commissioners 
understand my situation thoroughly 
and although they have been cut to 
$12.50 maximum salary per month, 
and are making a great sacrifice in 
order to serve our city with practic­
ally no remuneration, they are Mail­
ing to accept my resignation, in 
order that I may continue working 
in Cisco.

I sincerely trust that my friends 
will all understand my situation, 
and that they •■.rill not censure me 
for resigning that I may not have 
to leave home for employment, nor 
blame the other commissioners for 
giving me employment. Trusting 
that every loyal citizen of our town 

i will uphold the commissioners in 
j their endeavors to serve the best in­
terests of Cisco, and to remember 
that they are practically giving their

Miscellaneous freight loadings 
stimulated by bear shipments in­
creased 21,052 cars above the week 
ending April 22 and 6,573 above the 
week ending April 29, 1932, It was 
the first time the association had 

i reported a car loading increase this 
year above corresponding 1932 fig­
ures. *

products rose sharply, especially in 
the southwest where April 29 figures 
represented increases above the „ 
ccrresponding week in 1932.
