Green Urges Billion 
For Unemployment

WASHINGTON, March 31 — Ap- j 
propriaticn by congress of a billion 
dollars for unemployment relief and | 
inauguration of a huge public works 
program was recommended today 
to Sec’y of Labor Frances Perkins 
by William Green, president of the 
American Federation of Labor.

“This money should be made 
available to the states and local 
communities at the earliest possible 
date,” Green declared.

Such a program, he said, should 
be supplemented by such projects as 
slum clearances, housing and the 
construction of tunnels and bridges.

FURNITURE DEALER

“It seems to me it would be an 
awful mistake to' do away with our 
chamber of commerce” , said W. E.

“The value of a chamber of com­
merce may not be fully appreciated 
by all people but it would' be very 
much appreciated if we had a closed 
door there.”

DALLAS, March 31. — Evidence 
of a strong undertone of confidence, 
accompanied by a broadening of 
demand for merchandise, is seen by 
the Federal Reserve bank of Dallas 
in it’s monthly business review . of 
the Eleventh district.

This trend has been noted during 
the last 10 days notwithstanding 
the fact that business and industry 
during February was somewhat 
quiet and uneven, the review says.

“February sales of department 
stores in principal cities were two 
per cent larger than in the previous 
month, but were still 22 per cent be­
low the corresponding month of 
1932,” the review said. “Wholesale 
distribution was on a smaller scale 
than in either January this year or 
February last year. Retailers have 
continued to cover actual consumer 
demand, but recently orders have 
been increasing. Collections were 
slow during February.

“Beth the number of commercial 
failures and the amount of indebt­
edness involved were smaller than 
in either the previous month or the 
corresponding month of last year.”

The. review says that farm opera­
tion have progressed rapidly des­
pite damage resulting from freezes 
early in February.

“Construction activity showed 
some improvement during February 
the valuation of building permits 
issued at principal cities being 46 
per cent above January, but still 33 
per cent lower than ,a. year ago,” the 
review said. “The production and 
shipments of cement reflected sub­
stantial declines as compared with 
both, the previous month and the 
corresponding month of last year.”

Exports of cotton during February 
from the ports of Houston and Gal­
veston, the review said, were seas­
onably smaller than in the previous 
month, with a marked decline 
shown as compared to the corres­
ponding month of last year. Com­
bined shipments of the two ports 
totaled 3,107,561 bales during the 
seven months of the current season.

“The total output of crude oil in 
this district during February, which 
amounted to 24,686,200, was only 
18,500 barrels less than in the previ­
ous month, and there was a reduc­
tion of 1,190,500 from a year ago, as 
compared wit ha like decrease of 3,- 
631,850 barrels in January”, the re­
view said.

College Given More 
Decorative Shrubs

Randolph college today announc­
ed a gift of 50 Baker arbor vitaes 
and six Golden Willows from the 
Greenwood Floral company at 
Fort Worth. These plants will be 
set out on the college campus.

In a meeting here yesterday caus­
tic with criticism of the record of 
the Texas Railroad commission as a 
regulatory body, oil operators of the 
West Central Texas district formu­
lated a demand that the state legis­
lature strip the commission of its oil 
and gas regulatory powers and lodge 
these in a new commission created 
for no other duties. The demand 
will be presented to legislators from 
the district in the form of petitions 
signed by several thousand citizens 
and by resolutions asked of all 
chambers of commerce in the terri­
tory.

More than 75 oil men and royalty 
owners from the 19 counties in the 
district were present at the Laguna 
hotel where the meeting took place 
from 3 to 6 in the afternoon. Of­
ficially it was called as an open 
session of the directors of the West 
Central Texas Oil and Gas associa­
tion. J'. D. Sandefer, Jr., of Breck- 
enridge, president of the association, 
presided.

Operators Outspoken.
The operators were outspoken in 

sentiment against a situation which 
has developed, they asserted, by 
reason of the inability of the rail­
road commission to find sufficient 
time from a multitude of varying 
duties to give proper attention to 
oil and gas problems. They declar­
ed the only solution is on an inde­
pendent commission devoted entire­
ly to oil and gas regulation.

