Austin, --When all the con-
versation about automobile in-
surance is done, one fact re-
mains foremost-~ the only way
to lower insurance rates is
to (1) lower the cost of repairs
to automobiles and cost of hos~
pital and medical costs for

treatment of the injured, and
(2) lower the frequency of ac-
cidents,

August R, Buchel, president

of the Associationof Texas Fire
and Casualty Companies, point-
ed out that unfortunately both
cost and frequency soared be-
yond reasonable expectations
last year resulting in a 17 per
cent inadequate insurance rate,

Testimony given Dbefore a
committee of laymen appointed
by Gov, Preston Smith to look
into insurance rates has been
told that whereas in the past

garages maintaining what is
known as a large crash manual
giving the cost of replacement
parts and cost of labor made

State Board of Insurance is
“too much’’ when the facts are
that a 17 per cent increase is
needed,‘the Dallas insurance
executive pointed out,

Other factors involving high-
er 1969 prices paid for out of
premiums include a general in-
crease of 25 per cent in wreck-
er charges and increased stor=
age fees now up form 50 to
100 percent in most -cities,

“To complicate the costs

even more, the former prac-

tice of allowing insurance com=-

panies a discount on parts of
from 15 to 20 percent due to
volume buying has been dis-
continued completely in some
areas and reduced to 10 per
cent in the few areas where
such practice is continued,’’
Buchel observed,

“The strain of over-
loading the costs while unduly
restricting premiums to inade-
quate levels cannot help but
have a serious impact on the
insurance compainies and their

virus will go ahead and develop
and will ;ulmt‘mtmly reduce
looper populations, There are
several predators and parasites
which also attack the cabbage
looper,

Dr. Newton emphasized that
“Some people are calling the
beet armyworm the bollworm,
A bollworm can be recognized
as a true bollworm if he has
tiny spines on his body which
are not found on the beetarmy=-
worm, Also the beet army-
worm has a small black mark
immediately back of his head
on the side, this also, is not
found on the bollworm,"’

Bollworms are being found in
light to moderate infestations
in fields in the county, accord-

Grain sorghum producers re-
port that greenbug activity has
almost ceased in most areas,
ome spraying is still being
done on isolated fields where
greenbug populations are still
of economic importance, Para-

sitic ‘wasps' have cleaned the
greenbug populations in many
fields, Much of the grain sor-
ghum is rapidly approaching
harvest and should not require
further chemical treatment,
Another ¢rain rghum pro-
blem, corn leaf aphids, are
still present in many d4reas but
are normally of little economic
