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BANDITS ROB MARLIN BANK OF $40,000
Winter Blizzards Claim Toll of 115 Lives Over U. S.
8 DROWNED IN 
DISASTERS ON 
LAKE MICHIGAN

By United Press
Devastating cold and terrific win­

ter blizzards took a toll of 115 lives 
as sub-zero cold spread over the na­
tion in the wake of widespread 
storms.

Eight men drowned in the icy wa­
ters of Lake Michigan when two 
small tugs sank with all hands while 
attempting to rescue fishing nets. A 
third tug was beached and the 
crew swam through freezing break­
ers to safety.

Severest cold of the year brought 
suffering and death from exposure 
to many. In the midwest, tempera­
tures were as low as 20 to 30 degrees 
below zero. Lake Edward Quebec 
reported 48 degrees below zero and 
claimed the distinction of being 
North Americas coldest spot. It 
was nine below zero in Chicago.

The death toll of floods and 
storms of the Pacific northwest was 
set at 24 and damage at $20,000,000. 
Authorities were fearful of addition­
al deaths due to continued heavy 
landslides and snowslides which 
have taken eight lives since Monday.

Weather forecasters predicted a 
slight letup in the cold today and 
tonight but said the higher temper­
atures probably would bring renew­
ed snowfall.

Freezing temperatures swooped 
down on north and central Texas 
sending residents scurrying for 
heavier clothing and shelter. South 
.Texas enjoyed warm weather.

The cold wave made its debut 
during the night, causing tempera­
tures at Amarillo to fall to 15 de­
grees, the lowest in the state. In 
Brownsville, the mercury stood at 
80.

LOW OF 18.5 
DEGREES HERE

Without fuss or feathers, Winter 
moved in and took possession of 
Cisco and the rest of west Texas last 
night, breaking one of the longest 
seasons of balmy late season weather 
on record. There was neither snow 
nor rain. A sky muffled in clouds 
that seemed paradoxically to be 
built up out of the south, kept! the 
•hivering earth huddled and sunless 
as the temperature did a long, slow 
climb during the forenoon.

It had touched a low of 18.5 de­
grees at 7 o'clock, according to the 
recording gauge at the West Texas 
Utilities plant. At eleven o’clock 
the red-inked needle had traced 
across the 27-degree line on the 
circular green chart, headed upward 
toward the freezing maximum.

Water pipes in exposed places 
were locked in ice. Radiators of 
those who had neglected both anti­
freeze and draining were useless. 
.Garages and service stations selling 
anti-freeze did a smart business, at­
tendants too busy to blow on red 
fingertips.

Early in the month the first touch 
of new winter cold to visit Cisco 
brought with it a moist showering 
of snow, but the atmosphere was 
almost too pleasant for a top coat 
and the snow merely melted and 
puddled the pavement with water.

Today, however, there was scarce­
ly any wind. Christmas flag and 
bunting decorations hung limp from 
their streamers over the street, and 
the cold was still and penetrating 
Absence of a strong breeze, such as 
usually accompanies ‘'northers” , 
probably made the cold feel less 
severe than it was.

COMM’N FIXES
LICENSES FOR 
BEER DEALERS

The city commission at its regular 
meeting last night ordered publica­
tion of an ordinance regulating the 
sale of beer and wines of not more 
than 3.2 per cent alcoholic content 
and fixing license fees for dealers. 
The ordinance was passed in view 
of the recent local election legaliz­
ing the sale of such beverages in 
Cisco.

Licenses will be obtained from the 
city secretary and will be issued in 
following classifications:

1. —Manufacturers license, $200:
2. —License for general distribu­

tor, $100 ;
3. —License for a local distributor,

$25 ;
4. —License authorizing sale of 

beer by retail dealer for consump­
tion on or off premises where sold. 
$50;

5. —License for dealer who sells for 
consumption off premises, $25.

Expire on Dec. 31
Licenses issued under terms of the 

ordinance will terminate at mid­
night December 31 of each year and 
cannot be issued for a’ longer period 
than one year. Each is renewable on 
January 1, provided state license has 
been paid, for a fee of $1. Licenses 
may be obtained, with proportionate 
charge, for any portion of a year 
terminating on December 31, A li­
cense must be secured for each place 
of business operated.

Other regulations prescribed by 
the ordinance are:

1. —No beer-selling business can 
legally be operated within 300 feet 
of a church, school or ether educa­
tional institution:

2. —A fine of not less than $15 nor 
more than $100 is fixed for violations 
of the ordinance and each day that

violation persists shall be counted 
a seperate offense;

The ordinance carries an emer­
gency clause and will take effect as 
soon as published and approved.

