Auditor Lynn shows that be-
tween the years 1920 and 1930 the expenditures of the state
government, have increased from $33,498,725 in 1920 to
$103,672,473 in 1930> This is an increase of $70,173,778 or
209.4 per cent, using dishbursements for 1929 as the basis for
100 per cent. Texas voters are reminded that during this
10-year period pepulation increased from 4,663,228 in 1920
to 5,824,715 in 1930, an increase of 24.9 per cent. All the

than 90:per cent of the total is due to increases in expendi-
tures for highways and education?

‘ As for the balance of the increase, representing approx-
imately 10 per cent of the total, it is divided among the vari-
ous other governmental functions.
