WHITE HOUSE LIVELY.

Roosevelt Children Brighten the
Executive Mansion.

BOUE ATMOSPHERE IMPARTED.

kudeitendenee of tlir Little Ones and
TLelr For Others
I'ralst-d—First the Land
W iuuliiftt Um p- Tribute of
«it Old ItelMIner.

President Roosevelt and his family
have done more to brighten and cheer
the White House thau a whole army
of decorators and painters, and the
merry prattle of children echoing
through the corridors uud apartments
Impart a homelike atmosphere which
every culler is quick to appreciate aud
notice.

Not since the l.incolu administration
of the early sixties bus there been ao
much young Americanism visible about
the aueieut pile of sandstone as there
is today, says the Washington corro-
hpniideut of the Chicago Tribune. In
Lincoln's first administration Willie, or
Tad, a bright youngster of ten or elev-
en years, wus the focus of n crowd of
admirers when he mounted his pom*
and started off for a gallop with an
attendant, the mount usually being un-
der ttie big white (torch on the north
front, where lu these days a bicycle
of the younger scions of the Roosevelt
family Is almost dully In evidence.

Old Tom Pendle, who has seen two-
score years of service at the White
House as usher, feels himself percepti-
bly younger nud more mellow In his
feelings as he sees the Soutliful mem-
bers of the present White House fami-
ly getting ready for a bicycle ride,
"just like Tad Lincoln used to do,”
only a |»ony was the means of transpor-
tation then instead of the tnodcru two
wheeled vehicle.

Mrs. Roosevelt lias since her occupan-
cy of the White House endeared her-
self to nil connected with this historic
establishment In a manner which is
not to I»c eclipsed even by memories
of Harriet Lane Johnson, niece of the
bachelor president. Buchanan, or Mrs.
Grover Cleveland, who first visited the
White House as n schoolgirl and ac-
quaintance of the president's sister.
Miss Rose Elizabeth Cleveland.

There are many persons In Washing-
ton today who will recall the presenta-
tion of Frances Folsom at an afternoon
reception given In her honor by Miss
Cleveland, who introduced her guest ns
“our little schoolgirl, who is visiting
us.” Not long afterward Miss Folsom
succeeded her hostess ns the first Indy
in the land and soon won all with
whom she was brought in contact by
her captivating manners and vivacity
In the entertainment of her callers.
Mrs. Roosevelt ha* succeeded in the
same res|>ects. and those who have
been fortunate enough to meet her so-
cially ure unanimous lu their opinion
that the mantle has fallen upon the
should* is ol one of the most affable
and charming women who have ever
graced the White House. There Is nu
old and true saying that you must live
with (wople to know them truly, aud lu
this connection nothing could be more
appropriate than the utterances of a
veteran attache of the White House re-
garding Its new mistress.

"We thought Mrs. Cleveland a prin-
cess.” suid tRe old retainer, "but Mrs.
Roosevelt Is an American queen, a per-
fect Indy lu every sense of the word too.
She does not expert the people about
the house to become flunkeys and run
at b<r beck nud call, but treats every-
body so graciously and pleasantly that
It is Indeed a boon to anticipate her
slightest wish.

"We all admired and respected Mrs.
Cleveland aud thought we should never
look upon her like again, but Mrs.
Roosevelt Is if anything more popular
with the (teople of the White House
than Mrs. Cleveland, nnd that is saying
a great deal. She Is to the manner
born. too. nnd the people who come lo
call upon her are of the most aristocrat-
ic types in this or any other country.

"It does us ail good to I>e brought In
contnct with such folks as the Roose-
velts. All the members of tlit* family
except the baby seem to have the fac-
ulty of looking out for and taking care
of ihemselvs and will not brook any-
thing that fivora of servility or being
waited upon unnecessarily. When the
children who wuse tlie bicycles are
through with them, they seem to take a
pride ns well ns a pleasure in puttlug
*heir wheels away themselves, eveu at
some personal discomfort In cnrrylug
them up on«’ down the stairs lending to
tlie basement, where the wheels are
stored. In* 'pendence is no name for

my lot to meet. All of them show the
I*eneflt of ood and careful training,

and too'mu- b cannot he said in favor
of the Whb te Hoi se children They
seem to str've to imitate ami emulate
the good example set them by their fa-
ther and mother, aud we never tire hav-
ing them about.

