MAKE WEIGHTS FOR ATHLETE

Round Lead Ball for Shot-Putting or
Hammer-Throwing Can Be Cast
in Paper Board.

Many times boys would like to
make their own shots and weights for
athletic stunts, but do not know how
to go about it to cast the metal. In
making a lead sphere as shown in the
illustration, it is not necessary to
know the method of molding. The
round lead weight for shot-putting or
hammer-throwing can be cast in a hol-
low cardboard or pressed-paper ball,
sold In department and toy stores for
110 cents, says a writer in the Popular
‘Mechanics, Cut a half-inch hole in

Entirely Swept Away
by Fiood—Fiames From Gas
Wells Add to Horror

Couders Port, Pa., Sept. 30.—
One thousand or more peasof® lost
their lives when the town of Austin,
twelve miles from here, was com-
pletely wiped out this afternoon by
a deluge in Sinnamahoning creek,
which resulted from a break in the
huge concrete dam of the Bayless
Pulp and Paper Company.

Only one house in the village re-
mains intact.

That house is on a hill overlook-
ing the town and was removed from
the death-dealing track of the flood.
.dn a tew minutes after the deluge
swept down the narrow valley, fire
added to the horror.

Buildings that were only partly
wrecked caught fire and the flames

“ rapidly devoured the Temainder of
the town. Hundreds of survivors
have taken refuge on the hillsides.

When the flood came, women and
children fled screaming, men curs-|
ing and fighting back the weaker,

~—animals running wildly about with
the instinct of preservation” guiding
them to points of safety.

Scores of persons of all ages were
seen floating, wading and scrambl-
ing arouad in the water. More than
100 were swept to their deaths by

) the first onrush of the flood.
Mothers with babies in their arms
were seen kneeling. praying for
rescue. :

Everything, but
line went down under the tiemendous
and sudden impact of the deluge.
Railroad tracks were washed out as
if they were spider webs.

The town’s fire department build-
ings were among. the first to go.
Austin is thus completely cut off
from the outside world. The scene

The dam' that broke was half a
mile above the town. It was 600
feet long and 50 feet high, It
backed the water tor more than a
mile. The dam was constructed ot
concrete masonry. Only a year
ago it threatened te give way, but
the damage was repaired in time to
save the catastrophe that over-

. whelmed Austin today.
¢ At midnight the flames are rag-
ing unchecked, roasting alive the
victims who remain in the debris.

At 10 o’clock 139 bodies had

= been recovered, but they - constitute
cnly a fraction of the entire number
of the victims, many. of whom were
swept on down the valley.

At 9 o’clock tonight the number
of deaths is fixed'at 900. With the

- receding waters bodies are being
found east as far as Costello. Many
towns on the Sinnamahoning creek
below Austin are yet to add their
toll to che aggregate. ‘

The flood, it was learned tonight
practically destroyed Costello, locat-
ed some miles below Austin, Only
three lives were lost there.

"The people were warned by a
young man who soed through the
valley in an automobile, shouting to
the people to take to the hills.

The first alarm of the dam break-
ing was given by a telephone line-
man who saw the advance of the
water from the top of a pole. iie

The country around Anstin is fill-
ed with wells of natural gas, and
these began to burn, adding to the
horror, At 9 o’clock the flame
were absolutely beyond control.

The fire apparatus from Olean N.
Y., which arrived at Austin early in
the evening was practically useless,
as all the water connections in the
town had been destroyed by the

ood.

Men are attacking the houses
floating around with any implement
they can lay-their hands on, in at-
tempts to rescue and destroy the fire

The dam gave away with a roar
as a great volume of water rushed
into the main stream from its tribu-
taries. The thunder of the crash
came so suddenly that the people in
the peaceful village below, walled
in by hills, had no warning of their
impending doom.

The deluge hit with full force
every house in its track and either
carried them down or wrecked them
before their occupants were aware
ot what happened. In scores of
instances people were drowned in
their homes.

W. Warren Morton of Russellville,
Ky. breeder of pure-bred Tamworth
hogs and owner of Englewood’s Frie-
man No. 1864, winner of tne grand
shampionship prize at the world’s falr,
1904, says that the Tamworth 18 the
best bacon hog that iz grown. He
says:

“I hold to the opinion that these
fat, chubby, pony bullt pigs are the
result of years of constant effort in
trying to atttain certain so-called

as it may, the Tamworth breed is of-
ferad to the public by its advocates
as the quickest route to return to the
goodsold kind that have ten to thir-
tesn pigs at a litter and rears them,
hes a bone and frame large and strong
enough to -carry 1,000 pounds of good
old-fashioned country bacon. with a
streak of lean to each streak of fat,
and oonstitution so rugged that dls-
eage {8 almost an unknown quantity
with them; and the old sows breed
on and on, two litters a year, good
old mothers that they are, farrowing
a whole pen full at a time and ylelds
ing an abundanec of milk for all,
continuing from year to year, till old
age relegates them to the pork bar-
rel.”

