WHITES INEPEASE FRSTER
THAN NEGROES.

Director Durand of the Bureau
of Cenus, Department ot Commerce
and labor, of the United States has
just issued a preliminary statement
giving for each state and territory ot
continental United States the dis-
tribution of the population accord-
ing to the elements of race, nativity
and parentage, as shown by there-
turns of the Thirteenth Deceenial
Census taken as of April 15th,
1910. %

The foreign element is proportion-
ally greatest in the New Enagland
and Middle Atlantic divisions.  On
the contrary, in nearly all of the
Southern states more than two-
thirds of the total population is
native white ot native birth.

The statement shows that in Tex-
as the negro race did not increase
proportionally 45 much as the white
and that the negro population of
the entire state represented a small-
er percentage in 1910 than in 1900.

In 1900 the total white population
of the shades was73.8 per cent.
This increased in 1919 to 76.1 per
cent. On, the other band, the
negroes, who represented 20.4 per
cent of the entire population of
the state in 1900 to 17.7

per cents

From 1900 to 1910 the percent-‘

age of the increase of the. white
population was 32 1 per cent, while
for the same period the increase of
the negro population was only a
little more than one-third of this
amount, or 11.2 per cent,

Chicago, Ill.: By-products yield 97
per cent of the profits in the packing
business, according to figures given by
William D. Mills, former general man-
ager of the Armour Packing Com-
pany of Kansas City, who concluded

his testimony Thursday in the trial ||

of the Chicago packers charged with

| criminal violation of the Sherman’law.
He gave the company’s net profit for |

1889 as $202,780.18 in the dressed beef
department, based on the slaughter: of
204,820 animals. ;

An analysis of these figures showed
that the company made but 3c profit
on dressed meat of each steer killed,
while the fat of each animal yielded
a profit of 42¢. The profit of hides
was 37¢ a hundred and 18¢ profit was
obtained from the glue mrmufactmed
from the hoofs.

The profit from fat was fourteen
times that made from the dressed
meat and the profits from the hides
was nearly as much. The money made
from glue in the hoofs was six times
as much as that made from the sale
of fresh meat, according’ to Mr. Miles.

A mass of documentary evidence
consisting of circulars, letters and sta-
tistics bearing on the alleged agree-
ments of the packers and the sum-
mary statements of tetal shipments,
average price received and the mar-
gin of profits earned based on the un-
iform test cost, alleged to have been
sent out by agents of the defendants,
were read to the jury.

FRAUD IN MAHOGANY TRADE

Much Wood Sold Under That Name
Is the Monkey Pod From
Colombla.

“Old mahogany” has been for
many years almost a synonym for
sumptuousness in our dwellings or
in business or public edifices wher-
ever this regal wood has been a dom-
inant feature of finish and furniture.
It has frequently carried as far so-
cially as a coat of arms or an octavo
genealogy; but now the distressing
intelligence is sent forth by the gov-
ernment scientists that what is rep-
resented to be mahogany is in a ma-
jority of cases really something else,
because the demand for it, like that
for Mocha and Java coffee, is largely
in excess of the supply. Thus there
are annually used in the United
States about 40,000,000 feet of so-
called mahogany, while the annual
cut is only 18,000,000, and we can
hardly get all of that. The masque-
rade wood is known to the trade as
“Colombian mahogany” because ‘it
comes' from Colombia and in grain
and color resembles the simon-pure
to an extent that ie calculated to de-
ceive all but the extremely expert,
though there is as little relationship
between them as between oak and
maple.

A SHINING CORNISH METAL.

There is a legend among the peas-
ants of Cornwall in England that at
night there may be observed a faint~
ly- shining mineral among the rocks
brought from the mines.
