MUTSCHER APPOINTS TEXAS 
HEALTH CARE COMMITTEE

AUSTIN — Speaker O. F 
(Ousi Mutscher uxlay made 
good hit promise to appoint a 
Texas Health Care Committee 
to work with local citizens, fed­
eral administrators and the 
Congress to try to head o ff a 
medical crisis which threatens 
to close some 170 Texas ho.spl- 
tato.

"Present problems In handl­
ing the medicare program, es­
pecially in regard to hospitals 
and hospital care, arc placing 
a tremendous burden on lozal 
facilities. The retroactive de­
nial method of denying pay­
ments for service:; rendered Is 
alarnfing hospital administra­
tors throughout the state." Mut­
scher said.

"The Federal Government 
should find some better method 
of handling these problems than 
Is used by the present adminis­
tration The very thought of the 
possibility of closing 170 hospi­
tals to diametrically opposed to 
my plan of greater health ser­
vices for the people which I 
presented to the l,eglslaturc In 
January, 1969."

" I  am particularly concern­
ed about this problem as it re. 
lates to the small towns and 
communities, for without health 
services, hospitals and medical 
facilities our rural communities 
cannot prosper and grow,” Mut­
scher emphasized.

"Five outstanding laymen and 
five House Members, all vitally 
Interested In the work of this 
committee, have enthusiastically 
agreed to serve on this commit­

tee. Representative R. H. iDIcki 
Cory of Victoria will be chair­
man of the Committee,”  Mut­
scher said.

I people are receiving better care 
than ever before. But there are 

I deficiencies which still have to 
I be met for certain hospital to 
qualify under the Medicare pro- 

I gram.
I Special efforts are being dl- 
I reeled to providing better nurs­
ing care. We probably have some 
o f the best nursing home to be 
found anywhere but from re­
ports there are also some pretty 
bad ones.

One of the great unanswered 
challenges Is the shortage of 
nurses and yet small hospitals 
In many of our small towns are 
being denied medicare benefits 
because they do not have, and 
cannot afford to have, at least 
one registered nurse on duty 
for each 8-hour shift.

Many of our older and smaller 
hospitals do not meet the safe­
ty standards set by regulations 
under the Medicare Program. 
In many instances these physi­
cal facilities can be Improved 
to the extent o f qualifying but 
no one wants to spend the 
money necessary If they are un­
able to have at least three reg­
istered nurses on duty over a 
24-hour period

In Texas alone there are same 
170 hospitals which may have 
their medicare benefits termin­
ated If they have to comply with 
the unbending strictness o f the 
rules and regulations laid down 
by the Department o f Health, 
Education and Welfare. Like 
most. If not all. Federal pro­
grams .administrators must "go 
by the book" but the book Itself, 
in the form o f rules and regula­
tions, Is forcing the closing of 
some small-town hospitals. This 
means that elderly patients 
would have to go to a hospital 
located In some larger town. 
Elderly people accustomed to 
local care Just simply don't

want to leave their commun­
ity

Everyone agrees that any hos­
pital or nur.slng home should 
have the best and most modern 
care available but when regu­
lations and rules leave no hos­
pital at all iieople the under­
standably upset. There should 
be more time for modernizing i

buildings to meet proper safety 
."landards but under the rules 
this still leaves the requirement 
for nurses.

Licensed Vocational Nurses do 
a very fine Job and could well, 
under the general supervision of 
doctors and registered nurses, 
fill the practical needs.

There Is an area for common

sense to be provided and parti­
cularly until reasonable defi­
ciencies can be met. A hospital

I f  there is no authority for some doctrine other than 
what man thinks. It is to be rejected.

John the Apostlle wrote, “ Whosoever transgresseth, 
and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. 
He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both 
the Father and the Son. I f  there come any unto you 
and bring not this doctrine, receive him not into your 
house, neither bid him God speed.”  2 John 9. I f  a doc­
trine does not have the authority of Christ behind it, 
it is to be avoided.

Jude verse 3 says, “Contend earnestly for the faith 
once delivered to the saints.”  I f  a doctrine is not as old 
as the New Testament, we must not contend for it.

Paul warned, “ But, though we. or an angel from hea­
ven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which 
we have preached unto you, let him be accursed.” Gal. 
1:8. So we must reject any doctrine that is not in har­
mony with the teachings of Paul (or other apostles).

The inspired word of God must be used as the mea­
suring rod for all doctrines. This is all we need to deter­
mine whether a doctrine is of God, or of men. The 
Bible is a book of doctrine. Our only hope of settling the 
matter of doctrine lies in accepting what the Holy Scrip­
tures teach whether it coincides with what we believe 
or not. We must be willing to investigate differences in 
doctrine in the light of God’s word. Shutting our eyes to 
the predicament and hoping it will go away will never 
solve it.

Otherwise they’ll tell you when 
and where to meet him.

Have your social security card 
or a record of your social se­
curity number, some proof of 
your age. and your s last year's 
Income tax return If self-em­
ployed or withholding state­
ment If an employee.

The best evidence o f age Is 
a birth o f baptismal certificate 
made at or near the time of 
your birth. However. If neither 
exists, other documents may be 
used. Generally, the older the 
document the better.

It's generally a good Idea to 
apply about 3 months before

you retire. Don’t delay because 
you don't have any of the re­
quired documents or Informa­
tion. The people In the social 
security office will be glad to 
help you get the necessary In­
formation

If you are housebound and 
unable to come to the office, ar­
rangements can be made for 
taking your application by mall, 
or.
