AMERICA ACTS PROMPTLY
Steps Taken to Assure Country 

Against Results of European 
Trouble.

Washington.—President Wilson and 
the administration acted promptly 
Friday to reassure the country against 
any threatening financial dangers 
growing out of the European war 
situation. First the president took 
steps to cemplete immediately the or­
ganization of the federal reserve 
beard so the new currency law may 
become effective. Secretary McAdoo 
expressing approval of the closing o': 
stock exchanges throughout the coun­
try, announced that a $500,000,000 is 
sue of emergency currency waiting 
at the treasury department would be 
made immediately available to na 
tional banks.

To make more easily accessible this 
emergency currency the senate, at 
Mr. McAdoo’s suggestion, passed un­
animously an amendment to the cur­
rency law modifying the clause pro­
viding that banks or national cur­
rency associations, to avail themselves 
o l the issue, must have outsancmg 
currency notes "secured by bonds efi 
the United States to an amount not 
less than 40 per cent of its capital.’’ 
The amendment would give the secre­
tary of the treasury authority in his 
discretion te ignore this restriction.

‘Europe*!* in a crisis,” said Senator 
Owen in presenting the measure. 
"SemetfciiXf should be done to pre­
pare this country to meet any emer­
gency tbofc nay arise.” There is in 
the treasury $15,000,000 in gold and 
silver,” Senator Owen added, $150,- 
000,000 in the gold reserve and $130,- 
000,000 free gold in the general fund. 
Th*|e, Immense funds, with $500,000,- 
000 .emergency currency available, 
would enable this country to face any 
financial crisis.”

MME. CAILLAUX IS ACQUITTED
Sensatiqnal Tria l in Paris Ends With 

Wildest Excitement.

Paris—Mme. Henrietta Cailiaux was 
acquitted Tuesday night by a jury in 
the court of Assizes of the wilful 
murder on March 16 last of Gaston 
Calmette, editor of- the Figaro. The 
verdict wasireturned after 50 minutes 
deliberation. The announcement was 
followed by the wildest tumult.

Mme. Cailiaux staggered and then 
threw her arms aiout the neck of her 
counsel, Fernand L.ahori. Her hair 
fall over her shoulders and her hat 
fall to the floor. The spectators stood 
upon desks and chairs. Cries of 
‘‘Cailiaux! Laboril!” and “ Cailiaux, 
assassin!” mingled.

The din wa3 deafening. Several 
groups of barristers came to blows 
and the Republican guards, trying to 
separate them, joined in the melee. 
The spectacle of Labari' and Chenu, 
the latteir counsel for the ;Calmette 
family, embracing each other calmed 
the tumult for a moment, but it was 
redoubled! when they left with Mme. 
Cailiaux.

In the statement of the banks at the 
close of business Nov. 26, 1912, the 
overdrafts totaled $3,284,010. The 
statement of the last call on June 30, 
1914, showed an overdraft total of 
$649,060.

It is fortified ami is used as 
an arsenal by the navy: The Ger­
man protected cruiser Augsburg is of 
4,280 tons displacement and her chief 
armament consists of twelve 4.1-inch 
guns. Her crew numbers about 400 
men.

New Equipment for Katy.
Austin, Texas.—The railroad com­

mission has approved a contract of 
the Katy railroad for the purchase of 
30 freight locomotives and 200 bal­
last cars, the total cost to be $900,090.

Buys 500 Pure Bred Herefords.
Fort Worth, Texas.—Five hundred 

pure-bred Hereford cattle were pur­
chased here for shipment to the Brazil 
Land, Cattle and Packing company 
of San Paulo, Brazil. The purchase 
price was not made public, but it 
is understood to be in the neighbor­
hood of $65,000.

Machine Gun Company Organized.
Dallas, Texas.—Dallas has a ma­

chine gun company of Texas national 
guard, duly organized under the re­
quirements of the war department 
and commissioned according to the 
regulations of both the United' States 
war department and the state laws. 
The compnay holds its commission 
from the Fourth Texas infantry and 
is. composed of 50 men, including a 
captain and first lieutenant, eight ser­
geants, six corporals and 36 privates. 
Capt. L. S. Davidson Is In command 
of the company.

Russia’s Invasion of Russia Begins
Berlin.—Russia has begun the in­

vasion of German territory, Russian 
forces having crossed the German 
frontier at Schwinden, southeast of 
Bialla, while a Russian patrol en­
tered Germany near Eichenreid, in 
Posen. The Russian patrol which 
entered near Eichenreid attacked the 
German guard at the railroad bridge 
over the Warthe. The attack was 
repulsed. Two Germans were slight 
ly wounded. The above information 
was given out by the imperial staff. 
The staff at the same time said that 
the invasion near Schwinden showed 
that war had actually begun.

T e x a s  Industrial C on gress  
t»o P ro m o te  D a iry in g .
The Texas Industrial Congress is 

ready to begin its work of promot­
ing the dairying industry in Texas 
under the “ Moser Plan” , which was 
indorsed by the Farmers Congress 
and the State Dairymens Association 
at College Station. The Moser 
Plan, named for C. 0 . Moser, of 
Da.llas, who devised it, provided lor 
financing the purchase o f the 
animals, silos, and equipment neces­
sary for any town to have a dairy­
ing industry, for seeing that the 
purchasers get good cows, etc., for 
their money, and for the dairying to 
be carried on in the most modern, 
profit-earning way. Every town 
that wants an industry which will 
change its farmer trade fr.om a credit 
to a cash basis is interested- in this 
proposition, and the. Congress will 
send a copy of the Moser Plan to 
every person who asks for it. The 
Congress will go furtner,-it will send 
a man to any town whose business 
desire to have the matter gone over 
at length with a view of promoting 
dairying there, and who will assist 
in organizing guarantors associations 
and in the other steps necessary to 
get the proposition under way,
A  dairying industry will automatica­
lly bring about hog raising and 
poultry growing, because the skimm­
ed milk that is not used in raising 
calves can be.marketed most profita 
bly in the form of pork or poultry. 
Every dairyman can raise two hogs 
a year for eack cow he keeps, and 
sour rm’ k is ci-e of the best poultry 
feeds in the world.
The dairying-promotion work of 
the Congress will be under the 
direction of C. O. Moser, president 
of the State Dairymen’ s Association 
and who was for several years the 
representative in Texas of the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture, Dairy 
Division. He i s probably best 
known to the people of the State 
though having been for years in 
charge of the dairy show of .the 
State Fair at Dallas., Mr. Moser is 
of course, by training and business 
experience an expert in the work he 
will have in charge.
