Have String Beans, fresh irish potatoes
lettuce, radishes, tomatoes and pickles.
All these from a fall garden. Tomor-
row we may have turnips, sweet po-
tatoes, okra and watermelon, also from
fall garden. What has this to do with

the Smith-Hughes Act?
That’s what I am going tell vou.

Texas has $200,000 a year which is to
be expended in assisting in instruction
of agriculture in the state schools.
Half of this comes from the Federal
Smith-Hughes fund—the other half
from the state.

It takes a large school to qualify for
the Smith-Hughes work. Most country
schools can not meet the requirements
and the cities don’t need it.

Cross Plains seems to me to be the
one place at least to use it. Here we
have the type of boy who will stay on
the farm. He can be given entensive
training in scientific agriculture. Why
not teach our children of the country
how to cull poultry for egg production?
And then did you ever know a place th
need farm terracing more?

I lost my fine cotton for the need of
a terraced tract. Also lost fertilizer.

1Any boy will love to study corn breed-

ing.

Scientific knowledge given our farm
boys and girls can easily be - converted
into dollars and cents.

Following the line of least resistance
some teachers stick to a . routine
they were taught years ago without
taking into consideration the need of
practical knowledge applying to the
life work of the pupils.

I challenge any man, woman or child
in Cross Plains terrftory to compete
with me in reading Latin, Greek,
Spanish and French. And then Iknow
some calculus.

I learned these things atthe expense
of live subjects. They took more time
and preparation than do our vital sub-
jects but were at one time required for
a degree of any kind.

Sweetbread and Mush-
room Ramekins. — Cook
a pair of sweetbreads
twenty ‘minutes in boil-
ing water and cut into
dice. Measure the sweet-
/breads and add epough
chopped mushrooms to
make two cupfuls all to-
gether. Add twe tea-

tspoonfuls of lemon juice, one-half tea-

spoonful of salt, one-eighth teaspoon-
ful of pepper, a pinch of nutmeg.
Melt two tablespeonfuls of butter and
cook a thin slice of onion finely
chopped in it until yellow. Add the
sweetbread - mixture und cook two
minntes; now add one cupful of
Bechaniel sauce, one chopped trufile
and one-half ecupful of ecream. Fill
the ramekin dishes, cover with bread
¢rumbs and bake until brown.

Bechamel Sauce.—Melt two table-
spoonfuls of butter, add three table-
spoontuls ofi flour, one-fourth tea-
spoonful of salt and a few grains of
pepper.  When smooth add one-half
cupful of chieken stock and one-half
cupful of milk; stir until the sauce
boils.

Angel Cake.—Take one and one-
half cupfuls of egg whites, one and
one-half cupfuls of sugar, one-tfourth
teaspoonful of salt, one teaspoonful
of cream of tartar and one cupful of
bread flours. Beat the eggs until stif,
wdd the sugar gradually. flavor with
a teaspoonful of vanilla. add one-'alf
the cream of tartar to the eagg whites
and the other half to the flour. Fold
in the flour and bake in an unbuttered
angel food pan for twenty minutes,
covered.  Then uncover and finish bak-
ing from twenty to thirty minutes.
Invert the pan on a take cooler, when
the cake will drop from its own
weight Zrom the pan, Cover with
white frosting.

- Home Fire Extinguisher
One of fthe begt and simplest of
ehemical fire extinguishers can be
. made out of old burnt-out eleetrie
light - globes. These are submerged,
nipple or point downward, in a dish
or basin of carbon tetrachloride.
Then with a pair of pliers the point
is nipped off. The liquid then . is
sucked in by the vacuum in the lamp
globe until nearly full. When filled
‘the minute entry hole should be
stopped with wax or cement which
should not be allowed to come into
contact with the liquid content. The
filled globes should be stored in spe-
cial racks, point upward.

“But
Meither should she, on the oglrer hand,
adopt the vices of the old-time city
music naster who had a convenient
ruler fo rap sharply the knuckles of
unresponsive hands., The girl musi-
c¢ian in a small town may do any one
of a dozen things with her musie; and

if she happens to teach, she -may
maintain both her self-respect and

her fair mindedness.”

