This allows but the small reserve of 
$1450 for engineering and other expen­
ses which is scarcely sufficient in most 
instances for this part of the work.

Public opinion seems to differ widely 
on the method that should be used in 
developing an adequate water supply a 
number of people seeming to be the 
opinion that a lake supply should be 
attempted at this time but since en­
gineering figures were obtained last 
year on tnis class of project and it was 
found necessary to consider a location 
some six miles from town, in order to 
obtain a satisfactory water-shed, and 
figured an expenditure of $125,000 it 
has been temporarily abandoned by 
those who haye given careful consider­
ation to the problem. This leaves but 
one feasible course; the development of 
a supply in territory adjacent to the 
town and arrangements are being made 
with J. A. Barr for .the testing out of 
the underground water flow near Tur­
key creek on Mr. Barr’s farm; where 
according to surveys made it appears 
probable that at least 100,000 gallons of 
water per day can be obtained by a 
series of wells located on a relatively

small area. This amount would be ade J 
quate for present needs and could be] 
amplified from time to time from other 
similiar sources as the needs of the city 
might require until such time as pro­
perty renditions grow to a total that 
would justify the lake project withoutl 
burdening the taxpayers.

Hardly were the Runs of Europe si­
lent before Egypt [began her daring 
drive for independence. It astounded 
even the East—this (sudden, sensational 
leaping to life of a/ race so long bent 
to alien yokes. Dramatic as the story 
is, however, it neeij only be said here 
that in 1922 the British relinquished 
their protectorate,] and acknowledged 
Ahmed Fuad ns Sing of Egypt.

Tourists know [superficial Egypt— 
the donkey boys, the beggars whining 
for bakshish, the sjnirking guides; they 
have seen the ta/wdry cafe chantant, 
and Shepheard’s, pnd have been photo- 
graplied-iiStridfr-iV blase, flea-bitten old 
camel standing on the sands before the 
sphinx.

But what do tiny Westerners really 
know of the Egyptians?

These strange people, isolated here 
for ages, have! developed and main­
tained certain distinct physical and 
racial characteristics. When you see 
the modern fellah at work with mallet 
and chisel, oif scratching the sun­
baked plain with his crude hoe, or dip­
ping his clumsy fish-net into the Nile, 
he is, in face itnd physique, startlingly 
like the pictured Egyptians of the 
Pharaoh’s times.

Since prehistoric days this race, a 
vast farming (colony, has lived along 
the Nile and in that great delta which 
ages of floods) have built out into the 
Mediterranean. Though the Persian 
conquest', about 521 B. C., ended the 
period of native rule, the mental and 
physical aspects of the modern fellah 
are, so far its we can judge, exactly 
like those oj[ his early ancestors who 
sweated under the Pharaohs—and this 
notwithstanding centuries of submis­
sion to Persian, Macedonian, Roman, 
Arab, Mameluke, Turk, and Brit!oh.

Four-fiftills of all Egypt’s population, 
or something near nine millions, be­
long to thijs ancient race.

Life of the Fellaheen.
Culturally, the fellah has been Arab­

ized ; he speaks a form of Arabic and 
turns to fylecca in his prayers. Other­
wise he is] the same silent, melancholy, 
inscrutablje person who doggedly 
dragged glranit'e blocks for hundreds of 
miles to build the pyramids, who blind­
ly bent to the big sweeps of the early 
Egyptian) galleys, or who conceived 
and begrtn to dig the Suez canal cen­
turies before De Lesseps was born.

Hard Jvork is his lot from the cradle 
to the grtave. Riding through the great 
delta region, you will see a boy or girl 
of eight) leading the ox in the fields, 
while tlfie father holds the rude plow. 
The eh|lldren herd goats, too, and aid 
in cotton picking.

