will be subm itted  to the city officials for 
th e ir approval and fo r such modifica­
tions as they  m ay deem adviseable in 
order to  best serve the in te res ts  of our 
tow n.

The proposed system  will be s tan ­
dard in every respect, and will be of 
such capacity  as to m eet the needs of 
our town for m any years  to  come. All 
plans fo r the system  and disposal p lan t 
will be approved by the S ta te  Board 
of health  befo re  construction is begun. 
D etails of the system  and plan of fi­
nancing will be published in  n ex t 
w eek’s issue of the Review .

G. T. Y arbrough, un til about one 
year ago a citizen  of Cross P lains, and 
Miss Evelyn Cate of Coleman, a s tu d ­
en t m the N ational B usiness College 
a t Abilene, w ere drow ned in L y tle  
Creek a t  a location in the su n e rb s  of 
Abilene known as C am eron Dam, la te  
Thursday evening of la s t week. The 
Abilene R e p o r te r ’s m ention of the 
tragedy  s ta te s  th a t  Mr. Y arborough  
accompanied by his daugh ter, Miss 
Ruby, and Miss C ate  w ere about to 
en te r the w ater of L ytle creek a t  Cam­
erons dam, near the Texas and Pacific 
rightJ-of-way, Miss C ate slipped and 
fell six or e igh t fe e t from  the dam into 
the w ate r and was dazed, Mr. Y arbor­
ough. who was on the creek  bank w ent 
to her assistance, A ccording to  Ruby 
Y arbrough, only d augh ter of the 
dead man and the only w itness to the 
tragedy, her fa th e r  had reached Miss 
Cate and was b ring ing  the g irl from  
the w ater when she ran  to r help.

W hen Miss Y arbrough and a man 
whom she found a f te r  running about 
fifty  yards re tu rned  to the dam neither 
Miss C ate  or M r. Y arbrough  could be 
seen,

A bruise on Mr. Y arb rough’s head 
led to the belief th a t he stum bled and 
struck  his head on a rock. Miss C a te ’s 
body was recovered im m ediately, bu t 
efforts to  revive her w ere fu tile . Mr. 
Y arborough’s body, was tak en  from  
the w ater about fo rty  m inutes la te r  by 
Thercn Funk, who w en t to the scene in 
an autom obile in answ er to a telephone 
m essage from  a house near the creek  
to  a local drug store.

E rn es t Moore, con trac to r of Cross 
Plains, and husband of Mr. Y arbor­
ough’s niece, accom panied by o thers  
w ent to  A bilene im m ediately a f te r  
hearing  of the un fo rtu n a te  accident, 
and re tu rn ed  the body of the deceased 
here, which was buried in the Cross 
Plains cem etery  beside the g rav e  of 
his w ife, who died here  six y ea rs  ago. 
The burial service w as conducted by 
M inister G eorge Mickey of the Cole­
man church of C hrist.

Mr. Y arborough is survived by four 
sons and a daugh ter, all res iden ts  ot 
th is comm unity, excep t the son, J . B.. 
age 22, who is in the LTnited S ta tes  
Navy. Miss Ruby Y arborough, 16, is 
in the A bilene C hristian College.

A nother double drow ning occurred 
n ear A bilene the  preceeding Sunday 
afternoon. While ba th ing  in C edar 
creek, R. C. Milikin, age 21, and his 
w ife, age 17. w ere drow ned. Mr. and 
Mrs. R. L. D am eron, who w ere w ith 
the couple, w itnessed ,th e  tragedy .

I. The Increase of the Chosen Seed
(vv. 1-7).

This m iraculous Increase seems 
only to have begun a fte r the death 
of Joseph and the passing of his gen­
eration. A fter this Israel quickly 
grew into a nation. This amazing in­
crease “is expressed ns is usual In 
Hebrew by a climax of v e rb s : w here 
fru itfu l is taken from the vegetable 
world in which the Increase varies 
from the m ultiple to several hundred­
fold ; Increased (spawned—swarmed) 
Is borrowed from the finny tribes in 
which the ra te  of increase rises to 
many m yriads; multiply is a general 
word referring to n u m b er; and 'waxed 
exceedingly m ighty’ is a sim ilar phrase 
alluding to the strength  which num ­
bers confer, composed of verb and ad ­
verb repeated and therefore well 
adapted to complete the climax.” 
Murphy. This Increase can only fc!e 
accounted for by adm itting the W nd 
of the Almighty to be in it.

