Schools Started To
Halt The Spread Of
Contageous Disease

In a vigorous campaign to ele-
vate the State health level by pre-
venting the spread of communic-
able diseases which might be trans-
mitted by foods, the State Depart-
ment of Health Is conducting
training schools for food handlers
In all sections of Texas, according
to Dr. Oeo. W. Cox. State Health
Officer.

"Pood handlers are being In-
structed In sanitary methods of
preparing. handling and serving
food for public consumption.” Dr.
.Cox said. "Actual experience has
| shown that an Insanitary eating
establishment Is one of the surest
sources of spreading Infection. The
Jlack of proper sanitation In food
Jhandling Is a definite menace to
public health and our goal is the
leducation of cooks, waiters, butch-
ers, bakers, fountain men. and all
other food handlers to such a level
os will Insure an elimination of
this health hazard."

The training schools consist of
lelementary courses In bacteriolo-
gy, communicable diseases, medi-
cal zoology, foods, disinfectants,
sterilization, personal hygiene, and
Isanitation.

Since the program was Institut-
ed about 8 years ago. more than
403 schools have been conducted,
with a total of over 25iX)0 food
handlers receiving their certifi-
cates of completion In the courses.

Arrangements for such a food
school can be made through any
county health unit, by requesting
the service from 'the Division of
Health Education. State Depart-
ment of Health, Austin. Texas.

Budwood

If you're planning on budding
pecans later on. this Is the best
time there Is to cut and store pe-
can budwood.

Budwood cut In early winter does
not season os quickly or as uni-
formly after It's taken from stor-
age as that cut Just before the
sap rises In the spring. J. F. Ros-
borough, the Extension Horticul-
turist of ASM College says that
late February and early March Is
the best time of the year to get
budwood.

A
pole cutter. 6 to 12 foot long makes
a good budwood cutter, since most
of the wood can be cut from the
ground or from a short ladder.

Budwood bundles should be tied
tightly together near each end so
the sticks will not be loose enough
to twist In handling. As each
bundle Is tied, cut a small notch
In one end of the sticks and write
the name,of the variety on It with
a pencil. After the budwood Is cut,
tied and labeled, place It In moist
shingle tow. spagnum moss, [Pt
moss or equal parts of shavings
and sawdust.
