Been Classified
By Draft Board

Since the Callahan-Taylor Coun-
ty Draft Board No, 115, was es-
tablished in 1948, 4,583 youths have
registered and 3,582 have been
classifled.

Of those who have registered 4,-
425 were white and 158 negroes.

Total of those under 19 years of
age who registered were 380, of
which 365 were white and 25 Ne-
groes.

The picture of the State as a
whole shows 10,558 men of draft
age were classified and 5420 18
year olds were registered by the
State 137 Selective Service Boards
during October, In the Callahan-
Taylor County area the number
was 34.

Reports of Col. Paul L. Wake-
field, state director, shows that in
case of emergency 1,357 men could
be inducted after a ten day notice.

42,000 In Pool

He sald Texas has a pool of near-
ly 42,000 men who could be sent
for armed forces physjcal exami-
nations prior tothe legal induc-
tion process.

Texas, according to the state di-
rector, had registered 514,594 men
under the provisions of the SSA of
1948 by the end of October this
year. At the same time local board
members had classified 336,161 of
those men.

For “:Sonny* Clark

As many Cross Plains h\mu:m|
will verify, deer hunting has be-
come n big business In Texas.

Land owners, tax coffers and
merchants are the principal recip-
fents of $21,125,000, which it is
estimated hunters spend in Texas
annually in quest of deer,

The estimate was made after a
survey of a sporting goods stores
and other firms which share of
the flow of cash from persons who
thrill when a big buck is in the
sights,

A total of 125000 people hunt
deer In Texas each year, They
spend an average of $169 for
everything that goes to make the
hunt possible. Some get out easier
than others but the average fis
$169.

50,000 deer are killed In Texas each
year.

Highway From EﬁlmPéso To Mexico City

Open Colorful Sections Below Border

In just a few months the Mexi-
can Central Highway from El Pasc
to Mexico' City will be open to
tourists,

It's a new paved route that ex-
plores colorful sections of the land
below the border. And it will be
an important segment in the pro-
posed hemisphere highway from
Guatamala to Alaska.

QGov. Foglio Miramontes of Chi-
huahua, Mexico, it will be
completed by the end of 1940

Already a few tourists have
traveled the unfinished highway.
Detours are necessary from Parral,
in the state of Chihuahua, to Du-
rango, capitol of the state of Du-
ran. Otherwise, the entire road
from Juarez to Mexico City is
complete,

The major concern of tourists
thus far is the lack of suitable
tourist accommodations, but these
are expected to improve once the
highway is completed. Many of the
old hotels and restaurants

From the Mexican border city
of Juarez, the road winds through |
five Mexican state capitols, to|
health resorts, fishing and hunt-|
ing paradises, and quaint Mexi-|
can villages.

Chihuahua is the first big city
after Juarez. Beyond Chihuahua
are Boquilla Lake, where good
fishing 18 reported and the hot

sulphur springs of Camargo

Parral, a copper and silver min-
ing town, has a large American
settlement.

At present, the highway from
Parral to Durango is unpaved but
convenient detours to Torreon, a
thriving commercial and agricul-
ture center, lead tourists around
this section and allow them to
continue to Durango, & major en-
trance to the rugged Slerra Madre
Mountains, Durango is also the
principal point on an unfinished
road leading to Mazatlan, celebrat-
ed resort city located on the West
Coast of Mexico, which is only an
hour's flight away by Lamsa Alr-
lines, the Mexican affillate of
United Alrlines.

State Doctor Tells
How To Fight Colds

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health
Officer declares there's hardly any-
one who hasn't caught cold at one
time or another, The common cold
is ¢© indeed! ki
you feel miserable, colds steal your
time and your money. They fool
you, too, because the early stages
are often the same as those of
more serious illnesses. And long-
continued colds may pave the way
for an attack of pneumonia, tu-
berculosis, or a chronic Infection
of the nose, throat, ears, or sinuses.
So, do your best to keep from
catching cold. And if you do catch
one, take proper care of yourself
50 you can get rid of it.

When you have a cold:

1. Get as much rest as possible,
Stay in bed or I(ndoors for the
first day or so if you can.

2. Keep comfortably warm and
dry. If you must go to work, wear
clothes that will protect you ade-
quately when you go outdoors, and
avold drafts and sudden chilling
when overheated.

3. Drink plenty of citrus fruit

Juices, water, and other lquids.
Eat simple foods which agree with
you.

4. Protect other people as much as
possible, Cover your mouth and
nose when you cough or sneeze.
Use paper handkerchiefs or paper
napkins that can be burned. Wash
your hands frequently with soap
and water,

5. Blow your nose gently. If you
don't, you may force infected ma-
terial from your nose into your
sinuses or middle ear and develop
sinus trouble or serious ear infec-
tion.

6. If a cold starts with chills,
fever, or aching, or seems more

consult a physician without delay.

Minimum Wage
Of 75¢ Hour Is
Law In 90 Days

Washington, Oct. 26.—President
Truman today signed into law
legislation increasing the national
minimum wage from 40 to 75 cents
an hour.

The new law, which becomes ef-
fective in 90 days, is expected to
'pm\'lde a direct pay increase for
1,500,000 workers, according to the
Labor Department. It said most
of the ralses would be five to fif-
teen cents an hour,

Senator Claude Pepper, D, Fla,
{who managed the bill in the Sen-
ate, estimated that the direct wage
increase would total about $300,-
000,000 a year.

One provision of the new law,
however, 4nay result in exemption
of some workers who have been
covered by the old law.

The old law applies to workers
who are “necessary"™ to production
in Industries engaged in interstate
commerce. In the new law this
is changed to make the wage floor
applicable to workers who are
“directly essential” to commerce.

Neither administration officials
nor members of Congress would
estimate the number of workers
who might be removed from cov-
erage by this change in language.
But there was general agreement
that this was a tightening up of
the law which would exempt some
workers from coverage.

Another major change will per-
mit the wage-hour administrator
to file suits in behalf of employes
for back wage claims, on the writ-
ten request of the employes, or to
seck out-of-court settlements with
the employes' consent,

Odd as it seems, rural tele-
phone Installations in Texas de-
clined between 1920 and 1940

Statistics furnished by the Cen-
sus Burcau reveal that 322 per
cent of Texas farms and ranches

The Agriculture Department 1s
busy setting up the machinery to
administer the new REA Tele-
phone Law, steered through the
House, earlier in the year by Rep-
resentative Poage of Waco,
Although the Senate did not
approve the bill until the clos-

for the new program had been
cleared by Congress a few weeks
earlier, It was one of those un-
usual cases where funds were vot-
ed for a program that had not yet
been authorized.

A deficlency appropriations bill
set up $25,000,000 In loans for
“REA telephones” in the current
fiscal year, as well as another
$250,000 for administrative use by
the REA.

Percentage-wise, Texas is far be-
hind the national average in the
number of farm and ranch tele-
phones. According to the Census
Bureau, 31.8 per cent of the rural
homes of America had telephones
{n 1045, compared with Texas' 17.6
per cent.

The 1045 census of agriculture
found 384,977 farms in Texas, and
only 67,725 had telephones. In
Mississippl, only 37 per cent of
the farms had telephones, the low=
est of any state; while iIn South
Carolina, the percentage was 43,
and in both Louisiana and Ala-
bama, it was 5. Towa had the
highest percentage—T79.3— followed
by Connecticut, with 714 per cent.
