Rev. Collins retired from the 
pastorntc of the Baird Presbyterian 
church last July when his health 
failed. He had lived In Abilene 
since 1942.

He began his ministry In 1914 
while a student In the Lane Theo­
logical Seminary In Cincinnati. 
Since his graduation there in 1918, 
he had held pastorates In Cuttcn- 
den, Ky.. Homer, La.. Cross Plains, I 
and Baird.

Bom July 16, 1875, In Calhoun, 
Ga.. he was married In 1911 at 
Cisco. At that time, both he and 
his wife were teaching In the for­
mer Scranton Academy of which 
he was president.

Survivors Include the widow; two 
sons, S. P. Collins, Jr., of Las 
Cruces, N. M.. J. W. Collins of 
Port Worth; one daughter, Mrs. 
L. E. Emrlck of Perryton; three 
sisters, three brothers, and four 
grandchildren.

J. W. Hanks, 05, Zephyr mer­
chant, wns Instantly killed Wednes­
day night when he stepped In 
front of nn nutomoblle driven by 
Kent Davis, Cross Plains man, 
who was returning here from Col­
lege Station, where he Is a student 
nt Texas A&M. Riding with Dnvls 
were Harold Garrett nnd Jack 
Lacy, Jr„ also Cross Plnlns boys 
attending A&M. '

The accident occurcd In the little 
city of Zephyr, on U. S. highway 
84. shortly after seven p.m.

Hanks was returning to his ser­
vice station from a cafe on the 
opposite side of the highway when 
the accident occurcd.

Highway patrolmen W. D. Law­
ler and Aubrey Crockett, who with 
Deputy Sheriff Jack Pike Investi­
gated the accident, said that Dnvls 
swerved his car sharply to the left 
trying to miss the pedestrian. Law­
ler reported tha t Hanks was In 
approximately the middle of the 
hight hand highway lane when 
hit. He was thrown against n door 
post of the car beside the wind­
shield and his head cracked the 
windshield glass, the officer said.

The investigating officers said 
that Dnvls was extremely courte­
ous, concerned and cooperated t5> 
the best of his ability In every way 
after the accident.

Davis Is a  graduate of Cross 
Plains high school, nn overseas 
veteran of World War II, and 
formerly taught In the veterans 
vocational school here. He Is the 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Porter J. 
Davis of this place.

Some estimate of the possible 

production from the Caddo a t Or­
ville H. Parker No. 1 C. N. Ander­
son Is expected to be known this 
week. That Brown County project

The wildcat, one mile west of 
Cross Cut, ran pipe to total depth 
of 2,349 feet, after taking a drill- 
stem test from 2,290-2,304 feet. 
Oil and gas cut mud and salt 
water were recovered, after the 
bottom packer failed.

Location Is 330 feet from the 
south and east lines of the Ander­
son 6o acre tract In Stephen Jones 
Survey 282.

Pumping unit was being Installed 
at the William A: Paul Moss No. 1 
L. R. §m lth-J. H. Ac Minnie Keller, 
prospective Marble Falls producer 
five miles southeast of Cross Cut.

A good show was encountered 
In tha t formation. Perforations 
were run from 2,720-32 and from 
2,735-80 feet. Operator has estlmat 
cd the well will make In the vi­
cinity of SO barrels of oil per day.

An offset to that well, the J. E. 
Connally, et al, No. 2 0 . 1  Keller, 
was moving In tanks to test. That 
project, also completing In the 
Marble Falls, through perforations 
from 2,700-044 feet, was reported 
by the operator to have been mak­
ing 3-4 barrels of oil an hour.

WINTER SPRAYS FOR 
FRUIT TREES

During the winter or dormant 
season Is the time to spray for 
the San Juan Scale, an Insect that 
does lots of damage to trees In 
this area. This scale gets on 
peaches, plums, apples and other 
trees. The spray to use Is com­
mercial oil emulsion at 3 per cent 
strength. The oil should be mixed 
with water according to manufac­
turers directions. Avoid If possible 
spraying Just before freezing tem­
peratures. Keep spray well agitated 
at all times.
PRUNING

This is also the time of the year 
for pruning to be done. I t Is es­
sential that some pruning be done 
each year. Care should be taken 
In pruning young trees. If too 
much Is taken off young trees It 
ma>' Injure them, especially apple 
trees. A general rule for pruning 
bearing peach and plum trees Is 
to remove approximately one-third 
of the current seasons growth each 
winter.

Pruning old trees 
consist mainly In thinning out 
dense growth and removing rub­
bing limbs.

Removing one-third of the top 
of the Magnolia fig tree or bush 
Is enough to encourage early and 
heavy fruit production. The Celeste 
and other varieties should be 
pruned even less than the Mag­
nolia; one-fourth of the branch 
area may be removed.

Very little. If any, pruning should 
be given dewberry and blackberry 
plants the first year. The second 
growing season, after the crop has 
heen harvested, cut out all the old 
growth leaving the new growth on 
which the crop will develop next 
spring. Do not allow more than 
three sprouts (cancsi to grow In 
a hill. The berry planting should 
be .transplanted to a new location 
every fbur or five years.

Old grape vines should be prun­
ed heavy and cut back to where 
there will be about four side 
branches three to five feet In 
length.

After grape vines have been 
pruned is a good time to spray for 
black rot of grapes. Black rot a t­
tack the grape, leaves, twigs of 
the plant when the grapes are 
about grown. Soft brownish spots 
appear first on the berries In the

the root system and will usually 
Insure more rapid growth.

When young trees start growing, 
give them plenty of water. Keep 
the soil moist and during the hot­
test and driest part of the summer 
you may have to water the tree 
every week or 10 days. If the tree 
gets a good start it won't need 
much care In future years.

CONTROL POULTRY 
LICE WITH BIIC

Poultry lice may be easily con­
trolled with a perch paint made 
by mixing one-fourth pound of 13 
per cent gamma BHC (Benzene 
hexachlorlde) In one pint of water. 
One pint of this mixture will treat 
150 linear feet of perch. This mix­
ture should be painted on with a 
brush. For satisfactory results, the 
birds must roost on these perches 

i the first night after application. 
One painting will control lice for 
a period of three months.

Now Is the time of the year to 
, plant pecan trees. The first thing 
' to do Lx to select a variety that Is 
| adapted to this area. The Burkett.
' a large oval pecan that bears well 
and produces an excellent nut. Is 
good on the sandy land. Other 

i [>ecnns recommended for this area 
| are the Western Schley, which 
|  produces a long type nut and a 

good yield and the San Saba Im- 
I proved, which produces a  medium 
I sized pecan of excellent quality. 
These varieties have been grown 
and tested In this area and can 
be secured from local nurserymen.

The tree tha t you buy should be 
from three to five feet In height. 
You should prepare a  hole about 
three feet In diameter and from 
three to four feet deep. Place the 
tree In the center of the hole and 
spread the root* out In their nor 
mal position. Then fill the hole 
with soil and pack it firmly 
round the roots. When the hole Is 
about re-fllled. pour In several 
buckets of water then finish fill 
lng the hole with loose top soil. 
The water will settle the soil 
soil around the roots and will give 
the new tree the moisture It needs 
for a successful start. After the 
tree Is planted, one-third of the 
top growth should be cut back.
