Dallas Saturday, Oct. 10

in Dallas Saturday, October 10, with 
a glittering assortment of shows, ex­
hibits, attractions and special events 
designed to turn the heads of all 
the Southwest toward the glamorous 
1953 edition of the State Fair of 
Texas.

Local farmers are getting 
their machinery in condition and 
as soon as it is possible virtually all 
will be busily engaged in planting 
small grains and cover crops.

The fact that the rains came at a 
crucial time and then the weather 
cleared off, allowing peanut and 
cotton farmers an opportunity to get 
back in their fields to complete tha 
harvest, has put a swing in the 
step and a smile on the face of 
everyone you meet on the street here 
these days.

According to reports, peanuts and 
'cotton in this area are turning out 
good yields with fair grades and for 
the first time in three years there 
is a shortage of farm hands to help 
in the harvest here

Fort Wo’ ih - ’vto.’.'.nc'it of live­
stock to market at the start of the 
week was modera e a’ Southwestern 
markets, cut neavy a”, midwest and 
western centers. Denver reported a 
huge sheep run. and Omaha had al­
most 30,000 cattle on Monday.

Prices were stable at Fort Worth 
Monday. Slime interests bid easier 
prices on cows and bulls, but were 
unable to get many bought that 
way. Steers, yearlings and Stockers 
Were firm. Some toppy fat calves 
sold up to $15. to $15.50, and a few to 
$16 were definitely higher.

Good and choice slaughter steers 
and yearlings sold from $17 to $22, 
and choice to prime cattle are quot­
able to $25 or better, some club 
steers late last week selling to $28. 
Common and medium grassers sold 
for $10 to $15, and cutter grades sold 
from $7 to $9.

Fat cows cleared at $9 to $11, with 
some heiferish kinds to $12. Canners 
and cutters drew $5.50 to $.9, some 
old shells down to $5. Bulls drew 
$-3 to $12, odd head above and below 
that range.

Fat calves of good and choice kinds 
sold mainly from $12.50 to $15, with 
some around 500 pounds and over 
strictly fat kinds to $15.50 and $16. 
Common and medium sorts sold 
from $9 to $12, with culls from $6 
to $9.

Good and choice stacker steer 
calves sold from $12 to $16, and 
plainer kinds sold around $9 to $11. 
Stocker and feeder steers and steer 
yearlings cashed at $9 to $15.50. 
Stocker cows were slow at $8 to $12.

Many financial backers of stock- 
men are dropping broad hints at this- 
time to the effect that feed bills of 
the size of those paid last year can­
not be financed by them this year.

This situation may result in 
heavier than planned liquidation of 
herds in many cases. It surely will 
result in increased pressure for 
.cheap feed through a government 
program.

Safety Association Urges 
Pedestrians To Be Careful

“Night must fall, but must count­
less pedestrians in Texas fall with 
it?”

That question was asked today by 
Col. E. B. Tilley of Houston, presi­
dent of the Texas Safety Associa­
tion, and Services Advisor for the 
Gulf Oil Corporation as he discussed 
the importance of the night Traffic 
Hazards program currently spon­
sored by the Texas Safety Associa­
tion and the Texas Department of 
Public Safety.

Col. Tilley said, “that from Oc­
tober through March, one-third of 
all pedestrian deaths occur between 
5 and 8 p.m., hours that are usually 
dusk or dark during these months. 
He blamed a combination of dark­
ness and carelessness.

“Unfortunately, we can't change 
the laws of nature,” he said. “Dark­
ness is here to stay. But we can do 
something as far as human nature 
is concerned. Many pedestrians meet 
their deaths In night traffic be­
cause of their own thoughtless walk­
ing habits.”

He warned pedestrians that it is 
difficult for motorists to see them 
at night and urged them to observe 
the following safe walking rules:

1. Always walk on the sidewalk. 
If you must walk on roads that have 
no sidewalks, walk on the left 
shoulder of the road facing traffic. 
Wear light colored clothing or carry 
a flashlight or a piece of white or 
reflectorized material.

