Tipes -On Necessary
Precautions At Home
While Vacationing

AUSTIN — There’s no piace like
home and to most returning va-
cationers, home is a most welcome
sight.

But while the mountains and sea-
side promise weeks of -carefree
pleasure, what happens to your
home? A vacant house is a con-
stant temptation to fire and theft.

A few pre-vacation precautions
suggested' by Norris W. Parker,
manager of the Texas Insurance
Advisory Associatioin, may save
homeowners both money and wor-
Iy.

A good job of housecleaning can
greatly reduce the possibility of
fire. Old newspapers and accumu-
lated rubbish in attics, yards and
garages are good places for fire
to start. Water heater closets are
dangerous when doubled as a
storage closet.

Besides locking all outside doors,
all cabinets and closet doors on
the inside should be locked. There-
fore, if a fire should start it may
be confined to one room until it
is discovered and brought under
control.

Shades should be left up.and
blinds open so that a fire may be

observed right away, Mr. Parker
explains.
Electrical appliances such as

toasters, lamps, radios, etc., should
be left unplugged and refrigerators
and freezers turned down to va-
cation level.

Inform your neighbors when you
leave so that they can keep an eye
on your place and report any
trouble either from fire or burg-
lary. The appearance of any
strange or suspicious persons about
should be reported to the police.

Milk and newspaper deliveries
should be postponed for,stacked up
papers and bottles on the porch
are a dead give-away that you are
out of town.

Unkept yards are another clue
to a potential burglar , that the
house is empty. Let your yardman
keep up his regular visits if pos-
sible.

Don’t advertise the fact that you
are leaving town by telling strang-
ers and ask your neighbors not to
mention your absence to strang-
€ers.

These rules are simple, Mr. Par-
ker points out, but oftentimes they
appear so obvious that they are
overlooked by the excited home-
owner anxious to get started on
his vacation trip.

State Health Department
To Supervise Homes for
Qld Ageﬂég%nvalescents

; Austin.—The State Départment of
Health moved - this week to make
sure that all nursing and convales-
cent homes in Texas are looking af-
ter the health and safety of their
elderly residents.

Acting under authority granted by
the last legislature, the health de-
partment mailed licensing applica-
tion forms to several hundred opera-
tors, all of whom must now conform
to humane standards of operation
or close their doors.

As state health officer, Dr. Geo.
W. Cox is administrator of the new
licensing law. These are its terms:

Any establishment which provides

food and shelter to four or more per-

sons unrelated to the proprietor, and

which provides services which meet |
some need beyond basic provisions

of food and shelter and laundry,

must apply for an operation license
from the State Department of

Health.

Hospitals, hotels and similar insti-
tutions are not included. Nor are
homes conducted by or for adherents
of a religious order who depend ex-
clusively on prayer or spiritual
means for nealing.

Application fees have been set by
the legislature at $25 per year, plus
$1 for each bed maintained by the
home. Fees will be applied to pay-
ing administrative costs of the law.

The health agency has the author-
ity to make inspections on homes
and to revoke licenses for shoddy
operations. Home operators can file
grievance complaints in district
court in any instance of unfair or
arbitary treatment by the adminis-
trators of the law.

Dr. Cox, outspokenly in favor of
the licensing law as a method of in-
suring proper treatment of elderly
people in nursing homes, says “some
homes in this state are little more
than fire traps.” He adds:

“This is one condition we hope to
eliminate. We will not tolerate un-
scrupulous persons in the nursing
home profession, not when the
health and safety of disabled old
folks are at stake.”

Dear editar:

I do not like to talk about hard

Q. I am a disabled World War II
veteran, .and I'm planning to take
vocational training under Public
Law 16. Will VA stop my disability
compensation payments once I start
training and receive subsistence al-)
lowances? )

A. No. You will continue to re-
ceive your compensation payments
while you're in training under Pub-
lic Law 16.

Q. A friend of mine is the widow
of a World War II veteran. She
has a young daughter. She has been
receiving death pension payments
from the VA, but she has just been
offered a job at a yearly salary
above the $2,700 income ceiling al-
lowed by law.

THE DWINDLING RAINS

Texas' below - average rainfall
fali has had this result:

Feed crops and pastures are de-
teriorating over most of the state
as moisture reserves run out. Dry
conditions ,are now general over
Texas.

Temperatures of 100 degrees and
above have fired maturing feed |
and wilted late crops. In the west |
and northwest, dryland feed and
cotton are barely holding on.

Early corn in the north and
east have suffered. Late corn des-
perately needs rain.

Plains area sorghums have been
burned by hot dry winds and much
of the acreage has been lost to
blowing sand. Continued drouth
has hurt commercial vegetable
crops in all areas. Scattered
showers have brought only tem-
porary relief. Both surface and
subsoil moisture is depleted in a
great many areas.

What has been our rainfall this
year which has caused such a dis-
mal picture? The state’s average
rainfall is 45.37 inches. The last
“good year” was in 1950 when the
average was 40.22 of rain evenly
distributed.

