Final preparations are
under way for Polo on the
Prairie, which will liven
up the Musselman Broth-
ers Lazy 3 Ranch on April
19in a fund raiser for The
University of Texas M.D.
Anderson Cancer Center.

Volunteersare complet-

AN AMERICAN HERO
by Robert B. Pamplin, Jr. and Gary K. Eisler

ROBERTO CLEMENTE

Roberto Clemente will be remembered as one of
America’s all-ime great baseball players — as well as a
man who gave his life to help other people.

Clemente was born in Puerto Rico, the son of a sugar
cane plantation foreman father and a grocery store manag-
er mother. His childhood was happy and relatively prosper-
ous. He would have become an engineer, but for his excep-
tional athletic abilities.

Clemente played amateur softball in the fields of his
native Carolina, Puerto Rico, and was eventually spotted by
a scout for a pro team. He played in Puerto Rico three years
and after the 1953 season, was recruited by the Brooklyn
Dodgers.

He played in the U.S. for the minor leagues in Montreal,
but his talent could not be hidden. He was discovered and
drafted by the Pittsburgh Pirates after the 1954 season.

He was one of the pioneer Hispanics in major league
baseball. His difficulty speaking English often caused him
problems in explaining himself to the press, and in the early
years, cost him the recognition he deserved.

But once again, his talent could not be hidden. He
became known as the greatest right fielder in the history of
the game, and held the all-time record for assists from the
outfield. He was selected to the National League All-Star
team 12 umes.

Clemente was a sports hero because of his fantastic tal-
ent. But he became an American hero because of his self
sacrifice for others. Clemente’s dream was to build a sports
complex in Puerto Rico, so poor children could leam and
grow. That work was in progress when a great earthquake
struck Nicaragua. Clemente helped organize relief efforts in
Puerto Rico, and was helping deliver a planeload on the
fateful last day of 1972. The rickety airplane’s engines
failed shortly after take-off, and the plane crashed, killing
all aboard.

He was immediately inducted into the baseball Hall of
Fame. The Governor of Puerto Rico said Clemente died
“serving his fellow man.”

Pet Care

Q. My cat has always
been very fastidious
about her grooming.
