Four draft documents de-
scribing the nation’s nonfederal

eration of public input from
9,000 public meetings held in
the United States during 1978.

The act directs the USDA (o
appraise the condition of 'the
nation’s renewable natural re
sources and to propose alterna-
tive programs to guide the na-
tion’s conservation activities.
The appraisal revealed that one
third of the nation’s cropland
—136 million acres—is eroding
at an excessive rate.

Basic information about the
RCA process and proposals may
be seen in four documents:

The first document, “Draft
Appraisal Part I, desecribes the
status and condition of our nat-
ural resources and provides in-
formation on their quantity and
quality and major uses of non-
federal land. The completed

soil and water resources, their
condition, projected demands,
and seven proposed alternative
strategies can be reviewed at
either the Soil Conservation
Service or Agricultural Stabili-
zation and Conservation Servicel
office both located in the coun-
ty courthouse in Baird.

Jim Boykin, District Conser-
vationist, said the proposals forl
a national soil and water con-
servation program were devel-
oped by a coordinating commit-
tee made up of members from
nine U. S. Department of Agri-
culture agencies plus the Of-
fice of Management and Budg-
et and the Council on Environ-
mental Quality.

PLEA TO THE WOMEN OF CROSS PlAlNSi

A

At the time of preparing this
1 am not aware wether it will
be printed as a Public Service
or as an advegtisement at my
expense. Strapped as I am and
with Income Tax coming up I
shall, if forced to, pay for this
as my small contribution to a
better Cross Plains.

It seems impossible to correct
the disecrimination practiced
against the elderly by the “City
Dads”; as they are called by the
Cross Plains Review; without a
complete change of office hold-
ers.

I wrote a lengthy critique of
the HUD Community Develop-
ment Block Grant Project No.
B79 DS-4880012 for the Public
Meeting of 29 January 1980;
which I hand carried to the
City Hall the afternoon of the
twenty-ninth, Courtedy copies
were sent to Mrs. Rosalyiin
Carter, the White House; the
Dallas Area Office and the IG
of HUD, all as stated in the
third before last paragraph of
the critique. Because of the in-
clement weather and the prob-
ability of a ‘broken hip if 1
slipped in the broken ground
between the end of my front
walk and the street I did not
attend the meeting but in my
last paragraph I asked that the
critique be fnade a part of the
record of the meeting.

Most disturbing to me is the
diametrical opposite handling
of an almost identical Project
in Abilene. There the allotment
of $1,200,000 was handed to the
Carter Ccommunity, largely
Black, for determination of areas
of needs, planning and estima-
ing and final preparation of
Project for approval by the City
Council of Abilene. In Cross
Plains, an entirely White com-
munity, the entire Project, of
$1,500,000, was completely in
the hands of, as far as I am
aware of a Triumvirate consist-
ing of Consultant O’Neal, Mayor
Edmondson and Councilman
Franke. These were the only one
familiar with the Project at the
Public Meetings of early and
mid-June, 1979.

Worse than this deprival of
the Citizenry of Cross Plains,
of their legal right to partici-
pate in the planning and prep-
aration of the Project is the de-
liberate exclusion of them from
the inalienable right of every
American Citizen to squabble,
disagree, argue and even to
fight over every detail of any
plan or proposal no matter how
perfect. It is because of this
double denial that the project
as it exists denies the elderly
and the infirm the legal rights
they have been endowed with
by a beneficent Congress.

All the following quoted ma-
terial is n verbatim from
the Final and Approved Appli-
cation for the Cross Plains Pro-
ject No. HUD B79 DS-48-0012.

“Removal of  architectural
barriers is noted in the map
.. architectural barrier re-
moval id not ... part of this
application.” Architectural bar-
riers are structural impedi-
ments to the elderly and infirm
such as the steps at the Bank,
at the southwest of Higginbo-

thams and at tre Post Office. 1

“Due to the size of the com- |
munity and the population !
make-up - such a senior citizen1
center easily could serve the
whole community as a com-
munity center e | T
the most asinine statement
made since Chamberlain’s, “. ..
Peace in our time.” I am qual-
ified to speak as a Senior citi-
zen but I am not qualified to
speak as a designer of a Senior
Citizen Center because A. only
the largest possible group of
senior citizens would be so qual-
ified and B, T am not a woman
and only women could design
for the requirements of elderly
women. I am certain that neither
rock music nor skateboard
races would be wanted in a
Senior Citizens Center although
they would be almost integral
in' a Community Center.

Although the Final Applica-
tion shows 385 housing units
suitable for rehabilitation oniy
50 are to be rehabed over a
three year period — 14 the
first year, 1980; 16 the second
year and 20 the final year,
1982. No mention is made of re-
placement of unvented gas heat-
ing units with properly install-
ed gas furnaces. It must be
assumed that as long as the
present “City Dads” are in oi-
fice the known and realized
hazard to the life and health
of the elderly will continue.

Some of you may know that
I have walked about most of
the city many times. Now that
I am in my seventy-fifth year
I can apreciate the fear many
of the elderly must have felt
as they trudged, not walked,
back from their labors to gain
a few dolars to add to their
skimpy Social Security. At our
age the great fear is breakage
of a hip so that one can no long-
er take care of one's self. With
the maniacal widening of city
streets to the full.width of the
right-of-way there will be no
place to hide with all trees torn
out and no shoulders to walk
on. Vide “Street improvements
Designed for drainage fo
... property line in accordance
with good practice for semi-
and climate.”

To close: It will do no good
to not vote against incumbents,
YOU MUST VOTE FOR NEW
WOMEN! ! I say women be-
cause men in Cross Plains seem
to be afraid to speak out. The
women can come in and sweep
clean. And they do have hearts.
Of course I doubt they will
bring in hard liquor by the
bottle, the only remaining im-
provement in that area possi-
ble, but I do believe they will
get rid of the rats and mice,
the toilets adorning the vacant
lot on Main Streea, the car
dump in the Southwest corner,
the weeds and garbage in the
blighted area South of Texas 36
and I am certain they will think
it an improvement to have the
elderly, male and female, liv-
ing in warm, safe homes with
a t, cheerful Senior Citi-
zens Center to go to.
