I like the brief visits I have 
with the ladies of the community 
when I call them, or they call 
me and report their social ac-
tivities of the week.

lived for six years. Many times 
I have recalled a line in our 
School song (class song com-
posed by the late Lexie Dean 
Robertson) "To the world we 
will giv n our aid."

Wow, there was this "point in 
time" when the Brazos River 
flowed gently or hurriedly 
along, with gurgling springs, so 
fresh and so plentiful, that oft-
en they were used as a source 
of drinking water by the people 
w,ho lived nearby. The 1 a n d, 
through which the river flowed 
was very fertile where cattle 
grazed and grew fat. The river 
was a fixttire. something as 
eternal as the land itself until 
surveyors and excavations be- 
gan for the Morris Shepherd 
Dam, mhich, in time became the 
'Possum Kingdom Lake. Life in 
these two communities, Pick-
wick and Lucille, was never the 
same after that. Pickwick was 
deluged and Lucille School site 
became only a cherished land-
mark on the banks of the lake.
