'years they had shrunk so badly 
that cracks were between them 
and the water ran through the 
floor about as quickly as we 
poured it on! 'After cleaning the 
floor we went into the basement 
and found it a dripping and mus-
ty mess!

When the 
floor was dry a gang of men 
((and some women too) came to 
varnish the floor. I had varnished 
wood floors before — but I had 
never seen anyone poetr a coffee-
can of varnish out onto the floor 
before brushing it out. You know, 
you see all 'sorts of interesting 
time and labor saving devices in 
a country church work-bee! 

The Burkett We Knew 
The Burkett we knew goes 

back some 25 years. The most im-
portant place in town was the 
Post Office about mid-morning 
when.the mail was brought in on 
the Star Route. After the daily 
trip to the Post Office. and the 
morning visit with those stand-
ing around, the next most impor-
tant place was the filling sta-
tion in the garage in winter. No 
doubt I was often a topic of con-
versation, probably because of 
my church bulletin articles or 
perhaps because we were the 
young folks of the village! An-
other important place was the 
local store operated by people 
who were obliging and who 
would always open at any hour 
for items needed in emergency. 

When we first moved to Bur-
kett the village still had the old 
rural telephone system with Cen-
tral in a front room of a house 
on Main street and the old wood-
en telephone that hung on the 

During our ministry at Burkett 
the men of the congregation de-
cided to retire the (old slat-
benches that dated from the 
1920's, and replace them with 
newly constructed pine benches 
made in the planing mill at Cross 
Plains. One day while I was in 
the planing mill I decided to 
have some ,hard-rock maple arms 
cut and shaped for an old stuffed 
chair I was re-covering. That 
chair has been one of our most 
prized possessions over the years 
and we still have it in our living 
r000m covered in the same ivory 
material which highlights those 
lovely maple arms. When the 
new pews were completed the 
local upholstery man varnished 
them before we trucked them 
to Burkett in cattle trucks. 

One of the men of the congre-
gation and I decided to strip 
the wax and old varnish off the 
church floor before we installed 
the pews. We got an old iron 
wash pot, set it up near the 
rear door and got the water 
to a rolling boil then sloshed 
buckets of it onto the floor as 
we scrubbed it with brushes. 
The old flooring boards were 
tongue-and-groove, but over the wall in our house, It was an

homes. It is federally funded, 
and administered in Texas 
through Department of Human 
Resources. 

Applications are available at 
the office of Callahan County 
Judge Mack Kniffen at the Cal-
lahan County Courthouse, and 
application may be made through 
February 28. 

There are two primary eligi-
bility requirements for the 
heating assistance element of 
the program: the household 
must have energy  costs that 
are subject to increases; and 
the household must have both 
low income and low resources. 
One person with monthly in-
come of $296 or less can quali-
fy, others are: two $446; three 
$613; four $756; five $893; six 
$1.044; seven $1,195; eight 
$1.346; nine $1,498; ten $1,649.  
eleven $1,8CO3  and twelve $1,-
951.

000 hoileeholds meet these re-
quirements. Payments were to 
have begun in January and 
continue through March 1981.

Annual S. S. Earnings 
Reports Due April 15 

Each year, by April 15th, peo-
ple receiving Social Security 
benefits are asked to file an 
annual report of their earnings. 
The necessary form will be re-
ceived in the mail by those need-
ing to report. 

The annual report is used by 
Social Security to assure that 
the person received the correct 
amount of benefits for 1980. If 
too much, or too little was paid. 
adjustments are made after the 
annual report is received. 

There is, again this year, an 
increase in the retirement test 
exempt amount for people re-
ceiving Social Security. For peo-
ple under 65 all year, the 198i 
exempt amount is $4,080. The 
1980 amount was $3,720. For 
people 65 or over, the 1981 
exempt amount is $5,500. The 
1980 amount was $5,000. Gen-
erally, a person has $1 in bene-
fits withheld for each $2 of an-
nual earnings over this exempt 
amount. 

For more information about 
the annual earnings test, or for 
assistance in completing the re-
port form, please call or visit 
your nearest Social Security of-
fice.

The most frus-
trating experience was ito get into 
the shower with only a few 
minutes until an appointment 
only to learn that someone elso 
had preempted the water. The 
water heater would gurgle and 
pop but no hot water would come 
out of the pipes.

Upon examination I found that 
it was the remains of an old 
burr-pile from an abandoned 
gin. Long since had the gin quit 
its operation, but the burr-pile,

Every time I went to Cross 
Plains I took a cream can in the 
trunk of my car to get "city 
water." I still recall how Clear 
it appeared and how sweet it 
tasted when compared with the 
rusty Burkett water. My neigh-
bor found a way of solving that 
problem. He dug a trench to the 
Bayou, installed a pump, and had 
a water tank mounted on a 
pipe rack for pressure. The legs 
of the tower were set on the 
rather soft stone of that area, a 
chunk under each leg. That 
night he began to fill the tank 
about dark. The next morning 
the new tank was laving on the 
ground beside the tower that 
had shifted its position as the 
weight increased in the tank. An 
older neighbor who was known 
for ,his weekly observations in
