This will make the 
transition a little easier. 

"There's no reason for 
plants to die or become 
damaged during a move," 
says Anthony.

Preface 

"Of an the passions," declared the French 
essayist Mantaigne. "fear is the rnost con-
tagic us. ' ' 

In the 1984 Presidential campaign, it's be-
come apparent that fear is the infection the 
Democrats are counting on to bring Ronald 
Reagan down in the fall. Regan's reelection 
they warn. will produce—among other things 
—war in Central America, persecution of rs 
cial and sexual minorities, a polluted planet, 
and the potential of a nuclear exchange. Un-
people believe the Democrats are more apt to 
solve the problem than are the Republicans.) 

Such verbal eecesse.s are typical of cam-
paign rhetoric. In most cases, such charges 
only further convince those who already hold 
the same views as the diatribists. But, the 
Democrats are melting headway in persuad-
ing Americans that President Reagan's pro 
market policies are the cause of high unem-
ployment in the U. S. (According to ever: 
leading survey, unemployment is '111C number 
csne election year issue. and most show that 
people believe ;he Democrats are more apt 
to solve the problem than are th Ftpeblicansa 

The media has to take part of the blame 
for the public's fascination with unemploy-
ment. Although the jobless rate has been 
dropping, you'd hardly know it if you get 
your information from ABC, NBC. ea CBS.  
According to an Institute for Applied Econ-
omics study, during the last six months of 
1963 while America was in the midst of ono 
of its strongest economic recoverks, these 
neteorks reported negative economic news 85 
percent of the time. Is it ally wonder people 

are scared? 

However, the fact is. whether the unem-
ployment rate is 10.1 percent. (September, 
15132), or the current 7.5 percent, we have a 
problem. For each percentage point of job 
les.eness, there are over one million people 
seeking job, hut unable to find them. To un• 
derstand this prebleni, we have to debunk 
the myths surrounding unemployment and 
staie the facts. 

Myth No. 1, Unemployment is at historic highs 

Probably the biggest misperception con-
eerns the severity of our joblessness. Waltet• 
Mondale contributes little to public under-
standing when he says: "Reaganomics has 
caused the worst unemployment since the 
Great Depeessior " 

Unfortunately, most Americans, includie*, 
some who ought to know better, believe that 
the last recession was extraordinary in terms 
of the level of joblessness. It wasr't. 

At the height of the recession, our tmern-
ployment rate was over 10 percent for the 
first time since 1941 — which most people 
realize. What many are not aware of is that 
emploment set a new high record. Back in 
the early fifties—supposedly high-employment 
year—about 48 percent of Americans were in 
the job force. Today, due to the baby boom 
and the increasing number of women in the 
workplace. about 60 nercent of AMC? icans hole 
jobs. Put in this perspective, it's clear that 
today's economy is supplying more employ-
ment than the economy of the fifties did, al-
though it's still falling short of providing jobs 
for all those who want them.
