— request assistance with a ve-
hicle, usually asking the child
to get inside.

— say that his dog is lost and
ask the chil¢ to help find il.
—display a badge and indicate
that a member of the family is
in the hospital. Remind child-
ren that any cfficer sent to
pick them up would be in uni-
form and in a police car,
participate in a sport with &
group of children, then cffer a
child a ride home.

In each of these examples, the
stranger has cstablished a trust-
ing relaticnship with the chilc.
He is no longer a stranger in
the eyes of the child. The most
common ~ targets are children
eight to 12 years old. Remem-
ber, the abductor might be &
woman, or a man and woman
working together.

Further positive actions par-
ents can take:

— Be a watcher. During the
day at home, or as you travel
to work, be alert for problem
situations.

— Know your neighbers and
their cars. This will single out
ihose not normally inl your area.
Do not hesitate to report sus-
picious activity to the police.
— When yeu do sce a crime in

progress, we don't recommenc

getting involved, although this

i1s up to the individual. As the -

only witness, you are toc valu-
able to risk being knocked un-
conscious or abducted.

-— Insteacd, concentrate on get-
ting an accurate description of
the vehicle and the ciyiminal.

Equine Influenza Outbreak

There hzve been two major
outbreaks of Equine Influenza
{Flu) in Callahan County tkis
summer. One occured in June
snd involved primarily horses in
the Clyde and Baird area. and the
cther occuced in August in the
Cross Plains area.

‘| you higher taxes on your garden.

New tax laws passed by tne
Tegislature and signed by Gover-
ner Mark White go into effect
October 2. For rthe first timc,
fertilizer used for non-agricultural
purposes will be. taxed.

For you, this means the cost of
growing your garden or taking
care of your lawn will go higher.

Other than fertilizer, bedding
plants bought at nurseries and
plants becught at the grocery
store are'subject to the higher
tax rate. Exempt from the tax are
annual plants that die after 2
growth year or that yield focld
for human consumption.

The tax goes up 1/8 of a cent
across the state, but it translates
into a 4 1/8 percent tax hike for
items such as fertilizer. In some
cities that have local sales taxes
and special iaxes for mass transit,
the cost may balloon by as much

|as 6 1/8 percent.

A bag of fertilizer, then, that
costs $8.99 would cost $9.35 in
ncost of the state, but $9.54 in
scme cities with add-on taxes.

Ferilizer used for agriculturai
purposes remains exempt. Farm-
ers and ranchers do not have to
pay the tax on fertilizer if it is
used for their agricultural pro-
duction.

Higher Taxes Come Oct. 2
(On Gardening And Parking

The new tax laws the Legisla-
{ure passed and Governor Mark
White signec¢ bring parking under
the long list of items that can be
taxed under the state sales tax
4 1/8 percent.

The exact taxes Texans wiil
bave to pay for using parking
lots, garages, or other parking
structures will vary. The highest
t=xes will he in Houston and Dal-
las. Each city has an additional
city sales tax and a special tax
for mass transit.

The tax rate for those two ci-
ties will he 6 /8 percent begin-
ning October 2. How the new tax

rates affect actual parking prices

remains to be seen. But it is uv-
likely parking lot operators wili
swallow the additional tax.

It most likely will be passed on
{0 Texans who use parking facili-
ties while at work or whils having
fun. '

For those Texans in larger cit-
ies who have to park their. cais
gvery day in parking garages,
the tax will be felt immediately.

A monthly parking fee of $100
in Dallas or Houston wil buckle
up to $106.13.

Texans who park their car at
Astroworld or Six Flags for the
day or at parking lots in San An
onio not far from the River-
walk will see smaller increases.

A $3 per day fee at Astro-
world or Six Flags climbs to $3.18
In San Antonio an hourly fee of $2
will rise to $2.09.

However large.or.small the add-
ed parking tax to get into Astro-
world, that is only the beginning.

You are going to have to pay an
extra tax on admission to rides.

In Cross Plains the influenza
proved fata’ to one animal, and
soveral others were infected.
Still others may have been ex-
pesed to the influenza.

Equine Influenza, often referred
to as distemper in horses, is a
highly contageous airbourne virus.
The clinical signs include loss cf
appetite and a high fever, follow-
ed by a deep cough and nasal
discharge. Left untreated the vir-
us may weaken the herse enough
that a secondary bacterial pneu-
monia develops. The combination
of a virus and a bacterial pneu-

monia can be fatal, especially ir |

young horses. At least one year-
iing has died during the two
cutbreaks this summer. The
disease leaves the horse with 3z
deep cough that may persist for
several months. Treatment of an
affected animal includes vita-
nimns, drugs to reduce fever, and
antibictics to prevent secondary
bacterial pnuemonia. The horse
should not be ridden for a mini-
mum of three weeks following in-
feetion.

Being an airbourne virus, Equine
Influenza may be spread several
hundred feet when an infected
herse coughs. Vacination for fiu
is highly effective in preventing
the disease but the vaccination
only lasts four to six months in
the adult horse and three to four
months in the weanling or yeaz-
ling. Therefore, horses should be
vaccinated every four months and
voung horses should be vaccinated
every three months. Horses most
susceptable to Equire Influenza

| are those being hauled and ex-

House Joint Resolution 73 pro-
