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1988 Earnings Base,

The annual eamings base — the
maximum amount of earnings that
counts for Social Security — will in-
crease to $45,000 for 1988, up from
$43,800 for 1987. In addition, the
1988 tax rate for employees and their
employers will increase to 7.51 per-
cent, up from the 1987 rate of 7.15
percent, Glyn Hammons, Social
Security manager in Abilene, said
recently.

The increase in the wage base is bas-
ed on the change in average earnings
levels from 1986 to 1987. The tax rate
increase was already a part of the
Social Security law. The effective tax
rate for self-employed people will rise
from 12.3 percent to 13.02 percent for
1988.

A person whose earnings do not ex-
ceed the annual exempt amount will
receive all benefits for the year. A per-
son’s benefit is reduced by $1 for each
$2 of earnings above the exempt
amount. The annual earnings test does
not apply once a person reaches 70.

earn a quarter of coverage - the
measure of Social Security work credit
— will be $470 in 1988, up from $460
for 1987. In 1988, a worker will earn
four quarters of coverage if his or her
annual earnings are $1,880 or more.

1987 Sales Of
Savings Bonds

Total $367
Million

United States Savings Bonds sales in
Texas during Fiscal Year 1987
amounted to $366,982 471, T.J. Mor-
row, District Director for the U.S.
Savings Bonds Division in Texas, an-
nounced today. These sales represent
94 .6 percent of the state’s 1987 assign-
ed dollar goal of $388 million.

Sales of Series EE Bonds amounted
to $2,925 during September 1987 in
Callahan County, James Eubank,
Volunteer County Chairman, said.
