Maximum of 20 days per school year 
— lose credit on 21st absence — each 
class is designated individually. 

Excused and unexcused absences 
count together in totaling absences. 

Three (3) tardies either, excused or 
unexcused = 1 absence toward loss of 
credit. 

Consecutive days missed due to 
hospital confinement will count as one 
(1) absence toward this attendance 
policy. All make-up work will be the 
direct responsibility of the student 
concerned. The attending physician's 
statement of hospital confinement must 
be presented by 3:45 on the day of 
return to entitle the student to this 

Cross Plains Public Schools an-
nounces its policy for free and reduced 
price meals for children unable to pay 
the full price of meals served under the 
National School Lunch Program and 
School Breakfast Program. Each school 
and the office of the Superintendent has 
a copy of the policy, which may be 
reviewed by any interested party. 

The following household size and 
income criteria will be used for de-
termining eligibility: (see income 
eligibility guidelines). Children from 
households whose income is at or below 
the levels shown are eligible for free or 
reduced price meals. 

Application forms are being sent to 
all homes with a letter to parents or 
guardians. To apply for free or reduced 
price meals, households should fill out 
the application and return it to the 
school. Additional copies are available 
at the principal's office in each school. 
The information provided on the appli-
cation will be used for the purpose of 
determining eligibility and may be 
verified at any time during the school 
year by school or other program 
officials. 

For the school officials to determine 
eligibility, the household must provide 
the following information listed on the

1. The annual agreement between the 
Cross Plains ISD and the Comanche 
County Special Services Coop was 
approved. 

2. Mr. Thompson, Mr. Wood, and 
Mr. Womack were approved by the 
Board as teacher appraisers for the 
1987-88 school year. 

3. It was reported that the track 
should be totally completed by the end 
of the week including all stripings and 
lane markings. The visitor bleachers 
and east side fence still need to be 
installed. 

4. Principals Wood and Womack 
discussed changes in the Discipline 
Management Program and the Super-
intendent recommended to the Board 
that the proposed changes be adopted 
for the 1987-88 school year. The 
changes were approved by the Board 
and are to be given to each student at 
the beginning of school. 

5. A new student attendance policy 
was presented by the administration 
and adopted by the Board. The policy 
will be in effect when school starts this 
year. It was explained to the Board that 
when House Bill 72 no longer allowed 
schools to give exemptions on final 
exams the attendance by some students 
began a gradual slide downward and 
was very poor the 1986-87 school year. 
A copy of the policy is to be sent to the 
local paper for publication. 

6. During the financial report to the 
Board, the Superintendent stated the 
tax collection had increased over the 
summer, and the school's appeal to the 
Texas Education Agency for additional 
funds due to the drop in school district 
values had been approved. This will 
enable the school to finish the school 
year in good financial shape. 

7. Salaries were set by the Board for 
all auxiliary employees, school aides, 
secretaries, and administrators for the 
1987-88 school year. Extra-curricular 
salaries had been set earlier in the year 
for coaches, band director, and U.1.L. 
sponsors. 

On Monday, August 17, the Cross 
Plains Independent School Board of 
Trustees met for the purpose of 
determining the budget for the 1987-88 
school year. 

The Board was notified by the 
Superintendent that the taxable values 
for the district had dropped to 
$66,172,081. This is approximately a S 
million dollar drop in values and will 
cause the effective tax rate to rise in 
regard to the 1987 taxes. According to 
the Cross Plains ISD Tax Collector, the 
tax rate for the Cross Plains Schools 
may be set up to 66 cents per $100 
evaluation. 

After the Budget Workshop the 
Board was reminded that a hearing on 
the proposed budget was set for 
Wednesday, August 19. 

Wednesday's meeting dealt with 
three main topics including the 1987-88 
Budget 	Hearing and the 1986-87 
Amended Budget, 1987 Tax Rate, and 
the regular monthly meeting. The 
results of the discussion are reflected 
below: 

1. 1987-88 Budget Hearing — 1986-87 
Amended Budget 

1. A hearing was held at 8 p.m. for 
the purpose of discussing the proposed 
1987-88 school budget. After the dis-
cussion the budget hearing was de-
clared closed. 

2. The 1986-87 school budget was 
amended from $1,365,932 to $1,460,256 
for the maintenance and operation 
portion of the budget. The lunchroom 
was amended from $68,000 to $67,900. 
The Chapter 1 Federal Program is to be 
amended by the ESC14 Coop. 

