"Faith"
In the early 70’s school started off 

very much as usual in the Cross Plains 
Junior High and Elementary grades. 
We had a strong system with a very 
strong principal as our leader. He was 
a large, handsome man whose very 
presence demanded respect and trust. 
He had a very dry sense of humor 
which helps greatly in discipline and 
leadership. He was a fine Christian 
man, very active in the Methodist 
Church.

I was a seventh and eighth grade 
“jack of all trades’’ teacher. Due to 
the Physical Education Program, some 
of the classes were segregated in all 
boys and all girls.

I taught a Texas History class to 15 
rambunctious 13-year-old boys, which 
had two Kens — one called Ken and 
the other Kenny.

Ken was your typical “ All 
American Boy,”  good-natured, 
likable, good athlete, good student, 
and popular.

Kenny was a rebel — cute, lively, 
but greatly touched by temptations. He 
was stocky-built and very much 
wanted to play football. He developed 
a limp that was the signal of a congen- 
tial bone disease. He was placed in a 
brace from his hip to his foot. He 
hated this brace “ above all things on 
this earth.” His mother, a saint, work­
ed at school. Anytime he could get out 
of his mother’s sight, he took the brace 
off and hid it. The principal and his 
mother spent a great deal of time look­
ing for the brace and getting it back on 
him.

He was also sent to the principal’s 
office for various other reasons. As a 
result, he and the principal became 
“ good buddies.” The principal would 
chuckle about Kenny’s problems and 
reactions. Kenny adored the principal.

Things seemed to be going smoothly 
until one tragic Sunday morning. Our 
beloved principal didn’t wake up. The 
school, churches, and community 
were shocked, saddened, and 
devastated. The children were heart­
broken.

Monday morning the superintendent 
told us that we must carry on the 
regular schedule or all stability would 
be lost, so sadly we went forward.

Thursday morning at 1 o’clock my 
telephone rang telling me that our 
school was burning, by 3 o’clock it 
was ashes. We met next morning and 
were told that we must “ once again 
carry on.” Kindergarten through 5th 
grades went to the Baptist Church. 
Junior high and 6th grade went to the 
high school to go wherever there was a 
vacant spot.

The children said the school missed 
the principal so much it couldn't go 
on.

My 15 boys and I rotated our history 
class between the gym, where there 
were basketballs to be shot, to the 
band hall, where drums were to be 
beat, but on another fateful Sunday, 
Ken was badly burned when a tractor 
caught on fire. The boys were 
devastated again. He was taken to the 
Bum Center in San Antonio and given 
a 50-50 chance.

The boys would anxiously await the 
report on his condition. It usually was 
not very good. This particular day we 
trudged to the gym but couldn’t stay 
because of basketball practice, so we 
went to the band hall and were turned 
away because of rehearsal and were 
told to go to the Ag building, but not 
to touch a thing! Those are difficult 
orders for 15 boys!

I was trying to get them settled down 
when Kenny came to my desk and 
said, “ I don’t want to have Texas

Ken recovered and is now a suc­
cessful farmer with a beautiful home, 
a beautiful wife, and two fine children.

Things never seemed to work out 
for Kenny. He had his problems. He 
married and had a little boy. I never 
shall forget seeing Kenny and his little 
family in the old Town and Country 
one early morning before school.

He said, “ Come see my baby. His 
name is Kenny, too, and I have a job in 
the oil field, and I’m going to take care 
of my family.”

I told him that I knew he would be a 
great father.

In scarcely more than two months 
Kenny fell from the top of an oil der­
rick and was killed instantly.

I have always felt that God has a 
special place for Kenny where he can 
watch over the boy who prayed for his 
friend, and I think the principal will 
help.

County Judge Says Residents Must Report For Jury Duty
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Callahan County residents that are 
called for jury duty and do not report 
for service can be fined $100, 
Callahan County Judge Bill Johnson 
said Friday, November 8.

Judge Johnson said that of the 30 
persons called for jury duty on a 
driving-while-intoxicated trial Mon­
day, November 4, only 12 showed up 
at the courthouse in Baird.

“ Recently persons called for jury 
duty have not been reporting for ser­
vice. To those who do not appear, a 
minimum fine of $100 can be assessed 
and the sheriff can be instructed to br­
ing them before the court,”  Judge 
Johnson said. He said the penalty is ar­
ticle 35.01 of the Code of Criminal 
Procedure.

“ Also remember that the judge is 
the only person who can excuse you 
from reporting for jury duty,” 
Johnson continued. He said that even 
if you have a reasonable excuse to be 
excluded from service, you are still re­
quested to show up at the courthouse.

Johnson said that since he has been 
the county judge, there have been four 
jury duty requests made and that a 
small number reported each time.

He said that the county is required to 
furnish an adequate panel of potential 
jurors to pick from or risk having a 
case immediately appealed.

Judge Johnson said that each side, 
the defense and prosecution, can strike 
three potential jurors for no reason. 
He added that because of that, picking 
a jury from 12 is difficult because six 
are needed for the jury pool.

Judge Johnson said that in 42nd 
District Court jury duty, a little over 
50 percent report for service.

