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Mediplex To Provide
Hospice Locally

The Professional Advisory Commit-
tee for the Cross Plains Branch of
Mediplex met Wednesday, March 11,
in a luncheon session at the Cross
Plains Community Center. Those pre-
sent were Justice of the Peace Rolan
Jones, Gene Greenwood, Larry
Cheshier, Judge Bill Johnson, Vanda
King, Linda Payne, Mary Dunn,
Sylvia Tomlinson, Paul Nelson, and
owners, Bill and Kim Ulmer. The
lunch was catered by the Cross Plains
Garden Club.

The main topic of discussion was the
announcement that Hospice would be
available to the Cross Plains ‘com-
munity through Mediplex.

Hospice provides the terminaily ill
patient the choice to remain at home or
enter the hospital. The Hospice team
consists of physicians, nurses, social
workers, dietitians, phagrmacists,
physical therapists,
chaplains/ministers, and volunteers.

This nucleus group will focus on
pain management to keep patients
comfortable and allow the patients to
die with dignity.

Hospice will educate the patient’s
family in the death and dying process
as a part of living. Emotional,
physical| and financial support will be
provided in dealing with the illness
and impending death. The service will
relieve the family from total exhaus-
tion during this difficult time.

Mediplex Hospice is licensed to ad-
mit patients to the program. Medicare
and private insurance compensate the
expense.

Hospice will permit nurses for ex-
tended time periods, unlike the home
health care many residents now benefit
from. The main objective is to provide
the finest available medical care for
the patient’s medical problems.

‘Hospice home care of a dying
relative is a rapidly growing alter-
native to traditional hospital based ter-
minal care for patients with cancer.

Volunteers are needed for Hospice.
““This gives others an opportunity to
give of themsclves,”” Cross Plains
Branch Manager, Linda Payne
remarked. If you would like to become
a volunteer, please request an applica-
tion at the Mediplex office on North
Main Street. The cooperative efforts
of many are required to make the pro-
gram a success. The program is very
beneficial to the community and sur-
rounding areas.

Other subjects addressed during the
luncheon were meeting OSHA regula-
tions, company growth/expansion,
meeting community needs, and an ap-
peal to local churches for caregivers

for Hospice.
Bill and Kim Ulmer expressed

Highway Funding Bills
To Effect Construction
In Callahan County

Texas will receive an additional
$385 Million per year under the
recently approved Intermodal Surface
Transportation Efficiency Act
(ISTEA). QOverall, the Lone Star state
will receive approximately $1.2
Billion per year from the Federal
government: for the next 6 years. For
the first time ever, Texas will receive
an average return of about 94 cents of
each federal gasoline tax dollar col-
lected in the state, an increase of about
8 cents over previous years.

Although it is too early to tell what
the 13 county Abilene District will
receive from ISTEA, the district has
already received an additional $2.5
Million increase in available highway
funds due to the state gasoline tax in-
crease to 20 cents per gallon passed by
the 72nd. Legislature. The increase is
in addition to the district’s normal

allocation of $16.8 Million. Over the
past year $20.5 Million has been let to
construction, reconstruction, and
pavement preservation activities in the
Abilene District.

Projects let in Callahan County for
the past six months totaled $287,080.
Projects scheduled for the next year
total $6.247 Million and include:

1. IH 20 — Rehabilitation of road-
way surface from West of FM 604 to
FM 2047.

2. TH 20 Business Route in Baird —
Rehabilitation of roadway surface.

Other projects which may receive
funding over the next year are:

1. FM 604 — Rehabilitation of main
lanes from FM 3217 to SH 36.

2. IH 20 — Rehabilitation of road-
way surface from Taylor County line
to West of FM 604.

TV Show Reunites Former
Cross Plains Woman And Her
Brother After He Searches

Fifty Years For Her

After fifty years of fruitless sear-
ching for a lost sister. most people
would give up. But not Barney
Dewey .

It all started in Haskell. Texas, in
1940. Bamey. 12. was doing odd jobs
at a gas station and his half-sister,
Angeline, 9. was playing nearby when
a car drove into the station. The young
driver remained in the car while his
passenger, a dignified white-haired
man, got out and invited the children
into the car, enticing them with candy
and a pleasant manner. They im-
mediately drove the children to the old
man’s orphanage about sixty miles
away in Abilene. Barney says the old
man abducted him and Angeline,
without his mother’s knowledge or
consent.

A month later, the children were
separated — a separation that would
last more than fifty years.

Barney was given to ‘‘foster
parents’’ on a ranch near Abilene, and
Angeline was placed for ‘‘adoption’’
in the home of Marvin and Nettie
Smith in Cross Plains.

