The new grand jury empaneled at 

the present term of District Cotti•, 

in their report  011  adjournmemt last 
week. recommended to the Court and 
people of Callahan county the urgent 
need of at new and larger court house. 

This recommendation, similar to the 

finding:4. of former grand juries, was 

made after thorough examining of the 
eondition of the present court banding. 
It will doubtless be embodied in each 
sameeadircg grand jury report until 
provision is mode for a new building. 
The grand jury finds the building 
inadequate and overcrowded, and worst 
of all. "seemingly unsafe." All realize 
that the building of a new court house 
is a big and expensive undertaking 
but when the necessity seems so urgent 
the people of Callahan county should 
no longer risk the danger that. lies in 
the continuous postponment of so 
important a matter. The safe keeping 
and proper preserVation of the public 
records is of vital importance and 
concerns every citizen of the county. 
The county commissioners have repeat-
edly recommended the need of a new 
court house. And another thing, 

Callahan county, with all 	its fast 
ilevelopina resdarces, 	Arnold keep 
up with the other progressive counties 
of West Texas.

The building of a new 
court house, hoWever great the need,

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WHAT IT COSTS 
TO GOVERN US

Dept. of  Economics,  Unive,ity  of  Illinois. 

A tasty and refreshing salad to serve 
with broiled chops cold meat or Meek-

er, is: 
Cherry Salad.  —  Use 

any variety of ripe cher-
ries which you may pre-
fer. Pit them—there 
should tie at least two 
cupfuls 	after 	pitting. 
Shred half a cupful of 
blanched almonds and 

mix them with the cherries; moisten 
with french dressing, using orange 
juice instead or vinegar. Serve on 
tender inner leaves of Iktu•e. 

Pineapple With Cottage Cheese.— 
Alas!, one cupful of plain cottage 
cheese very fine, season with salt and 
two tablespoonfuls of sweet cream. 
Drain the juice from a can of crushed 
pineapple and add one cupful of the 
drained fruit to the cheese. Ileap on 
lettm:e, garnish with strips of canned 
pimento or a few maraschino cher-
ries and serve with any fruit salad 
dressing desired. 

Another Cherry Salath—Take  a 
can of large dark cherries. Drain 
them and remove their pits and place 
on ice until thoroughly chilled.  Fill 
the cavities with the tot !Mein', in-
gredients: One  smell ere.,  cheese 
one tablespoonful of thick sweet 
cream, on, tablespoonful of chopped 
crystalized ginger.  ono - fourth  tea-
spoonful  of  salt and one-fourth ,  tea-
spoonful of imprika. all well miNed 
Serve on lettuce with the following 
dressing: Two eggs well bee. ,  one-
fourth mifful of lemon juice, one-
fourth cupful of sugar, and one - fourth 
teaspoonful of salt. Cook until smooth 
and tie, over hot water, then chill. 
This is a delicious dressing, for any 
fruit see. 

Poached Eggs on Mushrooms.—Peel 
and slice half a pound of mushrooms 
and simmer them ten minutes in four 
tablespoonfuls of butter. Stir in four 
tablespoonfuls of flour, one teaspoon-
ful of salt, one-eighth teastmonful  of 
pepper and add gradually one and 
onedeilf cupfuls of mill, and one-half 
cupful of cream. Cook until thick 
and smooth and keep warm while 
preparing six pieces of toast and  six 
poached .eggs. Piece  the  mushrooms 
on the buttered ...toast and top with 
the poached egg, well seasoned wit, 
salt. 

Prune Salad.—Soak overnight large 
sized prunes. Cook until tendei in the 
same water in which they were soaked, 
Cut  in halves, remove the Mrs, Ar-
range the prune halves on lettuce and 
heap each with cream cheese mixed 
with thick cream; salt and bent till 
light and creamy, scatter over all 
some finely minced pecan meats. 
Serve with mayonnaise. 

