"REMINISCING"
By MABEL F. HALSELL

All endeavors, activities, efforts and
programs in the Educational field should

_ be based on the one explicit, simple truth,
"We are born for a purpose”. To find that
purpose and to pursue it, makes life worth
living.

My theme for this article, however, is
one of the many experiences my husband
and I have had during our long tenure in
the teaching profession and in mission-
ary work.

The Possum Kingdom Dam had not
been thought of by the - hard-working
people in the Lucille community in Palo
Pinto County. The Lucille school build-
ing was located about three-fourths of a
mile from the banks of the Brazos River.
It was a two-teacher school, when we
moved into a three-room house owned by
a ranch couple, Mike and Margaret
Costello. Our two girls were preschool
age. I cared for them at home. Mr. Halsell
was principal of the school. Miss Estes
Weldon was the primary teacher.

Opening day came. There was a room
full of boys and girls, ages from seven
through teen-age. In his opening address,
Mr. Halsell asked, "Do any of you boys
and girls know when there has been
preaching services in this community?"
One large eleven-year-old boy raised his
hand and said, "I don't know, but I will
ask Mama." Lit Newman (deceased) said
his mother told him she didn't remember
there being any preaching services. Mr.
‘Halsell replied, "Well, you folks tell your
parents there will be preaching services
here next Sunday.” _

One interested pupil quickly asked,
"Who will do the preaching?" "I will,"
replied Mr. Halsell. "Are you a
preacher?” came from one of the pupils.
"Yes," he replied. There were big eyes, a
show of consternation, but quiet con-
templation. That was the beginning of a
missionary effort started by Mr. Halsell
in the surrounding area.

Soon all Denominations were sending
preachers to Lucille Community on an
appointment basis. A Union Sunday
School was -organized and singing
schools were conducted.

The school house served as a church
building for a number of years, until a
Union Tabernacle was built. It was used
for Revivals and regular services as long
as the School District existed. It was the
building of Possum Kingdom Dam (and
Lake) that ended the Lucille School and
the Pickwick school and community.

Special Tax Credit For

Low-income Families

Millions of low-income families with
children aren't claiming the special tax
credits, worth up to $2,000, that they are

entitled 10. Many workers who miss out

on this credit eamn so litde they had no tax

withheld from their paychecks and were
notrequired to file areturn. Workers who

lost their jobs or only worked part-time
may be eligible for this credit

additional credit of up to $357 for achild
born in 1992 and another for help to buy
health insurance.

The Eamed Income Credit was pro-
vided to give low-income parents an ex-
tra incentive for working and staying off
welfare rolls.

Eamed Income Credit is the only credit
that is refundable. That means it can go
to a family whose income is so low that 1t
owes no tax but can receive a refund
check of up to $2,000.

Youmay be eligible for thiscreditif you

worked during the year, had at least one
child, and your eamed income was less
than $20,000.

Working families with wages between
$6,000 and $13,000 can qualify for a
credit of at least $1,000. There is also

Poisons and the improper use of inhal-
ants pose an everpresent danger (o the
citizens of this staie. All Texans should
be made aware of the potential harm of
these substances.

While legal and helpful when properly
used and administered, these substances
can be disabling and even fatal when
misused.

Statistics indicate that 25 percent of all
seventh graders in Texas public schools
have experimented with inhalants, the
marijuana, crack, and other illegal drugs.
Chronic inhalant users suffer permanent
and severe brain damage. Other possible
risks include heart failure, loss of con-
sciousness, and irreversible damage to
the liver, kidneys, and bone marrow.
More than 600 legal products can be
inhaled to "get high".

In 1991, more than 1.8 million people
suffered from ingestion and /or exposure
to household poisons, a seven-percent
increase over 1990. In Texas alone,
170,000 individuals, mostly children
under the age of six, experienced the
effects of accidental poison exposure.in
1992. In most cases, common household
items such as aspirin, cough and cold
remedies, perfumes, and cleaning prod-
ucts are the source of poisoning.

Poisons and inhalants pose a threat to
the well-being of citizens of this state.
The people of Texas should be encour-
aged to support the Texas Prevention
Partnership and Texas pharmacists in
their effort to make others aware of the
dangers of these substances.

VETERANS

Means Test Levels

Veterans subject to the VA means tests
may earn more money this year and stll
be eligible for medical care and dis-
ability compensation.

To be classified for mandatory treat-
ment by VA, single veterans with no
dependents may earn up to $19,408
annually, an increase of $565 over last
year. Veterans with on dependent are
limited to $23,290, up $678. Veterans
with two or more dependents are al-
lowed to eamn an additional $1,296 per
year per dependent over $23,290.

