iny of those present, although several farm ers stated they 
were willing to talk about it further, but on a p riva te  basis.

Farmers re luctance to  a t te m p t  cucumber crops was de ­
r ived from several factors.

1, Some cucumbers were grown in the Muleshoe area 
last year and be fore . Most farmers invo lved in the grow 
ing, broke even on the crop. Some lost money some
heavily. .. ,

2, There is a de f ina te  lack o f  know ledge on d e ta ils  ot 
how to  grow, care fo r  and o ther deta i ls  o f  the crop , t is 
only human nature to  be exceed ing ly  ca re fu l  o f  something  ̂
new and untr ied. This coupled w ith  the experience o f  those 
farmers who have grown cucumbers in the past had made 
area planters tw ice  as cautious.

3, Muleshoe area as well  as the e n t i r i ty  o f  the s tate is 
expected to experience a severe shortage o f  farm  labor this 
year. A  sizable amount o f  hand labor is necessary to  care 
for and harvest cucumbers. The cost o f  labor this year is 
an unknown fa c to r  so fa r  because o f the ending o f  the 
Bracero program, and a heavy loss o f  labor to  C a l i fo rn ia  
and C o lorado. The em p loym ent o f  M ex ican  nationals was 
ended as a pa rt  o f the president's  'W a r  On Poverty p ro ­
gram.

This coupled w ith  the re luctance o f  m iq ran t labor to  work 
in Texas where both wages and liv ing cond it ions are fa r  be ­
low those o f o ther states has c rea ted  the labor shortage.

A ll  this adds up to  the fa c t  th a t  as o f  to d a y  abou t 50 
percent o f the necessary 200 to250  acres o f  cucumbers has 
been obta ined here, and the W estern  Produce C om pany  s 
representative, Elvon DeVaney, has just abou t exausted local 
possibil it ies.

Thus, our area has been unable to com p le te  the th ree  re ­
quirements necessary fo r  cons idera tion  fo r  the canning plant 
s'te.

DeVaney has stated th a t  i t  is expected th a t  the rem a in ­
der o f  the crop w il l  be p lan ted  in Lamb County .

It is unknown exactly  how the local fa i lu re  w il l  e f fe c t  
the decision o f  where the p lan t w il l  be loca ted , but i t  ce r ­
ta in ly  w on 't  help.
