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PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH AT CROSS PLAINS

Presbyterian Church History Told

The present United Presbyterian
Church dates its beginning to August 9,
1896 at Cottonwood. The Reverend W E.
Green, who lived in Sabanno Commu-
nity, was the leader of the Cumberland
Presbyterian group. The original charter
members included the following : J.W.
Gage, M.J. Gage, S. R. Harmris, M. E.
Harris, S. B. Hamris, H. Harpole, N. E.
Harpole, W. V. Omr, Belle Orr, S. S.
Ramscy, W.R. Brown, Mollic Brown, R.
S. Tipton, Caroline Sullivan, and Elias
Norton.

Three years later, on December 8, 1899,
the Church moved to Cross Plains and the
name was changed to Cross Plains Pres-
byterian Church by the Presbytery, the
church's ruling body.

The church used an old school located
west of the present cemetery; and on
April 20, 1911, was incorporated by the
Statc of Texas as "The First Presbyterian
Church of America". The purpose of said
corporation as formed is to support pub-
lic worship, charitable and missionary
work, able o hold and convey both real
and personal property in such manner as
may be necessary to further the interest of
said corporation as a religious and
clemoscnary body and to make and to pay
off obligations. Corporation good for
fifty years. Trustees: EJ. Barr, H.
Harpole, W. V. Orr, J. C. Garrett, J.H.
Williams, S.C. Barr. On August 3, 1961,
the charter was rencwed for another fifty
ycars with renewal due 2011 A.D.

The board church was built in 1913,
south of Kirkham's Texaco station, and
was uscd unul 1926 when the present
brick church building was finished.
Construction was very slow, because
local farmers uscd tcams and [resnocs Lo
dig thc church bascment.

The clders who served on the board
when the new church building was
compleiecd were: Jim Williamson, S.C.
Barr, Jim Barr, G.L. Eager, Tom Bryant,
J.L. Seule and Chas. F, Hemphill.

Through the years numbers of ministers
have scrved the church, including the

(The
Reverend Howell was lovingly referred
to as "Dirty Fool" because he had no
transportation and walked from Sabanno
to Cross Plains to serve the church during
the first World War.)

Collis Eager and Eunice Eager Starr
remember some of the high moments in
the church history. One occasion they
vividly recall was a three week revival in
January 1914, known as the Irwin re-
vival. Horace Irwin, a minister from Sa-
banno, conducted the revival, assisted by
his brother Albert, who was a rombonist,
and Albert's wife, who played the piano.
The church was [illed with people of all
dcnominations, standing in the aisles,
sitting in the windows, and the choir jam-
packed with eighty singers!

The high moment was at the end of an
cvening service, Reverend Irwin rc-
quested the song, "Tell Mother I'll Be
There" and for those who had lost a
mother to wave. When you looked
around, the room was full of people
waving handkerchiefs, and shedding
many lcars.

On another heart warming occasion,
they recalled the wedding in 1940 of Sara
Collins, daughter of Rev. S.P. Collins,
who was marriecd by her father in the
church. Fifty years later, on her 50th
Anniversary, she, with her family and
many fricnds, retuned to Cross Plains.
This ume, however, it was her son who
conducted the service and her daughicr
played the piano.

In the late twenties and thirtics, the
Presbyterian Youth Group, Christian

Endcavor, was the largest in town under

the Icadership of Mrs. S. P. Collins and
Mrs. Charles Hemphill.

Prcsently, the church is served by
Reverend Henry A. Grubb, Minister,
Sheri Bennett, Pianist, and the Session
includes Jim Fleming, Colc Tillotson,
Hclen Tillotson, Barbara Young, Ansc
Barr, and Colis Eager.

OUT PATIENT CLINICS---Your
County Service Officer attended a
quarterly meeting of Service Officers at
the Big Spring VAMC on July 8.
Questions were raised about the Out
Paticnt Clinics that gained a lot of media
c@verage recently.

o be in the works for Abilene, San
Angclo, Fort Stockton and Midland.
The Service Officers were told that
DVA is now in the process of
contracung with medical personnel o
scrvice these clinics. It appears that the
Abilenc Clinic will be operated by
personnel from either Hendricks or
Abilene Regional Hospitals. DVA
hopes 10 be able 1o have these contracts
in placc by year's end and open for
paticnt visits by carly 1995.

VOLUNTARY SEPARATION
SNAFUS— When lcaving the active
and rcserve forces, Gls apparently are
not being told that they may have to pay
back lump-sum medical disability
payments or voluntary scparation pay
for carly discharge. Many recently
discharged Veterans say that no onc
informed them of this serious hitch
during their out-processing or during
transitional assistance programs.

Under current law, all money collected
by a GI for scparation or medical
disability must be recouped before VA
disability compensation can be paid.

Veterans Of
Battle Of The
Bulge 50th
Anniversary
Commemoration

December 16, 1994 marks the 50th
anniversary of thc commencement of
America's greatest land battle--the Battle
of the Bulge. Thosc who sacrified their
lives will bc remembered by survivors
and othcrs December 16, 1994, with
memorial services and the dedication of a
plaguc at the Soldiers' Memorial Military
Muscum in St. Louis, Missouri.

