Dear Mr. Tabor, 
I've seen the television news reports and 

I have a copy of your June 9 Cross Plains 
Review which told the public about the 
tornado that caused your citizens so 

'much grief. Seems like everyone has had 
their say so about us prisoners here at thc 
French Robertson Unit except for us, so I 
wanted to let you know how we felt about 
helping you folks out. I hope I'm 
speaking for all of us; I am speaking my 
own mind of course so please take this 
into consideration. 

This was a "First Time" for me; getting 
to help people in the Free World. I had the 
opportunity to stay hem at the Unit, but 
declined, electing to go and help all I 
could. I have talked to many of the other 
prisoners who helped and they feel the 
same way I do. You see, we have family 
out there in the Free World also. My 
Mother is 70 years old and if the trees in 
her yard were all blown down, then she 
would have been out there in the heat 
trying to clean up the best she could. This 
went through my mind when we were 
visiting your town. 

We came upon numerous houses where 
elderly people were cutting on fallen 
trees and trying the best they could to get 
back to normal. One prisoner said to me, 
"Look at that old man, he's too old to be 
working like that, he'll have a heart attac k 
in this heat. Why is he doing that?" I told 
him that that man has been doing things 
for himself all his life and he didn't know

Trusties. Warden Drewry should be 

commended for his choice of people he 
selected to work in your town and that 
goes for prisoners and guards alike. The 
first few days we noticed that people 
were a bit edgy over us being there but 
that soon passed and we had folks wel-
coming us as we came up to their homes 
to help them. 

I wish people like yourself could start 
programs where trusties could help the 
elderly, church and community building 
projects and the like. I'm a Master 
Electrician and owned and operated my 
own Electrical Service in Ennis, Texas 
before I was incarcerated. There's too 
much talent laying dormant in prison 
which could be applied to helping the 
needy. 

I close by thanking the community for 
allowing us to help them in their time of 
need. 

It certainly made me feel good about 
myself for a change. If the community 
wanted to repay us for our help then this 
could easily be done by their prayers. 
This is all we need.

Callahan County shelled out over 
$131,000 after a federal appeals court 
judge ruled the county must pay three 
former county deputies overtime pay 
while working for the Callahan County 
Sheriffs Department 

Callahan County Judge Bill Johnson 
said Callahan County lost in its appeal 
concerning the overtime pay for former 
deputies Wayne Knowles, Rod 

Waggoner and Clay Woods. The case 
was known as Knowles, et al v. Callahan 
County. 

A New Orleans Fifth Circuit federal 
appeals court judge ruled for the former 
deputies and against the county. The 
judgement awarded against Callahan 
County amounted to $71,285.99. 

Judge Johnson said the total cost to 
Callahan County, including attorney 
fees, amounted to $131235. 

Judge Johnson stated Frank Parker of 
Bedford represented Callahan County 
in theappeal to the Fifth CircuitCourtof 
Appeals. Johnson said all those in-
volved in the appeal case did so through 
depositions. 

The judgment against the county came 
almost to the day the county lost its jury 
trial held at an Abilene Federal Court. 
Tne federal court jury awarded the three 
ormer deputies overtime pay on May 

23, 1994, however Callahan County 
Commissioners appealed the decision 
to the Fifth Circuit Court Judge. 
Because the jury found Callahan 

County acted willfully and in bad faith 
by refusing to pay the three officers, the 
overtime pay granted by the jury was 
doubled to $18,887. After withholding 
and Social Security, the amount totaled 
$30,890.56. 

Knowles, former chief deputy for Cal-
lahan County, was awarded $19,110.20 
in overtime pay and $621.08 in interest 
paid from May 26, 1993 to May 26,

Have you seen the bumper sticker which reads: 'CHRISTIANS AREN'T PERFECT —
JUST FORGIVEN'? I like that. So many are mistaken, from both a doctrinal and practical 
standpoint, thinking and believing Christians are perfect and don't sin. 

The mistaken belief from a doctrinal standpoint comes from a misunderstanding of such 
passage as I John 3:6 and 9 — which could be cleared up largely by a more accurate 
translation from the original language. One such translation puts it this way: 'No one who

Callahan County voters will see a few 
changes in the way they vote after 
county commissioners voted to pur-
chase a vote counting scanner. 

On a vote of 4-1, county commis-
sioners voted to purchase a vote count-
ing scanner from Hart Graphics of 
Austin in the amount of $21,095. The 
action was taken during a regular 
meeting of the county commissioners 
Monday, June 9. 

Voting for the purchase of the vote 
counting scanner were County Judge 
Bill Johnson and County Commission-
ers Tommy Holland, Lowell Johnson 
and Joe Ingram. Casting the only no vote 
was Clyde Commissioner Harold 
Hicks. 

Judge Johnson said the equipment will 
be paid for in one lump sum taken from 
the county's general expense fund. 

The bid by Hart Graphics was the only 
bid received. 

Election officials will use the new vote 
counting scanner for the November 
General Election later this year. 

Commissioners hope the biggest 
change is the amount of time needed to 
county votes. 

During the Democratic Primary Elec-
tion March 8, election officials had not 
counted all ballots from the seven voting 
locations until 2:00 a.m. 

Hart Graphics company officials had 
met with county commissioners last 
April to demonstrate the scanner. Com-
pany officials said the optical scanner is 
capable of county up to 5,000 ballots an 
hour. 

During the last presidential election, 
4,800 registered county voters cast bal-
lots. 

The size of the ballot county voters are 
accustomed to will also change. The 
new ballots used for the scanner will be 
somewhat narrow. All ballots run 
through the scanner must also be 
marked with a #2 pencil. 

The ballot must not be folded before 
being placed into the locked voting box 
at the seven voting precincts throughout 
the county. 

Judge Johnson stated election officials 
will probably reduce the number of vot-
ing clerks needed at each of the seven 
voting precincts for the November 
General Election. 

Johnson stated one problem election 
officials had in the past was finding 
enough voting clerks to count the bal-
lots. He said all ballots cast in the No-
vember election will not be counted 
until the polls close and the locked 
voting boxes are at the county court-
house. 

Hart Graphics officials will be in 
Callahan County twice during elections 
to train the election officials in the use 
of the vote counting scanner. 

Other items brought before the com-
missioners' court included: 

—County commissioners' voted 
unanimously to approve $1,700 in 
county matching funds for the Callahan 
County Nutrition Program. Commis-
sioners met with Minnie Martin to dis-
cuss the county's funding for the pro-
gram. 

Judge Johnson said the matching fund 
by the county was up slightly from last 
year's matching amount. 

—Commissioners met with represen-
tatives of the Baird Volunteer Fire De-
parune n t to discuss repairs to a rural fire 
truck. Fire department representatives 
asked the county for $1200 to repair a 
transfer gear box for a rural fire truck. 

Commissioners agreed to have Com-
missioner Harold Hicks look at the
