Bredehoft, aformer county game
warden, was appointed by the
county commissioners to fill the
unexpired term of Higgins as the
Baird constable. The unexpired
term runs through December 31,
1996.

Bredehoft won the Democrat's
Primary Election for the Precinct
#3 constable position on March
12. He faces no Republican oppo-
nent in the General Election in No-
vember.

Other agenda items brought be-
fore commissioners included:

—Commissioners met with rep-
resentatives of the Callahan
County Water Supply Corporation,
City of Clyde and City of Baird
regarding permits to place water
lines on county road right-of-
ways.

10,000 cubic yards of RAP mate-
rial will be taken off Interstate 20
and the material is available to the
county free of charge.

Medicare Provides Help
For The Terminally Ill

Caring for a terminally ill patient
can be a difficult and stressful task.
The stress can be eased, somewhat, if

* the patient has hospice coverage un-

der Medicare. The special service,
available only once in a lifetime,
provides the highest degree of com-
fort care and convenience to the pa-
tient and his/her family.

The hospice benefit provides cov-
erage for a variety of services not
usually covered under Medicare.
There are no deductibles and Medi-
care pays for services provided every
day by a hospice. This benefit also
permits a hospice to provide appro-
priate personal care, including
homemaker services, and counsel-
ing. In other words, it's the special
type of care that a terminally ill per-
son needs.

A hospice may be a public agency or
a private organization that provide
care for terminally ill patients. It is
not a hospital. The terminally ill pa-
tient can be cared for in their home or
as an inpatient at the hospice. 'The
hospice also provides respite care for
the patient, so the home caregiver,
usually a spouse or relative, can have
a few days off. Respite care is limited
to no more than five days in a row.
There is no limit to the number of
times respite care can be used during
an illness.

A terminally ill patient can qualify
for the hospice benefit and Medicare
Part A will pay for hospice care if all
three of the following conditions are

" met.

1. A doctor certifies that the patient
is terminally ill.
2. The paticnt chooses 1o receive

3. Care is provided by a Medicare-
participating hospice program.

In addition to doctor and nursing
services, the hospice provides other
Medicare covered services including
medications, home health aide, and
homemaker visits, medical social
services, medical equipment, short-
term inpatient care (including respite
care), and counseling for the patient
and the caregivers.

The hospice benefit covers a seven-
month period. This time can be con-
tinuous or, if the patient chooses, may
be used in two 90-day periods, and
then a 30-day period. If necessary,
this time can be extended. The patient
may stop the hospice benefit period,
return to regular Medicare coverage,
and then start the hospice benefit
again, if another benefit period is
available.

The patient pays $5 toward each
prescription, and 5 percent of the
Medicare-allowed rate for respite
care, approximaiely $5. If a patient
needs treatment for a condition not
related to the terminal illness, Medi-
care continues to help pay for all
necessary covered services under the
standard Medicare benefit program.

If you are caring for a terminally ill
person and have any questions about
Medicare and the hospice benefit,
visit or write your local Social Secu-
rity office. Y ou may also call our toll-
frec number, 1-800-772-1213. Our
busiest times are early in the week
and early in the month. If possible, it
is best to call at other times.

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Gramm Unveils Bipartisan
Bill To Protect Children
From Sex Offenders

WASHINGTON—U.S. Senator
Phil Gramm and U.S. Senator Joe
Biden of Delaware, the ranking
Democrat on the Senate Judiciary
Committee, have offered tough, bi-
partisan legislation that would re-
quire convicted sex offenders to reg-
ister with the FBI when they cross
state lines.

"Parents have a right to know if
there is a convicted sexual felon liv-
ing in their midst, and I believe that if
we know, we have a duty to tell
them," Gramm said.

Gramm and Biden's "Sexual Of-
fender Tracking and Identification
Actof 1996" would require convicted
sexual predators to register with the
FBI when they cross state lines, and
would establish a nationwide FBI
tracking system to monitor the inter-
state movements of sexual predators,
particularly in states that have no of-
fender registration laws.

U.S. Representative Greg Laughlin
of Texas will introduce a companion
measure in the House of Represen-

tatives. "As a former Harris County
prosecutor, I know from experience
that this bill would provide our local
law enforcement officials with a
necessary tool to help protect our
children and our neighborhoods,"
Laughlin said.

The bill is modcled after a Texas
law that requires sex offenders to
register with the law cnforcement
agency that has jurisdiction in the
arca where they live. Howcver, a
rcleased or paroled sex offender from
anotherstate moving into Texas is not
currently required to register with
police.

"Our bill closcs a glaring loophole
in the current law," Gramm said. "It
prevents fclons from circumventing
current state laws, and cstablishes a
lough set of sanctions for thosc who
fail to comply."

Under the Gramm-Biden bill, those
sexual offenders who fail 1o comply
with the federal registration require-
ments could face a mandatory sen-
tence of a year in prison and finc of up
to $100,000.
