It's Dangerous Being
A Teenager

HOUSTON—It'sdangeroustobea
teenager.

Four lcading risk categories make
the teen years especially fraught with
hazards said an adolescent medicine
expert at Baylor College of Medicine
in Houston.

"Drinking alcohol while doing
other activities, failure 0 use safety
devices, access to firearms, and
sports are the big four,” said Dr.
Albert C. Hergenroeder, chicf of
adolescent and sports medicine at
Baylor and Texas Children’s Hospi-
tal.

Statistics seem to confirm what
most of us alrcady know -- Lleenagers
think they are immortal.

Consider that:

* Nineteen percent of teens rarcly
usc a seatbelt.

* Forty percent fail to wear helmets
while riding motorcycles; 95 percent
don't usc bicycle helmets.

*  Twenty-two percent of icens
carry weapons; nearly one-third are
guns.

* Thirty percentof tcens had atleast
five alcoholic drinks at on¢ time re-
cently, while 35 percent rode with a
teen drinker.

Besides the risk for car accidens,
leen drinkers are more prone 1o ¢n-
gage in unsafc sex and other danger-
ous behaviors.

* Seventy-two percent of all ieep
deaths are due to violence or accj.
dents: 19 percent are murders, 1]
percent are suicides, and 12 percen

arc {rom injuries.

"It really is frightcning,” said
Hergenroeder, himsclf the father of
pre-teenagers. "But I'm surprised the
statistics arc not higher."

Hergenroceder partially blames a
world that has become increasingly
morc violent. In the 1940's, school
"dangers" for teens included being
caught chewing gum, running in the
hallways or wearing improper cloth-
ing. Today's tecn must contend with
drug abuse, date rape and assault.

What's a parent to do?

Talk, inquire and wait, suggests

Hergenroeder.

"Don't wait for them to talk to you,"
he said. "Talk with them first. Many
parents fall for the 'not my child'
myth, and fail to realizc their tecn
could be engaging in risky behavior.”

When talking, ask specific, some-
times blunt, questions: What do you
do for fun? Do you drink and drive?
Do your friends? If your tcen's be-

havior is not risky, congratulatc

them.

Next, give it time. Behavior cannot
be changed overnight. Also, don't ry
tosolve the problem as it is occurring,

“Talking to your tecn about the dan-
gers of drinking when they are still
drunk is useless. Approach them
Jater,” he said.

Hergenroeder urges parents not 1o
give up.

"Even the best tecnagers will do
dangerous things," he said.

Twenty-one Texas countles—lo-
cated primarily in urban areas, the
Hill Country and along the Mexican
border—posted population galns
of more than 20 percent in the past
five years, according to figures
released recently by the U.S.
Census Bureau.

That's about twice as fast as the
s.ate as a whole, which experl-
enced growth of 10.2 percent from
1990 to 1995,

Rural countles, primarlly In West
Texas and the Panhandle, contin-
ued to lose population, with 67
countles registering population
drops during the period.

Callahan County was one of afew
West Texas countles which expe-
rienced a population Increase be-
tween 1990 and 1995. Callahan
County's population Increased 3.8
percent between 1990 and 1995to
12,308 people.

Taylor County also experienced a
population Increase of 2.6 percent,
to 122,791 in 1995 figures.

Other Big Country counties and
thelr population Increase or de-
crease from 1990 include: Brown,
4.6 percent Increase to 35,960
people in 1995; Coleman, 0.9 per-
cent decrease to 9,623 people;
Comanche, 1.1 percent Increase
to 13,532 residents; and Eastland,
3.3 percent decrease to 17,873
residents.

Other Big Country counties In-
clude: Fisher, 6.3 percent de-
crease to 4,539 people; Jones
County, 9.5 percent Increase to
18,058 people; Nolan, 2.1 percent
decrease to 16,251; Runnels, 0.2

percent decrease to 11,271;
Shackelford, 2.9 percent decrease
to 3,221 residents; and Stephens,
1.7 percent Increase to 9, 166 resi-
dents in 1995,

The mid-decade census update
*verifles the patterns we've seen in
the past,” said Dr. Steve Murdock,
chief demographer for the Texas
State Data Center at Texas AGM
University. "The fastest-growing
areas are along the Texas and
Mexico border, and through Cen-
tral Texas, with of course a large
numerical growth In the Houston
area, and Dallas area, and In the
Travis County and Bexar County
areas."

