West Side Story

By ELMER HOUNSHELL

In mid June, 1948 Charles Hounshell,
Elmer Hounshell and James L. Bowen
were inducted into the United States Air

Force at Abilene. Aftercompleting basic
training at Lackland Air Force Base in
San Antonio in August 1948, we volun-
teered for a special and top secret as-
signment to a destination unknown at the
time.

By the middle of September we were
loaded ona C-47 at Kelly Field and flown
to an air strip located near a large
mountain surrounded by four fences (9
foot tall). Many large steel doors were
located in the side. We were taken
through large electrically operated gates
to a huge building, which they informed
us was Killeen Base, near Camp Hood,
Texas.

The volunteers for the assignment
would be providing security for this area
as soon as were cleared by the F.B.I. We
could not speak of anything we saw,
heard or knew concerning this place or
what it contained. In October, after
completing extensive training and re-
ceiving our clearances, we were assigned
duties as patrolmen, gate guards and
guard duties. This group of personnel
was known as the 1st Provost Security
Squadron.

A tragic weapons accident took the life
of local Airman James L. Bowen in No-
vember. On November 13, 1948 we
served as an Honor Guard at the Admiral
Cemelery for Lindy. He was just past his
21stbirthday. At thetimeof his dcath our
unit was still of a secret nature and his
family might like to know about his ser-
vice. They may contact me (Elmer
Hounshell) at (915)784-6622.

The 1si Provost Sccurity Squadron
consisted of approximately 200 person-
nel, most ranging in age from 16 to 21
years. The officers and non-commis-
sioned officers were of the highest cali-
ber, most served in World War I1. As an

example, Captain Scioli had provided
security at the Nurenburg trials. S/Sgt.
Hickson had been a prisoner of war and
survived the Batan Death March. The
rest had served in like positions.

Care and compassion was always
demonstrated by the men in this unit. I
recall having the flu and T/Sgt. William
Drive (acting First Sergeant) brought my

meals until I was well. All of the person-
nel lived and ate in one large building.
The building was divided into bays
where approximately 30 to 60 people
slept. It had its own mess hall where the
commanders and all the office personnel
stayed and worked. As the months and
years passed, living and working in such
close harmony, you friends soon became
more of a family sctting rather than justa
friendship. If I needed to borrow a few
dollars to come to Cross Plains, there was
always a friend in the next bunk who
would help.

The squadron was stationed at Killeen
Base unul January 1952 at which tme
they transferred to Manzano Base, Al-
buquerque, New M2xico. Manzano was
designed the same as Killeen. The Air
Force and Army does nothave any record
of the 1st Provost Squadron existing.
Neither docs Fort Hood have a record of
this squadron occupying Killecen Basc.

On October 14, 15 and 16, 1994, the 1st
Provost Sccurity Squadron held a re-
union at Killeen. We were provided bus
transportation and a tour of Killeen Basc
and the underground plants. This was a
highpoint for the wives and children.
During the time we were stationed there
we could not discuss anything with even
a family member.

While at the reunion I had the privilege
of interviewing each of my friends and it
was expressed by each that their experi-
ence of working on the base and with
comrades was the greatest in their lives.
They remarked that the unit had changed
their life forever.

Reorganization
Brings New Name

For Farmers
Home Administration

TEMPLE—Farmers Home Adminis-
tration (FmHA) has a new name under
the U.S. Department of Agriculture's
(USDA) rcorganization; however, the

samc work continucs, according to
Gceorge Ellis, FmHA State Director.

Ellis is now named the Acting State
Dircctor for Rural Economic and Com-
munity Development (RECD).

Congress passed a bill authorizing the
recorganization late in September, and
Sccretary of Agriculture Mike Espy is-
sucd orders making the changes on Oc-
tober 20, 1994.

“The enuirc USDA was reorganized in
an clfort 1o provide betier service Lo the
public while reducing the number of
agencies required to do the same work,”
Ellis said. "Over the next five years,
savings 1o the axpayers will total $3.6
billion through the climination of 14
scparate USDA agencics and stalf re-
ductions of up to 11,000 nationwide.”

Ellis said the FmHA and the Rural

Development Administration (R[)A};."'
have been abolished. Most of the loan/

and grant programs of these two agencics
arc being taken over under the RECD
title.

The farm lending, rural housing, watcr ™

and waste disposal, community facility,
and busincss and industry programs for-
merly administered by FmllA or RDA
will still be available at the newly named
RECD offices. The farm loan programs
will cventually become part of the new
Consolidated Farm Scrvice Agency,
which was created undcer reorganization.

"For the time being, people wanling
these important services should go to the
local office that probably will still have
Farmers Home Administration sign out
front,” Ellis said. "As additional changes
arc made, we will be letting the com-
munitics know about them.”

Garden
Tips

In the warmer areas of Texas, precool
hyatinths, daffodils and tulip bulbs be-
fore planting to provide the resting period
they need to develop strong: stems and
flowers.

TULIPS: Place bulbsinamesh bag (not
paper); store in refrigerator at 45-50 de-
grees for 8 o 10 weeks after buying.
Kcep bulbs away from moisture-retain-
ing items such as fruits and vegetables;
check frequently for signs of softness.
Plant anytime from Christmas through
February.

. HYACINTHS, DAFFODILS: Store
the same as tulips, for 4 to 6 weeks. Plant
bulbs in November or December.

SITE: Bulbs can take light shade to full
sun. In warmer Southern areas they
prefer some shade from midday sun.

SOIL: Bulbsneed soil that drains well.
Dig and loosen soil to a depth of 10
inches. Mix sand, peatmoss or compost
(use onepart to three parts soil) into top 4-
6 inches to improve drainage and fertil-
ity.

PLANTING: Plant Tulips 4-8 inches
deep and 4-6 inches apart. Plant Hya-
cinths 8 inches deep and 6 - 12 inches

- apart. Plant Daffodils 6-8 inches decp

and 4-6 inches apart.

FERTILIZING: Feed bulbs with a 5-
10-10 fertilizer when foliage first ap-
pears in spring (follow label direction for
amount).

WATERING: Bulbs need at least 1
inch of water weekly. If it doesn't rain,
water with a hose.

NOTE: Let bulb foliage die naluréll)'
after bloom fade; don't cut leaves off.
