One contains the
names and citations of Texas MEDAL
OF HONOR Recipients covering the
years of 1863 through 1981. Seventy
eight Texans have eamed this coveted
award through their acts of bravery in
battle. 1st Lt. Audie L. Murphy of
Farmersville is listed as he was the most
decorated U S Soldier of World War II.
Lt. Murphy's grandfather was a half
brother to Andrew Jackson Berry who
died in Baird in 1899. Andrew Jackson
Berry and his brothers, Bate and Joe,
fought in the Texas War of
Independence from Mexico in 1836.

The second book is a compilation of
the fifteen articles on Alzheimer's
Disease that were presented in the Texas
Veterans Commission JOURNAL over
the period of July 1991 through July
1993.

You should also check with
the Social Securnity office to determine if
your Social Security disability payment
can be continued beyond age 65.

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Parovirus In Dogs Diagnosed Vaughan To Conduct
Free Writing Workshop

There has been an alarming number of
canine parvovirus infections diagnosed
in the area. Canine parvovirus is a viral
disease of dogs which is capable of
causing two different sets of clinical
problems. The first to be recognized,
and the most common, is the "intestinal
form" which is manifested by bloody
diarrhea, vomiting, loss of appetite,
depression and often death. The second
to be recognized is the "cardiac form",
which occurs in very young pups and is
manifested by an acute inflammation of
the heart muscle.

Any age, breed or sex of dog can be
affected by parvovirus. Several factors
such as age, environment, stress,
parasites and general health status of
each individual dog infected could
affect the severity of illness.

The disease is usually more severe in
young dogs, (less than 6 months of age)
orolddogs. Early, vigorous treatment of
the illness is imperative, since vomiting
and diarrhea can lead to dehydration and
chemical imbalance in the body.

Control of parvovirus by sanitation
measures alone is extremely difficult
because the virus is such a resistant,
hardy organism and because it is so
easily spread. Parvovirus is transmitted
through contact with the feces of an
affected dog. The virus can be carried on
the dogs hair and feet, as well as on
contaminated cages, shoes or other
objects. Isolation of infected dogs is one
method of control, although moderately

effective. Just as any other virus only

vaccination of susceptible animals will

control the actual source of infection.
A properly immunized dog will have

circulating protection in the blood that
will destroy parvovirus following
exposure. It is important to begin
vaccinations at an early age and repeat
every 2-3 weeks until the puppy is at
least 14-16 weeks old. Adult dogs
should receive two doses of vaccine
given 3-4 weeks apart for maximum
protection. All dogs should receive an
annual booster vaccination to assure an
enduring immunity.

Comparing the dog population in this
area to the number of parvovirus
infections that have been diagnosed, we
have an infection percentage
comparable to any otherareain the state.
