Stonewall Jackson Has Begun
‘Coming To Cross |
Plains November 2 In Novembe

Cross Plains will be a part of
Stonewall Jackson's nationwide
"Fan Appreciation Tour" to cel-
ebrate his 40th year on the Grand Ole
Opry.

In 1956, Stonewall left Macon,
Georgia and drove his pickup truck
to Nashville, Tennessee in hopes of
becoming a songwriter. When he
arrived in Nashville, he went to
Acuff-Rose Publishing Company to
pitch some of his songs. When
Wesley Rose heard him sing, he
called his friend, George D. Hay
"The Solemn Ole Judge" at the
Grand Ole Opry. Stonewall was sent
down to WSM radio to see Hay.
History was made! Stonewall Jack-
son will go down in the history of
country music as the only unknown
artist who has ever been signed to the
Grand Ole Opry roster without first
having a recording contract. He was
signed to the Opry on Thursday, and
performed on Friday night - to four
encores, making the transition from
farmer to opry star in the shortest

time in country music history.

Stonewall Jackson has 10 gold
singles, 5 Gold albums, 52 chart
singles, 14 number one singles and
22 top twenty hits. Some of his
number one hits are "Don't be An-
gry,"” "Waterloo,"” "B.J. the DJ," "Me
and You and a Dog named Boo," "I
Washed My Handsin Muddy Water"
and many more. Stonewall will be
singing these great hits at the Cross
Plains High School Auditorium on
November 2, at 7:00 p.m.

Election

Early voting in Callahan County for
the November General Election be-
gan Wednesday, October 16 at three
voting locations in the county. Early
voting will extend through Friday,
November 1. The General Election is
set for Tuesday, November 5.

Early voting will be held at the
Justice of the Peace office on south
Main Street in Cross Plains; the Jus-
tice of the Peace office located on
North First Street in Clyde; and the
County Clerk's office in the County
Courthouse in Baird. Hours are from
8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. each busi-
ness day at the three locations.

Registered voters need no reason Lo
vote by early ballot. Voters from
different voting precincts can also
vote at all three early voting loca-
tions.

Callahan County Clerk Darlene
Walker said 6,000 ballots have been
ordered for this year's General Elec-
tion. She said during the last General
Election involving election of a U.S.
President, 5,500 people voted in
Callahan County.

Along with the election of the U.S.
President, county voters will choose
between a Republican and Democrat
candidate for the office of county
sheriff. Incumbent Sheriff Eddie
Curtis (Democrat) faces challenger
Paul Jaworski (Republican) for
county sheriff.

AISTORY OF CITIZENS
STATE BANK, CROSS
PLAINS

65 YEARS OF SERVING COMMUNITY

By JACK SCOTT

The Citizens State Bank has its
roots in the Bank of Cross Plains,
which did business in a little, frame
building down by Turkey Creek,
shortly after the turn of the century.
Other predecessors in its ancestry
were the Guaranty State Bank and
the First State Bank. The Citizens
State is a re-organization of the latter
perfected in October, 1931 during
the Great Depression. Its founding
fathers, and those who followed,
served well. The bank weathered the
most severe financial panic in the
history of the world, and no deposi-
tor lost a dollar.

The Citizens State Bank opened for
business at the southwest corner of
the intersection of Main and 8th
Streets on November 1, 1931, with
R.C. Duringer as cashier. That was
the title worn by Chief Executive
Officers of rural banks in those days.
Duringer was not a director, though,
and attended board meetings only in
asecretarial capacity. It was not until
several years later that anyone
working in the bank was given di-
rectorial status.

It was the custom of that time to
choose from stockholders someone
1o act as president and chairman of
the board. Elmer I. Vestal was the
first to serve. He was followed by
John Barr, S.C. Barr, Porter J. Davis,
Jesse McAdams and W.P. (Nick)
Brightwell before anyone involved
in day-to-day operation of the bank
became president.

