Inany cvent, concerned or curious,
you make the call. Somelimes the
phonc will be answered by a person
who claims to spcak broken English.
(The idcais to keep youon the line 1o
build up charges.) Or, sometimes
you will just get a long recorded
message. The bottom lines is, when
your phone bill comes, you sce this
incredible charge, often times more
than $100.00 dollars.

Crooks arc using the 809 numbers
as "pay-per-calls” and to get around
the US Regulations and 900 number
blocking. Every ume you call the
number, thcy get a greatly inflated
rcbate from the forcign phone com-
pany. Since the 809 numbers are in
the Caribbean, thcy aren't bound by
US 900 regulations that require them
to warn you of the charge and rate
involved, and also to provide a ime
period during which you may ter-
minate the call without being
charged.

The newest twist to this scam is to
page pcople using the 809 numbers.
With the new arca code changes,
pcople unknowingly are rcturning
these calls. When the bill comes,
there are HUGE charges for the calls.

My suggestion is that no matter
how you get the message, if you are

AUSTIN — The Public Utility
Commission released numbers Fri- *
day that were selected by Bellcore as
new area codes to be implemented in
the 817 calling area by mid-1997.

The area code 940 will be assigned
to the north section of the current 817
callingarea. The southern area willbe
assigned the new area code 254.

The Fort Worth and Arlington areas
will retain the 817 area code.

Commissioners at the PUC ap-
proved the three-way split of the 817
area on November 7.

Fourteen Big Country counties will
be affected by the split. The boundary
line for the new northern and south-
em area codes will run east to west
through the bottom of Palo Pinto
County, up and across the top of
Stephens County and cut into
Throckmorton, Haskell and Stone-
wall Counties before tuming due

north,

The numbers were assigned by
Bellcore, the national number plan
administrator, and forwarded to the
PUC on Friday.

Meetings to plan implementation
schedules for both areas will be held
in December with telephone industry
representatives.

PUC officials said each area will be
given a three-month permissive di-
aling period to allow customers to use
the 817 area code as well as the newly
assigned area code. After the per-
missive dialing period is finished,
there will be a one-month "call-in-
tercept” period in which callers are
notified of the new area code number.

The new area codes should last until
2009, and the 817 Fort Worth
Metroplex area should last until
2004, PUC officials said.

Stenholm Elected To Serve As
Ranking Democrat On House
Agriculture Committee

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Con-
gressman Charles Stenholm has been
unanimously elected to serve as the
ranking Democrat on the House Ag-
riculture Committee by the Demo-
cratic Caucus of the U.S. House of
Representatives.

Stenholm replaces former Agricul-
ture Committee Chairman, and cur-
rent ranking member, E. "Kika" de la
Garza, who will retire at the end of the
104th Congress.

Texas Housing
Affordability Falls
Slightly; Rising
Mortgage Interest
Rates Blamed

COLLEGE STATION—A slow
rise in mortgage interest rates made
homes less affordable in some Texas
cities during the third quarter.

According to the Real Estate Cen-
ter at Texas A&M University, the
average mortgage interest rate in
Texas during the third quarter was an
estimated 7.8 percent, up almost
one-quarter of a percentage point
from the same time last year.

As a result, the Texas Housing
Affordability Index (THAI) fell
from 1.69 to 1.66. Both the median
price paid for a Texas home sold
through the state's Multiple Listing
Services and the median household
income rose by 4 percent during the
12 months.

"The THAI tracks the ability of the
typical Texas family to qualify for a
mortgage loan large enough to pur-
chase a typical home sold in the
current market," says Jack C. Harris,
research economist for the Center.
"A value of 1.00 indicates the me-
dian houschold income is cqual to
the income needed to afford a home
at the median price. Higher values
mean greater affordability.”

Bascd on the latest index of 1.66,
Harris estimates that 770 percent of
Texas households have sufficient
income to buy a median priced
home.

"Among the major cities in the
state,” says Harris, "Austin suffered
the biggest decline in affordability—
from 1.42 10 1.28. This was largely
because of a 7 percent jump in me-
dian home price during the year.
Median household income was un-
changed from 1995."

A few miles south on IH-35, San
Antonio residents saw affordability
improve from 1.62 to 1.64. House-
hold income in the Alamo City rose

5 percent while home prices in-
crcascd only 2 percent.

The Real Estate Center at Texas
A&M University has been providing
solutions through research for more
than 25 years.

He formerly chaired the Dairy, Poul-
try and Livestock Subcommittee and
the Subcommittee on Department
Operations, which oversaw the reor-
ganization and downsizing of the
U.S. Department-of Agriculture
(USDA).

A third-generation West Texan,
Stenholm continues to be actively
involved in his family farming op-
eration in Jones County.
