Reported In Callahan and
Coleman Counties

Rables, a disease that invariably
kills its victims, Is occurring In
Coleman and Callahan Counties.
In 1996, there have been 6
confirmed cases of the disease
affecting four skunks, a goat and a
dog In these two counties. Local
officials state that there have been
many more reports of foxes and
skunks showing the signs of
rables, but the animals were not
submitted for lab confirmation.

The rabid dog, which lived in the
Comanche Shores addition,
exposed at least 17 other animals
before it died. Some of these
animals have been destroyed,
while others are undergoing post-
exposure treatment.

Since rabies can be transmitted
from wildlife to pets and humans,
people living in areas where rabies
occurs need to be aware of the
disease. They also need to know
how to protect themselves and

their families, according to Dr.
James Wright, Regional
Veterinarian for the Texas
Department of Health. Some of Dr.
Wright's recommendations are:

1. Vaccinate your pets. If adog or
cat fights a rabid animal without
your knowledge, it could bring
rabies Into your home. Note: Many
people are bitten by an animal that
is "not theirs," though it hangs
around the house and they feed Iit.

2. Teach your children not to play
with stray or wild animals. "If you
don't know the animal's name,
stay away from it."

3. If you are bitten:

--Immediately wash the wound
with soap and water.

--Do not let the animal get away.
It must be quarantined 10 days or
submitted to the lab for testing. Do
not shoot it in the head.

--Talk with your doctor about the
need for post-exposure treatment.

Commissioners Agree To
Terms With Citizens EMS

Callahan County Commission-
ers, holding a regular meeting
Monday, July 22 agreed in princi-
pal to contract terms with Citizens
EMS ambulance service.

Clyde City Administrator Tim
Powers, Citizens Emergency
Medical Service Administrator Ron
Young and Clyde C.P.A. Lynn
Reeves met with county commis-
sioners at the courthouse In Baird
Monday morning to discuss the
ambulance service contract.

Once the contract is agreed to by
Callahan County along with the
cities of Clyde and Baird, Citizens
EMS will become a private non-
profit entity. The ambulance ser-
vice will continue to be partially

subsidized by those three entities

which sign the contract,

The ambulance service will con-
tinue to be stationed Iin Clyde and
will continue to serve the northern

and western portions of the

county.

Callahan County Judge Bill
Johnson said commissioners
agreed to subsidize the ambulance
service at S1,750 per month, an

increase of $250 from the $1,500
per month subsidy the county now
provides. The contract length
agreed to Is three years, Johnson

said.
Johnson said commissioners will
sign the contract with Citizens EMS

once It is completed.
Other Items brought before
commissioners' court included:
—Commissioners agreed to
maintain the $10.00 county road
and bridge fee for 1997. The
$10.00 fee is paid when county
vehicle license plates are regis-
tered with the county. The $10.00
fee is applied to each vehicle reg-
istered in the county.
—Commissioners reviewed and
signed the minutes of the previous
commissioners’ court meeting.
Commissioners also agreed to pay
all approved bills.
—Commissioners held a budget
workshop to discuss the 1996-97
county budget. Judge Johnson
sald appraised values inthe county
are up slightly. The county judge
said there will not be an increase in
county tax rates this year.

House Passes
Legislation To
Provide Greater
Planting Flexibility

WASHINGTON, D.C. July 26,
1996—Congressman  Charles
Stenholin today announced House
passagc of Iegislation that will allow
farmers to plant black-cyed peas and
other crops following the failure of
crops on contract acrcs, without
forfciting their transition payments.

Stenholm cosponsored this legis-
lation because of an interpretation of
the 1996 farm bill by the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculturc (USDA)
prohibiting the planting of most fruit
and vegetable crops on” contract
acrcage.

According to thc USDA, producers
in Texas, even incounties designated
as "doublccropping regions,” cannot
plant black-cyed peas following a
failed cotton crop, without forfciting
their ransition payments.

Under the 1990 farm bill, program
crop produccrs whomcet thc USDA's
critcria for having suffcred crop
failures on paid acres were permitted
to plant a fruit or vegetable crop on
those lailed acres without the loss of
deliciency payments.

