WASHINGTON, July 12, 1996 -
Agriculture Secretary Dan 
Glickman announced today that 
preliminary figures indicate over 
90 percent of eligible acreage has 
been enrolled in 7-year Production 
Flexibility Contracts by July 12, 
the announced closing date. 

"We are very pleased with this 
rate of participation," Glickman 
said, "However, county offices of 
USDA's Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) have kept a very close 
check on enrollment of known 
eligible producers had not enrolled 
by the announced closing date. 

"There Is no statutory authority to 
enroll after August 1, 1996, and no 
exceptions may be made for 
producers who do not enroll by 
August 1, 1996," said Glickman. 
"The law is clear. Except for land 
coming out of the Conservation 
Reserve Program (CRP), the 
Secretary may not enter into a 
contract after August 1, 1996." 

"It Is quite possible that some of 
these failures to enroll were due to 
circumstances beyond the 
producer's control," Glickman 
said. "Therefore, FSA local offices 
are notifying these producers 
immediately, by letter, that while 
they did not enroll by the 
announced closing date of July 
12, they may 'late-file', up to 
August 1, 1996, and they should 
contact their local FSA office at 
once. This is absolutely their last 
chance and there will be no 
exceptions made for producers 
who miss this statutory deadline."

main high. 

From July thru September is the 
time to fertilize your warm season 
lawn grasses. Keep your mower 
blades sharp and do not remove more 
than 1/3 of the top of the grass blades 
to prevent sunburn and drouth stress 
on the grass roots. 

Keep building and adding to com-
post piles and put shallow containers 
of water in shady spots in the garden 
to attract frogs, toads, lizards, and 
birds for insect control. 

The summer issue of "Texas Gard-
ner" states that one reason Irises die in 
the summer is from Ovcrwatering,  
Irises go dormant in June and 
over-watering encourages bacterial 
growth which causes soft rot and kills 
the rhizome. 

We arc all looking for environ-
mentally safe method of controlling 
insects. Billie Kelly, our local mail 
carrier, has told me of an interesting 
way to control squash bugs. Billie 
says to put shavings from a citronella 
candle under young plants and it will 
repel squash bugs. 

Billie also said that she heard that 
putting corn meal in mole runs would 
repel moles. If you try this, let us 
know if it works.

July and August arc the hottest and 
driest months of the year and the time 
when all plants need special atten-
tion. 

Your trees, flowering shrubs, lawn, 
and vegetables need a good soaking 
to a depth of 6 inches at least once a 
week. 

Roots close to the soil surface can be 
killed by broiling 100+ degree tem-
peratures, unless kept moist and pro-
tected by mulch. Mulch deeply 
around your tomato, pepper, egg-
plant, and all plants which will be in 
the garden for the duration of the 
summer. 

When daytime temperatures rise 
above 92 degrees Fahrenheit and 
nighttime temperatures are higher 
than 75 degrees Fahrenheit, most to-
mato varieties will not set fruit until 
the temperatures moderate. 

The middle of July is the time to 
begin planting your fall garden of 
tomatoes, peas, beans, winter and 
summer squash, peppers, pole beans, 
cucumbers, etc. August is the time to 
plant your fall Irish potato crop, set 
out transplants of broccoli, cabbage, 
cauliflower, brussel sprouts. Tem-

The approach 
received national attention when it 
was used during the National Issues 
Convention, which was held in Aus-
tin in January 1996. 

Ordinary polls, surveys and focus 
groups examine what the public is 
thinking about certain issues at a 
particular time. A Deliberative Poll 
auempts to determine what the public 
would think about different issues if 
given an opportunity to learn more 
about all sides of those issues. 

Advocates and opponents of com-
peting resource options, such as 
natural gas generation and wind 
generation, are involved in develop-
ing briefing materials for participants 
and will serve as panelists during 
WTU's town meeting. The town 
meeting format will alternate be-
tween large-group settings involving 
the entire group and small groups of 
15-20 people. 

Participants will be surveyed about 
their views on electricity issues at the 
time of recruitment and then once 
again at the conclusion of the meeting 
to determine whether their opinions 
have changed and to what extent. 
Through this process, participants 
will be asked to make value judg-
ments about the options associated 
with different resource choices. 

WTU will consider and evaluate all 
of the information learned from its 
customers when developing the 
company's integrated resource plan. 
The company is scheduled to submit 
its integrated resource plan to the 
Public Utility Commission of Texas 
this fall.

