AMMUNITION BILL IS
CUT BY PEACE, OTHER
EXPENSES GOING ON

So far as costs incident to the war
are concerned, the only expense that
peace will save the Government is
that of ammundtion. All other costs,
the feeding and taking care of sol
diers and sallors, the completion of
army and pavy contracts already let,
will continue to go om for menths
and the Government looks to every
loyal American to help pay these nec-
essary expenses by saving his money
and investing regularly in War Sav-
ings Stamps. :

The expense that peace has oy
out. that of ammunition—powder and
lead, is small compared to the other
costs. The United States Govern
ment will have to spend in the neigh
borhood of $50,000,000 every twenty-
four hours in taking care of its fight
ers and meeting the expenses of the
war

The Government calls upon every-
one to continue steadfastly in the
practice of personal economy and to
purchase War Savings Stamps to the
timit of his ability that these ex-
penses and costs may be met.

“American so'diers and sailors
have kept their pledge,” it is pointed
out. “Kvery civillan must keep his
pledge to invest in War Savings
Stamps. Such pledges are binding
personal oblizations and all necessary
steps to assure their liguidation will
be taken.”

Throughout Chateau Thiery action
in June and July, 1918, Le ilew
under the all weathr conditions and
successfully carried out his mission
in the face ot heavy odds. In the
St. Mihiel sector, September 12-15,
1918, he repeated his previoua cour-
ageous work. He flew as low as 50
feet from the ground beh'nd the
enemv’'s line harassicg German
troops with machine gun fire and
subjecting himself to attack from
ground batteries, machine guns and
rifles. He twice drove oft enemy
planes which were attempting to
destrov an Amesican observation
balloon. On September 12-13 he
flew at extremely low altitude and
carried out Infantry contact patrol
successfully. Again on September
12 he attackeda German battery
forced the crew to abandonit, shot
off his horse a German officer who
was trying to.escape, drove the can-
roneers to their dugouts, kept them
there until the Infantry could come
up capture them.

GOVERHMENT 18
CALLING FOR W.S.S.
PLEDGE PAYHENTS

The official call for the payment of
War Savings Stamp Pledges due on
or before November 30 has been is
sued by the Government, All persons
who have pledged themselves to buy
War Savings Stamps are advised that
the November portion of their pledg:
is payable at once, and that the Gov
srnment desires the December portion
paid now if possible. Wherever pos
sibiec a reminder card calling atten
tion to this fact will
pledged persons at the direction of
the Government, but the non-receipt
of a reminder card does not indicate
that the pledge is not due and that
the Government s not expecting
prompt payment.

The signing of the armistice does
not affect the validity of War Savings
Stamp Pledges. These pledges, it is
pointed out, are binding obligations
made by the individual, they bear his
name and are held for payment b)
authorized agents of the
States Treasury Devartment

Nor does peace relieve the Goveru
ment of its expenses or all loyal Am
ericans of the duty of being econom
ical and-investing as heavily as pos
gible in War Savings Stamps in addi
ton to the amount ulready pledged
ard recorded by the Government
For the next year the Government s
expenses will average approximately
$50.000,000 every twenty four hours.
This represents taking care of United
States soldiers in Europe and camp
