Report Of 
Decrease 
Value Must 
Be Filed By 
April 14 
The Callahan County Central 

Appraisal District has available a 
special form for those property owners 
in the county who suffered storm 
damage in the Memorial Day tornado 
that struck the Cross Plains and 
Cottonwood areas. 

The form, titled Bitazonstilkommal 
Value is used to report damage that has 
not been repaired as of January 1,1995. 
According to Chief Appraiser Rod 
Lewallen, the report can be filed by any 
property owner who may have had 
damage from any source like fire, etc., 
but the district is making a special effort 
to identify and re-evaluate those 
properties that were hit last May in the 
storm and have yet to be rebuilt or 
repaired. The form must be returned to 
the district no later than April 14th of 
this year, but the appraisers would 
appreciate early filing to insure that 
everyone so desiring can be reviewed in 
time for their 1995 taxes. 

The form is available at the Cross 
Plains Justice of the Peace office or can 
be mailed to anyone by calling the 
appraisal district office at 854-1165 or 
stopping by their office at 130-A West 
Fourth in the courthouse annex in Baird. 

Friends and family of Kerry Simpkins 
of Clyde will put on a benefit dance in 
Baird with proceeds from the dance 
going to defray Simpkins' medical ex-
penses associated with a kidney trans-
plant. 

The benefit country and western dance 
will take place from 9:00 p.m. until 1:00 
a.m. Saturday, January 28 at the Baird 
Activity Center. Tickets for the BYOB 
dance are $5.00 per person. 

Simpkins received his first kidney 
transplant in April 1992 and his second 
kidney was transplanted in September 
1994 after the first kidney's failure. Both 
operations took place at Lubbock Meth-
odist Hospital. 

Simpkins said doctors believe his own 
kidneys have failed because of compli-
cations with diabetes. He said his first 
transplanted kidney failed and another 
had to be transplanted. In both cases, 
Simpkins said he wasn't told who do-
nated the kidneys, be was only told the 
donors were not related to him. He did 
say the first transplanted kidney came 
from a child, while the second trans-
planted kidney was from an adult. 

He added that after the first trans-
planted kidney failed, he was put on 
dialysis for 22 days until a second do-
nated kidney was transplanted. 

The Clyde man said doctors told him it 
is not uncommon to perform two kidney 
transplants on one person because of the 
possibility of kidney failure. Simpkins 
said he's having a lot less trouble with 
the second transplanted kidney than 
with the fast transplant. 

Simpkins is a prison guard at the 
French Robertson prison unit in Hamby. 
He's been a prison guard eight years. 
having been at Palestine and Snyder 
before coming to the Hamby prison unit. 

Simpkins said he's been off work since 
having his second transplant operation. 
He said he would go back to the doctor 
sometime in January to get permission 
to go back to work. 

Although he has medical insurance 
through his job, Simpkins said he's been 
out some $20,000 from the two opera-
tions. He said be estimates one kidney 
transplant to cost anywhere from 
$60,000 to $100,000.

TO' the Editor, Cross Plains Review: 

The Cross Plains City Council has called a Special Election for 
Saturday, January 21, 1995, to consider the passage of a Proposition 
which will create an economic development fund by increasing the sales 
tax by one-half percent. 

I believe this is a vote for the future of Cross Plains. The Texas 
Legislature created this vehicle to provide the opportunity for commu-
nities like ours to help themselves by doing something economically 
positive. 

The sales tax revenues would be spent on economic development 
projects which could include a low interest loan program for starting or 
expanding small businesses; incentives for businesses considering 
moving to Cross Plains; or other projects that contribute to improving the 
city's attractiveness to new or expanding businesses. In short, the 
proposition is about generating jobs and growing the Cross Plains 
economy in the long run. 

Obviously, we can't expect that the sales tax will make an immediate 
impact on the Cross Plains economy, but we can make an investment in 
our future. If we do not approve the proposition, Cross Plains is put at a 
disadvantage when compared to our neighboring towns and cities like 
Cisco, Baird, Brownwood and Abilene, who have already approved such 
an effort and are benefiting from it significantly.

