New Highway Maintenance
Building Planned In Baird

Bids will be opened July 5 for the
construction of a new state highway
department maintenance building in
Baird estimated to cost $988,000.

The Texas Department of Transpor-
tation will open bids July 5 for the
construction of a new 18,000 square
foot highway maintenance building lo-.
cated one-half mile north of Interstate
20 on State Highway 283 in Baird. The
building site is located north of the city
cemetery on the east side of State’
Highway 283.

Scotty Mitchell, District antcnance
Manager with the Department of
Transporiation headquartered in
Abilene, said work on the new mainte-
nance building in Baird should begin
around the first of September. He said
the new maintenance building should be
completed by April 1996.

The Department of Transportation re-
cently purchased 10 acres of land on the
cast side of State Highway 283 north of
Baird to construct the new maintenance
building. Dirt work at the site has al-
ready begun and a security fence has
been erected around three sides of the

Mitchell, who is a resident of Baird,
said the Department of Transportation

will be doing some of the site work,
including constructing the pad the new
building will set on.

The new maintenance building will
include constructing nine covered truck
bays,. a two bay shop area and office
area. Mitchell said the building will be
constructed of concrete tiles with an
exposed galvanized roof. The building
will be built to ADA (American Dis-
abilities Act) requirements as well.

Miichell said the new building is being
constructed because the cumrent build-
ing is too small. "We don't have ad-
equate storage for equipment now. Most
of the equipment sets outside,” Mitchell
said of the lack of covered truck bays at
the current facility.

The district maintenance manager said
the new facility will also have outdoor
lighting in case maintenance crews need
10 be dispatched at night. Mitchell said
the new maintenance shop will also
have several heated shop bays and all
truck bays will have electrical plug-ins.

With the new 10 acre site, Mitchell .

said the new maintenance facility will
also have more outdoor area for material
storage.

Mitchell said the new facility is being
constructed away from the city of Baird

because of traffic concerns. The current

" maintenance building in Baird is located

close to downtown on FM 18,

The new maintenance facility will
have some landscaping of grass and
shrubs in front of the new building.
Mitchell said the Department of Trans-
portation also plansio plant pme trees on
the south side of the state-owned prop-
erty. He said a private property owner
south of the new maintenance site plans
to subdivide the property for new
housing.

Michell said the new maintenance
building is similar to one recently con-
structed in Aspermont, although the
Baird facility will be one bay larger.

Miichell said when the new facility is
completed, the state will first offer the
existing maintenance building and site
to Callahan County. "The county will
have first shot at the building, if not the
City of Baird and Baird school district
will be offered the building,” Mitchell
said. He said the building will be offered
toaprivate individual only if the county,
city or school declines on purchasing the
existing building.

The Baird facility is oply staie high-
way maintenance building in Callahan
County. The maintenance facility at
Baird employs 15 people.

Senate Votes To Repeal
55 MPH Speed Limit

WASHINGTON—The U. S. Scnate
voted 65-35 to turn back to the states the
right to set speed limits for automobiles.
U. S. Scnater Phil Gramm, R-Texas,

‘supported the repeal of the 55 mile-per-
hour national speed limit.

"Driving from long distances across
Texas at 55 mph, two things happen. You
cither get discouraged and turn back, or
you're going to get run over,” joked
Gramm, adding that he belicved the
Texas Legislature was fully capable of
selting an appropriate speed limit in rural
arcas.

Current law sets national limits for all
vehicles of 55 mph on most roads and 65
mph on rural intcrstatcs.

“It's illogical for politicians in traffic-
congested Washington, D. C. to make a
law that scts the same speed limit on a
100-mile stretch of the Texas Panhandle
and a crowded Houston frccwav."

Gramm said.

The primary aim of the bill is to desig-
natc 159,886 miles of roads across the
country—primarily interstates and main
highways—as the National Highway
System and provide $13 billion over two

ycars 10 upgrade these roads. The mea- . -

surc has yct o be considered by the
Housc.

Undcra 1991 law, roughly $440million
from the Highway Trust Fund is to be
provided in cachof 1996 and 1997 tohelp
improve and maintain Texas roads, if the
National Highway System is officially
designated by September 30 of this year.

In 1974, Congress sct a national speed
limit of 55 mph in an cffort to conserve
gasolinc at the height of the Arab oil
cmbargo. Congress approved a 65-mph
speed limit for rural interstates in 1987,
and cxtended it to four-lanc highways in
1991, subject to state approval.

