Only 3 short years minus 3 days, we
stood at this same spot stricken with
grief and remorse over the loss of our
brother Mc. Little did we know that we.
would take this grief and sorrow trail
again so soon.

Raymond Dan Archer was born the
second son of Earl and Jewell Archer on
June 9, 1943, Dan left this world on July
7, 1995 as he had lived it—on his terms,
in his own way, and in his own time.

Dan was a solitary man with many
unique ways and characteristics who's
life touched so many. Dan had a way of
making instant friends that would last a
lifetime. Much of this was due to the
wonderful gift of conversation and the
tall tales he could weave as he viewed
life.

Dan once said
that "I love you" were three-words that
were not said enough, so his last days
were filled with these words. And we
shall always remember them.

Dan's illness and death left us all with
an unbearable void and heartache that
will not soon be healed.

A Positive Attitude Makes The
Difference In Getting Well Or
Not Getting Well

HOUSTON—Dying of cancer, one
woman was grateful for time to share
memories with her children. Another
patient saw chemotherapy as a chance to
make friends with the nurses she'd never
have met otherwise.

Call them Pollyannas or call them na-
ive—but they are likely to live longer.

"A positive attitude sometimes is the
difference between getting well and not
geuting well," says Philip McCarthy,
MD, and oncologist-hematologist at the
Methodist Hospital in Houston, whose
daily post oversceing bone marrow
transplant unit has allowed his countless
opportunitics to witness the differences
in healing between optimists and pessi-
mists.

Optimists stay positive and expect the
best outcome regardless of their limita-
tions. Pessimists, on the other hand, as-
sume the worst will happen and that they
arc powerless to alter their fate. They are
wrong.

McCarthy and other Methodist physi-
cians and nurses attest that patients who
arm themselves with optimism are betier
able to battle illness and strengthen their
immune system. Those who surrender to
pessimism often find that their minds-
and bodies- turn against them.

That attitude affects illness, has been
acknowledged nationally. Using stan-
dardized psychological tests to distin-
guish the optimist from the pessimist,
doctors have shown a distinct connection
between healing and frame of mind.

simistic men from Harvard classes of
1939 through 1944 more likely to have

had a scrious chronic disease such as’

arteriosclerosis by age 45.

As Methodist's acting chief of hema-
tology and oncology, Garreit R. Lynch,
MD, sees a range of attitudes in people
dealing with serious illness. The futility
that pessimists envision, he says, often
becomes a self-fulfilling prophecy.

"They won't seek all the options,” says
Lynch. "They won't want to put up with
the side effects of a treatment that can
cure them."”

While Mari Rude, a cancer nurse spe-
cialist at Mecthodist, hasn't conducted
formal research, experience has shown
her that positive thinkers also secem 1o
sulfer less than pessimists while under-
going trcatment.

"Cancer paticnts who automatically
assume doom and gloom secm to have
more side cffects from chemotherapy or
radiation,” Rude says. "They are slower
to recover from surgery, and they aren't
able .to go on with their normal life-
styles."

How casy is it for hea]th professionals
to distinguish the cheerful from the
gloomy?

An oplimist approaches an illness dif-
ferently from the start, says Rude, and
you usually can tell t‘rom the questions
they ask.

"Optimists ask when they can return (o
their normal activities, how long their

recovery will be and how they can best
manage side cffects so they won't be
limited,” Rude says. "Pessimists focuson
how they'll suffer rather than how they
can cope. They usually talk about how
weak they are going to be."

So is it possiblc to hamess pessimism
and get a beuter grip on the reins of
health?

Unfortunately, our attitude to life is
formed in childhood and difficult to alter.

You can't suddenly change a person's
personalily because they have come
down with a scrious illness,” Rude says,
"but you can recommend that pessimists
scck therapy and look to friends and
family for support.”

Witness:

—Statc of mind was found to be a better
predictor of death than damage to the
heart, artery blockage, cholesterol levels,
or blood pressure, a recent University of
Minncsota study of 122 men found. Of
the 25 most pessimistic men, 21 died
within cight ycars. Of thc most optimis-
tic, only six dicd.

—Optimists are more likely to survive
after the diagnosis of heart diseasc, rc-
vealed a recent Duke University study of
1,719 men and women who underwent
heart catherization, acommon procedure
uscd to check the arteries for clogging.
Twelve percent of those pessimistic
about recovering died, compared to only
5 percent of those who were hopeful.

(NAPS)—Recent studies indi-
cate it is never too late to take
preventative and treatment mea-
sures in the battle against osteo-
porosis, a bone-thinning disease
afflicting 20 million American
women.

Even elderly women whose
spines, in effect, have crumbled
and left them with the tell-tale
“dowager’s hump,” can benefit
from adequate amounts of calcium
to stave off further vertebral frac-
tures or even a broken hip.

“Women start out at a disad-
vantage with less-dense bones
than men,” says registered dieti-
cian and nutritionist consultant
Janece Newquist, “and they start
loging density at an earlier age
than men do.”

Bone loss is especially rapid in
the first three to five years after
menopause because of estrogen
withdrawal, but research has
shown that increasing calcium
intake reduces postmenopausal
bone loss.

Calcium is found in fish and
leafy vegetables, but no food group
packs the same calcium-laden
wallop as dairy products.

“By eating one cup of plain
non-fat yogurt, a woman is well on
her way to meeting the body’s
daily calcium needs,” Newquist
says. “It contains 450 milligrams
of calcium.”

business was then moved to the Happy
Howell Building and the Gainey Peanut
Warehouse on South Main Street in
1964. M. E. (Happy) Howell built the
building in the late 1940s. He operated
the Red & White Grocery in the north
part of the building. Katy Kilgore and
Annie Mae Wright operated the Village
Inn Cafe in the south part of the building.
The cafe was later operated by Claude
and Juanita Mayes, Lillie Mae Wilks,
and the Jowers Family.

The warehouse was built in the 1920s.
It was the ice house for the Cross Plains
area until the early 1930s. Ice was made
in 300 pound blocks. The building was
later owned by the Gainey Peanut
Company. That was during the time
when farmers bagged peanuts in the
fieldin burlap sacks and brought them to
market. The building was stacked with
peanuts up into the rafters immediately
before the Lawrence's moved to the
South Main Street location.

The Lawrence's purchased the Howell
Building in 1965 and the Gainey
Warehouse in 1967. Bill and Ethel sold
their interest in the business to James
and Wilma in 1968, prior to Bill's open
heart surgery. The Main Street location
was remodeled in 1977, moving the
main office into the south part of the
building, and adding additional dock-
level floor space to the warehouse. Both
of these structures received heavy
damage during the 1994 Memorial Day
Weekend Tornado. The Main Building
did not have structural damage, but the
roof covering was rolled off into the
parking lot and the building contents
suffered much water damage. The West
half of the Warchouse was destroyed in
the tornado. After much consideration,
the current location was purchased and
additional space added. The building at
the current location was built in the late
1970's as an addition to Johnston Truck
& Supply, owned and operated by Dan
Johnston.

" A waiver is defined as the intentional
relinquishment of a known right,” says
Judon Fambrough, attomey with the
Real Estate Center at Texas A&M
University and author of The Texas
Deer Lease.

"To be effective, the release provision
must be based on an offer and
acceptance where the parties have equal
bargaining power," says Fambrough.
"For example, parents cannot release in
advance a minor's right to recover for
personal injuries caused by the
negligence of another.”

Likewise, the agreement for release
must be based on consideration, but it
need not be monetary. An agreement not
to sue in exchange for hunting rights
may be sufficient. '
