Agreement Between Workers and
Chiefs Expected to Prevent

Chicago, Nl—An early announce-
Cment by the railroad labor board of its
declsion on the application of the 92
raillroads for wage reductions will
depend upon the success of a move to
effect & general compromise of the
wage snd working rules guestions, it
is learned.

The wage {ssue i now in the hands
of the board and the only ohstacle In
the road ofearly settlement is the fact
that roads and the employes will not
be effected until July. Each railroad
and representatives of each classifi-
cation of labor are now holding con-
ferences on working rules and each
will report to the board by July 1.
Shortly after this time general work-
ing agreements will be announced.

It is now contended by labor, and
the coniention g uppeld by the thoee
labor members of the board, that new
wag2 scnedules could not be announc-
ed before the rules question is set-
tied because the men would not know
what they could expect in the way of
overtime, bonuses, hours of labor and
other important issues, The board
has asked to delay iis wage decision
vntil this matter is adjusted.

Other members of the board favor
B wage decision by June 1. If this
was done without some kind of agree-
ment on ruleg, the three members of
the board represeénting labor will vote
against any wage reduction, /it is
learned. The hope of influential
board members 18 2 compromise which
wiil insure a unanimous vote on both
the wage and rules decisions. If the

Reports from non-German sources
say that the French are not fighting,
but have adopted an attitude of neu-
trality.

It is apparent that, with Friday's
advance, the Poles are seeking to seize
the ‘entire territory, and then, seacure
in their positions, dare the allies to
deliver Upper Silesia to Gérmany un-
der the terms of the plebescite,

The invaders’ lines now reach to-
ward Oppeln and Rosenberg.,

A mew list of Italian casualties Is-
sued Friday shows sixteen dead and a
number wounded. The French losses
have been slight.

Serious industrial losses are In-

den, Boston lawyer, will resume his
work in an unofficial capacity as the
American representative on the re-
parations committee,

Ofticial word to this effect has been
communicatéd in a formal note from
Secretary Hughes to Premier Lloyd
George, president of the allied sae-
preme council, Acceptance of the
urgent request of the council that the
TUnited States once more participate in
the deliberations carries the Ameri-
can position back to where it was
under the Wilson administration, nn-
til Wilson, to relieve Harding of any
possible embarrassment, ordered all
uncofficial representation on the allied
councils discontinued.

The action of President Harding,
as forecast in these dispatches, was
taken on the advice of leaders ln his
cabinet.

France, on the other hand,
urging framing of.terms so sirong
that they wou'd meet immediste re
jection, is hoping and praying. that
Berlin's answer wili be “No™

The three important points in the
document are;

1. The anmifties will be vaziable,
equivalent to 25 per cent of Germany's
total exports, “or :alternatively an
equivalent amount reached by any
other index of German prosperity.”

2. It is officially stated that the
total of the first five annuities can,
and probably will, be less instead of
greater than under the Paris terms,

8, 'The real rock npon which tae
London conference of February broke
down disappears with the elimination
of the large fixed annuities of the
Parig and Boulgone conferences for
the later years of payment,

It is pointed out that the Germans
themselves ‘accepted the Paris pro-
posals, but that Von Simons vetoed
the acceptance and thus burmed his
bridges behind him.

HOOVER ISSUES WARNING
OF TEUTONS' INROAOS

Washington.—Declaring that severn
al lines of trade already have been
driven out by German competitors,
Secretary of Commerce Hoover told
the house ways and means committes
that there was imperative need for
protection of American Industries
againgt the Inroads of revived German
commeree,

The commerce secretary told how
optical glass makers of the United
States had gone out of business “al
most entirely” in the two years since
German manufacturers had again be
come active. He said that in neutral
markets German bids of steel were
averaging 812 a ton under American
selling prices and that in many In.
stances markets which bad been
wholly American lately were in con-
trol of the Germans.

“I believe American industries must
have protection of a very large order,”
said Mr, Hoover. “There is no guess
as to how long Germany can continne
to grind out paper money and indi-
rectly subsidlze her industries. Mean:
while, however, those industries are
striving to eapture the markets of the
world and are having a profound i
fluence on Amerlcan prices.”

