CHICKEN SOUPS

Chlcken may be the most ‘delicious
of eating or guite the contrary—much
depending upon the fowl
and the cook. The flavor
of a good fat fowl in
soup will make almost
any combination fasty.

Chicken  Soup.—Take
a good fat fowl a year
old—chicken  fries or
skinny fowls will lack
flavor., After cleaning by
serubbing with soda and water and
washing in several waters, cover in a
deep kertle with cold water, adding
e onion.  Simwer for several hours
or until a rich broth is obtained, Drain
and set it aside to cool. . The chicken
if cut up and the bones crushed will
give more fluvor and gelatin to the
soup. With a covering of rich yellow
fut the soup may be kept a, day or
two in the ice chest. When ready to
ase mix two tublespoonfuls of fat, one
spoonful of flour, cook untily smooth,
then add the broth (one quart) with
a few tablespoonfuls of cooked rice.
Serve hot with a well-beaten egg for
further nourishiuent if desired. When
a large quantity of white stock is
needed cook a piece of the shoulder

of/ veal with the fowl; the chicken
will flaver both the meat and the
broth,

Spanish Chicken Soup. — Reheat

three cupfuls each of veal and chicken
stock, add a grated onion, a carrot,
nnd two stalks of celery minced fine
with one cupful of barley. Simmer
until the burley is done, season to
taste and serve.

Chicken With Tapicca.—Heat three
quarts of chicken stock and add one-
half cupful of tupioca. Cook slowly
until the fapioca is done. then serve.

Chickzn Soup a la Messcnier.—lle-
heat three: quarts of chicken stock
and thicken with four tablespoonfuls
each' of browned flour and butter
blended with a little ccld stock. Add
one cupful of blanched alinonds
chopped fine, two hard-cooked
conrsely.—chopped. ugﬁ one cupful of
cooked chicken also chopped,  Season
with sait, ;wpper anfd nutiieg. Adda

IN ONION THERE’S STRENGCTH

Just notice the families who serve
onions in some form often, cooked or
uncooked; you will ob-
serve that they are all
as a rule in good health.

The onion is soothing
to the nerves, a sleep
producer, allays inflam-
mation of the mucous
membrane and s uanti-
septic. Quite enough for
one small vegetable to
put it in a class by itself.

An onion poultice on the lungs has
been known to break up a very bad
cold.

Onion sirup for a bad cough is a
great relief.

A stufted onion is a very tasty dish.
Take the vegetuble of medium and
uniform size, peel and parboil for ten
minutes or uniil tender enough to re-
move the center. Chop the removed
portion, mix with meat or nuts, but-
ter and bread ciumbs and  fill  the
onions. Place in a baking dish with
any good stock, or, lacking that, add
butter and water, basting often untit
the lonion is perfectly tender. Sprinkle
the tops with buttered crumbs and
brown in a hot oven or for u minute
place under the gas flame. Serve at
once. This is a nice dish to serve as
a garnish to a platter of pork chops.

Onions Stuffed With Peppers.—Puar-
boil until nearly tender, six onions of
even size. Remove the centers, chop
and mix with  finely-chopped green

peppers that have been parboiled. Sea- |

son well with butter, a little cayenne
and enough bread crumbs to fill the
cavities and round well over the top.
Surround with a thin white sauce and

bake, basting often until the onions
are well cooked.
Onion Sandwiches.—Chop tender

green onions, mix with French dress-
ing and use as a sandwich- filling.

Onion Relish.—Take one large onion
grated, one-hulf cupful of celery juice,
grind the celery and press out the
juice; one teaspoonful of mustard, one
teaspoonful of salt, ten dreps of ta-
pasco sauce, four well-benten egg
yolks blended with the salt and mus-
tard, two tablespoonfuls of olive oil,
a teaspoonful of mustard seed, twenty
eapers finely minced and one-fourth of
a cupful of good vinegar.

Pedro Miguel Locks at Night.

(Prepared by the National Geographic So-
ciety, Washington, D. C.j

Celebrating by passing the Suez
canal in the race for world trade, the
Panama canal reached its tenth birth-
dal August 15, 1924, In ten years a
great parcde of vessels has carried
more than 100,000,000 tons of freight
through the canal.

But so rapidly is Panama trade in-
creasing #hat the business for the
tenth birthday year is more than one-

fourth of all that has passed through.

the *“Big Ditch.” Tolls for 1924,
amounting to $24.291,000, are also
equal to one-fourth the ten years
tolls of $97.803,000. This latter sum
is itself one-fourth the total con-
struction cost of the Panama canal.
Profits on the transits of 1923 were
3.5 per cent of the $375.000,000 the
United States spent connecting the
Pacific with the Atlantie.

