HUNT FOR DEAD SOLDIERS
IN FRENCH BATTLEFIELDS

' Paris.—Authorities of all the’|

armies which fought on the bat-
tlefields of France in the World
war are co-operating in the at-
tempt to identify the bodies of
solriers which the war areas
slowly are yielding. '
With infinite care French
authorities have continued their
search throughout what was
once no man’s land, recovering

bodies and, so far as possible, |

IMMENSE STALACTITE
CAVERN '

One of the largest stalactite
caverns in the world is in Slov-
abia. It has been given the
name Domenica ~ after the
mountain within it lies. . The
cave ig nearly 5,000 yards in
length and consists of a laby-
rinth of corridors and hall-like
caverns. The stalactites take
the form* of waterfalls, veils,
clusters of water and mounds
which look like coral islands. A