Cost of this new commission 
would be borne by the portions of 
the gross production tax set aside 
for the expenses of the present com­
mission’s oil and gas division. This 
is one one-tenth of one cent per 
barrel, but the oil men were of the 
opinion this would be raised to one- 
eighth of a cent.

“Unless something is done to stop 
this flood of illegally produced oil 
we are going to have ten-cent oil 
in a short while,” operators assert­
ed. “On the other hand if effec­
tive measures of control are formu­
lated and the industry stabilized 
chances are good that the price will 
return to a dollar within a reason­
able period.”

Illegally produced oil can be 
bought in east Texas for a price as 
low as 14 cents a barrel, some of 
those present said.

Severely Censured.
The railroad commission was se­

verely censured by many speakers 
for its apparent failure or unwilling­
ness to consider court opinions and 
the suggestions of operators in writ­
ing a valid order for control of the 
east Texas area.

During the meeting a petition was 
prepared which commitees are to 
circulate throughout the entire dis­
trict for signatures. The petition is 
addressed to the representatives and 
senators in the legislature from the 
district, and urges the creation of a 
“self-sustaining Oil and Gas com­
mission.”

“In view of the present emergency 
in the oil and gas industry,” the 
petition reads, “and the effect of a 
reduction in oil prices at this time, 
we would not consider a vote for 
this bill as a violation of any pledge 
to oppose generally the appointment 
of new commissions and bureaus.” 

Bill Is Pending.
A bill providing for such separate 

commission is pending before the 
house of representatives and due to 
come up Monday for a hearing. 
Representatives of the district’s oil 
and gas industry will appear in Aus­
tin at the time to urge its passage.

Delegations of oil men who at­
tended a meeting of majors and in­
dependents and representatives of 
the A. P. I. at Fort Worth recently, 
and others who had appeared before 
a committee of the legislature at 
Austin with respect to bills affect­
ing the industry, reported to the 
gathering. Numerous conferences 
were held with the railroad commis­
sion with reference to some means 
of stopping the flood of “hot” oil 
the group was told.

It was practically the unanimous 
opinion of all present that the pres­
ent commission is so burdened with 
duties that it cannot be looked to 
for relief. An instance was told 
wherein a group of oil men going to 
Austin upon an urgent matter in 
connection with the east Texas situ­
ation, were forced to wait an entire 
day while tihe commission was in­
volved in a hearing on cabbage 
rates from the Rio Grande valley to 
Houston.

AT LEAST 20 
LEFT DEAD IN 
TWISTER PATH

(By United Press)
Relief workers today penetrated 

devastated areas of east Texas and 
north Louisiana where a tornado 
swept tile countryside leaving at 
least 20 persons dead, nearly 100 in­
jured and scores of families home­
less.

The storm first struck last night 
near Mineola, swirled easterly to­
wards the Texas-Loliisiana line and 
then turned southward into the 
piney woods of Angelina and Trin- 

j ity counties.
Heavy downpours of rain follow­

ed the winds obstructing roads, 
flooding lowlands and hindering re­
lief work. Physicians rode horse­
back into stricken towns taking 
medical supplies and food.

The Texas house of representa­
tives today unanimously adopted a 
resolution calling upon the Recon­
struction Finance corporation for 
funds to rehabilitate the stricken 
areas.

The death list by districts early 
this afternoon was:

Mineola, Texas, two; Huntington, 
Texas, five; Center, Texas, two dead, 
two children missing; San Augus­
tine, three d^ad; Shelbyville, Texas, 
two dead; Halls Summitt, La., five 
dead; Mt. Holley, Ark., one dead.

The death toll included several 
Negroes caught by falling timbers as 
they fled from their homes.

AUSTIN, March 31.—Salaries 
of the three state railroad com­
missioners were ordered reduc­
ed from $6,000 a year to $4,000 
a year by the Texas house of 
representatives today.

Other deep cuts were made in 
the $431,000 appropriation asked 
for this branch of the state 
government. Deputy supervisors 
of the oil and gas division who 
have been getting $3,600 a year 
were ordered reduced to $2,000 a 
year.