Valley Cotton Crop

TMarch On!
DURING Christmas week, 1872, the last spike was driven in 

the extension o f the Katy Railroad that connected Texas 
with the North and East. The event was hailed enthusiastically 
as the formal opening of a great new commercial and agricul­
tural Empire. But not even the most visionary settler o f those 
days could have dreamed of the achievements of the next three­
score years.

Together—  we have

derness to civilization in less than the span

Sixty-one years ago during Christmas 
week, 1872, the whistle o f a Katy wood- 
burning locom otive, draw ing th e  
first train ever to enter Texas from  the 
North, heralded the beginning o f the 
real growth and development o f the 
great Southwest, for it gave to Texas 
a direct rail connection with the in­
dustrial and commercial centers of the 
North and East.

4  . . The Katy has actually improved its service, 
facilities and equipment through the darkest 
days of this depression, confident of the future of 
our country—and the future of the great South­
west in particular.

Now, as the year 1933 is fast passing into history, I make the 
following report and pledge, to which the people o f the South­
west are entitled.
1 . . The Missouri-Kansas-Texas Lines ivill meet its currently matur­
ing obligations without borrowing, either from the people through their 
government or from any other source.

2 . . This whole organization, every man and woman of it, is pledged 
to the devoted service of the people of the Southwest, whose generous sup­
port has made the achievement possible.

AN ORDINANCE
An ordinance regulating the man­

ufacture, sale and distribution of 
vinous or malt beverages containing 
one-half of one per cent or more of ! 
alcohol by volume and not more 
than three and two-tenths per cent 
alcohol by weight; requiring that a 
license be obtained, prescribing the 
license fee to be paid to the city of 
Cisco, prescribing a penalty; and de­
claring an emergency.

Be it ordained by the City Com­
mission of the City of Cisco, Texas:

Section 1.
That it shall be unlawful for any 

person, firm or corporation to man­
ufacture or brew for the purpose' of 
sale or to sell or distribute any vin­
ous or malt beverage containing 
one-half of one per cent or more of 
alcohol by volume and not more 
than three and two-tenths per cent 
of alcohol by weight in the City of 
Cisco without first having applied 
for and secured a license from the 
Tax Collector of the City of Cisco.

Section 2
That it shall be the duty of the 

Tax Collector of the City of Cisco to 
issue licenses to persons, firms or 
corporations applying therefor to 
manufacture or brew for the purpose 
of sale or to sell or distribute any 
vinous or malt beverage, as describ­
ed in Section 1 hereof, when appli­
cation is made therefor to the said 
Tax Collector, which application 
shall be accompanied by the origi­
nal license issued by • me County 
Tax Collector of Eastland County, 
Texas, authorizing such persons to 
engage in such business in the City 
of Cisco, Texas.

Such license so issued by the Tax 
Collector shall be signed by him un- 
der the seal of his office and dated, j 
state on its face for what it is is- ]’ 
sued, date when it will expire, by j 
whom and where such business is to 
be conducted and shall prescribe the 
place where the same is to be kept 
and whether licensee is authorized 
to act as a manufacture, general 
distributor, local distributor or re­
tail dealer of beer, and shall give 
the number of the state license un­
der which it is issud.

Such license shall be posted in a 
conspicuous place in the place of 
business of the dealer, or manufac­
turer.

Section 3
That before the Tax Collector is­

sues such license, the applicant shall 
pay to him the fee required for such 
license.

Annual fees required for licenses 
authorized under this Ordinance 
shall be as follows:

(a) For a license authorizing the 
manufacture and sale by a manu­
facturer, $250.00.

(b) For a general distributor,
$ 100.00.

(c) For a local distributor, $25.00.
(d) For a license authorizing the 

sale of beer by retail dealer for con­
sumption on or off the premises 
where sold, $50.00.

(e) For license authorizing the 
sale of beer by retail dealer in the 
original container directly to the 
consumer but not for re-sale and 
not to be consumed on the premises 
Where sold, $25.00.

All licenses issued under the terms 
of this Ordinance shall terminate at 
midnight on the 31st day of Decem­
ber of each year and no license 
shall be issued for a longer term 
than one year.

Such license may be renewed upon 
the 1st day of January of each year

by such applicant where he has re­
newed the State license held by him 
upon the payment of a fee of $1.00 
which shall be in addition to the 
amounts required to be paid for an­
nual licenses.

Applicant shall always be required 
to pay such fees in advance and if 
the license is sought for a portion 
of the year only, then the fee re­
quired to be paid for the issuance of 
such license shall cover the period 
of time from the date of such license 
to midnight of the 31st day of De­
cember following, and only such 
proportionate part of such annual 
license fee as is required under this 
Ordinance as the period of time be­
tween the date of such license and 
the 31st day of December following 
bears to the calendar year shall be 
required to be paid by such appli­
cant.