"When the Cleveland children were
here, they were too small to do any-
thing except be taken out by their
nurses, and nobody was permitted to
See much of them when they were out-
side of the mansion. But with the
Roosevelt children It Is an entirely dif-
ferent arrangement. They are as free
ns the air to come nnd go when they
please and do whatever suits their fan-
cy, and It Is refreshing and invigorat-
ing to all of us to see how perfectly
they seem to enjoy themselves.

”1 doubt whether there is n happier
gronp of children anywhere under the

blue canopy of heaven than the little
e*»lirk whrt constitute fits Roosevelt

family. Bless their llWic souls, It makes
some of wus o*l fellows feel young
again to see these boys nnd girls such
robust, energetic nud vigorous Ameri-
cans. President nnd Mrs. Roosevelt
have cause to he proud of them, and
they have certainly brightened and
cheered those of us who have been
brought Iu contact with them ever
since they moved Into the uiatislon.

"Dependence upon themselves has
been Inculcated into them, as Is shown
by the conduct of the older children
when they want anything for them-
selves. Instead of calling for some-
body to go shopping or sightseeing
with tlb'in, they just start off down
town alone or in pairs, if they hnp|>ct)
to he together, and go into the shops
and make pun-bases in a style and
manner which is at once amusing and
interesting. They know what they
want, too, and Just how to get it and
usually after buying an article either
pny for It outright from their pocket
money or else have purchases sent to
the mansion, to be paid for on delivery.
They do not buy extravagantly or fool-
ishly either, hut show taste and dis
crimination ns well ns an aptitude fot
getting useful things.”

There Is no ostentation or love of dis
play about the president and his wife,
both oi ihem having the most demo-
cratic ns well as simple tastes. They
love to go about as much as their chil-
dren and never seem happier than
when starting off for a ride or jaunt in
the country.

HISTORIC TREE BURNED.

niunt Cottonwood on the Klonpfrr

Farm Im Set on Fire.
The gigantic Kloupfer cottonwood
tree, the largest tree In the United

States excepting the redwood* of Cali-
fornia. which has stood for more than
a thousand years two miles west of the
present site of Wilmette, on land owned
by Michael Kloupfer, was set on fire a
few nights ago. says the Chicago Inter
Ocean. The (ire burned *o a height of
sixty feet. The Evanston Historical so-
ciety. which lias taken much trouble to
preserve this cottonwood monarch, will
try to learn who started the tire.

The Kloupfer tree is a historical land-
mark. It was the meeting place of tlie
Pottawatomie Indians, who found room
for forty persons in tlie hollow trunk.
Its topmost branch, 170 feet above the
ground, could be seen for miles, and
upon its trunk, which Is eighteen feet
lu diameter, were the marks of the old
Mackinac trail. Marquette, l.a Salic,
Joliet. Hennepin and many other Jesu-
its \lsited the tree with the Indians.
During the days when stagecoaches
ran from Chicago to Green Bay the tree
was used as a “blind pig” and at one
time sheltered a homeless family.

Mask Ox Illrnnuht From the Arctic.
The whaling steamer Beluga. Captain
Bodfish. reached San Francisco from
the arctic the other evening, seventeen
day* from Port Clarence. A live musk
ox. xnid to Ik*the first ever brought to
San Francisco, arrived ou the Belugn
from the arctic coast and In expected to
Is* a great curiosity, says the New York
Tribune. It is the property of Captalu
Bodfish. who will make the best possi-
ble disposition of the rare animal. Al-
though skins of musk ox have I>een
brought from the arctic in large miiu-
lwrs. attempts to bring the animal Itself
to this southern latitude have always
heretofore proved futile, the musk ox
being iHciillurlv susecotible to change.

BIS MEMORY WAS REMARKABLE.

Man Who Aloud Mia On is
Ideas and Objected to Visit* of the
turluua — Adopted Certain Our
Munnerltuis.