Mr. Morton is well known to tha ed-
itor] of this department, and he fis
ond of the most successful hog farmers
in the United States. He went into
the business when~a boy, stuck to it
and now has one of the best herds
of pure-bred hogs in the whole coun-
try. What he has done on a rocky
form in Kentucky can be done by gnod
management in Texas, His Tam-
worths have ben prize winners in New
York, Illinols, Xentucky and Ohlo,
winning as many as seventy ribbons
Tn 19068. He has made a study of the
hog and by doing that has made big
money.

This being true hog production all
over the South, and in Te: par-
ticularly should be largely incréased.
There is no danger of overstocking
the market and there will not be for,
two | years, anyhow; and -in raising.
ho@s it pays better to raise the best
preeds. There are a number of good'
breeds, and the best breed of the
good breeds for a farmer to ralse is
the breed-that he likes best,

In hog raising there are many de-
bails that should be carefully attend-
ed to and one of the chief is the mat-:
ter of disease, and many pigs are lest
by being overlaid at birth or just after,
L{nny die of thumps and sore mouth,
while quite young., Loss from these
causes can be minimized by ‘glving
the sow and her litter specia]l care.
They can be protected from - being
overlaid by the mow by hawing a
fender made of a scantling, rail or
pole securely fastened around the wall
of the pen eight inches from the floor.
By having this it prevents the sBow

from crushin, the little fellows
against the wall, and saves the lives of
many pigs.

One of the most important essen-
tials in pig growing is exercise. That
is one thing the plg, In order to do
well, must have. 'When pigs are kept
penned up all the time, and the food
they eat s fattening and does not
contribute to any material extent to his
growth, and this causes fat to form
argund the pig’s heart, bringing on
whit s ealled “thumps,” which gen-
erally results in death. This can be
avolded by giving pigs freedom while
young,

Many feeders make the mistake of
allowing the sow and her litter to
sleep in a dusty bed, the pigs breath-
ing the dust, which causes a cough,
alse: sore mouth, which eften causer
death. They should be permitted to

out in the open air. The sow
shottld not be fed heavy milk pro-
dueéing fooda until & week or two after
farrowing. The plg s very much
1ike ‘& 'colt.  If the 'mother is fed
heavy milk producing foods when they
are young they are quite liable to take
scours and death results.

The sow should be fed thin slops
with a lttle ground grain mixed In
for a week after farrowing. But after
the pigs are old enough to consume
most all the milk that the mother
provides for them she.ghould be fed
enough grain in addition to having
good pasture to keep her in good con-
aftion,
Ths pig that makes the most profit-
ble gains is the one that is not al-
owed to ‘squeal for feed and is pushed
érom #tart to finish. If the pig is ever
lowed to become stunted it takes all

profit to ever get him started
growing and fattening agaln, and

od feeder will allow this to occur.

AN EASILY ADD
TWO POUNDS DAILY

—

It 48 not difficult to secure a gaiv
of two pounds .a day or even more,
for sixty days/-on good, strongly
framed hogs i the claim made by N.
B, Bedgwick in Farmers’ Review. This
is done by careful feeding and hand-
ling and he tells how he accomplished
it. He waid: /

“I tried several lots of hogs, weigh-
ing from time to time under the same
conditions, and I will give you my
experience with a bunch of hogs 1
recently marketed.

“I had a few of my own and bought
another lot from a man who had be-
come disgusted with them, as they
seemed to be doing no good, as he
explained it, He had sold his best
for the market and had thése tail-
ends Teft; which I bought at 8c per
pound. That was & good strong mar-
ket price at that time. >

“When we weighed them they av-
eraged 181 pounds. They had good
frames but were very lank. I soon
discovered that they had had too much
corn, ag they did not seem to care
tor §t. I changed the feed, giving bran,
ehorts, pumpkins , with a small al-
lowance of commercial stock food,
until' their ‘bowels were in good con~
dittorr—=Then I began giving a little
corn with a lberal amount of milk
from the separator, as well as slops
trom the house. Soon the lank bodies
assumed more of a rounded appear-
ance, and they were always ready for
the feed, I fed and slopped twice each
fay at about the same time. I never
allowed’ corn ‘to lay by them during
the day. Thus they were always
ready for their meals and cleaned up
sverything. It was indeed a pleasure
to see them grow and increase in size
and plumpness.

““When 1 sold them, besides a good
substantial gain in price, I found that
they had put on 115 pounds in weight
and ylelded more than double whart
1 p#Ad for them. This experience goes
to show how easy it is to make hogs
gain two pounds per day when at-
tended with judicious care and man-
agement. Let a hog have all the
corn he will eat from birth to market
and the corn will come to more than
the hog.”

THE NEW GOMET
SPAOUTS A TAIL

Seattle, Wash,, Oct. 4 .—The
new comet which was first observed

here and in the east a little more
than a week ago was photographed
last night by J. E. Gould, professor
of astronomy at the University of
Washington.