In these days of good roads and
automobiles, the girl who elects to
give lessons in piano needn't fear that
old bogey of the difheulty in® finding
pupils. She may advertise in the
local paper for her pupils, or selicit
them persorally, or, if she does not
care to do private teaching, she may
possibly find a place in the town
schools.  hen, the church offten re-
quires. hesides the usual accompanist
at Sunday and midweek services. a
musician to  teach Christmas and
Easter carols to Sunday school stu-
dents, and to train them. at various
times throughout the year, for con-
certs and cantatas.

A personally conducted “lyceum bu-
rean” is freguently a profitable propo-
sition.

CONSIDER THE MARKET-
ABLE MUSHROOM

WAGE earner without » wage—

that’s the anomalous position in
which a. small-town girl sometimes
finds herself. Home condltions may
necessitate her following an endless
round of washing. ironing, scrubbing,
sweeping ; hut she may standardize at
least a -part of her labor, may realize
the value of a part of her efforts—
by growing mushrooms.

That's the solution of one girl who
for years had considered herself Lope-
lessly hampered by lack of outside
contacts, and the narrowing demands
af such a home upon her time.

“There's no secret of mysterious
formula, in spite of a more or less
prevalent opinien, for the growing of
mushrooms,” "she assured me. “that’s
why a novice has just as good |a
clhiapce as an experienced grower.”

For the girl who decides to plant
a mushroom “garvden,” the HArst step
is to zet spawm, which corresponds to
the seeds she would use in growing
other plants. This spawn. a substance
taken from the living flesh of fresh
mushreoms, she will find specially
It is
vital that she plant fresh spawn, of
the first qguality., This high quality
spawn -car. he had at a reasonable
price, and its use eliminates ipuch of
the ejement of risk in  mushroom
growing,

The grower may plant her mush-
rooms anywhere indoors, in an old
harn, cellar. cave, shed or tunnel. The
temperature must be even ang mod-
erate, and the beds must be shielded
from the direct sunlight. The tender
plants thrive on the cool semi-dark-
ness.

Probably the girl who grows mush-
ronms at nome will find the cellar the
most accessibie place that is suitible
for her purpose. \

Although mushrooms ordinarily are
a winter crop, lasting from Octoher to
May, winter. summer and intermedi-
ate mushrooms may be grown and
marketed in large gqnantities, The girl
who ean furnish first quality fresh
mushrooms, put up in neat three or
four-pound haskets, will never lack a
market. Hotels, clubs, restaurants
and private families of iter own com-

munity are her hest-paying custom-
oprs, if she can build up her trade

among them. If she decides to ship
gome of her baskets for some distanes,
she ghould send them diraet to a com-
mission agent. who wiil dispose of
shem for her; charging about ten per
ceént for his services.

" About 200 pounds of good, market-
able mushrooms should be the average
yield from each 100 square feet of

What becomes of gold? It has many
channels of disappearance, according
to experts. Figures show that more
than half of the annual output is em-
ployed in the fine arts and jewelry
trade. Thousands of pounds also are
used by dentists, according to Popu-
lar Mechanics Magazine, one estimaie
being that over a ton is needed every
year for the fillling of teeth. Then
money is worn In handling, this loss ba-
ing one and a quarter million dollars
annually. Bank of England govereigns
are often tested and found to have lost
much of the original weight.

Of the immense guantities of the
precious metal that have been buried
away in the earth, it ig helieved com-
paratively little has ever been recov-
ered. The priests of Peru are said te-
have buried approximately ten million
dollars’ worth of treasure to preserve
it from the clutcheg of their perse-
cutors.

The tombs of the old kings of Kgypt
were treasure houses; Immense guanti-
tles of gold and jewels being interred
with them. It has been estimated by
historians that Alexander the Great
became the master of great hoards of
gold, all of which, so far as is known,
hag vanished.