In thje daily home life of the country 
fellaheen, the influence of Arab cul­
ture is! uppermost. “Marry what you 
like o)f women, by twos and fours," 
says tjhe Koran; so polygamy exists;

Here, 
too, s the ever-present professional 
story)teller, the letter writer, the snake 
charijner, the fakir, and the dancing 
girl, j From our viewpoint such a life 
is hopelessly dull.

Pi ainly, a new era has been dawning 
in Egypt. It is admitted through all 
the East that far-reaching economic 
and) cultural changes have been sweep­
ing (the country. But it probably will 
tak 3 many years of progress to trans­
form the slow-moving, fatalistic fellah 
of rhe lower rural class. He still sticks 
to his humble mud hut, scantily fur- 
nislied with earthen pots, tin cans, and 
str.iw mats, and to the habits of life 
anil work that long centuries havt 
drijlled into him.

TH E JUDGM ENT OF T H E  NATIONS

LESSON T E X T — M att. 25:31-46.
GOLDEN T E X T — “ Inasm uch as ye 

have done It unto one o f  the least of 
these my brethren, ye have done it 
unto Me.”— Matt. 25:40.

YOUNG PEOPLE AND ADULT TOPIC

The subject selected by the lesson 
committee is “The Last Judgment,” 
but this Is an error. According to 
legitimate textual and contextual sig­
nification it is the judgment of the 
living nations which still lies in the 
future (v. 32). The idea of a general 
judgment which Is of such frequent 
occurrence in religious literature and 
teaching is a fundamental error. It 
Is not once found in the Bible, neither 
the idea which it is intended to con­
vey. Doctor Pentecost most truthful­
ly says, “ It is a mischievous habit that 
has led the Christian world to speak 
of the judgment as being one grept 
event taking place at the end of the 
world when all human beings, saints 
and sinners, Jews and Gentiles, the 
living and the dead, shall stand up be­
fore the great white throne and there 
he judged. Nothing can be more wide 
of the Scriptures.” The Bible speaks 
of several judgments, different in re­
spect to the subjects to be judged, 
the place of judgment, the time of 
judgment and the result of judgment.

I. The Judge (v. 31).
. It Is the Son of God who came and 
died to redeem the human race. He is 
now seen clothed with majesty and 
power sitting upon His throne acting 
as Judge. Those who accept Jesus 
Christ now as their Savior shall not 
come Into judgment (John 5:24).

II. The Time (v. 31).
This judgment will take place when 

the Lord comes in His glory accom­
panied with a retinue of glorious 
angels. This will take place after He 
has gathered the elect remnant of Is­
rael. There will be no resurrection 
In connection with this judgment.

III. The Place (v. 31).
The prophecy of Joel, the third chap­

ter, and Zechariah 14 :l-5, show that 
,lt is to be in or neat Jerusalem. The 
angel said to Mary, “Thou Shalt call 
His name Jesus. He shall be great and 
shall be called the Son of the Highest: 
and the Lord God shall give unto Him 
the throne of His father David. And 
he shall reign over the house of Jacob 
forever; and of His kingdom there 
shall be no end.” (Luke 1:31-33). As 
David was a literal king and reigned 
in a literal place, there shall be a 
literal judge occupying a literal place 
of judgment.

IV. The People Judged (vv. 32-45).
These will be the living nations

upon earth after the church has been 
translated (I Thess. 4:16, 17). These 
are nations to whom the gospel of the 
Kingdom shall be preached just prior 
to the coming of the end. “And this 
gospel of the Kingdom shall be 
preached in all the world for a witness 
unto all nations; and then shall the 
end come.” (Matt. 24:14). This gos­
pel is distinct from the grace of God, 
which Is now being preached. The 
preachers of tills gospel will be the 
Jews (see Revelation 7 and Romans 
11). These are the brethren of the 
Lord in the flesh who move among 
the nations of the world with the 
startling message of the news of the 
Lord’s approaching kingdom. Some of 
the nations will gladly receive the 
message and kindly receive the king­
dom messengers, giving them clothing, 
food, shelter, etc. Others will perse­
cute them, thrusting them into prison. 
Here the first will visit the messengers 
of the King and provide for their 
wants. At this time the Judge will 
separate the nations, placing the sheep 
on the right and the goats on the left 
hand. The sheep are those who have 
given proper treatment to Christ's 
brethren. The goats are those who 
rejected and mistreated his brethren. 
If these three classes, the sheep, the 
goats and the brethren be kept sep­
arate, all confusion will be avoided.