II. A New Dynasty Appears (w .  
8-10).

Joseph’s elevation as prim e m inister 
in Egypt was during the reign of the 
Hyksos kings. Being of Semitic ori­
gin, they were not hostile to the H e­
brews, bu t when “there arose up a 
new king which knew not Joseph" (v. 
8) their troubles began. This affords 
a strik ing illustration  of God's provi­
dence in history. H is purposes In­
clude the m eans to carry  them out. 
The amazing growth of the Israelites 
excited the envy and fear of the king 
(vv. 9-10). F ea r was twofold—

1. In case of w ar they might Join 
the enemy and fight against them.

2. Lest they should remove from the 
land, thus cutting off a vital source of 
revenue and also exposing to danger 
the eastern  border of the land.

III. Measures to Check the Growth 
of Israel (vv. 11-22).

These m easures w ith the ir outcome 
expose the folly of world wisdom (I 
Cor. 3:19). If  they could have 
elim inated God from the affairs of 
men their policy would have been 
a good one, bu t it proved to be alto­
gether vanity. The greatest m istak t 
a man can ever make Is to leave Goa 
ou t of his calculations. God had prom^ 
ised th a t His people should become 
mighty in power as well as g reat in 
numbers.

1. Placed under cruel taskm asters 
(vv. 11-14).

The first m easure he adopted was 
to pu t Israel into cruel bondage by 
a filleting them w ith heavy burdens. 
Cruel taskm asters w ere placed over 
them, who forced them to labor in 
building treasu re  cities and all m an­
ner of service In the field. They ex­
acted of them hard service, but this 
measure was ineffectual for “the more 
they afflicted them the more they mul-

(II Tim. 1:12; Heb. 12:6). P rosper­
ity and adversity constitute God’s 
teaching and discipline. W hile their 
burdens were heavy and their suf­
ferings very intense, they had the 
consolation th a t It would not last for­
ever. The presence of Joseph’s dead 
body was a guaranty  th a t they would 
one day be delivered. Though the 
C hristian’s burden may be heavy and 
his sufferings keen, he has the guar­
anty th a t they shall not las t always.

2. The authorized m urder of the 
male Infants by the midwives (vv. 
15-21).

This m easure also m iscarried as the 
midwives feared God and chose to 
obey Him. Because they refused to 
destroy God’s people He gave them 
homes and children and the Joys 
thereof. ------ s

3. The drowning of the male chil­
dren in the river (v. 22).

The king having heretofore been 
baffled, he now gave the heartless 
command to cast the male Infants 
into the river. This m andate seems 
to  have been given shortly before 
Moses was born. This plan likewise 
failed, and the very child who ulti­
mately upset Pharaoh’s throne, was 
sheltered and nurtured  in his own 
palace.

CANNIBAL MOUNDS 
WILL BE EXPLORED

Seek New Facts on Ameri­
can Man-Eating Indians.
W ashington.—W ith the departure 

for the Louisiana coast of Henry B. 
Collins, Jr., ethnologist, the. Smith­
sonian institution in itia tes an explora­
tion of an', alm ost forgotten area of 
prehistoric life on th is continent. The 
region, which extends w estward from 
New Orleans, was the camping ground 
of the A ttacopa and Ohitimacha In­
dians. I t  has been overlooked by 
archeologists and nothing lias ever 
been w ritten about it.

Mr. Collins, who id assistan t curator 
of ethnology in the National museum 
and whose expedition the bureau of 
ethnology is financing, will investi­
gate the mounds in the area with a 
view of determ ining w hether they are 
tru e  mounds or mere shell heaps, and 
to collect bones, a rtifac ts and pottery. 
So fa r all the pottery found along the 
gulf from Florida to  Louisiana has 
been similar, Indicating a cultural re­
lationship among the peoples and sug­
gesting a migration route.

Cannibal Tribe.
The Attacopa Indians were one of 

the few known cannibal tribes of the 
American continent. W hether they 
engaged in the practice for ceremonial 
purposes or for the love of it is not 
known. O ther cannibal tribes were 
found in Cuba, Jam aica, Venezuela, 
Colombia and Brazil.