2. Always assume that the driver 
can’t see you. Never cross a street or 
highway unless you are absolutely 
certain you have ample time to reach 
the other side in complete safety.

“Cyclists are in pretty much the 
same boat as pedestrians in the 
night traffic picture,” Col. Tilley 
said. “Like pedestrians, they also 
are at a great disadvantage in any 
enounter with a car. So it’s just 
good common sense for them to be 
constantly on the defensive. Here 
are some tips for safe cycling at 
night:

1. A good headlight and tail' light 
(or reflector) are musts.

2. Add more visibility by trimming 
your bike with white stripping or 
some type of reflectorized material.

3. Wear light colored clothing or 
something trimmed with reflector­
ized material.

4. Ride on the right side of the 
road, with traffic.

5. Obey all traffic laws.

One Week In 52 Not 
Enough To Prevent Fires

College Station—The week of Oc­
tober 4-10 has been proclaimed by 
President Eisenhower as Fire Pre­
vention Week in the United States. 
In his official proclamation he urges 
all citizens to initiate a year-round 
campaign in their homes and com­
munities against the needless waste 
of life and property caused by des­
tructive fires.

E. C. Martin, state agricultural 
leader for the Texas Extension Serv­
ice, points out that farm fires last 
year caused a loss of about $133,000,- 
000 worth of farm property and 3.000 
farm people died as the result of 
fires. Moreover, he adds, approxi­
mately 95 percent of these fires 
were the result of carelessness and 
neglect. This, says Martin, is a 
staggering price to pay for some­
thing which could be prevented.

Eight primary hazards account 
for a vast majority of farm fires 
and Martin lists them as careless­
ness with matches and smoking; ■ 
dirty and defective heating equip­
ment; the improper storage and use 
of gasoline and kerosene; overloaded 
electrical circuits and operating or 
attempting to operate improperly in­
stalled and defective electrical 
equpiment; sparks on flammable 
roofs; spontaneous combustion of 
hay; failure to keep trash and rub- 
bush cleaned up and the lack of or 
improper installation of lighting.

Martin suggests making a care­
ful check of the home and other 
buildings on the farm for accident 
and fire hazards and if any are 
found, he recommends prompt re­
moval or correction. This is a case, 
he adds, where an ounce of preven­
tion is worth much more than a 
pound of cure.

Because farms are usually far 
from organized fire protection, each 
family should make fire prevention 
a number one family project. But 
for safety sake, he says, fire ex­
tinguishers, ladders, hose and plenty 
of water, under pressure if possible, 
should always be available around 
farm biuldings. And last but not 
least, he urges rural communities 
to organize for fire fighting.

Chevrolet To Manufacture 
New Corvette Sport Car

Detroit—The sports car formally 
joined the ranks of American auto­
mobiles, today.

Before a group of technical writers, 
the Chevrolet Motor division put 
the sleek, low-slung C o r v e t t e  
through its paces at the General 
Motors Proving Ground and revealed 
for the first time the company’s 
facilities for the production of- 
revolutionary reinforced plastic bod­
ies.

The event was a factory-sponsored 
demonstration of the car that ap­
peared as an experimental model at 
motor shows last Winter. Corvette 
Manufacturing is now under way 
with an announced goal of 1,000 a 
month early in 1954.

In runs at the grounds, the Cor­
vette displayed a superior ability to 
move and maneuver. No sway or 
roll-over was perceptible in corner­
ing. High power to weight ratios, 
low center of gravity and balanced 
weight distribution combine to pro­
vide an amazingly quick throttle 
response and stability.

In addition to a pioneering ven­
ture in the sports car field, Chev­
rolet presented the Corvette as the 
first plastic-bodied automobile ever 
built by mass production methods. 
The process, explained at the show­
ing here, involves the molding of 
mats of fiber glass with resinous 
compounds. Body parts are “cured” 
into panels in 61 separate molds. The 
parts are then bonded and riveted 
together to form a body shell that 
has the strength of steel at con­
siderable saving in weight.