In 1951, the first onset of the
present drouth, only 27.23 inches of
rain fell. The following year, 37.06
inches were received but it was
poorly placed—most of it soaked
East Texas and left other areas
dry.

| rain.
| an average of 10.32 had fallen.

The most recent 1953 report re-

vealed that we had received some
10.21 inches of poorly distributed
At the same time last year

The normal at this period of the
year is 12.03 inches.

With the exception of one month,
the Upper South High Plains area
has gone some 33 months without
receiving the normal amount of
moisture. Some South Texas and
Western Plateau states have been
below average for 24 months.

Weather experts estimate it
would take two months of “very
wet weather” to restore some of
these counties to normal crop and
pasture conditions.

There is -little of anything, that
we can do to remedy the# situa-
tion. The farmer and rancher can
only keep his eye on weather de-
velopments and make his plans ac-
cordingly.

A New Look at the Drouth

The Southwest—and Texas in
particular—is still locked in the
searing hot  grip of the drouth.

No one is more conscious of this
fact, nor feels its effect more than
our state farmers and ranchers.
Every day, untold thousands more
dollars in crop and beef produc-
tion are paid in tribute to the
merciless sun.

The drouth made its dppearance
over three years ago. Record high
temperatures in June ushered in
the threat much earlier- than last
year. What will be its effect on
yields and dollar gains in 1953?

Although it is too early to ac-
curately predict actual money los-
ses, a look at the cotton and cat-
tle situation gives an advance pic-
ture as to what we may expect.

Judging from conditions of late
June, Texas farmers will be fortu-
nate if their 1953 cotton production,
equals last year’s 3,808,000 bales.
And last year was far from being
“normal” since the state is capable
of raising nearly 6 million bales.

Without immediate additional
moisture in our cotton areas, we
may expect the present production
outlook of some 3,800,000 bales to
fall off even more before the of-
ficial USDA forecast is released
August 8.

The cattle situation is grim. All
cattle shipping points report un-
usually heavy movements as ranch-
ers continue to unload beef from

: ranges- growing increasingly unfit
for grazing.
Receipts of cattle at the Fort

Worth market in recent weeks have
been from 50 to 90 per cent above
those of a year ago. And in most

cases, the stock 1is low-grade
slaughter cows, yearlings and
stocker yearlings. The same is

true of all 12 'major cattle ship-
ping points in Texas.

One day last month, cattle re-
ceipts at a large Texas market
totaled 10,500 head—the greatest
number received at that point
since August 8, 1934.

These two commodities alone—
cotton and cattle—indicate it is
time for farmers and ranchers to
tighten their belts. Once again
we may have to look for disaster
relief from the federal government.
The movement is underway now
to secure help for our stricken
agriculture. If aid is secured from
a sympathetic government, we will
once more surmount the mounting
obstacle .of drouth.

Agriculture Producers
Profit From Studying
Markets And Trends

COLLEGE STATION — Produc-
tion and marketing are closely re-
lated and must be given considera-
tion by farmers and ranchmen in
the day to day operation of their
businesses. In the recently an-
nounced 9-point Livestock and
Poultry Improvement Program for
Texas, two of the 9-points empha-
size the importance and enter-de-
pendence of production and mar-
keting.

C. H. Bates, farm management
specialist for the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, says suf-
ficient production practices involve
the output of commodities desired
by the trade and in volume large
enough to justify their handling
by buyers. Thus, growers should
join with neighbors in -producing
livestock, livestock products or
crops of high quality in order to
command the attention of buyers.
He cites the broiler industry which
has grown in recent years to large
proportions in areas of east and
north central Texas as an example
of efficient production which was
designed for volume marketing.

Producers, explains the specialist,
probably- should devote more time
to the study of market trends over
a period of years. It could prove
profitable. For example, if market
hogs are at peak prices in Septem-
ber and October and again in
April, it would certainly be profit-
able to plan breeding and feeding
schedules to catch these markets.
Market news information helps
producers establish the true value

of their products and also re-
flects consumer demand.

It is worth noting, says Bates,
that as livestock prices have de-
clined during the past several
months, the demand has lessened
for the common or low-grade ani-
mals. Efficient production, he says,
also means preparing for the
channels of trade, the type and
quality of product demanded by
the consumers. The penalty for
offering products of undesirable
qualities is lower prices.

Q—I am the widow of a World
War II veteran, and I've heen
getting a pension. = However it
stopped because I forgot to mail in
the questionnaire asking about my
annual income that VA sent me.
Is there any way I can get the pay-
ments to start again?

A—You should submit the
questionnaire, or other evidence of
your annual income to VA. If
VA receives this within one year
from the date it originally issued
the questionnaire, and if your in-
come does not exceed the legal
maximum, the pension may be
payable from the date of the last
payment you' received. If more
than a year elapses, the payments
if otherwise in order will start as
of the date VA gets the new
questionnaire or a new claim.

Q—I undestand that with credit
controls lifted it’s possible to get
a 30-year GI loan with no down
payment. But I can't find any-
body who will lend me the money
on those terms. Aren’t lenders re-
quired to do that, under the law?

A—No. Although such terms are
permissable, it’s still up to the
lender to make his own decision as
to the terms of the loan.