II. 1987-88 Budget — 1987 Tax Rate 
1. The 1987-88 school year budget 

was approved for the amount of 
$1,688,530. 

2. The tax rate for 1987 was discussed 
by the Board and Administration, but 
no action was taken on the rate pending 
notification from the school tax collector 
concerning the first date the tax rate can 
be set.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife De- 
partment 	announces significant 
changes in the procedures for land-
owners to obtain antlerless deer permits 
for 1987-88 deer season in the Possum 
Kingdom Regulatory District. In an 
effort to reduce expenses associated 
with the issuance of anterless deer 
permits, an automated system will be 
implemented this year. 

About the second week of August, 
landowners and land operators who 
were issued antlerless deer permits last 
year received a self addressed renewal 
notice which must be signed, stamped, 
and returned by September 1, if they 
wish to receive antlerless deer permits 
for the 1987 deer season. Any correction 
of information listed on the application 
card should be made at this time. 
Following annual deer surveys, recom-
mended issuance rates for antlerless 
deer will be formulated by compart-
ments and antlerless deer permits will 
be issued by mail in early October.

Housing Agency Accepting Applications 

Jon Mark Vaughn graduated from 
Abilene Christian University on August 
14. He received a Bachelor's Degree in 
Business Administration. 

He is a graduate of Rising Star High

His wife, Vickie, is also a student at The Texas Housing Agency began 
accepting applications on August 17 for 
a new cycle of federal tax credits 
available under a homeownership 
assistance 	program 	for low-to 
moderate-income Texans. 

"The purpose of the program is to 
give individuals or families who are now 
living in rental housing a chance to 
move into a house of their own," said 
Dan A. McNeil, Executive Admini-
strator of the Texas Housing Agency. 

The Mortgage Credit Certificate Pro-
gram increases a family's disposable 
income by reducing its federal tax 
obligations. This tax savings, which can 
amount to as much as $2,000 a year, 
provides a family with more available 
income to qualify for a home mortgage 
and to apply towards the monthly 
mortgage payments. 

For example, a family who plans to 
purchase a home for $56,000, and 
receive a loan of $53,000, at 9.5 percent 
interest for 30 years will pay the lending 
institution $5,020 in interest during the 
first year. Under the MCC Program. the 
family will be eligible for a tax credilof 
$1,004 in the first year of that loan. 

"In each succeeding year for the life 
of the mortgage loan, the family can 
claim an income tax credit for 20 
percent of the mortgage interest paid to 
the lender, up to $2,000," McNeil said. 

To qualify for the program, a family 
must be a first-time homebuyer or not 
have owned a home during the past 
three years, and their current household

option. 
Absences over one (1) day without 

hospital confinement must be ac-
companied by a physician's statement 
of care specifying the number of days 
missed and reasons for the student's 
inability to attend school; otherwise, the 
days missed will count individually. The 
attending physician's statement of ab-
sences must be presented by 3:45 on the 
day of return to entitle the student to 
this option. 

Make-up work will be allowed for 
excused absences on a limited time 
basis. (Example: Two (2) days missed 
have two days after return to school to 
turn in all work missed.) It is the 
student's sole responsibility to ask for 
make-up privileges. The teacher is in 
no way obligated to pursue make-up 
work from the student without a direct 
student request made within the 
specific time allowed. 

Approved extracurricular absences 
will not count against the attendance 
totals. However, absences of an extra-
curricular or co-curricular nature not 
approved by the administration will 
count as an unexcused absence and will 
add to the student's total days missed.

AUSTIN — Last year trustees in the 
1,061 local school districts adopted 
budgets totaling $12.2 billion and levied 
local property taxes totaling $5 billion to 
pay for it. The state provided $4.8 
billion of foundation aid, and the 
remainder was funded by school lunch 
and other fees, federal aid, bond sales, 
and other revenue. 

Locally, the Cross Plains LSD's tax 
levy last year was decreased by -1.2 
percent for 1986-87 as compared to a 8.2 
percent increase for the average school 
district in Texas. 

The figures come from the latest 
issue of Bench Marks for 1987-88 School 
District Budgetsin Texas, an annual 
publication of the Texas Research 
League, an Austin-based, educational 
corporation engaged in governmental 
research. 