The judge said the county hopes to 
do a better job of selecting potential 
jurors after January 1. He said that 
beginning the first of the year, the 
county will pick the 30 people for jury 
duty from the person’s voter registra­
tion and driver’s license. He said that

Carlton Stowers, crime author, spoke 
to junior high and high school 
students.

Author Speaks 
At Cross Plains

Mr. Carlton Stowers, a 49-year-old 
author who writes books on real life 
crimes, was on the Cross Plains cam­
pus on Monday, November 18. He 
spoke to the junior high and high 
school students at an assembly during 
the homeroom time in the morning.

He basically discussed two books 
that he has written, “ Innocence Lost” 
and “ Careless Whispers.” He went 
into some detail about “ Innocence 
L o st,”  and briefly discussed 
“ Careless Whispers.”

“ Innocence Lost” was the story 
about a 21-year-old police officer who 
went undercover as a Senior in 
Midlothian High School with the in­
tentions of determining the extent of 
the drug problem in the area, par­
ticularly among the young people. 
George Ray field (the officer), accor­
ding to Stowers, became friends with a 
‘ ‘sm arf-m outhed drug dealing 
nobody” ...a sophomore in the high 
school. It was this 16-year-old boy and 
two of his friends that were ultimately 
responsible for murdering Rayfield 
when they eventually suspected that he 
was a “ narc.”

Mr. Stowers emphasized the fact 
that he never did understand why 
within a few hours of the murder, at 
least a dozen people in the town (most­
ly students) knew of the murder, when 
it happened, where, and how it hap­
pened, but never notified the police. 
Mr. Stowers said that after interview­
ing people in researching his book, he 
was disturbed by the fact that “ they 
said it was more important not to ‘rat’ 
on their buddies than to report the 
brutal, senseless murder.”

Another point that Mr. Stowers was 
making was in the fact that many 
adults, (parents, etc) tend to bury their 
heads in the sand and pretend that a 
drug problem does not exit in their 
town or school. He pointed out that 
Midlothian is a community about the 
same size as Cross Plains, and what 
happened there could happen 
anywhere.

Pearl Harbor 
Commemorative Medal 
Available To Survivors

Military veterans and certain con­
tract civilians who served on Hawaii 
during the 1941 attack on Pearl Har­
bor are eligible to receive a congres­
sional medal commemorating the 50th 
anniversary of the event, the Depart­
ment of Veterans Affairs (VA) has an­
nounced.

Members of the armed forces who 
were in Hawaii on December 7, 1941, 
and civilian employees of the War 
Department or Navy Department who 
were wounded in the attack, or sur­
vivors of those who were killed are 
eligible to receive the Pearl Harbor 
Commemorative Medal.

Eligible veterans or their survivors 
should call the toll-free number 
established by the Defense Depart­
ment for additional information and 
forms, 1-800-545-4052.

Copies of the application forms also 
are available from VA Regional Of­
fices.

Those not eligible for the medal in­
clude Navy personnel who were on 
ships stationed at Pearl Harbor but 
who were at sea during the attack. Per­
sonnel on board ships that were 
patrolling just outside the harbor en­
trance are authorized to receive the 
medal.

12, that the county must pay S30.000 
in overtime pay to the county sheriff s 
department personnel.

Commissioners heard the bad news 
during the Commissioner's Court 
meeting Tuesday at the county cour­
thouse in Baird. Commissioners were 
discussing the Wage and Hour Labor 
Board Investigation of overtime pay 
for the sheriff s department deputies.

County Judge Bill Johnson, inter­
viewed during the lunch break of the 
court meeting, said that an exact 
amount of overtime pay will be made 
during a meeting of labor board and 
county officials November 25. He said 
that the amount of overtime paid 
would be availabe for publication. 
Johnson said the labor board has been 
at the courthouse in Baird off and on 
during the past two weeks making 
their investigation.

County Sheriff Bill Skinner, who 
was interviewed in his office Tuesday, 
said that the overtime pay involves on­
ly the county deputies, that the four 
county dispatcher or the chief jailer 
are not involved in the labor board's 
investigation of overtime pay.

“ We’re looking at a future tax in­
crease to take care of this unbudgeted 
item,” Judge Johnson said.

“ I know that money has to come 
from somewhere, but I think the peo­
ple of this county don’t expect my 
deputies to work for nothing,” Skin­
ner said.

The overtime pay dates back to 
December 1989, Skinner said. Skinner 
said that his deputies are on a 28 day 
pay period and that any hours over 171 
during the pay period is considered 
overtime and the deputies should be 
paid time and a half. The sheriff said 
that based on the deputies monthly pay 
check, the field deputies are paid 
$7.42 an hour and the chief.deputy 
receives $7.61 an hour.

Judge Johnson said that the commis­
sioner asked the sheriff a couple of 
months ago to give the deputies com­
pensation time off for the overtime. 
However, Skinner said that giving the 
deputies time off for the overtime pay 
will leave him short handed to cover 
the county.

Judge Johnson said that the county 
sheriff has assured the commissioners 
that from now on he would give the 
deputies comp time for any overtime 
accumulated. “ The sheriff said that 
from now on no overtime would be