The money the old man demanded
for legal fees was allegedly pocketed
and the adoption was never processed
in court. The only ‘‘documents’’ given
to Mr. and Mrs. Smith were a snap-
shot of Barney and Angeline, a card
with their dates of birth, and
Angeline’s schoolbook card for grade
two. Angeline’s name was changed to
‘‘Jean.”’ After graduating from Cross
Plains High School, Jean Smith lived
here until her adopted parents passed

- away in 1980.

After a lonely year at the ranch out-
side of Abilene, Barney Dewey slip-
ped away in the middle of the night
and hitchhiked back to Haskell, where
he found his natural father. But his
mother had remarried and left Haskell
with her new husband. With his
father’s help, Barney found his mother
and stepfather in Odessa and lived
with them until he graduated from
high school. They had no clue about
the whereabouts of Angeline, but
Barney was determined to search for
her as long as it might take to find her.

Barney married and he and his wife
returned to Abilene, searching for
adoption records or some other lead,
but the found nothing.

Barney’s mother died in 1985. Her
last request was, ‘‘Barney, don’t give
up. Keep looking for Angeline.’’

In 1992 Barney hired a firm to assist
in his search. The firm submitted
Bamney's story to television's Unsolv-
ed Mysteries. The show receives over
50,000 requests a year from people
wanting help, but only 100 mysteries
are accepted for the program. Of

these. 15 or 20 relate to cases of miss-
ing relatives.

Barmmey was one of the fortunate
ones: his story was aired on February
26.

Unsolved Mysteries chose to use a
copy of the same 1940 snapshot that
had been given to the Smiths.
However, since Mr. and Mrs. Smith
were deceased. Angeline’s adopted
brothers. Paul. Neal., and Roben
Smith, and their wives, were the only
known living persons who had ever
seen the critical photograph. One of
them had to be tuned to the right TV
channel at just the right moment on
February 26. or Barney and Angeline
would never find each other!

While Unsolved Mysteries was tell-
ing the story of Barney's search for
Angeline, Paul Smith, of Cedar Hill,
Texas, was watching a Bible study on
TV and his wife, Dorothy, was wat-
ching a Red Skelton show. Neither
Robert nor his wife, Linda, in Long
Beach, Califonia, was watching Un-
solved Mysteries.

That left Neal and Vivian Smith as
Barney's last hope of finding
Angeline. A TV in their Carrollton,
Texas, home played to an empty
room. It was not even tuned to Un-
solved, Mysteries. The moment was
rapidly approaching when the crucial
photo would flash upon the screen for
an instant and quickly fade away.

Neal’s phone rang. On his way to
answer the phone, he turned the TV
off!

The caller asked for Vivian, and
when she picked up the receiver, Neal
turned the TV back on and began flip-
ping channels.

Flip. Flip. Channel 5 — Unsolved
Mysteries! A man named Bamey was
holding up a small snapshot. *“This is
my sister, Angeline Mae Dewey,"'’ he
said, almost moved to tears. “‘I've
been looking for her for fifty years."

“*Vivian!"’ shouted Neal to his wife,

““Hurry, look at this! Jean's brother i is
on TV!"

Barney and his wife were

in

shock’’ for several days, after learning -

that Angeline Dewey-Jean Smith was
alive and well in Arizona. Finding
Jean was a miraculous answer to
prayer for Bamey, a minister who
never lost faith that he and his sister
would someday be reunited.

Unsolved Mysteries has a success
rate of about 50% in cases like this.
The TV show’s staff has scheduled a
taping of the reunion of Barney and
Angeline-Jean. The taping will take
place in Phoenix on March 25, with
members of both families par-
ticipating. The Smiths feel that they
have gained a new brother in Barney
Dewey, 63, who lives in Stockton,
California.

the March 1991 payment. The March
1992 payment was $3,392.27, while
the March 1991 payment to Baird was
$1,547.29.

— The City of Putnam is reporting a
4.61 percent increase in 1992 sales
over 1991 figures. The 1992 payments
to the town were $2,554.09, while the
1991 checks amounted to $2,441.59.

The city reported that the March
1992 check was $632.11, while the
March 1991 rebate was not given.

Countywide sales tax payments in
1992 for Callahan County are running
.22 percent ahead of the 1991
payments in the county. Callahan
County towns have received sales tax
payments in 1992 amounting to
$45,132.21, while the 1991 payments
to the county towns totalled
$45,031.73.

The rebates in Callahan County for
the month of March 1992 were
$12,380.26, a 42.22 percent increase
from the March 1991 payments of
$8,705.30.

Satewide, sales tax payments in
1992 are 5.03 percent ahead of 1991
rebates, according to Sharp’s figures.
The state has sent out checks totalling
$331,131,091.61 in 1992, while the
1991 payments to the state’s cities
were $315,269,453.28.