Ways With Rhubarb 
Rhubarb is one of our plants with 

the flavor of fruit and its tonic  prop- 
erties. 
Spiced Rhu 

barb.—For each 
three pounds of 
rhubarb measure 
one teaspoonful of 
ground cinnaillon 
one-half tea-
spoonful each of 

allspice and cloves and one-fourth 
teaspoonful of nutmeg; tie the spices 
in a bag. Place half a cupful each of 
vinegar and water in a sauce pan with 
two pounds of sugar; add the bag of 
spices  and simmer for twenty minutes. 
Remove the spice bag and add the 
rhubarb cut  into  two-inch lengths 
and one pound of raisins. Simmer en. 
GI thick. Seal for use with tamb. 

Strawberries in Rhubarb .  Jelly.—

Strain enough fresh cooked rhubarb 
to make a cupful of juice. Soak two 
tablespoonfuls of gelatin in a quarter 
of a cupful of cold water for five min-
utes. Place one cupful of  • rhubarb 
juice and the same of pineapple juice 
in a saucepan; when boiling hot add 
the gelatin and one-fourth cupful of 
sugar, add a bit of green vegetable 
coloring. Pour into intlivideal molds 
and when It begins to stiffen drop - 1n 
some large ripe strawberries which 
have been rolled to powdered sugar. 
When firm turn out and serve with 
sweetened .whipped crests  ; garnish 
with - 51 ra wherries. 

Rhubarb Pineapple Sherbet. —Com 
bine one cupful of crushed  pineapple 
with one cupful of stewed  rhubarb, 
adding the juice of one lemon and one 
orange. Make a sirup of one and one -
half cupfuls of sugar and one cupful 
of water and when cool add the fruit 

Add one-half cupful of pine-
apple juice and turn into a freezer. 
Stir In one stiffly beaten egg white 
and continue freezing. If desired fine 
grained, adsi a cupful of water or 
pineapple juice to the fruit and atrain. 

Rhubarb and Banana Compote.—
Place two cupfuls of sugar and one 
cupful of water in  a  saucepan and 
boll to  a  thick sirup; then nee one 
pint of rhubarb cult into short lengths, 
two bananas cut in holf-inch slices 
and three figs, finely cut, Simmer for 
twenty minutes or until a thick mar-
malade is formed, Flavor with a lit-
tle grated lemon or orange peel, S,rve 
with whipped cream and cooked rice,

The Cost of C ,rnmental 

Protection 
,NINETY-EIGH'r per cent of federal 

expenditure., for projection, This 
wus the  •  percentage reached during 
lee World war, but of course it is not 
always so great. The federal govern-
nient eiwaYs assumed the role of 
providing tooter..on against enemies 
fens without. This is accomplished 
through the Maintenance of the army 
and navy. The item for protection oc-
curs in the budgets of both states and 
cities, although it is relatively un-
important among state expenditures. 

In the federal 'estimates for 1:428, 
more  thee $700,000.000 are allowed 
for the War and Navy departments. 
Not only must the actual expenditure 
for the army and eevy be considered 
as costs of defense. but such expend-
itures as those for interest. Pension , 

 and the veterans' bureau. The sum of 
these items tnakes about 85 per cent 
of the federal budget.  • 

Even in our most pelmetul years 
expenditures for protection have 
claimed a large share of the total. In 
1570 they were over 80 per cent of 
the total; in 1500 more than 72 per 
cellt.  In  1890, when war was farthest 
front our thoughts, out of  a  total 
per capita expenditure by the fed-
eral government of $4.75 only $1.79 
was for civil purposes. 

The item of protection is !twat less 
in the expenditures of states than in • 

those of cities, being less than 6 per 
rent  of the total in states and about 
25 per cent of the total in cities. The 
large expenditures in cities goes for 
the maintenance of fire and police 
departments. The other items. such 
as food inspection, weight inspection 
and regulation of markets are of 
relatively little importance. The pro-
teetive services of the states are ren-
dered in the regulation of such in 
stitutione as banks, insurance corn-
ponies, public service, corporatitns 
and of the sale of such commodities 
as seeds, trees, and fertilizers. 