VA also has increased the poverty in-
come threshold for 1993. Marginally
employable, disabled single veterans
who do not eam more that $6,932, may
be entitled to total disability compen-
sation. They are permitted to earn $280

more than last year. For more informa-
tion, contact your Callahan County
Veterans Service Office on Mondays
and Thursdays, (915) 854-1520.

Women In War

In an unprecedented step toward rec-
ognizing women's needs, the Veterans
Administration is opening a center 0
study war's effects on women.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

SPECIAL ELECTION
MAY 1, 1993

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Section 1 of Senate Joint Resolution 7
proposes a constitutional amendment
that would allow the legislature to re-
distribute among other school districts ad
valorem taxes levied and collected by a
school district. The amendment would
also allow the legislature to create county
education districts with the taxable prop-
erty of existing school districts in one or
more counties combined. County educa-
tion districts may levy, collect, and dis-
tribute ad valorem taxes as authorized by
general law. The legislature would be al-
lowed to set the rate of the ad valorem
tax to be imposed in a school district or
county education district or it may autho-
rize the board of trustees of each school
district or county education district to set
the rate, provided that the rate of county
education district ad valorem taxes may
not exceed $1.00 per $100 valuation of
taxable property, unless a higher rate is
approved by the voters of the district
The amendment also provides that the
amount of ad valorem taxes redistributed
among school districts by the legislature
and effectively redistributed within a
county through county education dis-
tricts may not exceed 2.75 percent of the
sum of the state revenue appropriated for
public schools and the revenue from local
ad valorem taxes levied and collected for
public schools. The term “state revenue”
does not include revenue from ad valorem
taxes, revenue for the provision of free
textbooks, or contributions to a retire-
ment system. Finally, the amendment
provides that it does not affect the distn-
bution of the available school fund under
article VII, section 5, of the Texas
Constitution.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment allow-
ing limited redistribution of ad val-
orem taxes for schools, authonzing
the legislature or local districts to set

a minimum tax rate in county educa-
tion districts, and placing a cap on the
ad valorem tax levied by county edu-
cation districts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

Section 2 of Senate Joint Resolution 7
proposes a constitutional amendment
that would provide that, except for state
educational mandates imposed in com-
pliance with the Texas Constitution or
federal law, or unless enacted by a vote of
at least two-thirds of the members elec-
ted to each house of the legislature, a
school district may not be required to
comply with an obligation requining ex-
penditure of school district funds unless
the obligation is fully funded. The amend-
ment also requires the legislature to pro-
vide by law a procedure for determining
whether an obligation is fully funded. In
the absence of such a procedure, and at
the request of a school district’s board of
trustees, the comptroller of public ac-
counts shall determine whether or not an
obligation is fully funded. This amend-
ment applies only to state educational
mandates enacted after December 31,
1993.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment ex-
empting a school district from the ob-
ligation to comply with unfunded
state educational mandates.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 4 proposes an
amendment to article VII, section 5(b), of
the constitution, which currently autho-
rizes the legislature to provide for using
the permanent school fund to guarantee
bonds issued by school districts and cer-
tain education-related revenue bonds
issued by the state. The amendment
would repeal the provision authorizing

the use of the permanent school fund
to guarantee state revenue bonds, but
would permit the legislature to provide
by law for the issuance of general obliga-
tion bonds or revenue bonds of the state
for the purpose of making loans to, or
purchasing bonds of, school districts for
the purpose of acquisition, construction,
or improvement of instructional facilities,
including all furnishings. The amendment
also provides that the state, pursuant to
general law, may forgive the payment of
principal and interest on all or part of a
loan made to a school district under the
amendment to partially finance an in-
structional facility. The cap of $750 mil-
lion on the amount of bonds that could be
issued under article VII, section 5(b), as
amended, would be retained. The amend-
ment would repeal the current provision
of the constitution permitting the legis-
lature to authorize bonds in excess of
$750 million by two-thirds record vote of
both houses of the legislature. While any
of the general obligation bonds issued
under the amendment or any of the inter-
est on those bonds is outstanding and un-
paid, there would be appropriated out of
the first money coming into the state
treasury in each fiscal year, not otherwise
appropriated by the constitution, the
amount sufficient to pay the principal and
interest on the bonds that matured or be-
came clue that fiscal year.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment au-
thorizing the issuance of $750 million
in state general obligation or revenue
bonds to assist school districts in par-
tially financing facilities, authonzing
the state to forgive payments of loans
made to a school district for partially
financing facilities, and repealing the
authorization for $750 million in state
revenue bonds guaranteed by the per-
manent school fund.”