The Amecrican Legion has received
many calls and lctters from Velcrans
who accepted such payments only o
discover later they must pay them back
before they can receive VA disability
compensauon,

But an Army spokcsman in the
Pentagon said that all out-processing
military personnel must sign a form
saying they have rcad and understand
this requirement,

What may be even harder (o
understand, however, is that these
scparaung Gls arc taxed on the money
they receive when they leave the
scrvice. But, o reccive VA medical
disability compensation, they must pay
all thc moncy back, including the
amount paid in taxcs. For instance, a
Velcran receiving @ medical disability
payment of $40,000--from which
$10,000, or 25 percent, 1s withheld for
taxcs--must pay back the entirc
$40,000!

Inanumberof cases, severely disabiced
Veicrans who opted for lump-sum
disability payments on separauon got a
doublc dosc of bad ncws. Not only
couldn't thcy draw VA disability pay,
but thcy also were incligible for
Supplecmental Sccunty Income(SSI).
Under Social Sccurity rules, VA
disability incomc rcduces what a
Veteran can receive in SSI benefits. As
a rcsult, many of these Veterans were
left with only their lump-sum payments
to live on for scveral years. The
Amenican Legion has testfied several
umes before Congress on the incquity of
the law.

Your County Scrvice Officer was
recently asked to help a newly
discharged Veteran with the above
problem. This Veteran had bcen
awarded 10% Scrvice Connected
disability which presently pays $87.00
per month. The Veteran received a letier

from DV A informing that the $87 would
be withheld untl such time as all of the
Veteran's scparation pay had been
rcpaid. The Vetcran was an Anny
Captain, thus the scparalion pay was a
large sum. Quick calculation revealed
thatit would take in excess of 50 years 1o

repay!
While there was nothing that could be
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done to change the law, a confcrence
was held with a noted Tax Consultant, a
member of a large CPA firm in Abilenc.
It was determined that the Vceicran
should be able to take a tax credit in the
amount of the $87.00 per month
multiplied by the life years expectancy
of the Veteran. All of the creditcould be
used in one year if desired.

Callahan County Added
To Boll Weevil Zone

AUSTIN—Agriculture

Commissioner Rick Perry has approved

a request from the Texas Boll Weevil
Eradication Foundation to add countes
to five eradication zones.

The foundation initially proposed nine
cradication zones as part of a staicwide
cffort 1o eradicate the boll weevil.

Woody Anderson of Colorado City,
chairman of the Boll Weevil
Eradication Foundation, requested the
additions. "In our continuing cffort to
ensure the success of the program, we
determined there were counties with
couon production which were not
included in zones during the initial
certification process. Also, the potential
exists that cotton production may begin
in other countics following eradication
implementation. We want to be
prepared for these situations,” Anderson
said.

Perry applauded the Foundation's
foresight and concem for future cotton
production arcas. "It's obvious the boll
weevil foundation is dedicated to
serving the cotton industry in the future
as well as today. A successful
cradication effort in this stac will allow
Texas farmers to compete with
producers in other states and continue as

Men Still Required To Register With

WASHINGTON-—Responding to a
recent decision by the President, the U.S.
Housc of Representauves voted on May
23 10 conunuc thc requircment for all
men o register with Selective Service
upon rcaching agc 18. Thc members
considered a proposcd amendment to the
Decfense Authorization Bill, H.R. 4301,
that would have ended registrauon. The
amendment was rejected 125 to 273.

Five days before the vole, President
Chinton notified Congress that continu-
ing draft rcgistration and providing
funding to opcratc the Sclective Service
System is "cssential 10 our national sc-
curity.” Inlctters o the Icadership of the
Housc and Scnatc on May 18, the Presi-
dent based his decision on a recently
complcted review of the program by a
National Sccurity Council working
group. Hc concluded that the Sclecuive
Service System and peacctime registra-
tion must be rctained as a prudent mili-
lary prcparcdncss mcasurc in an uncer-
tain world, as a hink between Amencan
socicty and the volunicer military, and as
a symbol ol nauonal resolve.

Although there has been no need o
draft men for military service during the
past 21 ycars, the nation has maintained
the capability to reinstatc a draft in a
major crisis. Since July 1980, draft reg-
istration has been an obligauon of virtu-
ally cvery man, ages 18 through 25.
Federal law requires that every man must
register within 30 days of his 18th

birthday. Each man compleles a short
form to provide Sclectve Service with
his name, datc of birth, address, phone
number and Social Sccurity number.
Registrauon forms arc availablc at any
post officc. Most men also reccive a

Changes include: adding Armstrong,
Randall and Ector counues (o the High
Plains boll weevil suppression program
arca; adding Stephens, Palo Pinto,
Callahan and Eastland counties io the
Central Rolling Plains zone; adding
Kinney, Bexar, Colorado, Lavaca,
Wilson, Kames and DeWilt counties
and deleting Kenedy in the Winter
Garden, Coastal Bend and Upper Gulf
Coast zone; adding Cooke, Harris,
Walker, Camp, Van Zandt, Henderson,
Harrison, Guadalupe, Gonzales,
Fayctte, Comal and Coryell countics
and all other Texas counties cast of
Interstate 45 1o the Central Texas River
Bottoms, Blacklands and Red River
Zone. (A list of all counties in the nine
zones is included.)

The Southern Rolling Plains zone
approved eradication in February and
the Lower Rio Grande Valley approved
its zone in May.