In metropolitan Dallas, all sub-
urban ccunties posted growth
rates above the state average:

Collin (31 percent), Rockwall, (28

percent), Denton (22 percent),
Kaufman (15 percent) and Ellis
(11 percent).

Dallas County grew by almost six
percent, and Tarrant County grew
by more than nine percent from
1990 to 1995, the Census Bureau
reported.

In other urban areas, the highest
growth rates were posted by
Williamson County, In suburban
Austin (32 percent); Hidalgo
County, onthe Mexican border (25
percent); and the suburban Hous-
ton countles of Fort Bend (30
percent) -and Montgomery (28
percent).

Dallas County, with a population
of 1,959,281 was the 11th most
populous of the nation's 3,143
counties and similar regions.

With a population of more than 3
million, Harris County tralled only
Cook County, lll., home to Chi-
cago, and Los Angeles County,
Calif,

Harris County's growth of more
than nine percent was the second
biggest Increase among the
nation's 10 most populous coun-
ties. Only Maricopa County, Ariz,
which Includes Phoenix, grew at a
faster rate. Harrls County's popu-
lation Is larger than 23 other states -
in the nation. )

Harrls County has had “sub-
stantlal diversification® since the
oll bust of the early 1980's, Dr.

Murdock said, and is one of the
state's largest counties geo-
graphically.

“Unlike Dallas, which Is almost
fully developed, Harris County stili
has substantial room to grow,” he
added.

Edwards County, located north-
west of San Antonio, showed the
biggest percentage gain, with a
population increase of more than
37 percent.

In West Texas, however, some
countles are starved for new resi-
dents. Motley County, near Lub-
bock, Is one of the fastest-declin-

Ing countles In the nation, with a
population drop of more than 14
percent.

Perry "New Farm
Bill Has Some

Texas"

AUSTIN—Agriculture Commis-
sioner Rick Perry today said that
several provisions in the new Farm
Bill, the Federal Agricultural Im-
provement and Reform Act of 1996
or FAIR, will benefit Texas farmers
and ranchers, but one measure was
not included that could have helped
a small business sector in Texas.

I'm @lad Congress has reached an
agreement on our nation's farm
policy for the next seven years,"
Perry said. "I'm still gathering in-
formation on the bill's details, but
from what I know, some provisions
in this act should prove to be ex-
tremely positive for our state's
farmers and ranchers."

Ovecrall, the act will transfer crop
production decisions from the gov-
emment Lo farmers, Perry said.

"This legislationis a historic shift,"
the commissioner said. "Instead of
the government deciding what is
planted, who plants it and what price
is paid for it, our farmers will now
make their own decisions. It gives
our producers the control and flex-
ibility they nced to respond to
changing market and consumer de-
mands."

However, Perry expressed disap-
pointment because one provision
was not authorized by Congress due
to strong opposition from the U.S.
Department of Agriculture.

The provision would have allowed
meat processed at state-inspected fa-
cilities to be shipped and sold inter-
state. Meat processed at state-in-
spected businesses can only be sold
in state even though the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture inspects
these facilitics annually and certifies
the slaughtering and processing as
equal to that done at federally in-
spected plants.

"A recentsurvey of state-inspected
plants indicates that their sales

’rovisions That
Will Benefit

would increase as much as 60 to 90
percent if they could ship their
products interstate,” Perry said.
"With beef prices low, and feed and
hay prices high, our ranchers must
have new and expanded markets
such as those that would be opened
up by the approval of interstate meat
inspection.”

USDA will study over the next 90
days how to implement the interstate
provision, and then Congress may
consider authorizing interstatc meat
inspection.

The new Farm Bill maintains the
Conservation Reserve Program and
adds a voluntary natural resource
conservation management program.
The Environmental Quality Incen-
tive Program will provide producers
with technical assistance and cost-
share or incentive payments for
implementhg one or many conser-
vation plans aimed at protecting
waler and soil quality.

"This new program offers our
farmers and ranchers a carrot instead
of a stick o help them implement
stewardship practices that, in some
instances, can be too costly (o un-
dertake on their own," Perry said.
"Continued funding of CRP also
will help our producers remain the
original environmentalists while
compensating them for income lost
from not producing crops on these
lands."

Overall, the act should help
strengthen the nation's agricultural
industry, the commissioner said.

"Our farmers are facing an inten-
sive globally competitive market,"
Perry said. "The new Farm Bill
should help maintain and enhance
their dominance in producing the
best, the safest and the most cco-

nomical food and fiber supply in the
world."