Following Duringer as chicf ex-
ecutive officer of the bank were: J.R.
Patterson from January 20, 1932 1o
January 14, 1933; C.C. Necb who
succeeded him, served until he be-
came fatally ill and resigned August
13, 1937. Fred. V. Tunncll then
served until the day of his death,
September 17, 1968. He was fol-
lowed by Edwin Baum who scrved
until his passing, December 8, 1971,
then Jack W. Tunnell who scrved
untl his retirement, July 1, 1980.
W.G. (Wimpy) McCoy served as
President from July, 1980 10 January
31,1994, when Steven S. Mack suc-
Ceeded him as President and CEO.
W.G. McCoy continues to serve as
Chairman of the Board of the bank.

During it's early years, Citizens
State Bank operated on short rations.
Expenses were necessarily held to
bare essentials. There was no fat in

the operational budget. At intervals,
the institution functioned with only
threc cmployees: a bookkeeper,
teller and cashier. Such as required,
as for lengthy periods, the bank
would lend less than $1,000 in a
month's time. During 1934, total
average daily deposits amounted to
$71,445.91, a sum that's less than
one-half of what today's Citizens
State often lends to a single bor-
rower.

Just how careful early bankers
were about holding down expenses,
is revealed in a notation from the
minutes of the Board of Directors on
June 13, 1934, Itrcads: "The Board
voted to buy 5,000 paper towcls and
5,000 drinking cups for $17.88,
notwithstanding an admonition from
Director Broad Bond, that a good
gourd is hard to beat for holding
liquids."

On the other hand, carly-day di-
rectors were not unmindful of their
employees. A March 12, 1935 no-
tation reads: "Directors voted 1o pay
a fine imposed by the City of Cross
Plains against the bank's cashicr for
fighting with a disgruntled cus-
tomer."

A red-lcticr day in the history of the
bank was when it moved across the
street, North to its present location.
That was October 22, 1948, and the
stalf of cight cmployces were proud
as pcacocks of the plush new fumi-

ture, fixtures, and the remodcled
building they occupicd that Saturday
moming.

Then, there was the devastating firc
which broke out in the bank building
shortly after midnight May 21, 1964.
Ledgers, records, and esscnual pa-
pers were removed (all money was
safely in the vault), but furniturc and
fixtures were destroycd. Bank
people worked the remainder of the
night establishing tcmporary quar-
ters in the Gensley Building, a half
block south. The institution opencd
for business thirty minutes ahead of
schedule that moming. It was an
inconvenient way 1o do business, but
no one complained. The improvised
quarters sufficed until the top story
of the fire-ravaged building could be
removed, and the remaining struc-
ture refurbished both inside and out.
With everything new, the bank re-
tuthed to it's own domicile with open
house on Sunday, October 15, 1964.

Perhaps the most exciting day in
the history of the bank was Tuesday,

November 19, 1974. At 10 o'clock

that morning, a shoigun-wiclding,
19 year-old bank robber cntered
from a side door and shouted loud
and clear that he'd come for all the
cash. His commanding profanity
and nervous gun handling allowed
no doubt that he meant what he said.

After grabbing a Lypewritcr cover

full of currency, he menacingly left
by the same sidc door. A wailing
accomplice was racing the motor of
the get-away car. Alert bank people
quickly spread the alarm, and sup-

plicd accurate descriptions of the

bandit's vehicle. Fate was smiling on

the bank that moming, forinonly 15

minutes, highway patrolmen, who
had hcard thc broadcast, appre-
hended the robbers near Rowden.

No onc was hurt in the heist. All =
moncy was rccovered, and two er-
rant outlaws were, at Icast lempo-

rarily, put out of busincss.

Growth at the Citizens State Bank :

has been uninterrupted.  Droughts,

wars and loss of key personnel not-

withstanding, not oncc has the insti-
tution ended a ycar wcaker than
when it began. The little bank which
boasted $27,500 in capital when it
opened, now has a capital structurc
of over $2.3 Million. Today's de-
posits fluctuate at the 524 million
mark, bespeaking the confidence
and trust pcoplc of the Cross Plains
arca rcposc in their homctown bank.

Dedicated personnel have been a
hallmark of Citizens Staic Bank.
Through the years, its cmployces
have been people of responsible
character, who not only did their jobs
well, but have been respected leaders
in all faccts of community lifc.

Harris, Jack Griggs, Jim Talbot and
Steve Mack.