"I do not belicve the authors of the
1996 farm bill intended to prohibit or
restrict planting options rclative 1o
the past, and I feel certain that their
aim was, at a barc minimum, Lo
maintain the producer's frecdom to
farm his land at 1990 levels,” said
Stenholm.

In Texas, black-cyed peas have
been historically grown on "failed”
cotton acrcage because of their

adaptability to the herbicides used in
cotton planting.

Morc importantly, black-cyed pcas
allow producers an opportunity (o
grow a crop that rcquires less water
during times of drought, provides
cxcellent ground cover, Icaves ni-
trogen for additional crops, and
provides lenders with additional in-
centives Lo work with farmers expe-
ricncing difficult credit situations.

"Instcad of lcaving this matter open
for continued interpretation, this
Icgislation more clearly defines the
circumstances under which farmers
can plant a seccond crop without in-
curring an acre rceduction in their
market transition payment,” added
Stenholm. "Our farmers need to
have more certainty upon which to
make their planting decisions, and I
am hopeful the Senate will follow
suit with comparable | lation."

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Children Little Known

HOUSTON -- Do parents have
"grounds” for concern if their chil-

dren consume drinks that contain

caffeine?

According to Dr. Corinne
Montandon, a nutritionist at the
USDA's Children's Nutrition Re-
search Center, little is known about
the effects of caffeine on children.

"There are no established guide-
lines on caffeine consumption for
children,” said Montandon, an assis-
tant professor of pediatrics at Baylor
College of Medicine. "But, keep in
mind that drinks high in caffeine are
not included in any of the five major
food groups."

In fact, Montandon said, caffeine-
containing items such as soft drinks
only appear at the tip of the Food

Guide Pyramid, which means they
should only be consumed "on occa-
sion.’'

- Caffeine, known to dull the appe-
tite, is primarily found in coffee, tea,
soft drinks, and chocolate. Iced
coffees and soft drinks, especially
colas and peppers, are extremely
popular with children.

"If children routinely reach for
these bevcerages, they often exclude
nutritious foods from their diet," she
said.

A National Academy of Sciences
survey found that, from 6 months of
age, most children consume some
caffeine in their diet. At first, it's
usually small sips from a parent's
drink, Montandon said.

Itdoesn't take a lot of cola to add up
to the equivalent of several cups of
coffee for a small child. For example,
on a pound-per-pound basis, a 40-
pound child who drinks just one can
of cola a day is consuming about as
much caffeine as a 150-pound adult
who consumes two cups of coffee
daily.

"This could have long-term impli-
cations if caffeine-containing drinks
replace foods that children need for
growth and development."

Montandon reminds parents that
caffeine is a chemical compound that
stimulates the central nervous sys-
tem. In adults, it might cause ner-
vousness, irritability, anxiety, in-
somnia, and disturbances of heartrate

and rhythm.

"Caffeine is also a diuretic and in-
creases urination so children as well
as adults need to increasc their water
intake, especially during very hot
weather."

Montandon points out that the ef-
fects of caffeine vary from individual
to individual. Some people can con-
sume substantial amounts without
apparent ill effects. Others are quite
sensitive to it.

Until more is know, moderation is
the key, she said.

"If parents don's want their children
caught up in the 'daily grind,’ they
might first offer milk, juice, water or
caffeine-free drinks."

Into a sauce pan place 2 1/2 cups
fresh chopped tomatoes (orone large
and onc regular size can of canncd
tomatoes). Add two tablespoons
fresh lemon juice. If using fresh
tomatoes add 3/4 cups water. Next
add 3 to 4 cloves of garlic (fresh,
cither chopped or crushed), two cups
fresh, chopped basil (or 1 1/2 table-
spoons dried), one cup fresh oregano
chopped (or 2 teaspoons dried), 1/4
cup of fresh green onions (minced),
and 1/2 cup parsley, simmer slowly
until vegetables are tender and fla-
vors have blended.