House Passes Defense of Mar-
riage Act 

On Friday, July 12, the House of 
Representatives considered H.R. 
3396, the Defense of Marriage Act. 
This legislation was introduced ear-
lier this year in order to protect the 
institution of marriage. 

As a cosponsor of this legislation, I 
am pleased to report that this bill was 
passed by a vote of 342 to 67. 

The Defense of Marriage Act will 
protect the institution of marriage by 
establishing a federal definition of 
"marriage" only as a legal union be-
tween one man and one woman as 
husband and wife. The definition of 
"spouse" would be defined only as a 
person of the opposite sex who is a 
husband or wife. 

The passage of this legislation will 
give states the right to reject the va-
lidity of gay marriages recognized 
by other states. In addition, "mar-
ried" gay couples would also remain 
ineligible for federal benefits. 

I have consistently opposed legis-
lation which would grant special 
status to a life-style which I believe is 
morally wrong and which goes 
against our society's Biblical and 
ethical values. 

The Senate is expected to consider 
this bill shortly. The President sup-
ports this measure and has indicted 
he will sign it.

FCIC Approves Crop Revenue 
Coverage (CRC) for 1997 Wheat 
Crop 

The Federal Crop Insurance Cor-
poration (FCIC) has approved the 
sale of Crop Revenue Coverage 
(CRC) to Texas wheat farmers. 
Texas is one of seven states in which 
CRC will be available for wheat 
farmers on a pilot project basis. 

Earlier this year, I urged Secretary 
of Agriculture Dan Glickman and 
Deputy Administrator for Risk 
Management Ken Ackerman to ap-
prove CRC for 1997 wheat. I am 
delighted that Texas farmers will 
have an opportunity to test this in-
novative risk management tool. 

CRC was developed by American 
Agrisurance in conjunction with 
farmers, commodity groups and the 
federal government and provides 
producers with a guarantee for a 
specific amount of revenue, thus 
protecting them against price 
changes as well as yield losses. 

As farmers learn to take more of 
their profit from the marketplace, 
they need the security other busi-
nesses have long enjoyed with rev-
enue insurance. CRC has the po-
tential to provide such security. 

CRC offers farmers a safety net as 
well as the economic security to ob-
tain agricultural loans and the ability 
to use progressive marketing strate-
gies such as forward contracting to 
increase their income. 

Because the 1996 farm bill moves 
domestic producers toward a greater 
market orientation and reduced fed-
eral support, CRC could play a 
critical role in helping farmers re-
main profitable under these new 
circumstances.

Of course, EaLys territory of choice 
has been mined before. 

In the past decade, new espresso 
bars and coffeehouses seem to pop up 
faster than you can say "make mine 
decaf." 

Even dyed-in-the-wool Texans 
who once thought coffee came in two 
varieties - black and blacker -
have embraced dainty little cups of 
frothy brew and learned to pronounce 
latte. 

The gourmet coffee craze has bur-
geoned so much that some in the 
industry fear the trend has peaked. 

But the Specialty Coffee Associa-
tion of America doesn't think so. The 
Long Beach, California-based orga-
nization figures there is room in 
America's cup for hundreds more 
coffeehouses. The association 
projects that there will be 10,000 
coffee cafes by 1999 - compared 
with 200 in 1989. 

Baty doesn't think coffee is on the 
downhill slide, either. He is confident 
that coffee drinkers are loyal to their 
brew. "Coffee is the No. 1 consumed 
beverage in the world - maybe 
second to water. People have always 
drunk coffee," he said. 

And, because his selections will be 
freshly roasted, imported beans from 
around the world, Baty sees no reason 
people shouldn't start drinking his 
coffee. 

Increase 
Texas' Share 
Of Highway 
Funding 

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Con-
gressman Charles Stenholm was one 
of several legislators who today in-
troduced the "ISTEA Integrity Res-
toration Act," bipartisan legislation 
which will enable Texas and other 
states to receive a greater portion of 
the federal gasoline excise tax rev-
enues than they are currently receiv-
ing. 

"Texas currently receives only 81 
cents out of each dollar paid in federal 
excise taxes on gasoline," said Sten-
holm. "The legislation we have in-
troduced today will guarantee that 
Texas and other 'donor' states receive 
a 95 percent return on what they pay 
to the Federal Highway Trust Fund." 