As you know, this office recently re 
leased Gaining Ground, our third corn 
prehensive performance review of state 
government. It contains 400 recom-
mendations to save Texas taxpayers 
more than $4.6 billion over the next five 
years. 
One of the proposals in Gaining 

Ground has been met with a great deal of 
confusion—and perhaps, distortion. 
This recommendation would tempo-
rarily set the state's contribution rate to 
the Teacher Retirement System (TRS) at 
6 percent. This would save Texas tax-
payers nearly $400 million over the next 
two years without threatening a single  
penny of the pension fund for retired 
plibjksayzjjeacjigm 

Recently, we were pleased to see that 
the Sunset Advisory Commission con-
firmed what we have been saying about 
the ability to lower the state's contribu-
tion to the TRS fund and still give a 
historic benefit increase. 

In fact, according to a comprehensive 
report just issued by the Commission, the 
6 percent rate would allow for the largest 
ad hoc benefit increase for retired 
teachers in history—a total of more than 
$1 billion for retired teachers. 

In addition, the Sunset Commission 
pointed out that there are 6,600 retired 
school teachers in Texas living below the 
poverty line. It infuriates me to know that 
so many retired teachers are forced to 
subsist on so little after doing so much to 
educate generations of Texans, particu-
larly when the money is there for a huge 
benefit increase. 

The Sunset Commission report also 
echoes another point we had made in the 
past regarding TRS. You may recall that 
I bestowed my first Silver Snout Award 
(for those bureaucrats who have their 
noses buried deep in the public trough), 
on TRS officials four years ago. At the 
time, we pointed to their lavish spending 
on office luxuries such as a health club, 
fine china in the executive dining room, a 
greenhouse, a grand piano and expensive 
artwork. 

According to the Sunset Commission 
report, TRS continues to spend money 
faster than should be expected. As a 
matter of fact, the report notes that from 
1981 to 1991, TRS operating expenses 
grew six times faster than system mem-
bership. In 1992, TRS operating ex-
penses were increasing an average of 
almost 10 percent per year, including 
"dramatic" increases in expenses per 
TRS member. 

I wanted to let you know about the 
recent Sunset Commission report be- 
cause there has been a great deal of dis- 
cussion about TRS benefits, and unfor-
tunately, a great deal of misinformation 
was being spread. These kind of debates 
can sometimes be confusing, and it's hard 
to tell who to believe. We are very 
pleased to see that many of our findings 
are now being echoed by the Sunset 
Advisory Commission. 

Again, our proposal regarding the state 
contribution rate to the TRS would = 
lake one penny from the fund, would not 
endanger the fund in any way, and would

still allow for the largest ad hoc benefit 
increase in history for retired teachers. In 
addition, it could free up money that 
could be used to make a sizable down 
payment on a Day increase for active 
teachers. 

This is a very personal important issue 
to me. My mother was a teacher for 25 
years, and my father still receives a check 
from her pension each month. I would 
never cut his benefits—or anyone else's.

Time Running Out For WWII 
Vets To Find Old Friends 

Miss Valentine Parade And 
Photogenic Contest Upcoming 

The recent 50-year celebration of D-
Day was a somber reminder for many 
World War II veterans that those war-
time buddies who did survive the war are 
fast succumbing to old age. Many vet-
erans lost touch with their friends upon 
the war's end and a return to civilian life. 
Now with most WWII vets in retirement, 
many have time to reflect on their war-
time friendships. 

Several search organizations assist vets 
in finding old comrades. One relatively 
new and unique one is the Registry of 
American Veterans (ROAV). It was 
begun to alleviate the problems veterans  

encounter in searching for one another 
and putting them back in touch with each 
other. 
ROAV gathers information from vet-

erans and computerizes their name, cur-
rent residence, military units they served 
in and the time periods served in each 
outfit. Persons who join ROAV will_ 
receive an initial and annual printout of 
the database information of all veterans 
who served in the same unit during the 
same time frame as the joining member. 
The printout will show the current ad-
dress and phone number of surviving unit 
members.