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TEXAS HOSPITALS FACE $4 BILLION MEDICAID LOSS,

PLACING LOCAL HEALTH CARE PROVIDERS, TAXPAYERS

IN CRITICAL CONDITION

AUSTIN—State Comtroller John
Sharp, a longtime advocate of block
grants, said that. proposed funding
formuals now before Congress could
cost Texas public hospitals up to $4 bil-
lion and shift the fiscal burden to local
Laxpayers.

"Local property taxes help fund Texas'
major public hospitals,” Sharp said. "For

them, the choice will be Lo raise those

taxcs or close their doors forever.

"Our analysis shows that by the year
2002, some public hospitals would have
to hike local tax rates by as much as 50
pereent to cover the shortfall caused by
incquitics in the proposed Congressional
plan."

The Comptroller’s analysis details cur-
rent Medicaid payments to all Texas
hospitals, the amount each hospital
would losé under currcnt Congressional
proposals and the tax increase that would

be necessary to cover those losses: The
analysis concludes that Texas hospitals
could 1ose up to $4 billion over the next
seven years, depending on the growth of
Medicaid patients during that period.
Total losses to all Texas health care
providers could soar as high as $12 bil-
lion in federal funding over the same

period.

"I'm commiltted to block grants to help -

balance the federal budget and give
Texas communities the flexibility to
meet their needs,” Sharp said. "But cur-
rent proposals would force Texas tax-
payers to subsidize health care for folks
in a handful of powerful Northeastern
states. Texans deserveé better than an
unfair system that treats a sick child here
asif he or she were worth half asick child
in New York.

"Washington sould abandon these
failed formulas of the past adn tumn to a

According to Sharp's analysis, Houston
will be the hardest hit region of the state.
Ben Taub and the other three hospitals in
the Harris County Hospital Districtcould
lose nearly $200 million over the next
seven years. Two hospitals without tax
bases, Texas Children's and Hermann,
could lose $163 million and $142 million
respectively. Altogether, Houston-area
hospitals could lose $1.2 billion.

Other big losers include Parkland
Hospital in Dallas, with $140 million in
potential losses, totaling more than $500
million in losses throughout the Metro-
plex. The University of Texas Medical
Branch at Galveston faces $130 million
in potential losses.

Sharp said that Texas hospitals could
weather the transition to Medicaid block
grants if Congress were to adopt a fund-
ing formula that treats all states fairly,
His National Fair Share Block Grant
Plan would distribute Medicaid funds
according to each state's percentage of
the U. S. population and its poverty rate.

"Since early this year, I've been work-
ing to build a consensus among the two-
thirds of all states that stand to lose under
current proposals,” Sharp said. "We've
worked with the Sunbelt Coalition,
Governor Lawton Chiles of Florida,
Controller Kathleen Connell of Califor-
nia, and anyone in Washington who will
listen.

"We have an historic opportunity to
shape the distribution of Medicaid dol-
lars into the next century. Not only can
we help Congress balance the federal
budget, but we can see to it that growing

 states like ours get their fair share.”

Sharp praised Texas Senator Kay Bai-
ley Hutchison for taking the lead in the
Senale for equitable public assistance
block grants. He also applauded Texas
Congressman Joe Barton, John Bryant,
and Ralph Hall, all of whom serve on the
U. §. House subcommiltee on Medicaid,
and Tcxas Health and Human Services
Commissioner Mike McKinney for their
combined efforts on behalf of fair fund-
ing formulas.

Medicaid was created in 1965 10 ensure
access to health care for low- and middle-
income families, as well as long-term
care for the elderly. Today, Medicaid
serves as the basic health insurance for
more than two million Texans. Twenty-
six percent of Texas children and 14
percent of elderly Texans, three-quarters
of them women, depend on Medicaid for
basic, primary health care, The program
also pays for 40 percent of all Te.xas
births.

"Texas has one of the ndlion's largest
populations of both young people and
clderly,” Sharp said. "Obviously, de-
mands on local hospitals in the coming
years will grow, not shrink.

"Middle-class Tcxas taxpayers might
aswell ask: 'Why should we subsidize the
health care of people in other statcs when
we don't even have adequate funding for
our own folks now?'

"Local taxpayers will be in critical
condition if faimess and common sense
don't become part of the debate in
Washington,” Sharp said.