Qur eternal destiny does not depend

on what we do with certain things
but what we do
with a <¢ertain

pesson  and  that
Person isthe Lord
Jesiis Christ,
Men continually
try to find salva-
tion by doing vuri-
ous works which

they think are
sufticlently  meri-
torious  to  bring
what they seek.
But aftér a man
bas done ull lie
can do he finds himself convinced

that by his own work he Bas not ob-
tained whut he sought. Do whut he
will he cannot find salvarion until at
Inst, like the juller, he cries, "“\What
must I do to be saved?' (Acts 16:30).
The answer today is the same as
when this question was first asked,
viz.: "Believe on the Lord Jesus
Christ and thoo shalt be suved” (Acts
16:31).

The sense of condemnation rising
from conviection of sin Is the common
herltage of all men. To find reliet
from this sense of condemnation min
turns te various expedients, but the
more he tries to rid himself of It
the more he feels condemned, But
when he turns to the Word of God
he firids written in Juo. 3118, “He that
believeth on the Son .ls not con-
deinned.”

The possession of eternal life comes
over the same pathway, that of falth
in Jesus Christ. It i= not for the muan
who works but, “Ie that belleyeth on
the Son bath everlasting life” (Jno,
3:36).

If it be a question of justitication
hefore God, It is simple faith dand not
works of any kind that brings it, Tor
we are told in Acts 13:30, "By Hhnm
(Chirist) all thar believe are justified
from all things from which ye could
nut be justified by the law of Moses"

No wonder; then, we hear Jesus say-
Ing testhose who asked Him what
they sNould do to work the works of
God, “This is the work of God that
ye helieve on Him whom He hath
gent” (Jno. 6:29). Falth in Christ Is
the only medium by which we may se-
cure gifts from God, but He has no
gift that may not be ours in answer
to our faith in ihis great object of
faith, Jesus Christ. It 'Is nat there-
fore my good life or works, not my
church or religion, not my Integrity
of charaeter or honesty of purpose,
nor anything that I can do, which Is
the object of my trust, but it s what
Christ has done and is, that must be-
come the object of my faith.

Many bhave vague Jdeas about faith

and think of it much as a pagen
might think of some fetich. But ir Is

not the faith but the object of faith
that holds the power and brings the
blessing. Noah's faith took him into
the ark because he helieved that safe-
ty from the judgment about to fall
was to be found only there, Thos it
the object of his falth,
that saved him. Sa the believer to-
day finds his faith takes him to
Christ, the object of hig falth, who
saves him.

A man may have splendid falth, but
If the object of his falth be unworthy
the faith is useless, however good i
may be in itself. For {llustration; A
man may plare his money In a bank
and by doing so prove he has splendid
faith in that bank. If the bank falls
and the man loses his money, it Is he-
cause the object of his faith was un-
worthy, and not because there was
anything wrong with his falth,
Agaln, a2 man may have good falth In
a boat and prove hig faith iz good by
entrusting his life to that boat. But
if It goes down dat sea and the man
loses his life, it is not because his
falth was not of the right kind or
that there wus not enough of it, hnt
simply because the object of his faith
wias bad.

Today there are many men and
women tresting their future welfare
and their hope of salvation to good
works or upright living or honesty of
purpose or sincerity, who will lose
their souls not because there s any-
thing wreng with their faith, but be.
oaucs finy of these things, however
good in themselves, is an unworthy
ohject for faith., All of them put to-
gether could never save & soul. Noth-
ing bat Christ can be & worthy ob-
ject for falth which brings salvation.

A man may be a moral, praying,
church-going man, as Nicodemus was,
and not be saved; may be an upright,
clean, almsgiving man, as Cornelius
was, and not be saved; may be a zeal-
ous man, biameless before the law,
as Saul of Tarsus was, and not be
saved: but none can be a bellever in
the Lord Jesus Christ and not be
saved, becanse the Word of God still
declares, “Believe In the Lord .Jesus
Christ and thou shait be saved" (Acts
168:31). It Is Christ, the supreme ob-
jeet for the sinner's faith, who can
and will and does save all who put
their trust in Him. The aviator in
the air has no other stay or hope
than the machine In which he rides:

The official residence of the na-
tion's chief is called in the laws the
Fresldent’s house, and with this name
much of the old silver and china be-
longing to the establishment |s
marked. When Mr. Roosevelt arrived
on the sceneé he found large stacks
of note-paper and letter-paper stamped
with the words “Executive Mansion™
—a title adopted by Mr. Cleveland.

ply “White House."”