On August 15, 1914, eleven days
after Great Britain declared war on
Germany, the steamship Ancon with
a party of 200 guests of the secretary
of war, traversed the canal, opening
it for the traffic of the world. The
first test trip was actually made on
Aungust 3, 1914, by the steamship

“Cristobal; this was the very day that

France and Germany declared war on
each other. Making its debut
Mars, the Panama canal played such
an. important part in the conflict that
its formal dedication had to be de-
layed by President Wilson to July 12,
1920. ;

A few weeks ago the canal cele-
brated its birthday yeur by tackling
successfully the biggest ship that ever
approached its gates, Britainis mam-
moth of the seas, the battleship Hood.
The locks are 110 feet wide and the
Hood’s beam is 105 feet, its length 860
feet, With two and one-half feet to
spare on either side, canal employees
brought this huge battleship through
in standard time. The transit cost
England $22.319. Even the great Levi-
athan could move into the Pacific
waters with ease through the Panama
canal.

America the Biggest User.

How is the Panama canal used?
Proving that it is doing all that was
predicted for it, the figures show the

canal’s. owner is  the biggest user.
Nine-tenths of freight coming from

San Franeisco, Seattle and other ports
Pacifie ecoast states through the
‘anal is destined for sister states.
Eastern and Gulf states send half
the total of their products going
through the ecanal. to- the  United
States sestern seaboard. Of all the
traflic through thie eanal two-thirds
of that ®ast-bound and one-third of
that west-bound is eoastwise business.
Coastwise shipping through Panrama
canal is like “going all the way 'round
Robin Hood's barn,” but it is far more
economical for products which do not
demand speed. 3

The Panama canal is a gateway of
the seas. Merchants send their prod-
ucts through it as medievhl traders
sent their caravans through guarded
gates of fortified cities.

In the language of engineers the
Panama canal is not"a canal at all;
it is a “water bridge.” It is said to
be the first great ‘‘water bhridge” in
history. The engineers’ term does
describe the canal more accurately
than its popular title. From the Colon
entrance, guarded from ‘“northers”™ by
breakwater, it is about seven miles to
Gatun locks. At the lock gate to the
=ight of an incoming steainer is the
great Gatun dam, more than a mile
and a half long. It is this dam which
raises the Chagres river to the dig

nity of a “waler bridge.” Through
the vast, artificial lake, so formed.
steamers plow 24 miles until they
reach the Culehra or Gaillard cut,
severing the mountainous backbone of
North, Central and South Awmerica.
In the .eight-mile Gaillard eut the

most dramatic exeavation work oe-

enged.
At the Pedro Miguel locks, ealled
*Peter Magill' locks by, the Ameri-

cans, the ships step down from their
*“svater bridge.” Crossing the mile
long Miraflores lake they reach the
two Miraflores itocks and sea ievei.

Jjuela sounds very much like a paean

of Christinas time; in Panama it is a
tiny community on the Chagres river
where it enters Gatun lake. Here
the Executive order sets aside 22
square miles of additional: territory
for the Canal zone. 'This acquisition
will be converted into a large reser
voir to_save up the Chagres floods,
which would otherwise go over the
Gatun dam spillway. It is estimated
that this new reservoir will store up
a supply of water which would be suf-
ficlent to satisfy the needs of New
York city, including. Brooklyn, at the
present rate of consumption for 41
vears. With this additional water
horded up. Canal Zone engineers be-
lieve" there will be assured a supply
to meet demands until 1955, based on
a normal growth of trade.

Although it is now surrounded for
the maost part by dense tropical jungle,
Gatun lake is destined to become the
Because
Gatun lake has filled up the mouths
of many tributaries, it has, like Chesa-
peake bay, an enormous shore line.
Modest ealeulators put it at 1.500
miles. while the more ambitious say
that the lake’s coast line is almost as
long as an air line between New York
and San Francisco. The broad waters
of the lake. 165 square miles in area,
the largest artificial lake in the world,
afford, cooling hreezes to be prized in
that tepid c¢limiate. Its’ mean anvual
temperature is 84 degrees, but what is
more  important, it affords access to
mountains. on the southwest, B.000
feet high. On their summits the fem-
perature ‘hovers about &0 degrees
President Porras of Panama has pur-
chased a large estate on the lake and
many of the American, calopy ' are
picking out sites and erecting bun-

igalmvs.

Gatun lake, incidently, is. a paradise
for hunters, fishermen and naturalists.
Among the animals frequently seen
on its shores are the big tapir, the
jaguar.. the mouptain len and deer,
Even monkeys, the hlack panther, the
sloth. the armadillo and other tropical
animals are to be found near by.| Al
manner of brilliant birds are seen in
the trees.

Marine Service Station.