An attempt to reduce the sal­

ary of the chief supervisor to 
$3,000 was defeated. He now 
gets $5,000.

When Rep. O. F. Chastain, of 
Eastland, opposed reducing the 
chief of the division below $3,- 
500 Rep. Cecil Lotief, of Cross 
Plains, called Chastain a “cap­
italist.” Lotief, a Syrian born 
merchant, declared he knew how 
hard it is to earn $500 and that 
Chastain, a former A. and M. 
college instructor and a lawyer, 
gets his money by “sitting 
around in a chair.”

ASKS CITIZENS 
TO TRIM TREES, 
SHRUBS EARLY

Ccmm’r J. T. Elliott, in charge of 
the city department of sanitation 
and' public health, issued' an appeal 
to Cisco residents today asking them 
to trim hedges and trees during the 
early part of clean-up week which 
begins Monday so that the debris 
resulting may be1 disposed of with 
the remainder of rubbish and trash 
accumulated.

Branches and twigs sheared from 
the trees and shrubs should be eith­
er burned where practical or piled 
conveniently in alleys so that the 
wagons, which start their rounds 
about the middle of the week, may 
haul them away.

It has been usually the case that 
citizens wait until after the general 
clean-up to trim their hedges and 
shade trees, said Mr. Elliott, which 
leaves unsightly accumulations in 
territory that the wagons have al­
ready gone over.

He also urged that the clean-up 
be carried out during the first part 
of the week and before the wagons 
begin to make their rounds. In other 
words he pointed out, the clean-up 
should be completed by Thursday 
morning.

CARBON BLACK A LEADING TEXAS EXPORT.

An export of Texas and Louisiana has increased during 
the depression. Shipments of carbon black from the United 
States in 1932 topped the 100,000,000-pound mark, establish­
ing an all time record, according to the department of com­
merce. With greatly increased production in the Texas Pan­
handle district, exports of this product, which is a jet black 
material obtained by the incomplete combustion of natural 
gas and used principally in rubber manufacture and print­
ing inks, reached the total of 100,072,486 pounds last year. 
This was more than double the 43,182,635 pounds produced 
in 1925. It is predicted that because of the very extensive 
natural gas resources in Texas and Louisiana and the limited 
resources of foreign countries, further expansion for this in­
dustry, which has already grown to a value of $10,000,000, 
appears probable. Texas accounted for 80 per cent of the 
total output of the United States.

Speaking of the piping of natural gas from Texas to the 
far North, it is announced by the managers that the Texas 
product will be used for illumination purposes of all expo­
sition buildings during the Chicago fair.

ROOSEVELT EVENTS OF THE HOUR.

Pres. Roosevelt asked Congress to throw the cloak of 
federal regulation over new securities issued in the form of 
a general blue sky law.

Woman is Saved 
By Alaskan Flight

By ART HENDERSON

SEATTLE, March 31. — A “race 

witli death” began one 'winter morn­
ing at 1:30 a. m. Ancel Eckmann, 
Alaskan flier, received a call, order­
ing him to fly from Ketchikan to 
Sitka, approximately 400 miles. A 
woman was reported dying. Immedi­
ate medical attention was necessary.

Eckmann took off 45 minutes later. 
He made the trip in less than three 
hours. The woman. Mrs. Peter Kos- 
tremetinoff, suffered from internal 
poisoning, and her condition was 
considered grave. Medical atten­
tion that could not be obtained in 
Alaska was necessary.

All but the pilot's seat was quick­
ly “knocked down.” The woman, 
wrapped in heavy blankets, was 
placed on an army cot. The party, 
including her husband and a me­
chanic, started a long flight.

The 425 horsepower motored craft 
shot through rain and snow clo'uds 
clear weather and fog. Eckmann 
kept the ship headed for Seattle.

The woman was kept warm by an 
exhaust heater. Liquids were also 
used. A telegram had been sent to 
have the landing area on Lake Un- 
nion flooded with lights and an am­
bulance waiting.