No such person, firm or corpora­
tion shall carry on any such busi­
ness at more than one place under 
the same license but a separate li­
cense must be obtained for each 
place of business nor shall any li­
cense be voluntarily assigned more 
than once and when such transfer 
is applied for such application must 
be accompanied by evidence that a 
transfer of the State license under 
which same was issued has been 
made under the State law.

In the event of the death of any 
licensee or the dissolution of any 
corporation or association of per­
sons leaving unearned portions of 
any license issued, the legal repre­
sentative of such deceased persons 
or surviving partner or director of 
any such corporation may present 
the license of such person to the 
City Secretary and receive payment 
of the unearned portion of said li­
cense.

Section 4
That it shall be unlawful for any 

dealer, whose principal business is 
the sale of beer, to sell same or 
maintain and operate his place Of 
business within three hundred feet 
of any church, school or other edu­
cational institution, the measure­
ments to be along the property lines 
of the street fronts and from the 
front door to front door and in di­
rect line across intersections where 
they occur.

Section 5
Any person violating the provis­

ions of this Ordinance shall upon 
conviction in the corporation court 
be fined in any sum not less than 
$15.00 nor more than $100.00 and 
each and every violation hereof and 
each and every day such business is 
maintained contrary to the provis­
ions of this Ordinance shall be a 
separate offense.

Section 6
The fact that the sale of vinous 

and malt liquors, containing not 
more than 3.2 per cent of alcohol by 
weight has become lawful and that 
there are no ordinances regulating 
the sale and providing for a license 
fee in the City of Cisco creates an 
emergency and the rule requiring 
the reading of ordinances on two 
several days is hereby suspended 
and this Ordinance shall take effect 
and be in force from and after its 
passage, approval and publication.

Passed and approved this the 26th 
day of December, A. D. 1933.

27 —Art has 
many strange abodes, but none 
stranger than the cot in a Cincin­
nati hospita 1 where a dying artist 
daily sketches and’ draws for the 
nurses who attend him.

Ill with canrer, the man, who 
says he is Harry Burton Borden, is 
spending his last days with a pencil 
and crayon doing the work that he 
loves and which he does well.

He claims to have been the artist 
who created the famous murals at 
the presidential palace at Havana, 
and also the creator of works that 
are part of the permanent exhibit in 
the national gallery at Washington. 
Whether he is that artist no one has 
taken the trouble to investigate, but 
that his drawing in the hospital, 
simple in their purpose and execu­
tion have the mark of near-great- 
ness, no one questions.

63 years ago. When a boy he migrat­

Thomas Hewes and Financial Ad­
viser Dr. O. M. W. Sprague, whom 
the president had appointed after a 
successful association with the Bank 
of England on monetary matters.

Hostile Atmosphere 
With the inauguration of the ad­

ministration’s gold buying program 
in an effort to drive down the value 
of the dollar in world markets in the 
hopes of promoting rising domestic 
commodity prices Henry Morgen- 
thau took over the operation of the 

| treasury in a considerably hostile at- 
. mosphere. He immediately began a 
I reorganization of the department

which led to the resignation of 
Hewes.

Despite dissatisfaction within the 
department and special duties im­
posed by money and banking the 
treasury was a large reservoir of 
cash for the recovery program. 
Through imposition of new taxes 
and liberal resort to borrowing from 
the investment public, a steady 
stream of cash flowed into relief and 
public works channels, giving em­
ployment to an estimated several 
millions of workers.

Total expenditures of the govern­
ment in the calendar year 1933 
amounted to approximately $4,800,- 
000,000, while income was $2,500,000,- 
000, leaving a deficit of $2,3(00,000,- 
000 to be made up through new bor­
rowings that sent the public debt to 
the highest level in eleven years at 
$23,500,000,000.

Relief Expenditures
A large part of the expenditures 

went directly for relief of one kind 
or another. Nearly a billion and a 
quarter dollars was paid out direct­
ly to the Reconstruction Finance 
corporation which in turn loaned or 
gave away the money to unemploy­
ed, banks, railroads and for other 
emergency purposes.

Several hundred additional mil­
lions went for other relief expendi­
tures such as public works, civil 
works, farm relief and other relief 
measures. The cost of running the 
regular government establishments, 
on the other hand was sharply re-

ing a further increase in the public 
debt.

Revenues at the same time con­
tinued to hold up with the impo­
sition of various special taxes and 
the beginning of the beer and liquor 
levies which brought in millions of 
dollars of new revenue. The sharp 
decline in income tax receipts was 
effset by the rising yield from “mis­
cellaneous” income, which was near­
ly double the income tax receipts.