Official announcement of the death
of ElI Hung Chant; was received In
Washington the other morning. The
news caused sincere regret among otti-
cinls of the administration, who have
regarded Kail Li as oue of the great
characters of the world. Mr. W. W.
1»kin1l, just returned from Peking,
where he served as special commission
cr of the | uited States, eujoyed most
friendly relations with the Chinese en-
voy. speaklug of Li. Mr. Itoekhill said
to u New York Herald reporter:

"Earl 1d had a longer aud more thor-
ough knowledge of foreign affairs than
any other Chinaman. Iu the early six-
ties lie was the ouly high offleial that
advocated closer relations with foreign
nations aud the adoption of western
methods aud western ideas. Ever since
then lie has bccu identified with the
conduct of the foreign relations of Chi-
na. His frankness in conversation and
in his dealings with foreigners with
whom he was thrown iu contact made
him much more acceptable to the west
as the representative of China than
other officials who had more of the pe-
culiar muuuerisms of their race.

"ills memory was simply astonish-
ing. and it ofteu stood him in good
stead. Not even the remotest details
In events occurring years before ei
raped him. In his death China loses a
patriot and a statesman who ranked
with the great figures of history.”

Mr. 1l. G. Squlers. who was secretary
of the American legatiou in China, re-
called many pleasant aud Interesting
Incidents showing the character of LI
Hung Chaug during the four years he
was stationed at I'eking.

“Earl LI was always courteous to
Americans.” said Mr. Squiers, “be-
cause. as 1 learned afterward, he felt
that Americans were always willing to
give and tnke In u business transaction
or a diplomatic negotiator One could
not help being impressed with the ldea
that he was actqg'.iy the ruling spir t
In the Chi"-*R. empire by his superior
bearlpg,-cud broad statesmanship. Al-
though every consultation we had with
nim had to be conducted by the aid of
an interpreter—for he spoke only the
Chinese language—he displayed a wide
knowledge of foreign and domestic af-
fairs, which carried with it u convic-
tion that he was tlie dominating spirit
throughout China aud virtually all
there was of the tsung li yamen.

"Earl Li frequently recalled his visit
to the United States in ISIS*” nddisl
Mr. Squiers. "aud be regarded it as one
of the most pleasing events of his re-
markable career. During that trip his
friendship for the United States was
even further cemented by the many
courtesies he received. It made a last-
ing Impression upon him, and upon his
return to China | observed that he had
adopted certain American mannerisms
In his association with American!.
For instance, he always greeted Ameri-
cans with a cordial grasp of the hand
Instead of the oriental salaams which
he employed In receiving representa-
tives of other foreign nations.

"You have probably read of that fa-
mous cane he used to carry.” said Mr.
Squlers. "It is a very long staff, high-
ly ornamented, and he lias carried it
for ninny years. One day, while In hit
presence. 1 had In tuy hand a cheap
little American cane with a somewhat
odd head upon It. It caught the vice-
roy’s fancy, and he proposed tin ex-
change. As he offered to make an even
trade you may imagiue my delight at
the bargain | was making. Waith great
pride | displayed my prize among my
friends and treasured It as one of the
dearest souvenirs of my stay In China.
The next time 1 met the viceroy he in-
formed me that my cane was six inches
too short for him to use. and under the
circumstances he would have to sug-
gest that the trade be reconsidered. |
reluctantly returned his historic stick.”

The
answer he liked, aud from that moment
his entire demeanor changed, and he
became the charming host and admlrs
ble man that all who knew him well
found him to be on all occasions. P
Is merely an Incident as showing the
nature of the man who liked to ride
rough shod over others and who ad-
mired any one that refused to agree
to expressions which he himself knew
were wrong on the face of them.

BECKHAM TO DURBIN.

Mow in  Kr<liinltloot from Oil-

erinr« of iiilh,

Frankfort. Nov. 13.—Governor Reck
ham Monday night addressed to Gov.
Durbin of Indians a letter replying to
the criticism by that executive of the
courts and officials of Kentucky in hia
r»MBt letter refusing to honor the
requisition for Taylor and Finley
sauted for aliased complicity in the
assassination of Governor Goehel.

He severely arraigned Durbin for his
refusal, charging that in doing so he
violated his oath of ottlce to support
the constitution of the United States,
and that be became " a party after the
fact to the most infamous crime in the
history of the state, the coldblooded
and dastardlv murder of an eminent