FOR GENERAL LOAN

BONDS WILL BE 'ISSUED NEXT
WEEK—QUOTA OF U. S. IS

$110.000,000 :
10 MATURE IN 25 YEARS
Morgan Opened the Campaign to
Sell $110,000,000 of the German

Loan Bonds in the United States.
London.—Contracts for the loan

to Germany under the Dawcs plan,
whereby the quota of the TUnited
"S"ta'.es has been uncxpectedly increas-
ed to $110,000,000, making the Ameri-
can quota more than half the total

issqe, have been signed here. The
reparations commission . has ap-
proved the terms of the commit-

ments in Paris' and J. P. Morgan,
head of the America banking firm,
that will play a major role in float-
ing the loan in the United States hasg
snnounced that the loan would “com-
mand the attention and confidence
of investors.” ;

The loan bonds may be issued by
thhe middle of next month.

The bonds will be sold -at 92 to
m: “ire in twenty-five years and to
bear 7 per cent nominal interest, but
will actually pay 7% per cent to ma-
tarity.

As originally planned half the
$200,000,000 loan was to have been

' obtained /in the United States, Eng-

land was to raise approximately
the agreement
just signed, the English quota is
practically unchanged, but an addi-
tional $10,000,000 has been shifted to
the United States from among that
of the dozen continental countries
participating.

As soon as it became certain that
the conference of American, English
and continental bankers at the Bank
of Enpgland would avoid potential
last-minute delays, Morgan opened
the campaign to sell $110,000,000 of
the German loan bonds in the United
States.

‘What country or countries balked
at the last moment at shouldering
the loan burden contemplated for
them has not been disclosed and
Morgzan neglected to mention the cir-
cumstances of the bartering that
_brings more than half of the loan

~ bonds to the TUited States.

“The negotiations now have been
garried through successfully,” Mor-
gan’s statement said. “The essential
co-operation of continental markets
has been assured®and confidence re-
"garding the success of the issue.

LAST OF THE INFECTED
CATTLE HAVE BEEN SLAIN

fess Than 7,000 1!lead Die ag
Result of Foot-Mouth
Disease.

Houston, Texas.—Slaughter of
eontact cattle, exposed to the foot
and mouth ' disease which was dis-
covered in Harris county has been
finished. Less than 7,000. head of cat-
tle have been killed and buried, but
that number - represents practically
every cow in }he herds known to
have been infected and those ex-
posed to the highly contagious dis-
ease.

It is thought likely that some few
of the open range herds may have
straggled off or have hidden in the
underbrush on the range. Cowboys
will continue to search the range for
several days with orders to shoot
and bury at once any cow found.

At an early date the work of
gprinkling poison on th® range and
‘the ranches where the disease was
found will be started. This poison
will be laid out to kill wild animals
that might carry germs from one
place to another on hide and fur. In
some parts of the range, the grass
will be burned off. Buildings where
the cattle have been wlll be thor-
oughly disinfected, too.

Ninety days after this time should
no further outbreak of the disease
be discovered, test animals will be
put on the range which have been
diginfected. The disease usually de-
velops within three weeks or a
month. Should none of the test ani-
mals show traces of it, Dr. Marion
Imes, Federal official in charge of
the work here, says he will then al
of the

Adventurous souls sometimes de-
plore the supposed fact that there are
no more worlds for.exploration to con-
quer. But unknown things behind the

known  regions of the earth—are
Leckoning with that same force that
drove Lief Iricson to America apd
Vasco da Gama around the Cape of
Good Hope and Captain Cook to the
sleepy, sunny islands of the South Pa-
eific.

On our own North American con-
tinent there are places on the map
whiely must necessarily remain prae-
tically blank, and many others whose
uncharted topographic features are the
products of vague reports and a fertile
imagination.: ‘Fo the east of Hudson
bay lies a peninsula shaped like the
head of a1 woman, her high pompadour
towering off In the direction of the
Arctic ocean. It remains as much an
enigina today as the eternal feminine
has the reputation of being. Its west-
ward flowing rivers and a village or
two along its outward fringes are
named, but {ts vast interior! still offers
the lure of hidden places. We call it
the Ungava peninsula. Numerous other
spaces on the Labrador peninsula are
practically unknown off the few beaten
trails. !

The northern portion of Keewatin
proviace, where the Arctic circle passes
between Hudson bay and the various
bays and inlets about the islands of
the Canadian Arctie, remains as un-
lined by topographic symbols as a
baby’s brow. From Great Slave lake
eastward to Dubawnt river and lake
and northward from Lake Athabaseca,
maps show rivers and iakes which
pothetical fashion.