V. The Issue of the Judgment (v. 
46; Cf. vv. 34-41).

1. The Sheep Entering into the In­
heritance o-f a Prepared Kingdom.

2. The Goats Going into Everlast­
ing Fire Prepared for the Devil and 
His Angels (v. 46). This judgment 
shall determine their destiny.

Favors Asking Teutons and Russians 

to Participate in Proposed 
Parley.

Washington.—As his first import­
ant action since becoming chairman 
of the Senate Foreign Relations Com­
mittee, Senator Borah of Idaho, is 
preparing to propose shortly that 
President Coolidge call an interna­
tional conference to consider further 
disarmament and economical prob­
lems.

Borah contemplates offering a reso­
lution requesting the President to call 
such a conference. Just when the 
proposal will be made formally de­
pends largely on how conditions de­
velop in the immediate future. This 
plan has been in his mind for some 
time, and he is only awaiting a propi­
tious moment.

His original proposal was for a 
conference confined to economic mat­
ters, but in view of President Cool- 
idge's desire for a second arms limi­
tation conference, Borah intends to 
combine the two ideas.

Before the resolution is presented, 
it is probable that Borah will have 
some discussion with the White 
House. He and Secretary of State 
Hughes are not in complete agree­
ment on several aspects of the plan. 
Borah, for instance, desires to invite 
Germany and Russia to the confer­
ence, believing that no settlement, 
particularly of an economic nature, 
can be effective unless those two big 
units of Europe are included. Hughes 
is opposed to admitting Russia, and 
sees little to be gained by including 
Germany.

There is a distinct cleavage be­
tween Borah and the administration 
regarding the advisability of the 
United States venturing into an eco­
nomic conference. The result is apt 
to be a test of strength between them.

The administration believes that 
the Dawes plan must be allowed to 
work for some time in order to judge 
its effects. Further tampering at this 
time is unwise, American officials be­
lieve. Borah has always felt that the 
exact sum of the total reparations to 
be demanded of Germany should have 
been fixed in the Dawes settlement. 
Furthermore, even if such conference 
were considred advisable at this time, 
the admirflstration would object to 
America participating in it. There 
is no reason for the United States 
joining in a European economic con­
ference, the administration holds. Bo­
rah, on the contrary, believes that 
American interests and American ad­
vice should be represented. In fact, 
the Dawes plan was the work of the 
United States, done unofficially 
through two American representatives, 
and Borah would do this openly in­
stead of covertly in the next confer­
ence.

80,000 Cases Disposed of in 1924 By 
Department, Says Stone.

Washington.—Highty tnousand cas­
es to which the Government was a 
party were disposed of in 1924, re­
sulting in collection of fines and pen­
alties totaling more than $12,000,000. 
Attorney General Stone announced in 
summing up the work of the Depart­
ment of Justice for the last year.

Special attention has been directed 
in the year, the Attorney General re­
ported, to strengthening of the de­
partment’s organization with resulting 
stimulation of activities in the office 
of United States District Attorneys 
and other efficiencies.

He reported that particular atten­
tion had been directed to solving two 
major problems, the selection and 
prosecution of cases involving organi­
zations and activities of trade asso- 

] ciations, so as to develop the law re­
lating to them, and the application of 
'the anti-trust laws to restraints of 

j trade and monopolies based on acqui- 
■ sition or pooling of competitive pat­

ents.
“Prohibition enforcement, liquor 

! smuggling and taxation,’’ the state- 
| ment said, “ imposed a tremendous 
j burden upon the Government during 
I the year, when 46,000 criminal prohi­

bition proceedings were terminated, 
and fines, forfeitures and penalties 

| aggregating nearly $8,000,000 were col 
lected. The increase in terminations 
was due largely to the increased num 

| ber of convictions, there being 3,114 
more for the fiscal year 1924 than 
for the prior fiscal year. The sen­
tences imposed have shown a grati­
fying advance, and the tightening up 
in enforcement is reflected in the 
heavier punishments meted out by the 
courts.”