Tiie Chitim acha possessed a much 
higher culture and seem to have been 
related  to the Natchez. They had the 
same caste system —division of the 
tribe into nobles and proletariat-—and 
their language is sim ilar. I t  is in- 
teresting-to note th a t caste was tran s­
m itted through the mother, so th a t a 
high-caste mother could bear high- 
caste children to a low-caste, father, 
while the children of a low-caste 
m other m ust rem ain low caste no m at­
te r  who was tlielr father. Inciden­
tally, one method of climbing f :e  so­
cial ladder and entering a igher 
caste was to sacrifice one’s r, Uves 
a t the deatli of a noble.

Explore Choctaw Mounds.
From Louisiana Mr. Collins will pro­

ceed to M ississippi to Continue exca­
vations begun las t year of Choctaw 
mounds. The old belief th a t these 
mounds were the work of some fan ­
ciful ancient race, entirely distinct 
from the American Indian, has long 
been exploded. I t is now known defi­
nitely th a t they are the work of the 
ancestors of the Choctaw or related 
peoples, who built them as burial 
mounds or more commonly as p la t­
forms for tiie erection of tlielr tem­
ples and tiie homes of their leaders.

Tiie largest of these mounds is 100 
feet high and covers- an a rea  of about 
16 acres. W hen i t  is realized th a t 
the builders had nothing but crude 
sticks and stone Implements w ith 
which to dig, and reed baskets in 
which to  transport the dirt, the in­
tensity  of the religious feeling which 
could produce such a monument may 
be understood.

Built 5,900 Miles of
New- Roads in 1925

New York.—M otorists will have 
about 5,900 more miles of concrete 
road to travel over during 1926 than 
they had in 1925. Added to the 31,700 
miles built in previous years, there 
are now approxim ately 37,000 miles 
of concrete on the highways in the 
United S tates outside lim its of incor­
porated  cities and villages.

The building of 5,900 miles of con­
crete highway In a single year estab­
lishes a new record and along with 
the improvement of many other miles 
of gravel and grading was no small 
Job for the road builders. I t  Involved 
the use of tremendous quantities of 
m aterials and the employment of a 
g rea t arm y of workers.

A featu re  of the las t year’s high­
way construction activities was the 
efforts of the road builders to incon­
venience the m otorists as little  as 
possible. In every way the policies 
of tiie s ta te  highway departm ents 
were to serve tiie highway user.

More attention  was paid to detours 
around construction jobs. They were 
kept In good condition and w ere care­
fully marked so th a t the motorist 
could reach his destination w ith the 
least inconvenience.

Identify Fish
New York.—It is possible for a flsh 

cast upon the w aters to return. The 
federal fisheries people pu t some in­
fant mackerel in M assachusetts w ater 
two years ago w ith identifying marks.

Persons who buy baby chicks should 
flee to It th a t they are  from tested 
stock, which affords protection 
against bacillary w hite diarrhea, ad­
vises the New Jersey  Agricultural 
Experim ent station. O therwise a 
g rea t many of the chicks are likely 
either to be dead on arrival or to 
begin to die soon afterw ards. Many 
times the loss of shipped chicks is 
said to be caused by chilling, over­
eating, or early feeding, when In 
reality  it is due to bacillary white 
diarrhea.

The station' has already tested over 
45,000 breeding birds this season and 
there are  still some to be tested. 
These birds will probably produce 
over a million chicks, or nearly 
enough to supply the state. F u rth e r­
more, they have been culled for type 
and egg production, which also makes 
for better chicks.

Bacillary w hite d iarrhea Is tran s­
m itted to the young chick through tlie 
egg produced by infected breeding 
stock. L ittle  can be done if the dis­
ease makes its appearance, as the 
losses usually continue until the 
chicks have outgrown the most suscep­
tible period. I f  only one chick has 
been infected through the egg this 
chick may serve to infect the others 
in the brood. S tric t regard  for sani­
ta ry  m easures and the feeding of milk 
products may keep the loss down 
somewhat. The disease is prevented 
by using hatching eggs produced by 
breeding stock th a t ts free of this 
Infection. Infected birds are  detected 
by means of a blood test.