At the outset of today's program, 
T. H. Keating, general manager of 
Chevrolet, analyzed the Corvette by 
saying that the vehicle “ is not a 
racing car in the accepted sense 
that a European car is a race car.

"Rather we have built a sports car 
in the American tradition,” he con­
tinued. “It is intended to satisfy the 
American public’s conception of 
beauty, plus comfort, convenience 
and performance.”

Inspection of the Corvette sup­
ports the company’s claim that the 
car combines luxury with sports car 
design. The roomy two-passenger 
cockpit is attractively trimmed in 
Sportsman Red and Polo White, to 
conform with the exterior finish. 
The Powerglide automatic trans­
mission is used. Spring was especial­
ly designed for comfort. A spacious 
luggage locker is provided at the 
rear. The car is equipped for both 
radio and heater. Windshield wash­
ers, turn indicators, electric clock 
and other conveniences not com­
monly associated with vehicles of 
this type are standard equipment.

In appearance the car is fleet and 
compact. Chassis ground clearance 
is six inches and the height at the 
top of the door, 33 inches. Along the 
overall length of 167 inches the 
chassis has been designed so that 
the weight on each wheel is virtually 
equal. The special Chevrolet Blue 
Flame engine develops 150 horse­
power, providing one horsepower to

Washington—There is consider­
able interest and a great deal of 
discussion on the matter of support 
prices on cattle. It certainly is un­
derstandable that many livestock 
raisers would favor such a program 
since they must buy feed which has 
a support price on it.

The big question arises as to how 
controls on cattle will be applied. 
It is practically a foregone con­
clusion now that when supports are 
provided for any commodity, con­
trols must be applied. Otherwise 
there is no way in the world to 
estimate how much it may cost 
the Government. Without such con­
trols it could conceivably wreck the 
entire farm program.

» * •
An investigation is to be made of 

retail meat prices. This is to find 
out why meat prices over the count­
er remain so high when cattle are 
cheap. I asked for such an inquiry 
more than a year ago. The Agricul­
ture Department and the big pack­
ers of meat made an explanation, 
but it was far from satisfactory 
and was no answer at all.

*  *  *

The following are pertinent parts 
of a letter written by Congressman 
Poage of Waco to a ginner at Afton 
regarding cotton acreage quotas for 
next year, and the inclusion of ac­
reage prepared but not planted be­
cause of the drought:

“ . . . There is no justice in im­
posing a double and a continuing 
penalty upon the unfortunate people 
who have been the victims of two 
to three years of drought. The 
Congress had no intention that you 
should so suffer. In 1950 we care­
fully wrote into the cotton law the 
provisio that allotments should not 
be based on County and State his­
tory alone, but upon this history- 
‘with adjustments for unusual wea­
ther conditions.’ This was intended 
to give the Agricultural Depart­
ment the authority to make the 
needed adjustments. It did give 
them the authority, but apparently 
they are not planning to exercise it.

" . . .  When the Administrator of

the PMA and the Solicitor of the 
Department were before cur Com­
mittee (The Committee on Agricul­
ture), I asked them in so many 
words whether they considered the 
present law gave the Department 
the authority to make these ad­
justments . . . Both of them stated 
for the record that the existing 
authority was adequate, that the 
Department could make these ad­
justments, that it did consider the 
Texas drought as being ‘unusual 
weather conditions’, and that it 
would make adjustments.

“ . . . There can be no question 
but what the representatives of the 
present Department of Agriculture 
told the Congress in no uncertain 
terms that they could and would 
make the adjustments needed as a 
result of the Texas drought . . . Mr. 
McCan, Chairman of the State PMA 
Committee, expressed himself as 
thoroughly sympathetic with this 
position . . . He did ask his Cotton 
Specialist Assistant, Mr. Marshall, to 
meet with me and with Congress­
man Burleson of the 17th District, 
in Temple. This meeting was held 
. . . Mr. Marshall, too, expressed 
his desire to cooperate but suggested 
no practical means of doing so. He 
indicated that the State Office had 
no plans of instructing the local 
PMA Committees to include these 
acres. He did promise he would sub­
mit the matter to the State PMA 
Committee. . .