Q—I've just been separated from
service. I haven’t yet applied for
the GI term insurance available
to Korean veterans. How long
will I be covered by the free in-
demnity that protected me while
I was in uniform?

A—The free indemnity protects
you for 120 days after your separa-
tion from service. If you want
the GI term insurance, you must
apply to VA for it and pay your
first premium within that 120-day
period.

Austin. — Texas needed another
good, soaking rain.

Thousands of the devout and per-
haps some of the not-so-devout,
prayed for it Sunday in response to
a plea from Governor Allan Shiv-
€ers.

The governor urged ministers of
all faiths and their congregations
to “turn to the One who is the
source of all help.”

At the time, Shivers telegraphed
President Eisenhower to thank him
and other officials of the adminis-
tration for their speedy aid to
drouth-stricken Texas.

From the White House had come
word that the President would.allo-
cate $8 million for emergency re-
lief in 152 Texas and 40 Oklahoma
counties.

The plan was to furnish feed at
low prices, permit the railroads to
grant lowers rates on feed and cat-
tle, and extend credit to ranchmen
and farmers.

Simultaneously the Department of
Agriculture announced that it would
buy 200 million pounds of beef from
cattlemen in the dry Southwest.

Secretary of Agriculture Benson
hoped that this purchasing would
remedy the “ruinously low prices”
for cattle.

deal of the state, but the precipita-
tion was not enough, generally, to
put the drouth out of the picture.
From Washington came a long-
range weather forecast that held out
hope for the eastern part of the

state, with ‘“substantial” moisture
from Central Texas eastward.

The outlook for West Texas was
dry.

There was more and more activi-
ty in the political field.

Not any time recently has there
been so much political maneuvering
so early.

The elections are a year away, but
three factions are already preparing
for the struggle, and individual can-
didates are going through the usual
routine of speech-making and hand-
shaking.

Paying a visit to the state was
Stephen A. Mitchell, Democratic Na-
tional Chairman, who said he would
invite Adlai Stevenson to come here
later. §

Mitchell asked party members who
supported Eisenhower to return to
the Democratic fold, and predicted
Democratic victories next year.

He forecast that “Sam Rayburn
will return to the speakership of the
House, and Lyndon Johnson will be
majority leader, not minority lead-
er.”

But there was evidence that the
rift between Eisenhower and Ste-
venson Democrats was still there.

When the Texas Federation of
Labor convened at El Paso, dele-
gates booed when a speaker charged
that Governors Shivers of Texas,
Thornton of Colorado, and Mechum
of New Mexico were “state’s righters
last year when it was a matter of
dough in the pocket, but this year,
when it’s a matter of drouth relief,
they're quite willing to be Ameri-
cans and accept relief from the cen-
tral government.”

Shivers led the Democratic revolt
that gave the state to Eisenhower
last year. Labor leadership general-
ly was for Stevenson.

Could Mitchell and the other par-
ty leaders pull Texas back into line?

It was obvious that they were go-
ing to work hard to reach that goal.

And it was equally clear that the
Republicans were going to fight
them every inch of the way. They
hoped to make outright party mem-
bers of the Democrats who voted for
Eisenhower, and they planned to put
up candidates for every elective
office.

It was easy to make one predic-
tion: the Texas political battles of
next year are going to be big and
bitter.

If Governor Shivers had party
politics on his mind he didn’t say
so in his speech to the state bar
convention in Fort Worth. 4

His remarks concerned liberty on
the national and international level.

Americans, he said, “are the best
in the world at selling soap and tele-
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vision sets, and we've got to sell li-
berty like we sell soap.”

Shivers added: “We haven’t sold
liberty at home or abroad. We tried
to buy it abroad, but this hasn’t
worked and it never will.”

The political experts were bound
to make their interpretations of the
speech.

Did it mean that Shivers would
run for a national office next year?

The governor has said that he
might make the race for a third
term as the state’s chief executive.

But then, again, he might not.
Your guess is as good as any: if
Shivers has decided what he is go-
ing to do, he has confided in no
one.

And if we can judge by past per-
formance, he won’t say a word about
his intentions until the deadline gets
here. -

and executive director of the Texas
Employment Commission, one of
the state’s biggest departments.

He had a prominent
part in sending an uninstructed
delegation to the national Demo-
cratic convention.

Later he was active in the Demo-
crats for Eisenhower campaign.

President Eisenhower has made
available eight million dollars from
funds under his direct control for
relief of the drouth stricken area in
Texas and Oklahoma. One half of
the counties in Texas have been
designated as a ‘“disaster area.”

This money will be used primarily
for livestock feed. The system calls
for a five-man committee in each
county to administer the program
locally.

As previously mentioned in this
column, this is only a part of the
answer to our drastic situation. We
need a system of extended credits
to go along with this first step, and
I hope something of this nature can
be arranged in the next several days.

The Post Office Department
has been losing between 500 and
600 million dollars annually to
they can be adequately served
Postmaster General has given
notice of increases in certain
mail rates, and I also under-
stand they are increasing box
rents. Too, it is the policy of
the new Administration to con-
solidate mail routes where pos-
sible.