School budgets adopted last year 
called for spending an average of $3,088 
per student for current operations plus 
$281 for interest and repayment of debt 
and $464 per student for capital outlay*. 
Cross Plains' budget provided for 
$3,077.81 	per student for current 
operations, $210.25 for debt service, 
and $64.88 per student for capital outlay 
based on the 467 students enrolled in 
the Fall semester of 1986. 

The average salary for classroom 
teachers paid by Cross Plains ISD in 
1985-86 was $20,876. The average 
among all school districts in Texas was 
$24,487 per classroom teacher. 

In Cross Plains ISD the average 
salary for administrators was $31,700, 
and $17,480 for other professional 
support 	employees 	(librarians, 
counselors, nurses, supervisors, etc.). 

Four dollars in five were spent for 
salaries. Statewide payroll expense 
average $2,506 per student, as com-
pared to $2,283.42 in Cross Plains ISD. 
Payroll expense is a combination of 
salary levels and staffing patterns. 

Taxpayers provided one teacher for 
14.1 students in Cross Plains ISD 
compared to a statewide pupil-teacher 
ratio of 1 to 17.4. Because of small 
classes, especially at the high school 
level, and abbreviated teaching 
schedules, many classes have more 
than the average number of students. 

The average school district imposed a 
property tax at the rate of 79.3 cents per 
$100 of appraised value, which value 
averaged 93.8% of market value (sell-
ing price). The "true tax rate" was 74.3 
cents (79.3 times 93.82%) statewide. 
Locally, the Cross Plains ISD imposed a 
rate of 5.580 while property was 
appraised at 97.3% of its market value 
making the true rate $.564 per $100 of 
market value (selling price). 

The report points out that the 
calculation of a true tax rate based on 
market value rather than appraised 
value enables a valid comparison of tax 
levels with other schools. In 1986, the 
true tax rate exceeded $1 in 196 school 
districts in Texas. 

The tax on a house in this district that 
would sell for $80,000 would have been 
$392. If the homeowner was eligible for 
homestead exemptions, the tax would 
have been $368, and if owned by a 
person 65 years or older, the tax on an 
$80,000 house in this district would 
have averaged 5319, or less if subject to 
a tax freeze. 

Revenue lost from exemptions ex-
ceeded a billion dollars. To balance 
school budgets, the revenue loss from 
exemptions was imposed upon other 
taxpayers in the school district. 

Local property taxes plus state aid 
was $3.176 per student in Cross Plains 
ISD as compared to $3,075 statewide. 
The primary purpose of state aid is to 
equalize state and local tax resources 
among schools. In 1986-87 tax resources 
ranged from less than $2,500 per 
student in 30 districts to more than 
$10,000 in eight districts.

Cross Plains ISD Budget For 1987-88 
income may not exceed $35.075 (a 
slightly higher limit is permitted in 
certain metropolitan areas). In general. 
a homebuyer may pay up to 574.790 for 
a previously-owned home and $90,360 
for a new home.* During the first 30

The Agency fulfills its 
purpose, in part, by issuing tax-exempt 
bonds to finance single family and 
multi-family housing throughout Texas 
and by issuing tax credits to qualified 
homebuyers and rental housing spon-
sors. The Agency receives no state or 
federal appropriations: its prograin are 
self supporting. 

*ln the Dallas PMSA, a homebuyer 
may pick up to $103,140 for an existing 
home and $110,430 for a new home. 
During the first 30 days of the program 
applications will only be accepted on 
homes priced $80,000 or less.

their earnings, Glyn Hammons, Social 
Security manager in Abilene. said 
recently. 

Those who earlier estimated that iri 
1987 earnings would not exceed the, 
annual limit should check to make sure.  
they have not earned more than they: 
anticipated. The 1087 annual limit  is.. 
$8,160 for people 65 through 69 and 
$6,000 for people under 65 all of 1987. 

If a person's annual earnings exceed - 
the limit, $1 in benefits is withheld for 
each $2 of earnings above the limit. A 
person will have to repay any benefits 
that were incorrectly paid. 

If a person finds earnings are more or 
less than expected, he or she should 
notify Social Security right away so that -
benefits can be adjusted and an 
overpayment avoided. 

If a person's earnings are less than 
expected. benefits may be restarted if 
they have been stopped.