‘‘Payments to Texas cities and coun-
ties overall this year are up a little over
5 percent,”’ said Sharp. ‘‘That reflects
a gradual overall improvement and a
continued slow growth .in consumer
confidence.”’

Merchants collect the state and local
sales tax and send it to the Comp-
troller’s office with their tax returns.
The state keeps its 6 1/4 percent share
and returns the local one percent sales
tax each month to local governments.
Cities and counties may levy a com-
bined tax of up to two percent above
the state’s sales tax, however all
Callahan County towns only levy a
one percent city sales tax, Sharp said.

March’s checks include taxes col-
lected on January sales and reported in
February by businesses filing monthly
sales tax returns with the state.
Businesses file either monthly,
quarterly or annually, depending on
the amount of sales tax they collect.

All local sales taxes must be approv-
ed by local voters and may be used for
any legal city or county expenses.
Most areas put the money in their
General fund and use it for normal
operations like fire fighting, maintain-
ing roads and law enforcement, Sharp
said. Some cities use an additional 1/2
percent city sales tax to help fund local
economic development and to reduce

property taxes.

Working families with wages bet-
ween $6,000 and $13,000 can qualify
for a credit of at least $1,000. There is
also additional credit of up to $357 for
a_child born in 199] and another for
help to buy health insurance.

This Earned Income Credit was pro-
vided to give low-income parents an

extra incentive for working and stay- -

ing off welfare rolls.

Earmned Income Credit is the only
credit that is refundable. That means it
can go to a family whose income is so
low that it owes no tax but can receive
a refund check of up to $2,000.

I try to see everyone in
late afternoon hours, but I hope you
‘understand when I say I also have a full-
day work schedule to maintain. I am
happy to serve as your sheriff as I have
for the past 16 years.

Together we have
worked out many problems, and I hope
will continue to do so in the future.

Each man or
woman in my department has met
current certification and education
requirements for his or her job area.

Few of you would
know how involved this training is, but
believe me it is extensive. I appreciate
the type of dedication it takes to make
this type of commitment, and I think
you, the public feel the same.

Currently of staff are four deputies:
Wayne Knowles (12 yrs experience-
Baird), Rod Waggoner (12 yrs-Clyde),
Bryant Bames (3 yrs-Eula), Randy
Pancake (5 yrs-Cross Plains). Eachisa
certified peace officer and each has
special feelings and high standards
toward serving Callahan County. In
addition, the jail staff in its entirety is
certified with Chief Jailer Burl Walker
(28 years experience), and dispatchers:
Valarie Walker (16 yrs), Marlene
Wheeler (3.5 yrs), Linda Dennis (3yrs),
Rudy Arredondo (2 yrs) and Arlinda
Williams (1.5 yrs). State Certificationis
required every two years for any peace
officer. This means 400 hours of
training to be scheduled along with
regular working hours for my total staff.

The dispaichers handle calls for all
county-wide law enforcement agencies,
city, county, and state, along with
emergency/ambulance dispatch.
Currently each dispatcher must also
undergoextensive 911 systems training,
which will come on-line in the near
future.

Of all these experienced officers and
trained personnel, I feel itis necessary to
stay abreast of current education
programs to ensure the safety and
protection of each person in the county
and to lead my staff properly. A few of
the most recent schools and updates in
my education include: Iam a member of
the West Central Texas Drug Task
Force, ours is one of thirteen counties
represented in the state. I am a certified
Jail Administrator, which has helped me
in keeping our 100 year-old jail open all
these years. I have attended numerous
voluntary sheriff's conferences and
seminars. I have completed
successfully such law enforcement
seminars as: National Sheriff's Institute
(California), U.S. Secret Service School
(Washington D.C.), Satanic Seminar
(Austin, TX), Homicide School,
Telecommunication School,
Fingerprint School, Interrogation
Seminar, Search & Seizure Conference
and many others. New Law
enforcement techniques are utilized as
quickly as possible to give the most
effective law enforcement to the county.

Currently, the jail facility has been
unable to comply with the "Jail Standard
Commission” due to increased jail
population. This due to the rising crime
rate we have seen in the past four years,
The critical problem has occurred when
our jail population exceeds our jail size.
There is not enough room to separate
prisoners by crime classification. I do
not believe anyone has a solution (o the
problem without more room to separate
the prisoners. Therefore,
noncompliance with JSC standards
means a "Jail Failure." We strive tokeep
the jail population under control by

Mmovement to prison facility as soon as
possible.

Even though there have been
numerous mud-slinging comments and
innuendos aimed at the Sheriff's
Department, I would like to give the true
facts in simple record numbers. This
would mean the current fact that my
department has a 75 percent clearance
ratio on cases, versus the nationwide
figure of only 19 percent. I am proud of

Prophecy Traffic Deaths Reported
Lowest In 1991 Since 1974

“Now learn a parable of the fig
tree; When his branch is vet tender,
and putteth forth leaves, ve know that
summer is nigh:

So likewise ve, when ve shall see all
these things, know that it is near, even
at the doors.