The expenditures of the different 
states for protection vary greatly in 
different parts of tire United States-
In the New England group the per 
capita expenditure is about 70 cents, 
in the east south central group about 
15 cents. In Nevada the per capita.ex . 
penditure is about $120 while in 
Georgia it is but a little more than 
10 cents. 

City expenditures for protection also 
vary greatly, although it is generally 
true time the per capita expenditures 
are larger as the populittion increases 
In New York expenditures for pro-
tection are about $0 per capita; in 
Boston about $10; and in Jersey City 
about  $12.  The Betms of greatest Im-
portance are the maintenance of po-
lice and fire departments. 

• • • 
Tariffs of the United States 

THE tariff has been an ever-recur- 
ring topic fot discussion in the 

balls of congress, and everywhere else. 
for that matter. One of the first 
things that the first congress did was 
to pass a tariff bill to raise revenue 
and for the encouragement and pro., 
tion of manufacture. The rates were 
low amid afforded but little protection 

But few changes were made in the 
tariff until after the War of 1812. 
During the war, becalms of commer- 
chill disturbances, few commodities 
could he brought from abroad, the re-
sult of which was the development of 
many small, inefficient industries in 
this country. The influx of foreign 
goods after the war threatened to de-
stroy these industries, The tariff of 
1810  v - as used as  a  protective device. 
and thiS may he said to be the first 
tariff with distinctly a protective fla-
vor. The protective feature was em-
ehasieed still more In the tariff of 
1824 and 1828. 

The tariff of 1528 was exceedingly 
unpopular, and was the impetus to a 
reaction to lower rates. These were 
found in the 111•S of 1832 and 1833. 
Slight increases were made, 1542. 
but the Walker tariff of 1546 con-
tained the lowest rates. since the be-
ginning of the protective policy. 

During the Civil war the tariff rates 
were considerably increased. presuma-
bly as an emergency measure, with 
the hope, of securing the much needed 
revenue. In this they failed, since few 
goods were imported, but the stimulis 
given to industry was so popular that 
the high rates were continued. The 
first significant legislation was the Mc-
Kinley tariff of 1890, in which the 
rates remained high. 

President Cleveland and a Demo- 
erotic congress were responsible for 
the Gorman-Wilson tariff in 1894. In 
this the rates were lowered, but not 
to  the extent  which President Cleve-
land desired. Many attributed the 
severity of the panic of 1893 to the 
Mw tariffs, which was partially re-
sponsible for the reaction In the high 
Dingley tariff of 18e7. Some rates 
were lowered and some raised in the 
Payne-Aldrich tariff of input, but  the 

net result was little change In the 
level of rates. 

A reaction to the high rates came In 
the Underwood-Simmons tariff in 191e. 
Rates were radically reduced, but the 
advent of the war precludes any judg-
ment as to Industrial effects. good or 
bad. Soon after the war the Fordrtey 
emergency tariff  was  passed, presuma-
bly as a check to the agricultural de-
pression. In  1922 congress passed the 
Fordney-McCumber tariff, which  to 
now in force. It is regarded by many

In 1912, he was licensed by the supreme 
court of Okahoma, and, for some years 
prior to 1910, he liteci iii Paul's Valley, 
Oklahoma, as the law partner of 
Congressman Joe B. Thompson. 

In 1923 he was a member of the Tex-
as Legslatiire, where he served on 
important committees. He was an 
adminstration‘ leader, introducing one 
of the chief law enforcement measures, 
and was a co-author of the bill creating 
Texas Tech., which was located 
afterward at Lubbock by a Committee, 

Judge Patterson declined to offer 
for re—election to the Legislature. 

There are three itindainehtal 
qualifications for the eificq of assoc-
iate justice of the Court or civil 
appeals, friends of Judge Patterson 
point out, and those qualifications 
are : Physical fitness, diligent applica-
tion to the duties of the position and 
as a-Lawyer. all three of these tests 
can be met by Judge Patterson, his 
friends declare. 