PROTECTING YOURSELF AND
YOUR PROPERTY IN WILDLAND
AREAS

Across the nation, city crowding has
increased the desire for country living.
Each year, more city dwellers escape
urban pressures by building homes,
cabins and vacation camps in wildland
areas. A house nestled snugly against a
wildland backdrop, however, can be a
dream turned into a nightmare in the
event of a wildlire.

Some fires simply cannot be
prevented, but there are steps you can
take to protect yourself and your
property: e

Safety Tips to Consider
Planning:

Site - A level site is safer than a sloped
siie as fire spreads more rapidly uphill.

Access - Two-way roads are necessary
to allow access to your lot by fire

fighting apparatus as well as your
evacuation. If yourhome istobe builton

a cul-de-sac, be sure that the cul-de-sac

radius is a minimum of 45 feet 'so

emergency equipment can access and
turn. Remember, as with indoor home
escape plans, you should know two
ways to gel away from your home in the
event of a fire.

ire Prot ilities - Check to
see if the area has an adequate water
supply and a fire department within
close proximity.

Building:

Roofing - One of the major causes of
home loss in wildland fires is untreated
wood shake or shingle roofs. Choose
asphalt, tile, slate, asbestos concrete
shingle, sheet metal or fire retardant
treated wood shingles or shakes.

Decks and Porches - Be sure any
wooden deck you build does not face a
slope. Again, slopes act as chimneys,
quickly carrying smoke and flames
upward. Also be sure (o wire mesh or
screen any open arcas under decks or
porches to keep out sparks or embers.

Windows - Thick tempered, multiple
pane safety glass is the safest choice for

windows, especially those which may
face a sloped area. Non-flammable
shutters and fire resistant drapes add
extra protection should the windows
fail.

Louvres - Be sure to cover vents with
wire mesh no larger than 1/4 inch to
prevent sparks from being drawn in.
chimney with noncombustible wire
mesh screening.

Address - Will fire fighters be able to
find your house? Be sure that your home
and/or lot are clearly marked.

Yegeuation - Landscaping can greatly
enhance the appearance of your home.
Butdid you know that what youy chose to
plant and where you plant it can have an
influence on your home's fire
resistance? Clear weeds, brush and
other vegetation from within a
minimum 30 feet from your home. Fire
resistive plants are available which can
actually create a safety zone or fire break
around the house. Check with your local
fire protection organization for a list of
fire resistive plants which will thrive in
your area. :

Eire Protection Features - Every home,
regardless of location, should be
equipped with smoke detectors on every
level and outside each bedroom. Of
equal importance to the installation of
detectors is proper maintenance. Be sure
toregularly test the detector and replace
batteries at least once a year.

Additionally, an interior automatic
sprinkler system is another important
fire protection feature you should
consider.

Electrical Wires - The safest way to
provide electricity is through
underground wiring.

Maintenance - _

Clear dead vegetation and debris -
Tree limbs overhanging a roof can actas
very effective fire catchers and
spreaders. Gutters and eaves clogged
with foliage and other debris can
accumulate and can easily be ignited by
sparks and embers. Clear these
regularly. : :

Store firewood away from housg -
Firewood should be stored well away
from any structure, including a house,
garage, fence and shed. -

Avoid outside buming - Wind-blown
sparks are the cause of many fires.
Before bumning, check with your local
authorities on the legality and

requirements for outside burning in
your area.
your family know what to do in case of
a fire? Have you developed a home
escape plan, outlining two exits from
every room? Does your family rehearse
the plan regularly?

Property Appraised

At 104% Of Value

Property in Callahan County was ap-
praised at a median average of 104% of
its market value, according to the Texas
Research League report.

Other counties bordering Callahan
County and its median average include:
Taylor, 99% of median average;
Coleman, 100%. of median; Eastland,
101% of median average; Runnels, 99%
of median, Shackelford, 100% of me-
dian; and Jones County, 101% of me-
dian average. ~ "

In 1992 property in Texas was
appraised ata median average of 9% of
its market value, as determined by the
Property Tax Division of the
Comptroller's Office. A median means
that one-half of the properties in the state
were appraised higher and one-half
lower than 99%. The median 1992 ratio
was between 95% and 105% in all but 20
of the 254 counties. Those 20 counties
compare with 29 counties last year and
71 counties outside that range in 1989.

INDIVIDUAL APPRAISALS
VARY FROM AVERAGE

While median ratios are useful, many
taxpayers find their property valued at
another level. The preliminary data
indicates that the average property
varied from the median ratio by 14.8%.
For single-family houses, 59 out of 100
were appraised within plus or minus
10% of the average; the other 41 were
over- or under-valued by 10% or more.