This
benefit is $8,246 annually for a
single Veteran and $10,801 for a
Veteran with one dependent. As
with all pension, ALL OTHER
INCOME counts against the
pension. Credit Is given for
unrelmbursed medical expenses,
including Medicare insurance cost,
and these credits can Increase the
amount of pension received.

Many disabled Veterans are not
aware of this assistance and family
members should urge them to
check into the benefit.

Best Kept Secret

The most important work MADD
does goes largely unseen because the
media most often focuses on our
legislative activity and court moni-
toring.

MADD's trained victim advocated
provide notonly ashouldertocry on,
but information and resources form
the moment a crash victim calls us at
800-200-MADD. And all of our
services are free.

MADD rigorously holds to the
principle of not contacting victims
ourselves because we do not want to
call or appear uninvited. Therefore,
we rely on many sources—friends or
relatives, hospitals, funeral homes,
law enforcement agencies--to give
victims our number. If we leamn
about a drunk driving crash in the
media, we send a card, but we still
depend on the victim family to call
and ask us to become involved.

When victims call MADD, there
arc a myriad of things an advocate
can do to help. Advocates provide
grief support through empathetic
listening are uniquely tailored to
address the special needs of the be-
reaved, the injured, parents, adult
siblings, teen-agers, children, and
masculine grievers. We also have
literaturé on recovering financially
from a drunk driving crash. Advo-
cates provide information on how to
obtain crash reports, autopsy reports,
an offender's driving record, and in-
formation on blood alcohol content.
Advocates explain how the often-
confusing criminal justice system
works and how victims can become
actively involved in the prosecution
of the offender. We inform victims
of their legal rights in the justice

Eubank, 99 Still Lives On PAINT&
Land Settled By Father,
Grandfather

His ancestors have been-a part of
this country for generations and
what's more, his name goes back
hundreds of years.

Bransford Eubank, who recently
celebrated his 99th birthday, contin-
ues to live on the land where he was
born. In the 1880s, his father, the late
J.B. Eubank, and his grandfather,
Cyrus Eubank, bought that land near
the Pecan Bayou in northern Brown
* County.

His answer about his activities to-
day was short and quick. "I keep ac-
tive, know more than I have to and a
lot less than I want to!"

Age does not particularly slow this
man down.

"I am up a sunrise. There's not a
whole lot I can do, but I get around
with a stick made from the wood of a
jujube tree,” he said. "That tree which
is very thorny, just happened to grow
in our back yard."

Much of his time now is spent in
looking back at the 10 years he spent
in China. He first went in 1924 as an
agriculturist taking with him 16 head
of cattle, 6 hogs, 2 sheep and 2 goats
— gifts for the Yenging University
near Peking,

Eubank's passage and the animals
were paid for with money left over
from relief funds that were given to
China after its flood of the 1920s.

During those three years he was
there he decided that Chinese people
— especially the students, needed the
gospel more than agricultural assis-
tance and education.

"I remember feeling that the Chi-
nese were being neglected. I didn't
know how to preach to them so I quit
teaching at the university in China
and returned by third class railway
across Russia to Europe and the
United States with the intention of
becoming a missionary,” he said.
Then afier three years at Princeton
Seminary, he returned to China and
went to language school in Peking to
continue his study of language.

With a chuckle he remembered
gaining the reputation of learning the
language faster than anyone else with
the exception of one woman.

"I had promised myself that I would
leamn the language with the best of
them," he laughed.

His interest in China has continued
through the years. He has many
things to talk about and many things

to remember, Today he leads a quiet
life on the family ranch.

He cooks, shops, and attends church
at Grosvenor Baptist. That church,
founded by Parson Perry, is probably
the oldest church in Brown County.

He has kept a personal diary since
1951 and until a few years ago he
continued logging his daily events.

He tells an interesting story relating
anexperience in China. "I had gone to
China to teach in Yenging University
and started a dairy using those ani-
mals that had been donated.

"We went from East St. Louis to
Portland, Oregon, and then across to
Tianjin, the port for Peking;" he said.

"There they dumped me overboard
with that bunch of cattle and we
eventually made it to Peking by
train.”

Pets around the house? — "No
chickens, no cats, no dogs, just two
coons that come around at night," he
laughed. "People from all over the
world drop by to visit — just to talk
and listen. At 99 his memory is sharp.