In a scparate sauce pan placc 4 cups
walcr and bring to a boil. Add 1/2
tablespoon olive oil or 1 tablespoon
corn or canola oil, and 1 tcaspoon
salt. While water is coming to a boil,
salt and pepper tomato-herb mixture
o taste. When water comes 0 a
rolling boil, add 2 cups fresh or fro-
zen cheese tortellini (or other pasta
plus 1/4 cup grated colby or jack
chcese). When pasta is tender, drain
off water, toss pasta with 1 table-
spoon butter or margarine, and 1/2
cup cream cheese. Place on each
plate one serving pasta, top with to-
mato-herb mixture, sprinkle each
serving with 1/2 teaspoon fresh
cilantro chopped. Garnish with fresh
parsley and 3 ripe olives. Serve with
crusty garlic bread and either a green
salad or avocado slices topped with
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fresh squeezed lemon juice and 1
tablespoon Picante sauce.

For dessert, suggestions are canta-
loupe, peeled quarters and topped
with vanilla ice crcam, sprinkle with
1 tcaspoon minced mint or 1/2 (ca-
spoon dried mint or quarter a hon-
cydew melon, top with orange or
lemon sherbet garmished with mint
lcaves and a maraschino cherry.
Another dessert suggestion is wash,
slice and chill one pint strawberries,
3 bananas and cither 1 cup sliced
Kiwi fruit or 1/2 can drained man-
darin orange slices! Sprinkle either
with artificial sweetcner (1 packet)
or 2 tablespoons sugar. Top withone
tablespoon whipped topping and
sprinkle with cinnamon,

"Linguini with Fried Rosemary"”
(Frying the roscmary changes its
tough texture and add crunch to the

dish)

1 cup vegetable oil

4-4 inch sprigs fresh rosemary

2 tablespoons virgin olive oil

' 2 cloves garlic, minced

4 medium tomatoes, peeled,
seeded and finely chopped

12 to 14 ounces linguini or penne

6 tablespoons freshly grated
parmesan cheese

Insaucepanhecatoilto350degrees,
add roscmary, fry 15 seconds. Place
on paper towcls to drain. When cool,
remove Icaves from stems, then set it
asidc. Throw away stemsand oil. In
a large skillet, heat oil over medium
heat. Add garlic, cook 30 seconds,
do not allow garlic 1o brown. Add
tomatoes to garlic until tomatoes are
thoroughly hot. Remove from
burner, saltand pepper to taste. Cook
the linguini to package dircctions.
Drain linguini. Placc the tomato
mixture and the pasta into the sauce
pan together. Toss with 1/2 the fried
rosemary and 1/4 cup cheese. Put
into aserving dish, preferably achaf-
ing dish or large platter, sprinkle
with remainder of fried rosemary
and cheese. Anexcellent garnish for
this dish could be 1/4 cup sage blos-
soms or mint blossoms.

Serve with soft breadsticks and a
fresh fruit salad.

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Ownership Governs
Water Rights

COLLEGE STATION—Contrary
to what many Texans belicve, just
because water is located on their
property does not give landowners
the automaticright to use it, warns an
attorney with the Real Estate Center
at Texas A&M University.

"Water is either publicly or pri-
vately owned," says Judon
Fambrough, "and the right to use
water is granted or denicd by the law.,
Deciding who can use water and
under what circumstances stems
from ownership. Land values and
even home refinancing can pivot on
the right to use water."

The first step in determining the
right to use water is deciding own-
ership.

“The right to use publicly-owned
water is governed by both statutory
and case law," says Fambrough.
"The right to use privately-owned
water is basically unrestricted as
long as the owner does not waste it or
withdraw it negligently."

The right to public water depends
on three factors—the year the land
surrounding the stream or lake was
transferred to private ownership,
whether a permit has been issued and

future land values."

is altempting to implement a stale-
wide plan for water use, the water
supply dwindles in the face of an
cver-increasing demand. Conse-
quently, the right to use water, and
not necessarily its abundance in a
region, will have a strong impact on

Senate Bans
Welfare For
Drug Dealers

WASHINGTON—Convicted
drug dealers would be permanently
stricken form the nation's welfare
rolls under a proposal adopted
Tuesday by the U.S. Senate.

"If we're serious about our drug
laws, we ought not to give welfare
benefits to people violating them,"
said Sen. Phil Gramm, the author of
the proposal.

The Gramm amendment was added
to the welfare reform bill by accla-
mation after Gramm won a critical
74-25 test vote when U.S. Sen. Ted
Kennedy, D-Mass. objected.