The ISTEA Integrity Restoration 
Act has four main objectives: 

1) Fund the National Highway 
System (NHS); 

2) Simplify and modernize today's 
outdated federal highway program; 

3) Update the federal funding dis-
tribution formulas; and 

4) Balance the amount of federal 
gasoline excise taxes collected with 
those returned to the states. 

"In addition to returning a higher 
share of tax revenues to Texas, this 
legislation would give states new 
flexibility in determining how to 
target funding for priority projects," 
noted Stenholm. "Under current law, 
Washington decides how states can 
spend federal highway dollars and, 
quite frankly, these are decisions 
which are better left for Texans to 
make." 

The Texas Department of Trans-
portation estimates that passage of 
this legislation would bring approxi-
mately $165 million more to Texas in 
highway funding.

5. Relax fora month or so until the 
time is right to set out your plants. If 
you're not interested in planting, you 
can leave the area covered with 
mulch year-round. 
6. When you're ready to plant in the 

fall or spring, pin-point the spots 
where you want your plants to go and 
scrape back the mulch to the news-
paper layer. Be sure to select low 
water-demand plants. Native or 
adapted plants generally do better 
than those brought in from other ar-
eas. Most Texas nurseries can help 
you select plants native to your area. 

7. Slice an "X" into the newspaper, 
dig an appropriately sized hole, and 
add water and the plant. 

8. Return tlic-Soil tip the plant base 
and add more water. For larger plants, 
shrubs, and trees: 

*Mix the soil you removed with half 
that amount of compost. Use the 
mixture to fill in around the plant's 
roots or root ball. Dig any of the 
leftover mixture into the top 2 inches 
of soil surrounding the plant and add 
more water. To facilitate rootgrowth, 
be sure to loosen the soil as far as the 
plant's "drip line" (the outer reach of 
its branches) and as deep as the plant's 
hole. 

*Replace the newspaper and mulch 
cover and add a raised ring of mulch 
that peaks just outside the drip line. 
Do not pile mulch against the plant's 
trunk or stem. 

9. Water periodically according to 
your plants' needs. Whatever goes in 
the ground, you won't be watering 
near as much as you would a thirsty 
turf grass. 
10. Enjoy lower water bills, less 

mowing, and a beautifully 
Xeriscaped yard. 

Setting out flowersiand other flora 
in the heat of summer is not such a hot 
idea, but you can use a Xeriscaping 
technique any time of year to prepare 
your yard for planting -- and save 
water. No matter what the season or 
where you live, reducing the turf area 
of your lawn can drastically cut your 
outdoor watering needs. 

"The summer is a good time to plan 
for fall and spring planting," said 
Texas Natural Resource Conserva-
tion Commission compost specialist 
Bill Caner. "By reducing the turf area 
of your lawn in the summer, you can 
cut back on watering almost imme-
diately -- which is especially impor-
tant with the drought -- and make way 
for native plants and mulches that are 
just as attractive as a thick, lush 
lawn." 

It's estimated that half the water 
used by homeowners goes to the 
landscape. By implementing the fol-
lowing Xeriscaping technique, you 
can drastically reduce your outdoor 
watering needs and, once you're fin-
ished, spend more time enjoying the 
beauty of your lawn and less time 
mowing. 
1. Scalp the are you want to 

Xeriscape by going over it with your 
mower on the lowest blade setting. 
Lop off what's left of the grass blades 
with a string edger. Throw the clip-
pings into your compost pile. 

2. Cover the scalped area with a 
layer of mature compost and another 
layer of manure. 

3. Grab a stack of newspapers from 
your recycling bin and spread a layer 
about 15 pages thick onto the manure. 
This kills most grasses. Some hardy 
grasses like Bermuda have to rooted 
out. They can survive until the paper 
decomposes and grow through 8 or 
more inches of mulch. 

4. Spread a healthy layer of mulch

senders may face prosecution by the 
Inspector General's Office.

Individuals or groups who pur-
posefully mislead the public about 
Social Security and Medicare afloat 
or to protect their benefits. What they 
don't realize is that they are being 
deceived if they think the appeal is 
coming from an official body of the 
government. 

Individuals or groups who pur-
posefully mislead the public about 
Social Security or Medicare services 
are subject to stronger penalties under 
current legislation that became ef-
fective in 1995. The new law makes 
such misrepresentations more diffi-
cult to carry out and increases fines 
that can be imposed. 

The Social Security Administration 
responds to consumer complaints and 
inquiries from Congress about mail 

received by members of the public 
that appears to be misleading adver-
tising. If it finds that such mailings 
violate the Social Security Act, the