Up to Mr. Roosevelt’'s time the busi-
ness offices of the White House were
in the mansion proper, directly over
the East room, <o that visitors came
in &t the front door and climbed a flight
of stairs to reach them. Across the
main corrider on the second fluor was
piaced a screen to shut off the offices
from the private quarters of the Pres-
ident’s famnily.

President Taft had threa secretar-
ies. The first to serve in that capaci-
ty was Fred Carpenter, who was suc-
ceeded by Charles ID. Norton. The
third, Charles D. Hilles, served as
Taft's political manager during his un-
successful campalgn for re-clection. He
was an  assistant secretary of the
treasury before he becapme Taft's sec-
cratary. He was chalrman of the Re-
publican npations]l ecommittee, 1012-18,
He I& In business in New York.

Joseph Patrick Tumulty, President
Wiison's secretary, 18 a college man
and A lawyer. He was & member of
the New Jersey legisiature, 1907-10,
and then became secretary to Gover-
nor-Wilson, President Wilson appoint-
ed him, just before the change in ad-
ministrations, a member of the Inter-
national joint commission between the
United States and Canada.

Later, In June, a strike began in
the big plant of J, Patterson Bing.
The men demanded higher pay snd
gshorter days. They were )
under @ contract but fhat did not
seem to matter.

This Seripture pictures the church,
the hody of Christ, under the figure
of the human Lody., The topic “Work-
ing With Gthers” can only have ap-
plication to Cheistians working with
each other; for it {8 as memhers of
the body of Christ thay this relation-
ship and obHgation are set forth, The
chureh fs an organlsm, not merely an
organizgtion. As such It is:

I. One Budy (vv. 12-20),

As a body It has many members,
eack with aidefinite ministry or fune-
tion. Many members are essential to
4 body or organism; So it s with the
chrurch,  Haeh member has ifs own
gift and oflice, The proof of this one-
ness iz thar by the =overeign act of the
Holy Spirit all believers are consti-
tuted one body (v. 18). A multiplieity
of organisms does not maké a body,
but a multiplicity of members with
their separite functions, There is no
room for Jealousy or discontentment
among them (vv. 15, 168). It would be
as regsonable for the fuot to complain
of its lot und refuse to function as a
foot, as for one member of a church
to envy the place of another. A deacon
who IS stieh by the appointment of
God should not complain that he is
not a minister. The church needs its
foot-members, that ls, these who are
swift te run on its errands;
its eye-members, who are quick to
percelve opportunities for service; it
needs Its ear-members, who are quick
to hear the call to duty; it needs its
tongue-members, who can speak forth
the message of truth; it needs its
hand-members to perform its many
deeds of kindness. Each member of
the church has its place by the sov-
ereign will of God (v, 18). If this
were realized there would be the most
efficlent eo-operation among the mem-
bers of the chureh. The pastor would
falthfully do the work of a pastor;

Il. The Mutual Dcpondenec of the
Members of the Body (v, 21).

They must co-operate for the life
and service of the body. As the foot
canrot dispense with the head, the
eye with the band, etc, so In the
church, even the most highly gifted
are dependent upon those of the lower
order: BSelf-concelt and pride are as
much out of pluce on the part of the
highest fn ability as of the lowest, In
faet, a-sober realization of this will do
away with selfish pride.

1Hl, The Least Attractive Members
Are the Most Necessary (vy, 22, 23),

In the human body the heart is of
more vital Importance than the
tongue. Se In the church prayer Is of
much more importance than the gift
of eloquence. Muny examples could
be given of those who wrestled with
God In the closet, doing more for the
cause of Christ than those who shone
forth most conspituously In the publlie
eye, 'The lungs are never seen or
heard, yet without them the tongue
could not utter a sound.