In ten vears the Panaina canal®has
hecome more than a long-sought “route
to Cathav™: it is a <ervice station for
ships,  The Canal Zone is!a division
point’ in sea transportation lines. Its
coaling machinery can pour 100 to H00
tons of coal an hour imto a vessel's
hold.. It keeps huge supplies of oil
and gasoline on tap. Balboa elaims
the world’s oil bunkering record: it
has put 3.854 barrels of oil in a hold
in one hour. Steam Jlaundries for
ship’s convenience are oaperated at
Colon and Panama. where a ship eu-
tering the canal can deposit its mate-
rials to he laundered, proceed through
the canal. and find them wairing at
the other end of the “water bridge”
spick, spap ‘and clean, A many as
200 head of cattle are often slapgh-
tered daily to supplv ships with fresh
beef. ‘The United States government
maintains 50,000 seres of pasture along
Gatun lake (o fatten the eattle for
sa% to ships. In addition. the govern-
ment operiates two fiue hotels. sce fuae-
tories, a dry dock. capable of receiving

the largest ship now afloat, a well-
equipped railroad and  a telephone
gystem.

One of the advantages to ships zo-
ing through the Panama Capal is that
they lase the thousands of harnacles
which they pick up on the seven segs.
barnaclés collecting on a ship's bottom
and as the ships pass along Gatun
lake sind through the Gaillard cut these
mollusks a.op off.  This faet is of
inestimablg value to shipping because
harnacle colleciing on a ship's bottom
greatly retard the speed of a bheat,
General Goethals onee said that he
expected the chapnel would eventually
be paved with barnacles.

PREBICTS U. . WILL
JOIN LEAGUE NATIONS

Ramsay MacyDonala Says Security
»f World and Prevention of
War Lies With League. |

Geneva—Predicting that America
will some day come into the I.eague
of Natiops because of its efforts for
peace, Ramsay MacDonald of Great
Britain has launched his great effort
for international security through the
‘league organization—security which
will be based on arbitration, the re-
duction of armaments and participa-
tion by the United States, Germany
and Russia in the work at Geneva.

Addressing the league assembly
MacDonald initiated the discussion
on disarmament and the proposed
pact of mutual guarantees to prevent
war. His speech, a dramatic forecast
of a time when all Nations would
unite to end war, was the forerunner
of the keen Anglo-French controversy
over the best way to effect national
security.

McDonald appealed for participa-
tion in the league by Germany and
Russia and he ' declared “there is
always a welcome place for America
here.”

The attitude of the United States,
the fact that she is absent from the
councils of the league, could not be
ignored in the day’s debate.

If war is ended, the Premier said,
it would be only through the Lieague
of Nations. England, he said, was
determined  to strengthen the au-
thority of the league as the prin-
cipal instrument for world peace.

Declaring that the next gquestion
to be taken up by the league was the
reduction of armaments, MacDonald
said that all tke nations present
should begin preparations for such
~ conference. Two points were essen-
tail, he emphasized—first, that all
ceuntries be represented; second, that
the conference be held in Europe,
where the heads of Governments can
‘participate.

He referred to the American plan—
presumably President Coolidge's in-
tentiofi to call a new arms parley—
as one of “many contributions” for
another disarmament conference.

“America has taken the first step
towards naval reduction and we ful-
filled the Washington agreement as
we fulfill all such agreements,” the
Premier continued, “but land arma-
ments are more complicated. Were
a conference to be summoned now
it would fail for lack of preparation.
The league's role now is to prepare
for such a confeérence.”

The Prime Minister made plain
that he had no illusions aboui the
United States participating in Bu-
ropean affairs, purely at the be-
hest of Europe.

“I never believed,” he said, ‘“that
America would do anything except
leave us alone. We never asked Am-
erica to de any work, but that Am-
erica has given us all the loyal sup-
port she can. One day, not because
we have appealed to her or brought
pressure to bear but because we have
been wise enought to.make our own
efforts for peace successful, 'she will
be inclined to come in.”,

FIGHTING NEARS
OHANGHAL CHINA;

T0 GUARD ALIENS

Foreign . Marines  Patrol Streete,
British and American War-
ships Are Prepared.

Shanghai, China.—A pitched Dbat-
tle between the forces of Lu Hung:
Hsiang, tuchun of Chekiang. and Chi
ShiehYuan, Governor of Kiangsu has
opened along the Shanghai-Nanking
Railway near Hwanktu, about a doz
en miles from Shanghai, according
to reports from Defense Commisgion-
er Ho. :

The battle commenced with a
heavy attack by the Kiangsu troops,
estimated at 10,000. While the left
wing of the Chekiang army was fore-
ed back, the center and right slowly
gained ground, according to Ho's
secretary. Later reinforcements reach-
ed the Chekiang left wing, enabling
it to push forward. On the whole,
the Chekiang force gained about
two miles.

At 8 o’clock Thursday morning
a Kiangsu brigade, commanded by
Gen. Mayuzen, estimated at 5,000
attacked the Chekiang forces of the
same streggth outside Liube. This
engagement, according to the Long
wha headquarters, resulted after an
hour’s fighting, dicasterously for the
Kiangsu brigade, which was reported
in full retreat, with the Chekiang
troops pursuing them.