Eckmann roared over Vancouver, 
B. C., Bellingham, Everett and 
finally Seattle. The plane circled to 
a smooth landing.

word meaning medicine man, and 
continues throughout our labors. As 
he squatted by a fire, through the

ing among the aborigines, in their 
futile attempt to add the inhabit­
ants to the rolls of Christianity, and 
the territory to that of their king, 
the immortals Buick, LaSalle and 
Cadillac and their followers.

M ore Than Elementary
The medicine man had at this 

time reached a rather more than 
elementary knowledge of American 
materia medica. By the slow process 
of trial and error, he had found his 
magic alone to be worthless; but he 
could not separate it from his medi­
cine, for then even as now, the trou­
bles he treated were mental as well 
as physical. He had found from ex­
perience in many cases that black 
willow buds would calm hysteria, 
that butternut bark was a valuable 
laxative, that the cinchona bark 
which came from highly civilized 
Peru, and found its way into the 
hands of medicine men as far away 
as Louisiana was a specific for ma­
laria. By the same slow process he 
had set aside many things as useless 
others of occasional value, but he 
had found that the turpentine exud • 
ed from a wounded pine tree was a 
wonderful antiseptic, and' he treat­
ed wounds with it with great suc­
cess. He had learned that the seeds 
of some of his pumpkins and gourds 
dried and powdered would expel 
tape worms, that oak bark macer­
ated in warm water would reduce 
swelling, and while he knew noth­
ing of tannic acid, he made good 
use of its astringent properties. He 
had discovered the actions and uses 
of countless drugs of value, but per­
haps his greatest discovery as that 
Cf cascara sagrada, which was 
transported from its habitat in the 
northern sierras to all parts of the

long hours of the night, in a certain j continent, and was so highly es- 
phase of the moon, with his face j teemed that it was worshipped as a 
painted with a death mask of white j good spirit in all the tribes. Its very
over many colors, with his head­
dress of buffalo horns and raven's 
feathers, chanting his charms to all 
the spirits, steeping his roots and 
barks in boiling water, he produced 
a product very like the infusions 
and tinctures which I daily prepare 
in my modern prescription labor­
atory.

If we understood the beginning of 
his work, we would understand the 
beginning of all knowledge, for 
archacelogical research continu­
ously confirms philosophical reason­
ing that early intellectual develop­
ment followed very similar lines 
among all races, and upon all the 
continents.

Origin in Fear
It probably had its origin in fear, 

for primitive man walked always in 
fear. Surrounded upon every side 
by forces over which he had no con­
trol, and which he did not under­
stand, his first reaction was to peo­
ple the lightning which struck 
down his comrade, the torrent 
which drowned his fellow hunter, 
and all other inanimate objects 
which endangered him, with spirits 
and to him all spirits were evil. 
They must be placated if he were to 
remain long in the land. His brain 
had not yet discerned the difference 
between a pain in his stomach which 
brought convulsions and death, and 
the flash of lighting which destroy­
ed his comrade by his side. Both 
were the work of malignant spirits, 
ever seeking his destruction.

Out of this conception of his sur­
roundings grew both magic and 
medicine, so intimately combined 
that they are not yet fully separat­
ed. His first attempt to avoid an­
nihilation was probably the use of a 
charm. If he were fortunate enough 
to battle and kill a large and feroci­
ous animal with his primitive weap­
ons, and the strength of his arms 
what better assurance could he have 
that he would be equally fortunate 
in his next encounter with such a 
beast than the wearing of a tooth 
or claw from the monster? From 
this grew the wearing of amulets 
and chaims, even the teeth of ani­
mals, which persists to this day, 
and from this it was a simple step 
to the carrying of unique or unus- i 
ual fruits or roots or herbs, even as 
some people today carry a buckeye 
to ward off rheumatism.