One of the eight great river
tems of the earth and the second
greatest system on the North Ameri-
can continent drains an area about
which we are almost - entirely ignor-
ant.. The geological: survey of Can-
ada Las been sending exploring par-
ties into the MacKenzie river country,
but the work has as yet been neces-
sarily confined to the principal water |
routes. The stories told by the Mac-
Kenzie and Ogilvie ranges of moun-
talns whiclh feed the mighty stream
are closed books. There are about
40,000 square miles of water area in
the vieinity of the river, much of
which is still unexplored and un-
mapped. Portions - of the Canadian
Ttockies in morthern British Columbia
are s0 far as defiant in retaining their |
secrets as the invineible Mt. Everest.
© Sections of our own Alaska may still
call ~ with their awful silence
strongly to the prospector and pioneer
as the Yukon did in the duys of the
Klondike rush. The Endicott and
Davidson ranges rear undefiled heads
ahove the surrounding fringe of set-
tlements (m'the Arctic ocean and the
Yukon river. ;

Little Known Areas in States.

In the United States proper there
are no areas which e¢an properly be
termed “unexplored.” There are, how-
ever, numerous little-known areas
perhaps traversed only once or twice
in our history, and there are many
areas which have not heen surveyed.
About a vear ago it might have been
said that the Clay Hills region of
southeastern Utah was unexplored,
jnt a party of the National Geograph-
ie society did work in the areus in the
summer of 1923, The Craters of .the
Moon area in Tdalio has been adequate-
ly described only within the last two
or three years,

In northern Minnesota along the Ca-
nadian  border line there is a large
area dotted with lakes about which
very liftle is known. There are also
little-known portions of New Mexico
and Arizona, particularly where these
states join the southeastern corner of
Utah in the San Juan country, near
the. Chaco Canyon National monu-
ment upon which an- expedition of
the National Geographi¢ society is
working.

There are sections of southern and
central Nevada which are very sparse-
ty populated; and through portions of
northern Wisconsin and Michigan one
must travel with a compass. News-
papers have recently reported that an
aerial photographic expedition is pre-
paring to picture systematically the
Olympic penfnsula of Washington,
parts s which are inaccessible.

known, there nre some sections which
have not been-accurately surveyed.
There are also jungles and mountains
in Central America about which little
is known. The San Blas country of
Panama, for instance, though Amer-

The mnortheastern portion of Hon-
duras, just behind the Mosquito coast,
must be left blank on maps of that
Central American republie, though
rumors concerning the mountains, for-
ests and uncivilized Indians of the in-
terior reach us from time to time.

South America’s Blank Regions.

South America has many square
miles of territory which is yet un-
trodden by a white man. These in-

clude large portions of western and
northwestern Brazil, the northwestern
portion of Bolivia, areas in southern
Argentina, and the Vaupes region in
Colombia. There are certain routes
across most of these areas which are
fairly well known, but as soon as c¢ne
leaves the beaten trail he reaches ter-
ritory which has never been explored.

To the northwest of Paraguay be-
tween that country and Bolivia lies a
vast tract of land often spoken of as
the Paraguayan Chaeo, . It covers an
area of at least 200,000 square miles,
and is believed to be constituted
mainly of swamps and jungles. A few
merchants, who even today as. they
were in the days of the Phoenieians,
are the pioneer explorers of distant
and little-known areas, are about the
only people who have ever visited the
interior of the Chaco, lured there he-
cause it is the home of the quebracho
tree, an important source of tannin.

The Oriente. the eastern portion of
Ecuador, is inhospitable in its climate
and choked with jungle, and few are
the white men who have braved con-
tact with its savage head-hunting na-
tives to tell us the natural resources
or even the physical features of this
uncharted hinterland.

The story of every part of Europe
is an open book, but Asia has its blank
spots about which one ean still won-
der. Serene and invincible sit the
Himalayas as the backbone of Asia,
saving their snowslides and monsoons
for any presumptuous person who
tries to probe their secrets.