Whatever Accelerates or Retards 
Progress in Europe Affects in a Ma­
terial Way Conditions in this Country

Washington.—Three thousand mem­
bers of the American Association j 
for the Advancement of Science and 
allied societies were told by Presi- i 
dent Coolidge recently that Society 
and Government no longer fear the 
scientists’ search for truth.

“It has taken endless ages to cre­
ate in men the courage that will ac­
cept the truth simply because it 
is the truth,” the President said. 
“Ours is a generation of pioneers 
in this new faith. Not many of us 
are endowed with the kind of men­
tal equipment that can employ the 
scientific method in seeking for the 
truth. But we have advanced so far 
that we do not fear the results of 
that process. We ask no recantations 
from honesty and candor. We know 
that we need truth; and we turn to 
you men of science and of faith, 
eager to give you all encouragement 
in your quest for it.”

The members of the various scien­
tific organizations which have been 
in session in Washington called at 
the White House by appointment 
and Mr. Coolidge designating him­
self as “one particularly interested 
in this governmental university of 
practical and aplied science” ad­
dressed them from the south portico 
of the executive mansion.

The lack of liberality by the Gov­
ernment in payment of its scientific 
workers was deplored by the Presi­
dent, who asserted that “the most 
casual inspection of the salary lists 
of scientific workers in Washington 
will make very plain that it is to­
ward science, not the scientists, that 
the country has been officially gen­
erous.”

“You represent the interests, the 
forces and the endless activities 
which literally from day to day are 
conquering new domains and adding 
them to the imperial realm of hu­
man knowledge," he told the repre­
sentatives of the various organiza­
tions.

"The future of civilization is well 
nigh in your hands. You are the won­
der workers of all the ages. The 
marvels of discovery and progress 
have become commonplace, simply 
because their number has paralyzed 
the capacity of the mind of wonder­
ment. Those of us who represent 
social organization and political insti­
tutions look upon you with a feelihg 
that includes much of awe and some­
thing of fear as we ask ourselves to 
what revolution you will next require 
us to adapt our scheme of human 
relations.

“But we know that you are ■ ani­
mated by a profound purpose to 
better the estate of men. We are con­
fident that society will somehow 
devise institutions '^capable of adap­
tation to the changed circumstances 
with which you are surrounding the 
business of living in our world.

IMMIGRATION LAW
Mexicans to the Number of 83,000

Entered the Country During the 
Last Fiscal Year.

Washington. — Legislation t h a t  
would apply the immigration quota 
law of 2 per cent to the Western 
Hemisphere including the adjacent 
islands has been offered in the House 
of Representatives by John C. Box of 
Texas, member of the House Immi­
gration Committee. Under the pres­
ent quota law no countries of North 
or South America are included and 
adoption of Mr. Box’s bill would 
make the restriction apply to all 
countries of the world. The bill is 
in line with similar measures offer­
ed by the Texas member in two 
prior Congresses.

The bill is so framed as to oper­
ate with the existing law in 1927 
when there is to be a readjustment 
of the allotments allowed each coun­
try based upon their racial stock 
shown to be in the United States by 
the census of 1920. The 2 per cent 
law is based upon the census of 1890, 
however, with the immigration ad­
missions based on the racial stocks, 
the maximum total from all coun­
tries to be admitted will be 150,000.

The 2 per cent law would admit 
about 1,500 *rom Mexico since the 
foreign Mexican population in the 
United States in 1890 was small.