Those who are  in terested  in buying 
chicks from tested  flocks may obtain 
the names of owners of various 
breeds by w riting to the Experim ent 
Station, New Brunswick, N. J., or the 
S tate Bureau of M arkets a t Trenton, 
N. J. Such chicks may, in some cases, 
cost a few cents more than the regi» 
la r price, bu t they are  w orth It.

Chicks Prompted to Eat 
Dirt by Abnormal Taste

I t  may be an abnorm al ta s te  in 
chicks which prom pts them to ea t dirt, 
but clean d irt will do them no harm  
and seems to satisfy a craving. Give 
them a sod every day, roots up, and 
see how the little  things love their 
m iniature jungle.

iP ir t  which is taken up w ith food Is 
another thing. If  the practice is to 
feed on the ground the food quickly 
becomes foul and may be poisonous to 
tlie chicks. The modern method w ith 
baby chicks is to give all feed from 
clean boards and w ater in vessels th a t 
cannot be polluted, and are chick 
proof. A chick has the faculty of 
drowning in a very little  w ater, acces­
sible through a very small hole.

Ohio’s B ig Ten Rules
Ohio poultry  experts and fpKuers 

have worked out ten rules for the suc­
cessful raising of. --hicks. They a r e :
1. H atch_early. 2. P repare the
broodof' house and move it to clean 
ground. 3. Provide sufficient brooder 
house space and large enough stove. 
4. Do not feed chickens too soon. 5. 
Feed a wholesome, complete ration. 
6. Feed large amounts of milk. 7. 
Provide green feed liberally. 8. Get 
chicks outdoors as soon as possible. 
9. R ear young stock away from  the 
old. 10. Separate cockerels and pul­
lets as soon as possible.

M arathon

A FEW  years ago a young Canadian 
achieved fam e by running from 

M arathon to Athens, and winning the 
classic “M arathon Race.” But not 
every one knows why th a t race is 
classic and how and when it w as tir9t 
run.

One Septem ber morning, in 490 B. 
C., 11,000 heavily arm ed men lined the 
crescent-shaped foothills of Mount Pen- 
teiicus, overlooking the sea. Between 
hills and sea lay the plain of M ara­
thon, six miles long and two in width. 
This plain, to seaward, was alive with 
a carnival of barbaric color. One hun­
dred and ten thousand Persians were 
encamped there, while the six miles 
of beach and harbor were choked with 
their warships. They were invading 
Greece, and the only obstacle to their 
trium phant progress was th a t handful 
of A thenians on the hills, ju s t one- 
tenth the size of the Persian force.

Greece, in those days, was made up 
of a num ber of small states, more or 
less independent of each other. Athens 
was not only a city, but a state, and 
represented the highest form of de­
mocracy tlie world had then known. 
I t  w as divided into ten communities 
or districts, each ruled by the people, 
and each furnishing a general for the 
army. Each of these generals was in 
full command for only one day a t a 
time. !

Persia was then tlie strongest des­
potic power on earth . Vast in wealth 
and resources, it was ruled by an 
emperor, D arius I, who reigned with 
absolute sway. Athens, Sparta  and 
one or two other Greek sta tes alone 
refused him submission. Hence, ac­
cording to the im perial will, Athens 
and the o ther rebels m ust be crushed. 
A fleet of 1,200 ships, bearing 110,000 
Persian  fighting men bad landed a t 
M arathon, less than  th irty  miles to the 
no rtheast of the A thenian capital. 
Thither, to oppose the invasion, the 
ten A thenian generals hurried all the 
men th a t could be mustered a t such 
short order. M iltiades was Greece’s 
g reatest soldier, and the other gen­
erals wisely surrendered their “days 
of command” to him.

The fa te  of the world hung in the 
balance. Greece represented all th a t 
was highest in art, culture, govern­
ment and civ ilization ; Persia, all th a t 
was barbaric, despotic, non-progres­
sive. A Persian victory m ust mean a 
setback of centuries in progress.