" . . .  I am advised that the 
State Committee called on the De­
partment of Agriculture to take some 
kind of action, but so far as I know, 
there has been no response to this 
request. I feel that the State Com­
mittee should have acted . . . They 
have the law and the public record 
of the interpretation by officials of 
the Department of Agriculture to 
back them up . . . However, failing 
in this - and so far they have ap­
parently failed - it seems to me that 
each County Committee should ac­
cept responsibility and make such 
adjustments in their own County 
figures before reporting them to 
College Station . . . Cotton allot­
ments are going to be made in a 
few weeks. If Texas does not get this 
credit which the law intended us 
to get, we are going to be hurt for 
years to come . . . There is no 
further legislative action to take. 
Congress has acted. It has made 
relief possible. You can now be 
helpful if you will urge your own 
County Committee to certify . . . 
cotton history ‘with adjustments for 
unusual weather conditions.”

Soil Conservation District News
Fort Worth—A serious shortage 

of soil moisture still exists in. large 
areas of Arkansas, Oklahoma and 
Texas, even in many of the places 
where it has rained recently, Re­
gional Director Louis P. Merrill 
of the U. S. Soil Conservation Serv­
ice said today.

Merrill made the statement after 
receiving reports from the 41 SCS 
area conservationists whose com­
bined work areas cover the three 
sthtes.

Of the 25 Texas area conservation­
ists reporting to Merrill, only 11 
were able to say that there was 
enough moisture everywhere in their 
areas for normal farm and ranch 
operations. None of these 11 areas 
are in West Texas. Four of the 
eleven said that more rain must fall 
very soon if this condition is to 
continue.

In West Texas and Southwest 
Texas, reports show that 83 coun­
ties and parts of 30 more, do not 
have sufficient moisture for normal 
farm and ranch operatoins to be 
resumed.

In Texas areas, where wind erosion 
is a problem, a record acreage of 
cover crops on approximately five 
and one-half million acres have a 
chance to make growth that will 
provide protection aigainst wind 
erosion. However, there are also 
about three and one-half million 
more acres with no cover or where 
cover crops will probably not make 
sufficient growth.

Wind erosion is expected on some 
Southwest Texas sandy range land 
due to lack of grass cover as a re­
sult of prolonged drought. There 
is concern, too, everywhere range 
cover is sparse, that much moisture 
will be lost from future rains be­
cause of run-off from bare soil.

In Oklahoma only five out of 
nine area conversationists said there 
was enough moisture for normal 
operations. These five areas are in 
the central and eastern part of the 
state. Three of the five reports, cov­
ering the north central and north­
eastern part of the state, contained 
the statement that more rain is 
needed within the month to keep up 
the moisture supply.

Twenty-three counties, and parts 
of another ten in Oklahoma, still 
do not have enough soil moisture. 
These counties are in the west and 
central part of the state. Here, as 
in the Texas wind erosion areas, 
cover crops on some 800,000 acres 
are expected to provide enough cover 
to offer protection from wind ero­
sion. There is not much hope for 
adequate cover for wind erosion 
protection on an additional area of 
the same size.

In 59 Arkansas counties and part 
of six, moisture conditions are quite 
poor. Only in the extreme south­
eastern portion of the state has 
there been sufficient moisture for 
normal farm and ranch operations.

“It is going,. to^take a lot more 
rain to get effective soil moisture. 
Where the land has even a fair 
cover of vegetation, it won’ t take 
as long as will where the cover 
is gone. What is needed now is a 
series of general, slow, soil-soaking 
rains,” Merrill said.