Verilv, I say unto vou this genera-
tion shall not pass, till all these things
be fulfilled.

Heaven and earth shall pass away,
but my words shall not pass away."’
Matt. 24:32-36.

The parable of the fig tree is Israel
reestablished in their ancient land and
situated as prophesized, for the end of
the age is God’s principal sign of the
approaching Advent of Christ. In 1968
he had man 20 years old and upward to
fight in war, knowing that his branch
is yet tender and putteth forth leaves.
Knowing that Jesus is coming soon,
the Webster's Dictionary says a
generation is 30 years.

The Holy Scriptures teach us many
things. One thing is that our Almighty
God works on precise time tables in
accomplishing His purposes. Things
never drift out of control in God’s
great Kingdom. For example, ‘‘The
stars travel with such precision that
man corrects his best manmade
timepiece by them.”’

The writings of Barnabas, fellow
traveler with the Apostle Paul, in-
dicate that just as God made the world
in six days and rested the seventh day,
this world will continue on for 6,000
years, after which will come the
millennium.

The Apostle Peter seems to confirm
this by saying, “‘Be not ignorant of
this one thing, that one day is with the
Lord as a thousand years, and a thou-
sand years as one day.’’ 1l Peter 3:8.
We are cautioned not to be ignorant
about our Lord’s reckoning of time.

If our Lord’s return seemed near in
the days of these men, how close it
must be today. For it was generally
understood to be the teaching of these
men that our Lord will return after
6,000 years of history.

The age from Adam to the flood was
about 2,000 years. From the flood to
the Birth of Christ was about 2,000
years, and from Christ to the end of
this age will probably be about 2,000
years. After that will come the Sabbath
age of 1,000 years. The millennium,
making some 7,000 years altogether.
This may, therefore, be of the present
age.

While we believe the Rapture is
very near and could occur in 1992,
““No individual can know the exact
day or hour when God’s future events
will take place.”’

We won’t predict when our Lord
will return. But should this decade end
with the 2,000, resulting in 6,000
years from the time of creation, then
we are indeed close to that event when
Christ shall return to rule for a thou-
sand years.

Jesus said, “‘As it was in the days
Lot it rained fire and brimstone from
Heaven, and destroyed them all. Even
thus shall it be in the day when the Son
of man is revealed.’’ Luke 18:28-30

as ye think not the Son of man
cometh. '’ Matt.

AUSTIN — Fewer people died in
Texas traffic accidents during 1991
than 1n any vear since 1974. figures
compiled by the Texas Department of
Public Safery show.

Last vear. 3.079 traffic deaths were
recorded on the state’s streets and
highways. compared with 3.243
deaths in 1990. That amounts to a 5.1
per cent decrease.

“*This 1s the sixth time in the past
seven years that Texas has seen a drop
in the number of traffic fatalities.™
said DPS Director Col. James R.
Wilson. **We're very pleased as this.
but we aren’t losing sight of the fact
that more than 3.000 people died on
our roadways last year. We're going
to continue doing everything we can to
see that traffic deaths stay on the
decline in this state."

The death rate on Texas roadways
also decreased, Wilson said.

““For every 100 million miles
travelled in Texas last year. only 1.9
deaths occurred,” the DPS Director
said. ‘‘By way of comparison, in
1981, when a record 4,701 persons
died in Texas traffic accidents, the
death rate was 3.9. This means our
roadways have become significantly
safer in recent years."

In 1991, alcohol or drug-related ac-
cidents continued to be a leading cause
of traffic fatalities. Of the 3.079
'deaths, 1,249 fatalities — 40.6 per
cent — were alcohol or drug-related,
'DPS statistics showed.

An analysis of last year’s traffic
statistics also showed nearly two-
‘thirds of those killed in the front seats
of passenger cars and light trucks had
not been wearing safety belts.

"‘There’s nothing accidental about
the drop we’ve seen in traffic deaths,"’
Wilson said. ‘‘All Texas law enforce-
ment agencies are doing a good job
getting drinking drivers off the road-
way and in slowing motorists down.

Wilson said other factors con-
tributing to lower tratfic deaths in
Texas are the decline in the social ac-
ceptability of drinking and driving.
tougher prosecution of DWI of-
fenders. safery belts. air bags. and
driver education efforts.

"As an example of how legislation
has improved highway safety. motor-
cvcle deaths dropped by 31 per cent
last vear. from 197 in 1990 to 136 last
vear.”” Wilson said. “*That decline is
clearly auributable to the motorcycle
helmet law."™