He is a man Of great activity and 
of -unbounded energy. His long and 
ardent toil is, proverbial in his home 
city, where lie arises' at an early 
hour and by the time the doors of the 
stores lkve opened, he is in his office 
while, frequently, one can see the 
lights burning in his office Well into 
the night, as he ponders over the 
volumes of his extensive law library, 
which is considered one of the finest 
West of Forth Worth. If elected to 
the court of appeals, the public may 
be assured that Judge Patterson, 
would give to the sevice of the public 
the same diligence and zeal lie has 
given the practice of law.  -

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THE CROSS PLAINS REVIEW 

By ELMO SCOTT WATSON 

ITH the eyes of the nation 
turnin, toward Houston, 
Text., where the Demo-
cratic party will soon he 
engaged in choosing its 
nominee for President. it 
is particularly appropriate 

that  the  name of the man 
for whom this city was 
named should he rescued 
from the comparative ob-
scurity which has been its 
fate 'told that the deeds 
and importance of this mit. 

In our national history, should he made 
better known to all Americans. There 
sere thousands of cities and towns in 
the United States named after  mer, 
but comparatively few of these individ-
vats are worthy of having their names 
thus perpetuated. If .ever a man de-
served that honor, hoWever, surely it 
was Sam Houston of whom it has re-
cently been said "Unless `Old  San 

:tacit -no' is known and understood, until 
he is given his just dues, there can he 
no clear and proper understanding of 
the stars that stud the flag. Leave 
Sam Houston out of the story, and the 
American chronicle is a thing  of gaps 
and many unintelligibilities, for not 
only did he make history at various 
times, but in a great critical period he 
WAS history." 

Although three states vie for the 
honor of calling Sam Houston their 
own, he belongs not only to theM but 

to the whole nation. So it Is appropri-
ate that the name "Houston" should he 
upon the. tongue of all Americans with-
in the next few weeks. It is also ap-
propriate that there should appear at 
this time a new biography of "Old San 
;Facinto" such as  George Creel's "Sam 
Houston—A Colossus in Buckskin," 
published recently by the Cosmopolitan 
Book corporation. 

That sweeping characterization of 
Houston, the new biographer justifies 
In this statement: 

Between  Hernando do  Soto,  first  to 
blaze  a  trail through  the wildernesses 
or the  New  World, and  Kit Carson, last 
of the great  frontiersmen,  streams an 
endless procession of  tremendous fig-
ures—Homeric  in courage and achieve-
ment, flaming hugely  against  the dull 
ba.chground of uniformity; yet not  in 
the whole colorful  story of America is 
there record of  a  more  amazing  care.'f 
than that  of  Sam Houston,  the Colossal, 
In  Buckskin who won  an  empire  for 
his  country. 

Prom the cradle to the grave he 
walked with drama.  As a  boy he  ran 
away  from  home to  live  In  the wig-
wams of the Cherokees: serving under 
Andrew,  Jackson  Ili the war against the 
Creeks, he  led the  charge  that  carried 
the Indian brealitworks, receiving 
wounds that stretched him  on  the

Hia later  years  were  •no less  packed 
with  color  and  high accomplishment. 
Ae  President of the Lone Star Republic, 
he  beat  down  the greeds,  impatience 
and vagaries of  men,  building  firm.and 
enduring  foundations under  the  totter-
ing  superstructure of  government;  It 
was  his shrewd  statecraft,  pitting 
European powers against  Ameries.,  that 
made annexation  possible;  In  the sen-
ate or  the United  States,  although 
Southerner  and a  slaveholder, he 
braved  the  hate and  anger  of the South 
he an unflinching stand against slavery 
and seceSsion; contemptuous of  threats 
against his  life, he  returned  to Texas 

lo•run  for  governor. on a Unionist plat-
form and woo against overwhelming 
odds; confronted with the necessity  of 
declaring allegiance  to  the Confederate 
States, he suffered deposition  rather 
than surrender his principles,  and 
walked out  of  office  to  the humble 
cabin that ws.s  his  home, old,  poor and 
proscribed,  but  with his head Unbowed: 