Although his eyesight isn't perfect,
he enjoys reading the daily newspa-
pers, The Smithsonian, Natural His-
tory, and Time Magazine. Eubank is
currently reading, "Mean as Hell," by
De Harkey. The book is an audio
biography of Harkey's life as a Texas
lawman.

"When we were little, my brother,
Broocke Eubank of Austin, and I
would follow him around looking
listening. Everything continues to
interest him from insects, to rocks, to
plants, to fossils," said his daughter,
Anne Jolliff of Waco.

There were other mission jobs that
Bransford handled. He had been in-
volved in flood relief down the Hwai
River where he had charge of the
inspectorate and served as English
secretary.

"During that time period I was
slated to go up the river on an in-
spection tour, but the doctor of a
neighboring mission at Hwai Yuan
discovered that I had contracted
Amoebic Dysentery, and I was
grounded,” he said.

"Another man was sentin my place.
That night the communists came
down and raided the station. Neither
the man sent there nor the resident
doctor was ever heard from again.
Had 1 not contracted the disease, I too
would have never retumed,” Eubank
said.

The next chapter of this man's life
was a happy one and one that he

China while both were on their way to,

the same town. The friendship was
continued.

"She was the daughter of a former
missionary, a survivor of the Boxer
Siege of Peking in 1900," he said.

They were married in the spring of
1933, and since Yisein was a no-
children station, the Eubanks were
sent to the mission in Chefoo.

The couple's children were bomn
there. For the first year, Eubank wasa
substitute professor in a college but
for the next three years he did evan-
gelistic work between Chefooand the
Yellow Sea.

The following year found the family
back in Brown County. It was at that
time that he commuted to Texas
A&M earning a master's degree in
animal husbandry, paying his way by
teaching freshman students there.

Later, while teaching at Daniel
Baker and Howard Payne, he raised
cattle on the home place during his
spare time.

There were many places that he
traveled in various capacities, in-
cluding Africa and Yucatan.

Life took a sad turn for him when his
wife died in 1983.

Later he married Mrs. George
Steinman who was the widow of Dr.
George Steinman, "We *
her and her family for many xsm."
he said. "We watched our children
grow up together.”

Eubank expresses his interest in
anthropology , archeology and geol-
ogy.

In England, the family name was
Yewbank, The name originated from
a British chieftain who kept the fort at
the River Teeme in Southern En-
gland.

Today, as he looks back to the past,
Eubank defines his life so far as ex-
tremely interesting — tog much for.

Eat Raw
Oysters-
Play Russian
Roulette

HOUSTON—People with chronic
illnesses who eat raw oysters are
playing Russian roulette.

Oysters become "bags of germs” as
they filter viruses and bacteria from
sea water, said Dr. Herbert DuPont,
vice chairman of medicine at Baylor
College of Medicine in Houston.
Oysters also can be contaminated
after harvesting.

"When you eat an uncooked oyster,
you run the risk of exposure to or-
ganisms that could be fatal, espe-
cially if you have diabetes, liver
disease, cancer, AIDS or other se-
vere chronic illnesses,"” DuPont said.

Since 1990, at least nine deaths in
Texas have been linked to eating raw
oysters.

The bacteria known as Vibrio
vulnificus pose one of the greatest
risks to consumers of raw oysters.
These bacteria release a poison that
kills body tissue, causing black skin
lesions resembling those produced
by flesh-eating bacteria. Initial
symptoms develop 24 to 48 hours
after the bacteria are eaten and in-
clude fever, muscle aches, redness of
the skin, adrop in blood pressure and
light-headedness. Infection by
Vibrio vulnificus can be fatal within
24 hours, so you should scek treat-
ment by a physician immediately if
Symptoms appear.

"Be sure to tell your doctor that
you've eaten raw oysters within the
last few days, since treatmcnt re-
quires a special type of antibiotic,”
DuPont said.

About two or three of every
100,000 healthy people who cat raw
oysters with Vibrio vulnificus will
get sick, but the rate is higher among
people with chronic illnesses like
diabetes and liver disease. For ex-
ample, the bacteria will cause illness
in 11 of every 100,000 diabetics and
73 of every 100,000 people with
liver dise4-2 who eat raw oysters, he
said.