Misdemeanor drug violators would
be barred from receiving welfare
benefits for five years and felons
would be banned for life.

Miniblinds Pose Lead Hazard To Young Children

Those small plastic slats keeping
the sun out of millions of homes,
schools and office buildings are
colorful, inexpensive and, poten-
tially, a danger to young children.

Tests on imported plastic
miniblinds, the popular window
coverings found in many major retail
outlets and home centers across the
country, show the presence of lead.
The Texas Department of Health
(TDH) is recommending that these
imported. miniblinds be removed
from all arcas where children under 7
years of age may be present because
of a potential lead poisoning hazard.
Neither metal nor cloth blinds have
been found to pose this danger.

Lead has been added by manufac-
turers in China, Taiwan, Mexico and
Indonesia to stabilize the plastic in
the blinds. Tests conducted by the
U.S. Consumer Product Safety
Commission (CPSC) indicate that
exposure to heat and sunlight causes
the plastic to deteriorate, and a lead-
containing dust forms on the blinds.
Young children can ingest the lead
by touching the blinds and then put-
ting their hands or fingers in their

children is not as great because they
are less likely to ingest the dust.
Exposure to lead can be a particu-
larly serious problem for children,
said Dr. David R, Smith, Texas
Commissioner of Health. "Elevatcd
lead levels can cause irreversible
damage to the brain and nervous
system," he noted. "Children with
elevated blood lead levels may form
behavioral, learning and hearing
disabilitics as well as blood, nerve
and kidney abnormalities. And lcad
exposure," he emphasized, "can
cause areduction in IQ by asmuch as
10 points."
~TDH is conducting independent
sampling and testing of imported
plastic miniblinds. "Initial testing by
the TDH laboratory confirmed the
presence of lead on the surface of
new blinds as well as in the plastic,”
said Charles Branton, director of the
TDH Product Safety Program.
"Additional tests are being con-
ducted to determine the risks pre-
sented by touching, chewing or
mouthing the blinds," he said.
_Determining if the plastic
miniblinds currently in use are im-

ported may be difficult if all labeling
has been removed. "Inexpensive
lead test kits are available to indi-
viduals at major hardware and
building supply stores," said
Branton. "Blinds also may be tested
by analytical laboratories and by
companies that provide lead inspec-
tion services. However, TDH rec-
ommends that, if in doubt about Icad
content of the blinds, gonsumers—
especially those with young children
at home, and day care centers and
schools—should throw them away."
The lead dust cannot be removed by
washing the blinds. =

People who live in apartments or
other rental property should contact
their apartment managers or prop-
erty owners to request that the blinds
be replaced or tested for lead.

Once the blinds have been removed
and discarded, the window sills
should be thoroughly cleaned with a
solution of detergent and water.

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Bomb Blast Shows
U.S. Troops Remain
Vulnerable to Terrorist Attack

Arabia June 25 came as a shock, but not a surprise.

On that day, a tanker truck stopped outside the

fencein frontof an American military barracks in Dhahran.

U.S. security forces stationed on the roof of the building

observed two men fleeing the truck into a nearby getaway

car. Realizing what was taking place, they began evacuat-

ing the building and succeeded in clearing the two top
floors before the truck exploded.

Nineteen Americans were killed, and 450 others were
injured — a terrible tragedy, in which our sons and daugh-
ters, husbands and wives, fathers and mothers, brothers and
sisters paid the ultimate price in the service of our country.

Given the World Trade Center bombing, given our
experience in Beirut, given the November, 1995, bombing
of Americans working with the Saudi National Guard and

The truck bomb that exploded in Dhahran, Saudi

a bomb-laden vehicle was able to park within 80 feet of a
barracks filled with U.S. military personnel.

We had reasonably reliable intelligence that Ameri-
cans would be targeted for attack again. There had been
suspicious activities involving a similar truck two weeks
before the bombing. We knew the barracks were under
surveillance. At the Dhahran barracks, we settled for much
less protection than recently was deemed essential to
secure the perimeter around the White House. These facts
pose the questions we must ask.

But already it is evident that we know too little about
Saudi militants and their capabilities. And already itis clear
that the future defense of our troops must include two
inseparable components: better physical defenses (barri-
ers, weapons and the like) as well as better intelligence.