All reports indicate that the en-
gagement is becoming: general in the
whole area. from the Shanghai-Nan-
king *Railway to the coast.

TO BEE OR NOT TO BEE
“BACK-LOTTER,' as profes-

A sional aplarists dub the amateur
peekeeper, is pictured as going about
sitnong his bees with his eyes fixed on
4 “copy of BMaeterlinck or Fabre, and

his* mind more ‘engrossed with - the
bees' history and habits than with
their remunerative possibilities. Bul

a “back-lotter” is ofteul a money-mak-
er!

“T was afraid I'd ‘get stung' when
I first started keeping bees,” admitted
a ‘“back-lotter,” a small town girl, I,
met recently, “but I know now that
only careless persons are stung by
bees, The work is remunerative and
is particularly suited to women. too,
because there is nothing heavy to do
and a woman’s gentleness in handling
is a real asset.,”

The “back-lotter” should wear |a
veil of mosquito netting over her face
and gloves on her hands; and she
should use a smoker when opening
the hives. Anyway, a sting is not such
A serious matter. When the barb is
removed, a little ammonia is the in-
failible remedy.

The bee-keeper should start her
apiary in the spring before swarniing
begins, or in the fall just after-the
last honey flow. She should 'begin
with only three or four hives, increas-
ing the number as the bees swarm.
She should save cost and risk of trans-
portation by buying her hives as near
home as possible, She may even be
able to get thém from a neighbor in
exchange for poultry or some other
produce. A good choice is golden. col-
ored Italian stock, famous for sweet
temiper and honey-gathering ability.
The common black bees are often vi-
cions, The standard movable, deove-
tailed hive is the hest type.

The amateur apiarist can learn che
details of the work by visiting expe-
rienced beekeepers, and by reading
books and magazines on bee culture.

If she can find someone to help her
a bit at times, it will be most profit-
ahle  for her to produce extracted
honey. This means that she will have
‘to buy a machine called a honey ex-
tractor, but it will pay for itself in
a short time.

If the “back-lotter” is enterprising,
she may bhe able to dispese of her en-
tire output in her own home town,
thus saving both commission and
freight expense, She may sdadvertise
her honey in the .local paper, or “ped-
dle” it herself.

If she combines cleverness with
caution, she will easily contrive. in
her beekeeping, not to “get srung,”
either physicaily or financially.

BROILERS BRING BIG RE.
WARDS

ICK up the menu in a city hotel
or restaurant. any time from

FFebruary to June, and you will see, |

opposite the words ‘“spring broiler”
such figures as $1.50 or $2.00.

“And that /means,” says g small
town girl who helps to make ‘possible
this table luxury, “that th~ girl who
raises spring chickens or ‘broilers’ will
have good returns for her work.”

“In fact, the industry is so lucra-
tive that I know of many people who
are carrying out the venture on a
{arge scale, with huge capital invest-
2d.” she declares. “But almost any
girl has room on the premises where
she can start in a small way. Her
profits will grow to delightful pro-
portions from year to yvear.”

An interesting side-line of (yet a

Jdistinetly different undertaking from)
the ordinary poultry industry, is this
nusiness of raising spring broilers. The
fdea is to raise young chicks in the
winter, and sell them in the spring.
" The girl who decides to underiake
the work at home- must have for
pquipment, an incubator which can be
run in the cellar of the house, or in
{m unused room where there is no
pther heat; and a brooder—or/ nurs:
ovy house—for the baby chicks. One
hrooder will take care of fifty chicks
until they reach the broiler age.

Wyandotte eggs are a good variety
for broilers. The chicks weigh, when
fiatehed, two ounces, and, if all does
well, they should weigh two pounds
by the end of the eighth week.

Few of the ruales for raising ordi-
pary chickens apply when it comes to
broders. The caretaker must push
‘them along as rapidly as she can, for
the Liroiler that has developed quickly
and that has plump, juicy meat brings
the best price. Many growers never
aive their broilers water to drink. sub-
stituting scalded milk. sinee milk is
a strong factor in making the flesh
juiey and tender.

Marketing problems are not serious.
If the town is large enough to support
a good hotel ,or country club, her
spring broilers are almost as good as
sold. She is still luckier if her town
happens to be a summer resort—for
the “eityites,” hungry for home-grown
meats, will be flocking out at about
the time her chicks are ready to sell
She c¢an sell her wares to the private
tamilies in the towm, too. Sometimes
an [advertisement in the local paper
will bring more orders than she can
iil.

At all events, the girl who raises
spring broilers will make the best fi-
nancial returns by selling “direct te¢
consumer,” or, in less elegant terms
“peddling her own.”