A Real Idea
Then across a more intelligent 

mind flashed a real idea. If such a 
charm could keep away the evil 
spirit of disease and death merely 
by its possession, why not make the 
possession permanent and uniform f 
by eating it? Thus was internal 
medicine bom. By the slow pro­
cess of trial and error, trying in­
numerable things for each com­
plaint, till he found one which gave 
results, down through the centuries 
grew his knowledge. When he 
found, as a result of this process, 
that some of his remedies possessed 
the ability to overcome symptoms, 
which to him were the actions of 
evil extraneous spirits, they imme ­
diately became to him either good 
spirits in themselves of the manifes­
tation cf such spirits. This doubled 
the basis of his theology, and start­
ed him on the long search for a true 
deity.

"Even among primitive man some 
possessed quicker minds and more 

- intelligence than their fellows. An 
Occassional one stood well in ad­
vance. Naturally he adopted and 
improved upon the tribal magic 
mere than the others, so that in 
time he came to be looked upon as 
of a different sort, a more valuable 
man to the tribe- than the others. So 
he was differentiated, set aside as a 
man worthy because of his know­
ledge. This was again the birth of 
an idea, and the real beginning of 
all learning. No longer did he have 
to go upon the toilsome hunt, or 
endure the perils of the war-path, 
because of his knowledge he was su­
perion. the medicine man.

Indebted to Frenchmen
Such was his standing when the 

first explorers encountered him in 
what is now the United States; and 
for our knowledge of him and his

name is a translation into Spanish

from the Indian, and means sacred 
bark, or Holy bark.

With Incantations
Of course his medicine was mixed 

with incantations to drive away 
devils, with supplications to those 
forces or spirits which he consider­
ed good, was covered with all the 
mystery which he could devise, per­
formed in certain phases of the 
moon or hours of the night, to make 
it more effective. Yet with all this; 
he had acquired some knowledge, 
and he had devoted his life to the 
alleviation of suffering. As he sat 
through the long night, at the side 
of a dying tribesman, putting his 
puny knowledge against the powers 
of death, he was withal entirely sin­
cere, and in his savage mind, he be­
lieved with all his heart, that every 
weird rite, every chanted magic for­
mula, helped his medicines to do 
their work.

So let us look with all sympathy 
upon my ancient brother the Indian 
medicine man, with his ghastly 
painted face, his diabolical head­
dress, his mysterious brews, his 
weird incantations; and his ghostly 
dances, for when his work was done, 
he bequeathed to a suffering world 
some of its most valuable weapons 
for its endless struggle with disease 
and death ,and passed beyond the 
sunset to his happy hunting ground.

EUROPE’S 1932 WINE CROP
TO REQUIRE 13 BILLION BOTTLES

By RICHARD D. McMILLAN 
United Press Staff Correspondent
PARIS, March 31.—The European 

vineyards produced enough wine in 
1932 to supply every man, woman 
and child in the United States with 
over 100 bottles per person, figures 
compiled and published here show.

Results of the crop in the German 
Rhinelands, in the Hungarian wine 
fields and in Greece are not known 
yet. Survey of the remaining vine­
yards, including French North Afri­
ca, shows that 13,000,000,000 bottles 
will be required to hold the wines.

French wine raisers proceeded 
cautiously in 1932. By strict con­
trol, they succeeded in raising a 
crop of 47,000,000 hectolitres, or 10,- 
000.000 hectolitres less than in 1931.

But, while France's crop has been 
reduced, Italy went ahead, the total 
for the past year being almost the 
same as France. The Italian figures 
are 46,000,000 hectolitres — 10,000,- 
000 hectolitres more than 1931.

hued sherries, had a crop amounting 
to 18,500,000 hectolitres against 19,- 
000,000 in 1931.

The statistics for Algeria show 
that the African grapes were con­
verted into 18,300,000 hectolitres of 
strong wine, compared with 16,000,- 
000 hectolitres for 1931.

The center and west of France, 
along with Champagne, Burgundy 
and Bordeaux produced more wine 
than the previous year, but humidity 
and floods reduced the output.

Coincident with the crop statis­
tics, figures available today show a 
further decline in export of French 
wines for 1932. The total was 719,- 
000 hectolitres, compared with 819,- 
000 in 1931 and 1,094,000 in 1930.