Two explorers of the National Gen-
graphic society within the last two
or three years have been f)ene‘trﬂtlng
portions of western China in Yunnan,
Szechuan and Kweichow provinces
about which nothing much was known
previous to this time. A few other ex-
plorers have been vying with them in
putting these areas in detail® on our
maj®. Kingdon Ward pushed from
southwestern China across Tibet and
northern India, outlining a route which
had seldom heen trod before.

Mongolia and the Gobi desert still
have their secrets, though they have
been revealing recently some of the
most remarkable remains of dinosaurs
and other prehistorie animals that
have ever heen discovered.

Africa Dark in Spots.

Afriea is still “dark” in spots. There
are great pertions of the Sahara des-
ert about which practically nothing is
known. notably the Hank region, ex-

tendinz from latitude 22 degrees
to 20 degrees near longitude 5
degrees west. It is  inhuabited by

trihes fthat the French, for quite a
while, have been frying to subdue. ,As
a matter of fact, little is known about
the western Sahara or about the
southern and eentral portions of the
Libyan desert. Hassanein Bey, an
Lgyptian, explorer, has within the last
vear or two  pushed his’ way across
a hitherto unknown portion of the
Libyan deserf and placed upon our
maps two  previously ‘doubtful oases
and given us interesting data con-
cerning a prehistoriégfpeople who ance
inhabited the hills about the oases.

Much of the area to the west of the
Kufra oasis, which was explored by
Mrs. Rosita Forbes and Hassanien
Bey in 1921, still remains blank on
our maps. Tliere are also several
places in the Belgian Congo where
the white man has never heen.

One of the world’'s wildest of wild
spots is the interior of New Guinea,
where it is said that 50,000 square
miles of unexplored- wilderness, peo-

pled by head-hunters. plgmies and
other tribes of ethnological inferest:

Significant Words on
First American Coln
After the Amcrican colonies had
achieved independsnee, the provision
of a colnage became their own sov-
ereign right. The gdevices for the first
coln struck by authority of congress
were prescribed by & committee of that
body in the following terms: *.
On one side of which piece
thirteen circles: lnked together, a
small circle in the middle, with the
words United States around it; and in
the center ‘We Are One.”’ On the other
side of the same piece the following
device, viz, a dial with the hours ex-
pressed on the face of it; a meridian
gun above, on one side of which is8
to be the word ‘Fugio, and on the
other the year ‘1787’; below the dial,
the words, ‘Mind Your Own Busl-
iness.’” 'Ijhe types of this piece are
very similar to those of the dollar
pattern of the proposed continental
currency, which bears date of 1776,
and which were probably designed by
an artist, who on the earlier piece
placed the signature H. G. Fecit. The
typei are Interesting as a commentary
on “the state of mind of the times.
The political hope, for it could be
only a hope still at that time, of an
inseparable union, expressed In the

obverse type, was probably not less.

prevalent than the cautlen so graphi-
cally set forth by the other that
“Time is Flying,” so “Mind Your Busi-
ness” affairs. This ferse expression
of practical sense, because so much
in the spirit of Poor Richard, has
won for the coin the name of “Frank-
In cent,” but Franklin probably had
nothing to do with the designing of it.

Early New Englanders
Fond of Their Beans

In the absence of positive informa-
tion on the subject of the origin of
Boston baked beans and their place on
New England breakfast menus this
conjecture is offered: In the early
days of the Plymouth colony people
did their baking in brick ovens. These
ovens were heated on Saturday and
enough baking for the week was done
at that time. As the oven cooled off
the temperature was just right for
beans, which need long, slow cooking,
so they were thus ready to be eaten
on Saturday night and were probably
put back into the oven to keep hot and
these were eaten for breakfast on Sun-
day morning. Many New England peo-
ple reheat them and eat them for
breakfast each morning until they are
gone, and some people who bake them
on Wednesday continue to serve them
for breakfast until the Saturday beans
are baked. In northern New England
beans have been baked from time im-
memorial in a hole in the ground, the
hole having first been lined with
stones and the stones made very hot
with a fire built in the hole. In lum-
ber canps the beans are usually put in
to bake the night before they are to
be served for breakfast.