From Canada, however, the admis­
sions would be nearly 20,000 annual­
ly. From Cuba and other West Indes, 
the possible admission would be be­
tween 400 and 500 annually.

The only restriction to immigra­
tion from North and South America 
under the present law is found in 
the regulations in force for ; ears 
such as the head tax, literacy test, 
etc.

JEFF J. STRICKLAND,
STATE SECRETARY QUITS

Governor Neff Names General Henry 
Hutchings to Fill 

Office.

Austin, Texas.—Secretary of State 
Jeff J. Strickland has tendered his 
resignation to Gov. Neff, effective 
immediately.

“Important business matters in 
Mexico demand my immediate at­
tention and make it impossible for 
me to perform my duties as Secre­
tary of State, between now and 
the time my term expires,”, Mr. 
Strickland stated in his letter of 
resignation.

Mr. Strickland was appointed Sec­
retary of State several months ago 
to fill the vacancy caused by the 
appointment of S. L. Staples as State 
Treasurer.

Gov. Neff appointed Gen. Henry 
Hutchings to fill the vacancy. Hutch­
ings at present is chief clerk of 
the State Department. He was Ad­
jutant General during the FergusoD 
Administration.

Duke Heads Trustees.
New York.—James B. Duke, tobac­

co and power magnate, who recently 
established a §40,000,000 endowment 
for educational purposes, has been 
elected chairman of the trustees who 
will administer the fund, it was an­
nounced here.

Strike Ends After 12 Years.
Bangor, Maine. — A sympathetic 

strike which for twelve years has 
prevented the Bangor & Aroostook- 
Railroad from operating its trains 
over the tracks of the Maine Central 
Railroad has been declared at an end. 
When 150 engine and trainment of the 
Bangor &' Aroostook went out on 
strike in 1912 the Maine Central 
union men refused to handle con­
necting line trains. This ban has 
been enforced until the Maine Cen­
tral declared the sympathetic strike 
would no longer be recognized.

Fighting in China.
Shanghai.—Fighting, which began 

on a small scale near Sungking last 
Saturday as a result of Chen Lo- 
Shan’s revolt against Sun Chuan- 
Fang, Military Governor of Chek­
iang, now is becoming more Serious. 
More than 100 casualties have oc­
curred.

Bays State Fails to Provide Ade< 
quate Fecilities in Teachers’ 

Colleges.

Austin, Texas.—The educational
survey staff, in connection with its 
report on higher education, point out 
the failure of the State to provide 
adequate facilities for practice teach­
ing in connection with most of the 
teachers’ colleges. The survey staff 
regards the practice school as the 
very heart of a teacner training in­
stitution. In spite of this, in most of 
the teachers’ .colleges the State has 
failed 4 o  provide adequate quarters 
for the training schools and in some 
instances the school are understaff­
ed.

The situation is further complicat­
ed by the location of the major­
ity of the institutions in small towns. 
In several instances the teachers’ col­
leges should have use of the entire 
local school system if properly or­
ganized practice schools are to he 
had. The way should be cleared for 
such an arrangement wherever it is 
needed.

The survey staff does not give de­
tailed consideration to the build­
ing needs in connection with all of 
the teachers’ colleges. It names spe­
cific needs existing at certain institu­
tions and recommends that a com­
plete study of the needs of this group 
of institutions should be made. It 
is pointed out that, with the possible 
exception of the University, the 
teachers’ colleges as a group are 
more inadequately housed than any 
other institutions of higher learning.

The survey staff recognizes the 
existence in the State of some op­
position to the building of dormi­
tories at public expense. It does not 
believe this to he well founded. Es­
pecially does it lack basis when con­
sideration is given to the fact that 
many of the institutions are located 
in places so small that sufficient 
home facilities are not available. To 
this must he added the considera­
tion that dormitories make it more 
readily possible for the school au­
thorities to regulate properly the 
lives of the students. The need for 
dormitories in connection with the 
teachers’ colleges' is most pro­
nounced.