While the Persians waited, lazily 
considering the easiest means to a t­
tack  their puny foe, they were dumb­
founded to see the 11,000 Greeks rush 
a t full speed down the slopes and into 
the plain. Spread out in a thin line, 
so th a t they could not be outflanked, 
and shouting their wild battle hymn, 
the heavily arm ed Greeks—athletes 
all—ran  furiously across the mile of 
level ground a t the base of the moun­
tain and hurled them selves on their 
unprepared enemies. Thn>ug!t-^1:he 
looser, more lightly Equipped Persian 
lines the two Athenian wings bored 
tne lr way. Tlie Greek center alone 
gave back before superior numbers. 
The wings then whirled and, reinforc­
ing the center, again tore through the 
Persian ranks. The invaders, panic- 
stricken, fled to their ships. And 
there, in the confusion of embarking, 
a second and fiercer fight waged. The 
Persians got to sea a t last, leaving 
more than 6,000 dead and seven cap­
tured  galleys in the victors’ hands 
The Greek loss w as but 192.

Fearing lest the baffled foe might 
sail to the harbor of Athens and take 
the city unawares, M iltiades Sent a 
sw ift runner to bear a w arning and 
the news of the victory. Thus was 
the first “M arathon” race run. Thus, 
too—against odds of ten to one—was 
civilization saved.

Ten years la te r Xerxes, son of Da­
rius, sought to wipe out his fa ther’s 
disgrace by invading Greece w ith an 
arm y of more than a million men. As 
the mighty host lay encamped before 
him the Persian monarch wept aloud 
a t the thought th a t w ithin a century 
the entire million or more would be 
dead. E ight hundred Persian w ar­
ships entered the Gulf of Salarais. 
There they were attacked and rofited 
by a  fa r  sm aller Greek squadron.

A mighty land force of Persians, 
meantime, had Invaded Greece, con­
quering, burning and slaying as they 
advanced. The only road from south­
ern to northern Greece lay through a 
narrow  pass, Thermopylae by name, 
between a steep mountain and a 
marsh. H ere the Spartan  king, Leon­
idas, gathered about 5,000 men from 
Sparta and other Greek sta tes to 
block the invaders’ way. For two 
long days the Persians hurled their 
vast legions against the dauntless 
5,000.. On the th ird  day, through a 
tra ito r, a secret road over the moun­
tain  was revealed to them and over 
this they m arched an arm y to hem In 
the Greeks on both sides. The de­
fenders, hearing of the approach of 
th is flanking party , for the most part 
fled. B ut Leonidas, with 700 Spartans, 
stood his ground. Though they could 
no longer check the invasion, they 
could and did oppose it  till all save 
one or two lay dead. I t was one of 
the most heroic defenses In history, 
and the names of the men who thus 
died were immortalized throughout 
all Greece, while the survivors were 
trea ted  w ith contem pt and their fbia-

Z accheus

T HE tax-gatherer was not a very 
popular person. Zaccheus w as a 

gatherer of taxes. His headquarters 
were in Jericho. H is task was to esti­
m ate values and make reports of all 
incomes to the government. He was a 
very rich man and lived the life of 
an aristocra t of his time. Zaccheus 
was an average man. There is nothing 
unique about him. W ere it not for the 
Incident of his climbing up a tree  in 
order to see Jesus pass by, doubtless 
we would never have heard of him. 
The most interesting thing about him i 
Is his curiosity. He was an active, 
energetic and ambitious man, unusual­
ly successful for a man of his times. 
He will be known especially for his in­
genuity and inquisitiveness.

The occasion which a ttrac ts  our a t­
tention to him was the visit of Jesus 
to Jericho. As usual, a large crowd of 
people surrounded Jesus, and Zac­
cheus, because he was little  of stature, 
would not be able to see over the heads 
of the people. He, therefore, resorted 
to the Ingenious idea of climbing up 
in a tree and from that height would 
find no difficulty in seeing Jesus as He 
passed by. Zaccheus was not prompted 
to this act by any special loyalty to 
Jesus, nor even by the spirit of rever­
ence. He was impelled by the spirit 
of curiosity. His only desire was to 
see Jesus.