Such was the•career which enables 
its chronicler. to say by way of  SUR, 

A  gigantic, towerIpg figure,  well 
worthy  to  rank with the illustrious 
and admired of America ., yet, save in 
the Southwest, born  of  his courage, 
barn  Iloustcn is  but  a  name, known  in 
detail only  to  the inquiring few. Cat 
of  the  annexation of Texas, an expan-
sion  important enough in itself, came 
the  Mexican war that added California, 
Now Monies, ',Arizona,  Nevada.  and 
Utah to  the Union,  yet schoolbooks 
either ignore Houston's' connectior 
with  these epochal events,  or  else  con-
fine themselves to  casual aid mislead-
ing  mention.  .  . 

His entire life, as a  matter of fact, 
constitutes  a  contribution  to Ameri-
cana  as important  as fascinating. A 
soldier In  the War  of  1812, he lived  to 
nee  the  North and South lock in  deadly 
grapple mid, during the fifty crowded 
Years that lay  between,  he played a 
leading  part In  the national  drama. 
More than that,. Sam Houston, perhai, 
better than  any  other, stands as a  per-
fect expression of the frontier spirt, 

and his  portrait is  a composite  of  those 
amazing  men  who rode the forest  and 
plain as the  Vikings rode the sea  
reckless,  dauntless, indomitable,  simple 
9.3  children,  craftier  than  the  Indian, 
arrogant and  invincible  in their  cour-
age and pride of blood,  lawless  yet 
curiously law-loving, and  fleeing  from 
civilization only to extend It. 

Never was  a  biography  more intense-
ly  American

While the average Arnerican may be 
but faintly interested  in  the work of 
Houston, the empire-builder, be can-
not fail to he stirred by the deeds of 
Houston, the man. 'We can admire 
the pure grit he. displayed when he 
received that dreadful wound In the 
assault on the Indian stronghold at 
Toliopeka, but we must admire more 
the moral courage he displayed when 
he faced a vast crowd of Texans, de-
plored their hasty decision for secea-
sins and dared to predict defeat for 
the South. For "it is far easier to do 
something spectacular with all the 
world applauding than it is to stand 
square for a principle and to flout the 
mighty monarch, Majority." 

Small wonder then that three states 
should claim him as their own. VIr-
girlie's claim lies in the fact that he 
was horn March 2. 1793 at Timber 
Ridge in flockbridge county not far 
from Lexington, the son of Samuel 
Houston, who served in the Revolu-
tion as one of Daniel Mergan's stal-
wart riflemen, and one of those pioneer 
mothers, who were "tall and strong" 
and a fit mate for such a man. Last 
year Virginia, with Texas co-operating, 
erected a monument at that place and 
there each year memorial ceremonies 
are held on April 21, the anniversary 
of Sam Houston's greatest victory, the 
battle of San ,Jacinto. 

\Then the elder Samuel Houston 
died in 1807, his wife tonic her six 
sons and three daughters with her 
over the Alleghenies and established 
them a pioneer home. on the borders, 
of the Cherokee nation in eastern 
Tennessee. So Tennessee spreads upon 
the record of its, contribution to na-
tional history that she sent Sam Boo 
ston to his first war under the leader-
Ship. of her greatest hero, Andrew 
Jackson, In his expedition against the 
Creeks ; that she sent him to represent 
her in congress and that she later 
made him her governor. 

Texas' claim to ,Sam Houston Is 
based upon events too well known to 
need repeating here. The events them-
selves are well known, but the sig-
nificance of these events and the man 
responsible for them are not such com-
mon knowledge and that is why the 
appearance of a new biography of 
Houston at a time when . it will be 
easiest for his name to be recalled is a 
happy circumstance. Virginia. Tennes-
see and Texas may claim Sam Houston 
for their own but as his contribution 
to the building of the United States 
becomes better knoWn, these three 
states must share him 'with all their 
sister commonwealths. For this Colos-
sus in Buckskin. like all other 'empire 
builders, belongs to us all.