Other diseases that can be acquired
b‘y. eating raw oysters include hepa-
uus A and severe diarrhea.

You can't tell by appearance, smell
or Laste whether an oyster contains
harmful bacteria or viruses. And just
vashing the surface won't rid the
oysters of the potentially dangerous
organisms,

"The only guaranteed safe way 1o

eat oysters is to cook them." DuPont
said.

Texas Lottery sales In Callahan
County topped $2.5 million in fis-
cal year 1996, according to a
Texas Lottery Commission official.

Lottery sales in Callahan County,
which included scratch games,
Pick 3, Cash 5 and Lotto Texas,
rose 16 percent in fiscal year 1996,
figures state. -

Lottery sales in Callahan County
for the fiscal year ending August
31, 1996 was $2,516,313.50.
Lottery sales in the county for the
previous year was $2,097,895, a
lottery commissioner official said.
Callahan County lottery retailers
sold $414,418.50 more In lottery
tickets in 1996, according to offi-
cial lottery commission figures.

Thrifty's Food Mart, located at I-
20 and Cherry Lane in Clyde, re-
mained the lottery's top retailer
with sales of $451,382.00 Last
year, Thrifty's generated
$421,177.50 in lottery sales. The
store was also the leading lottery
retailer in 1995.

The number two retailer in the
county in 1996 was Lakeway
Store, located at 114 South Main
Street in Cross Plains. Lakeway
had lottery sales of $399,227.50 in
1996. In 1995, the store sold
$286,473.00 in lottery tickets.
Lakeway was the county's number
two lottery retailer in 1995 as well.

The number three retailer in lot-
tery sales in 1996 was Howle's
Kountry Store, located at 105
South 1st Street West in Clyde.
Howle's generated $320,740.00 in
lottery sales in 1996, Howle's was
not among the top five retailers in
lottery sales during 1995.

Skinny's #67, located at Ave. F &
4th Street in Cross Plains, was the
number four retailer in the county
with sales of $288,004.00 in 1996.
The store sold $277,749.00 in
lottery tickets the previous year.

Allsup's #186, located at 1-20
and Coleman Highway in Baird,
was the number five lottery retailer
with sales of $269,498.50 in 1996.
The store sold $265,435.50 in
lottery tickets in 1995,

Forthe fourth timein its four-year
history, the Texas Lottery has set
new records for ticket sales, prizes
paid to players and profits earned
for the state and retailers, Nora
Linares, Executive Director of the
Texas Lottery Commission, has
announced.

Unaudited Texas Lottery sales for
fiscal 1996, which ended August
31, totaled $3.4 billion, up 13 per-
cent from the previous year.
Linares noted that the $2.1 billion
in Texas Lottery instantticket sales
and $870 million in Lotto Texas
sales ranked those two products
No. 1 among all U.S. lotteries,
according to the September 1996
edition of LeFleur's Lottery World,
an industry publication.

Estimated profits to the state
jumped about 10 percent to $1.1
billion, Linares said. That brings
the total lottery earnings for the
General Revenue Fund to more
than $3.8 billion since the games
began in May 1992.

Players and the state coffers
weren't the only ones to rake in
record amounts of money fromthe
Texas Lottery last year. Lottery
retailers, who earn a five percent
commission on every sale and a
one percent bonus for selling cer-
tain top prize-winning tickets,
earned more than $175 million
during fiscal 1996.

The year's top selling Lottery re-
tailers, by game, were: Total Salrs:
Hester Qil Northside, Seminole,
$3,981,002; Scratch Games:
Hester Oil Northside, Seminole,
$1,958,500; Lotto Texas: Hester
Oil Northside, Seminole,
$1,563,527; Pick 3: Hoai Huong
Fabric, Port Arthur, $602,182; and
Cash 5;: Town & Country #1,
McAllen, $416,381.

"I can't promise we'll break even
more records next year," Linares
said. "But | can guarantee that we
will continue to do those things
that made us the very best lottery
in the United States.

"In 1997, we will continue to lis-
ten to our players and given them
the fun and entertaining games
they want to play; we will continue
to concentrate on the security
procedures that convince our
players of the honesty and integ-
rity of Texas Lottery games; and
we will continue to give our retail-
ers the tools they need to market
our games to the public,” Linares
concluded.