Likewise, we know now that we must institute proce-
dures which result in our military commanders opting
without hesitation for the most careful, the most conserva-
tive course of action when it comes to protecting our forces
— even if that option is the most costly or inconvenient or
politically sensitive. The lives of our fighting men and
women must come first. Their well being and security must
be put before any other consideration. Where American
troops are deployed abroad, we can’t take no for an answer.

Congress is now engaged in an inquiry to determine
exactly how this bombing came about, who was respon-
sible, what went wrong and how. The ultimate sacrifice
made by the American victims of this terrorist act should
remain in the front of our minds from the beginning to the
end of this investigation.

Our object shouldn’t be to play Monday-morning
quarterback, but rather to determine what we can do to
make sure a tragedy like this doesn’thappen again. Finally,
we have an obligation to dedicate all resources necessary,
as do our Saudi allies, to track down and punish those

Parents who suspect their child has
been in frequent contact with plastic
miniblinds should consult a doctor
about the advisability of having the
child's blood checked for lead.

As of July 1, manufacturers have
agreed with CPSC's request to re-
move lead form the manufacture of
the blinds; and the new lead-frce
plastic miniblinds should be avail-
able in retail outlets over the next
several months. Consumers are ad-
vised to look for labeling such as
"new formulation,” "non-lead for-
mula,” "no lead added” or "new non-
leaded vinyl formulation." New
non-leaded plastic miniblinds
should sell in the same price range as
the old blinds—S$5 to $15 each.

TDH will monitor the removal of
lead-containinig blinds by retailers.
New blinds labeled as lead free will
be tested to verify that they contain
no lead. Other plastic products such
as children's toys also are being ex-
amined for lead.

The bill reduces the wide variation
in Mecdicare payment rates thatcxists
between providers in rural arcas and
thosc in larger citics, who gencrally
reccive a much higher rate.

Procedure

Abilene Heart and Vascular Insti-
tute has recently added a $200,000
Excimer Laser System 1o its cardio-
vascular program and within hours
of installation Cardiologist Robert
Leverton, M.D., and the
Cathcterization Laboratory staff had
completed five lase angioplasty
procedures. : :

"We have installed ‘a xcnon-hy-
drogen chloride lascr devisc which is
designed to cut through arierial
plaque and improve blood flow in a
minimally invasive proccdure,” ox-
plained Jon Connelly, Ph.D., dircc-
tor of the Abilenc Heartand Vascular
Institute. "The instrument is a cold
laser designed by Spectranclics
which vaporizcs plaque, protein
buildup and cholesterol inside the
coronary arteries.”

He said there were many applica-
tions for the ncw laser, including
debulking prior to sientimplantation
and cleaning plaque buildup inside
stent implants. ]

"Greater than 80 percent of the
sient procedures are successful and
scldom have to be touched again,”
Dr. Leverton said. "But about 10 1o
20 percent become. blocked for
various reasons and begin impede
the blood flow. With the lascr, this
blockage can beremoved ina simple
procedurce and it climinates the need
fot future revascularization. This is
an advance in technology over 'hot'
lascrs which (several (ycars ago)
were associated with less than ad-
equale outcomes."

The lascr uses a catheler which is
constructed of multiple sirands of
fiber optics arranged concentricatly
around a gorde rail. The laser cath-
cters arc for'use in patients with

single or multi-vessel coronary ar-
tery discasc cither as a stand-alonc
modality or in conjunction with
balloon angioplasty and/or stent
placcment.

"“The techniques of using the lascr
arc similar to doing a balloon
angioplasty,” said Mclody Feemster,
manager of ARMC's Catheterization
labs. "Therc arc no technique
changes.”

She also stressed that it didn't
compele with cxisting procedures.

"It docsn't take the place of
rotablades procedures becausc the
rota removes calcium deposits and
the - laser iy used for plaque,”
Feemster added.

Robert Leverton, M.D., is the arc's
only cardiologist who is lascr
credentialed.  Although alrcady
credentialed, he completed addi-
tional training on the Excimer Lascr
System.

"“The laser is faster and morc cf-

_ [ective with certain types of Icsions

than the balloon procedure,”
Leverton said. "And, the costs arc
comparable.” _