Beer-drinking is apparently not 
such a popular pastime in Europe, 
or at least in Britain, according to 
figures. These show that the Brit­
ish breweries produced 144,000,000 
gallons of beer less in 1932 than in 
1931. The reason for the decline is 
the heavy burden of state taxation 
under recent budgets.

WASHINGTON, March 31.—The 
recent bank holiday excitement had 
the guards of the treasury depart­
ment doing their work so well that 
they almost kept many of the gov­
ernment’s head financial men from 
doing their work. Atlee Pomerene 
and Eugene Meyer, for instance, 
both had their troubles getting to 
their offices.

"Well,” stammered Meyer. “I used 
to. Have you heard anything in 
the last hour and a half?”

The federal policeman, still not 
recognizing his superior, hauled 
Meyer into the guard room, to re­
lease him quickly when the chief 
guard established his identity.

Please, asked George W. Johnson, 
new congressman from West Virgin­
ia, would Joe Eagle, veteran con­
gressman from Texas, like to trade 
offices? Eagle said he had been as­
signed to room 144, but for senti­
mental reasons he wanted Johnson's 
office, number 276.

Eagle said he might trade, maybe, 
perhaps, and only if he could have 
a look at the furniture. He looked 
—and traded. The furniture of 144 
included a chair in which William 
McKinley sat when he was a mem­
ber of the house.’

Eagle sits in it now, Johnson 
wishes he hadn’t traded.

Secretary of Agriculture Wallace 
heard that the issuing of the regu­
lar crop report was an intensely 
dramatic event. His informant told 
him how the news men lined up for 
the report and how they dashed at 
the cry of “Go” to their telephones.

The secretary, therefore, attended 
one of the crop report issuings—an 
unusual precedure — but was disap­
pointed at the prosaic way in which 
it went off.

WASHINGTON, March 31. — 
“Louie,” “Mac” and “Steve” have 
turned the white house executive of­
fices into quarters as informal as 
their nicknames. Ex - President 
Hoover hardly would recognize the 
mausoleum-like building, were he 
to return.

“Louie” is Louis Howe, the effi­
cient little head secretary to Presi­
dent Roosevelt, “Mac” is Marvin H. 
McIntyre, the slim, gray-haired po­
litical secretary. ‘“Steve” is Steven 
Early, the press contact man.

They have reversed utterly the 
policies of Mr. Hoover’s secretaries, 
who were almost as difficult to see 
as the president himself.

"Louie” is available to anyone 
who wants to see him. If his visi­
tors haven’t anything of importance 
to say, he gets rid of them rapidly— 
and sometimes gruffly.

“Mac” likes to stroll into the lob­
by. He likes for citizens in the lob­
by to stroll into his office. He bor­
rows cigarets from Senators. He 
gives his secretary instructions while 
he walks down the hall.

“Steve” has an office, but doesn’t 
stay in it. He spends much of his 
time in the press room, recalling the 
“good old days” when he wrote poli­
tical stories for the United Press. 
He slaps his visitors on the back 
and cracks jokes.

The unprecedented situation al­
most has flabbergasted “Pat” Mc­
Kenna, the white house reception 
clerk, who ushered citizens into the 
offices of the Hoover secretaries for 
four years with much pomp and 
plenty of circumstancce.

He still is supposed to take names 
and make appointments, but fre­
quently he finds that “Louie,” or 
“Mac,” or “Steve” have spied a 
white house caller and completed 
their business with him before the 
caller gets a chance to tell “Pat” 
why he is there, and for what.

The police finally have gotten 
around to announcing it. Maybe 
they didn’t think it made any dif­
ference. Anyway.

Six hundred and two inaugural 
visitors absconded with 602 “no 
parking” signs. The bluecoats said 
they believed the signs by now were 
gracing 602 mantels in the homes of 
the visiting souvenir hunters.

Gov. Gifford Pinchot, who was in 
Washington, had 95 cents in his 
right-hand pocket when the nation­
al banking holiday was declared. 
But he did have a tank full of gaso­
line in his automobile.

Advices from Harrisburg said he 
still had the 95 cents when he ar­
rived there, with the tank almost 
empty.