Tlie tra it  of curiosity is not uncom­
mon. It is one of the im portant char­
acteristics of our own age. This fact, 
in part, explains the marvelous suc­
cess of the moving pictures of our own 
time. The most im portant and effec­
tive method of bringing into conscious­
ness an object is through the eye. 
H earing Is not so effective a channel 
of Information as seeing. A person re­
members w hat he sees fa r  better than 
w hat he hears. An eye trained to see 
the beautiful, lovely and good is a 
powerful factor in the development of 
character. An eye accustomed to see 
only the evil and grotesque is destruc­
tive to the development of character. 
Human life is j ik e  a m irror, in which 
one sees reflected w hat lies deepest 
in one’s own experiences. The evil 
w ithout responds to the .evil within. 
Good from within answ ers to the good, 
w ithout. Eyes are  windows through 
which there shines out w hat lies w ith­
in. W hat a person desires most to 
see explains the kind of disposition 
and character one possesses. Zac­
cheus was a t heart essentially good, 
as evidenced by the object of his curi­
osity. He wanted to see Jesus about 
whom everybody was speaking. H is 
curiosity brought him success. He 
succeeded In his unique adventure. 
Never having seen Jesus before, he 
m ust have been greatly  astonished and 
perhaps a little  bewildered when he 
heard Jesus asking him if he would 
perm it Him to be his guest. “Today I 
m ust abide a t thy house.” Zaccheus 
lost no time in climbing down from the 
tree. He hastened to Jesus and as­
sured Him of a hearty  welcome to his 
home. This experience worked a 
change in the standards of value by 
which Zaccheus judged the im portant 
things of life. Before th is experience 
with Jesus he doubtless was much con­
cerned with w hat the opinion of the 
populace might be concerning Him and 
H is achievements. The standard  of 
success or failure was the opinion of 
the crowd. If they applauded he was 
content. To obtain their favorable 
judgm ent was his chief concern. Suc­
cess or failure in his adventure was 
determined by the mind of public opin­
ion. The change which occurred in 
his heart is evidenced by the effect the 
visit of Jesus had in his life. This 
experience also shifted the seat of the 
judgm ent of values from public opin­
ion to the ideal which he recognized I d  
Jesus and which he accepted as his 
own. Human experience has shown 
th a t the form er is evanescent and a r­
tificial ; th a t the la tte r is real and 
abiding, and brings to one the true  
success and contentm ent in life.

Kiel, Germany.—Nowhere would
the kaiser, were he to re tu rn  to his 
country, find a more poignant con­
tra s t between .the present and the 
past than in Kiel.

William II was the creator of this 
powerful naval fastness, with its huge 
docks and all the apparatus of ship­
building and repair. He was the 
builder of the formidable fortifica­
tions defending the sea approaches. 
This was the scene of some of his 
g reat moments when as commander 
in chief of the fleet, he steamed into 
the harbor as rounds of applause 
poured from dozens of guns.

All Is Deserted.
Today the harbor looks empty. The 

forts are partly  dismantled. The na­
val academy is closed. The castle in 
which Prince Henry, the kaiser's 
brother, lived is an office building. 
The yacht clubhouse, presented by 
the elder Krupp, is now a scientific 
institute. I t was there the kaiser, 
surrounded by his adm irals and gen­
erals, made many an u tterance th a t 
caused flutters in foreign chanceller­
ies. Everyw here are suggestions of 
decay and neglect and change.

The kaiser has not been here since 
that afternoon of June 28, 1914, when 
he was occupied w ith arrangem ents 
respecting the regatta . An aid de­
livered a dispatch, saying th a t A rch­
duke F ranz Ferdinand and his wife 
had been assassinated  a t Sarajevo.

“Now, I must do everything over 
again,” were the em peror’s first words. 
F lags were ordered half-mast. He 
term inated the regatta, sent messages 
to Winston; Churchill, who was on an 
English boat In the harbor, to the 
prince of Monaco on his yacht and 
to ethers invited to dinner th a t eve­
ning, composed a telegram  to Franz 
Joseph, and took a  special tra in  for 
Berlin.

Prince H enry comes to Kiel occa­
sionally but not often since he left 
It In a closed automobile flying a red 
flag when the revolution broke here 
In the early days of November, 1918. 
This m anner of leaving Is the subject 
of adverse gossip among the towns­
people. They say also th a t his demo­
cratic m anner which made him a pop­
u la r personage has changed; th a t he 
is now distant, brusque, somewhat b it­
te r in speech. The prince lives on 
his estate, Hemmelsmark, near Eeken- 
foerde, not fa r  from Kiel. The sailor- 
prince has become greatly  interested 
in his farm ing and stock raising and 
shows his visitors fine cattle  with as 
much pleasure as he form erly took 
in the equipment of his flagship.

Flag Hauled Down.
The w ar appears to have placed the 

Onited S tates ra th e r o u ts id e - the 
prince’s sympathies. An American 
yachtsm an living in Hamburg, who 
Is a member of the H ansa Yacht club, 
a fte r the trea ty  of peace was signed, 
flew the American flag above the 
H ansa pennant, having first obtained 
a le tte r of assent from the club’s sec­
retary . Prince Henry was displeased 
and some of the club members ques­
tioned the propriety. The American 
explained th a t although tbe--elub - an - 
theFftteS-ffificT approved of the Amer­
ican flag, he would remove the H ansa 
peunant and hoist tha t of the Royal 
Danish club, of which he also was a 
member. T hat he did.

R epresentatives of American auto­
mobile companies, members of the 
H am burg Automobile club, were a lit­
tle  annoyed over the prince’s insist­
ence in his speech a t the opening of 
the new clubhouse, th a t good Ger­
mans should not buy foreign cars ; 
th a t the money went out of the coun­
try  and th a t German cars were all 
right.

The prince a t one tim e drove an 
American car.

However, the prince is described as 
having the most agreeable recollec­
tions of his American experiences, of 
his cordial receptions, and of the suc­
cessful political effect, as he believed, 
of his mission.

Ship’s Doctor at Sea Aids
Injured Priest Ashore

Montreal.—The increasing uses of 
radio were clearly dem onstrated re­
cently, when the C. G. M. M. steam ­
er Canadian Forester, by a constant 
interchange of messages between 
the ship’s doctor and a shore station, 
was able to render valuable medical 
assistance to the parish priest of 
Clarencetown, Long Island, Bahamas.

According to the story, as relayed 
to the Canadian Marconi station 
here, the Canadian Forester while at 
sea received an urgent call from s ta ­
tion GOM for the service of a doctor.

! T here was no doctor on the island, the 
i message said, and the parish priest 
j had fallen from a horse and injured 

his leg.
The steam er carried a doctor, but it 

was unable to get to the island, so the 
wireless operator was directed to ask 
the shore station for fu rther particu­
lars about the p riest’s in juries and to 
stand by for instructions. A message 
soon came back to the ship th a t the 
parishioners were standing by to ren­
der w hat aid they could. The ship’s 
doctor, standing beside the wireless 
operator, then gave the shore listeners 
definite instructions as to how to pro­
ceed.

A week later, as the Canadian For­
ester was homeward bound, the doctor 
received a wireless message from the 
Bahamas informing him that the wire­
less prescriptions had been followed 
to the le tte r and th a t the patient was 
making satisfactory progress.

PANAMA CANAL IS 
NOW MAKING GOOD

‘B ig  D itch ” Earns $ 1 5 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0  
for  G overnm ent.

W ashington.—W ith another good 
year’s record in sight, the Panam a 
canal hus apparently reached a basis 
th a t will yield the United S tates gov­
ernm ent $15,000,000 or more each 
year. The steady growth of the “big 
ditch’’ joining the A tlantic and the 
Pacific leads government officials to 
predict th a t it not only will pay for 
itself but also prove one of the best 
investm ents of the government.

W ith receipts for the fiscal year 
exceeding $19,000,000, the canal has 
two months to go to pass the 1925 
tolls of $19,021,419.77. The Panama 
railroad, power plant, and other busi­
ness adjuncts also are showing hand­
some profits.

The canal, following a period of un­
certainty a fte r its  completion in 1914, 
now is earning money at the ra te  of 
6 per cent on the Investment. Most 
of the funds w ith which the canal 
was built were derived from govern­
ment loans bearing 2 or 3 per cent 
interest.

The net cost of the canal and its 
adjuncts is figured at $266,000,000, 
and net earnings for the last two 
years have exceeded $15,000,000. In 
the fiscal year ending June 30, 1924, 
net revenues were more than $17,000,- 
0 0 0 .

The business of the canal has in­
creased six-fold since the first fiscal 
year, which ended June 30, 1915, the 
net tonnage increasing from 3,792,572 
to 22,855,151 tons.

American shipping has gradually 
taken first place in use of the canal. 
D uring the first year American and 
B ritish tonnages were almost the 
same. At present American tonnage 
is more than double the British.

Tonnage of commercial vessels of 
the largest users of the canal during 
the last fiscal year w ere: United
States, 12,271,487; England, 5,949,391; 
Japan, 823,869; Norway, 672,663; Ger­
many, 723,067.

DR. T. M ICHELSON

A M E R IC A N  TO S T U D Y  
R IC H E S T  O F  M IN ES

Mexican Wealth Producer 
Over 400 Years Old.

Iren
W ashington.—The mines which gave 

their wealth of gold and silver to 
the Toltecs of Mexico when the Span­
ish conquistadores discovered them 
400 years ago, and which have pro­
duced unceasingly since, will he in­
cluded in a mineralogical survey on 
which n Smithsonian geologist left 
Washington recently.

Dr. W. F. Fosliag, assistan t curator 
of mineralogy and petrology in the 
National museum under the Smithso­
nian, will make the survey under the 
auspices of the institution and of the 
mineralogical departm ent of H arvard 
university. He will go to Chihuahua, 
Durango and Coahuila and other im­
portant mining regions of northern 
Mexico, as time perm its. In spite of 
the great age of and great wealth 
produced by Mexico’s mines, no one 
lia s  ever described the mineralogy or 
geology of the region. Even collec­
tions are rare. Doctor Foshag will 
help to remedy th is lack.

Richest In World.
The richest silver mines in the 

world are at Guanajuato, 12 hours 
by rail from Mexico City. In histor­
ical times it has produced nearly a 
billion dollars’ worth of metal. The 
Comstock lode in Nevada, which was 
the richest deposit in the United 
States, produced $340,000,000 in the 30 
years of operation.

The great main shaft upon the Veta 
Madre vein a t G uanajuato is one of 
the mining wonders of the world. It 
Is 30 feet In diam eter and 1,700 feet 
deep. To the depth of 300 feet It Is 
lined with masonry, but for the re­
mainder of the distance the rocks 
are firm and do not require tim ber­
ing or masonry. The reason for the 
great width is to perm it eight or more 
windlasses to be worked a t once.

Until comparatively recent years 
these great mines had no machinery. 
Even the w ater was baled out of the 
shafts in cattle  skins to he dumped. 
Production has therefore been slow, 
which accounts for the long centuries 
of operation.

Discovered by Convicts.
Two escaped convicts discovered 

the Santa Eulalia mines in the moun­
tains south of Chihuahua, where Doc­
to r Fosliag will go first. In 1703. Not 
daring to retu rn  to civilization, they 
sent Indian carriers to a priest with 
the request th a t he intercede with 
the government in their behalf. They 
promised th a t if allowed to go unmo­
lested they would build the “finest 
cathedral In the western hemisphere.” 
The bargain was struck and Cliihua- 

''hua cathedral Is the result—adm it­
tedly one of the finest specimens of 
Spanish-Amerlcan architecture in ex­
istence.

Doctor Foshag has an invitation 
from the governor of Durungo to make 
his survey of th a t sta te  and has been 
promised aid in getting collections 
and information. He will Inspect par­
ticularly the large gold, silver, copper 
and Iron mines, and possibly the opal 
and tin mines, studying modes of oc­
currence of the ores, m inerals in the 
ores, and, if possible, how they werr 
'furmtiif? ----

Gorillas Seize African
Women; Troops on Trail

Madrid.—A Spanish m ilitary expe­
dition under the leadership of General 
Munez de Prado, tracing the frontiers 
of Spanish Guinea in Africa, reports 
th a t large bands of enormous gorillas 
are  terrorizing the natives.

Above the ca ta rac ts of the Benito 
river near Otocho, the gorillas have 
raided the villages and have captured 
native women, whom they are keep­
ing prisoners in the dense jungles 
around the town.

Nightly the women’s screams are 
heard by the villagers, who are afraid 
to seek to rescue them.

The general announces he is pre­
paring an elaborate military expedi­
tion to rescue the women and to kill 
or to capture the gorillas who also 
are  devastating the plantations.

The Spanish government has in­
structed the leader to  capture the gor­
illas alive wherever possible for re­
search on the Voronoff gland experi­
ments.
